
DOMESTIC
TERRIBLE CREVASSE IN ARKANSAS.

The Southern mail brings particulars of the cre-
vasse in Arkansas, reported previously by tele-
graph. The levees on the Mississippi below Napo-
leon gave way last week, and thebreak grew rapid-
ly larger until the whole neighboring country be-
came submerged. Large plantations, valued at
$5O per acre, were completely covered, and nearly
all the live stock swept away; all, in fact, save the
few who congregated upon little patches of rising
ground here and there, of some few feet in extent.

In many places private dwellings furnished shel-
ter and protection to "man and beast." As in cases
of double tenements somewhat elevated, whites oc-
cupied one end of the building, negroes the other,
while in the intermediate perch cattle would be
huddled as thick as they could stand. In very
many instances however, the houses themselves
were deserted, the owners having been compelled to
betake themselves to dugouts, boats and rafts, or
whatever tame first to hand.

The suffering and distress of the inhabitants is
described as having been severe in the extreme.
Our informant states that up to the time he left
fears were entertained that the levee would give
way in other places below the first break, and all
who could render any effective service were busily
employed catching drift-wood and piling it upon
the levee, and using all other means in their
power to raise it so as to curb the impetuous
flood.

Our informant was detained at the landing two
days before he could get a boat to send out a yawl
for himself and family, and they finally had to'take
the Ingomar, (bound for New Orleans,) as far as
Napoleon, where they awaited for the Nebraska.?
Arrived at Napoleon, be found the citizens boating
through the streets, that worthy burgh having also
been inundated.

The damage done to the fertile country, covered
by this overflow, cannot easily bo estimated, as, in
addition to the actual loss of property, the land is
rendered totally unfit for tillage during the present
season. Moreover, it is highly probable that this
influx will cause the waters of the Yazoo to back
up so as to flood the rich Delta likewise. And if so,
a material curtailment in the great staple, of which
Mississippi is the chief producer, may be expected
for the coming season.

A man named I). W. I). Cameron, said to be the
owner ot considerable real estate and otber proper-
ty in New York, has occupied, for the past fiveyears, apartments in the upper part of No. 09 Ful-ton street. He appropriated the whole of the up-
per floor, comprising several spacious rooms, to his
own use, the entire furniture consisting of a single
cot, two 1 ieketty chairs, and a plain pine table.?Being unmarried, he has lived here the life of abachelor recluse. On Saturday morning he was
found lying on his cot so reduced in strength that
he could not support bis own weight. A physician
was called, who at once pronounced his enfeebled
state the result of starvation. He died on Sunday.

The Commissioner of the (leneral l.and (Blice, on
the sth inst., transmitted to the Governor of Illi-nois, a patent, No. 1, of swamp and overflowed lands
in the Kaskaskia, now Springfield district, enuring
to said State, under the act of September 28th,
1850, containing 48,241.110 acres. And on the same
day, in virtue of the above eran t, lie submitted to
the President of the United States for his signature
patents No. 3 and 4, and on the day following, pat-
ents No. 5, 0, and 7, for lands in tlie Augusta dis-
trict, Mississippi, containing, inthe aggregate, 514,-
571.01 acres.

A heavy storm of rain and hail, accompanied by
vivid lightning and thunder, passed over Peters-
burg on Saturday evening. Its duration was about
fifty miuutes. The K.rprfs savs :?During the pre-
valence of the storm a vivid flash of lightning,
commencing apparently in the zenith and coursing
down in a northeasterly direction,bore with it three
huge balls of fire, similar to those bursting from a
rocket, and presented one of the grandest phenom-
ena we have ever witnessed.

Ihe last news from Gen. Johnson's command, at

civil, was in excellent condition, and' had no knowl-edge of the movements or intentions of the Mormons,
but were very desirous of having a brush with them
before the arrival of large reinforcements. No one
will be surprised at intelligence next month that
(.en. Johnson has advanced to and occupied Salt
Lake City.

The Nottoway river has been so much swollen of
late as to prove considerably troublesome to thefarmers residing along its banks, in Sussex county.
Stacks of fodder, hay, oats, fences, Ac., have been
carried away without mercy, and in some instanceshogs and sheep which were caught unawares and
drowned.

lhe New Orleans Picayune states that the South-
ern Steamship Company have purchased the oppo-
sition steamships of Vanderbilt, which have beenrunning between that city and points on the Gulfot .Mexico, and will hereafter have the monopoly of
the Texas, Vera Cruz and Florida lines.

There is a large amount of counterfeit coin, both
gold and silver, in circulation in Wheeling. Wellexecuted half dollars, bearing a most swindling re-
semblance to the genuine, seem to lie more numer-ous than any thing else. They are lighter thanthe genuine coin, and compounded of softer metal.

Steam communication on the Lakes is becominn-
less remunerative every year. The Detroit A<hcrG<r says that it lias at last been finally decided that
the three splendid steamers belonging to the Michi-
gan Central Railroad Company will not run this
season, but will remain tied up' to the docks in De-troit.
