Mr. Baylor, the U. 8. Consul at Manchester, is-
sues the following notice:

The following notice has been received at this
Consulate from the American Minister at London:

U. 8. LecaTioy, Loxnox, March 31, *58.
My Dear Str—

The passport from this Legation [to France] will
be promptly furnished to any American citizen hav-
ing an introductory note from you. To make it ef-
fective, however, for a visit to Prance, the vise of
the French Consul here is necessary. The procur-
ing of this rise isa matter for the bearer of the
passport to attend to. There is no difficulty in ob-
taining the vise promptly during office hours.

THE REPORTED ABOLITION OF SLAVERY IN
THE SPANISH COLONIES.

The Nord has received a dispatch from Madrid,
on March 23, announcing that the Spanish govern-
ment has presented to the Cortes a_law for the abo-
lition of slavery in her colonies. Should this me
