In an article in our paper of the 15th inst., we

ventured to illustrate a saying of M. de Toeque-

ville's, in regard to "Little Parties," by the posi-

tion and action of the Party in the House of Rep-

resentatives, which is headed by the Hon. Hum-

phrey Marshall. Using the freedom of independent

journalists, we spoke with intelligible plainness,

but recognizing the obligations of journalism,

while we exercised its rights, we endeavored to

speak, and are quite sure that we succeeded in

speaking, with all proper respect. We were con-

sequently taken somewhat aback, when the morn-

ing mail of the 16th brought us the followingcom-

munication, from one of the distinguished gentle-

men to whom we had applied the wisdom of the

French philosopher:
WASHINGTON, April 15th, 1858.

To the Editors of the Exchange:
Silts?You will discontinue my paper from this

date. Upon sending to me the amount of indebted-
ness, it will be promptly paid. Yours,

After we had recovered from the first effect of

the blow thus remorselessly stricken at our pecu-

niary resources, and the. circulation of the Ex-
change, we naturally cast about to account for it,
and seeing that Mr. Rieaud's letter had come

alone, we finally soothed ourselves into the fond

persuasion that, at the worst, it was the offspring

of personal and not representative indignation.

We came to the conclusion, in other words, that
we had offended Mr. Rieaud, individually, by
placing Mr. Marshall, instead of himself, at the
head of the Congressional division in question, or

perhaps, by naming Mr. Winter Davis as a "shin-
ing light" in it, to the tacit and unjust extinguish-

ment of Mr. Rieaud's parliamentary phosphores-

cence. But, it seems that we were mistaken. We

little knew what was hanging over us. We had
not heard the raven that was croaking on our bat-
tlements !

The yesterday morning brought us two
portentous looking missives, franked and directed
in blotted haste. Each bore, in ominous blue let-
ters, the inscription, "Mis-sent East," w Mc''

showed that accident only had given us an prieve.

We opened the first. It was as follows-
To the Editors of the Exchange:

You willplease send me your bit* to this date.
I have given orders to the IV-tiuaster to return

to you any further numbers o'- your paper, which
may come to my address.

April 15, 1858. H. WINTER DAVIS.
There was no mistaking that. We had trifled

with the name of a gentleman who had proclaimed
in his place, that the "humblest member" of Con-
gress could look the united press out of counte-

nance, and here was the awful face of Medusa, at

its work, staring "The Exchange" intostone. Our
"bill 1" Think of that! Not the "amount of in-

debtedness"?that was respectable?but our "bill."
It was too much. We turned to the remaining
epistle for consolation. The reader may judge
whether Ave found any:

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES, April 15.
To the. Editor H of the Haiti/ Exchange:

Oblige me by sending me your bill that I may pay
what is due for the transmission of your paper to
me up to this time.

I do not think it worth while to continue to pay
for the luxury of abuse. The partisan press gives
mc enough of it for nothing.

We confess that in the very whirlwind of our in-
dignation at being supposed capable of a "bill"?
nay, in the midst of our solicitude for the ruin we

had brought on our own household, we were

touched by the pathos of Mr. Harris' concluding
paragraph. It was manifest to us that we had
wounded a stricken deer. We had added one more

grief to many sorrows. We had "abused" a man

who was "abused" unto despair already, and we
had, besides,,expected him to "pay" for it. We
had done all this ignorantly we protest. We may
lie wicked, but we are not inhuman. We had
never seen .Mr. Harris' name anywhere except in
the lists ofyeas and nays; we had not talked of him
ourselves, or heard anybody else talk of him, and
we had not known that "partizan" men were using
him despitefully. Still, it seemed that we had aid-
ed in persecuting him. The reflection was too
much for us. We rushed to our ledger, sought out
Mr. Harris' "bill," and like Yorick's recording
angel, "dropt a tear" on the entry, and "blotted it
out forever."

We must lie excused for having thus far given
way to our private emotions. We have a duty to
perform besides. The party in Congress, to which
we referred in our unfortunate article, consists of
precisely six members. Three of that number?-
one moiety of the whole?have united in the move-

ment upon which we are commenting. The coin-
cidence in ttie date of their letters is conclusive evi-
dence of co-operation. We are consequently bound
to regard it as a party measure. It is clear that
when they get our "bill" they mean to introduce
it in the House. It follows, therefore, that we
must recant at least one accusation which we made
on the 15th. We can no longer say that the "lit-
tle party" in question has inaugurated no great
measure of public policy. It has stopped the Ex-
change !

There is another matter relating to this import-
ant affair, which we must hold under advisement
for the present, until we can take counsel of Mr.
Slate s Attorney \\ hitney. We purpose inquiring
ot that indefatigable officer, whether he does not
think that under all the circumstances, the three
letters in question furnish conclusive evidence of a
"conspiracy," and if they do, we shall then be
prepared to take the proper steps to prosecute?or
"settle."

IV ill our readers allow us one serious word, in
connection with what it is so difficult to treat seri-
ously ? It is only to say, that while the Honora-
ble gentlemen in question, in their public capacity,
undoubtedly represent the tenets and principles of
a party, we cannot bring ourselves to believe, that
in their ideas concerning the Press and the relation
of pujdic men to it, they represent any body?but
themselves.

The convention of delegates from the different
counties of the Eastern Shore, which assembled at
Easton on Wednesday last, adjourned on Thursday
evening, after a full discussion of the subject that
had called them together, which, it is well known,
was the claim of those counties to the unexpended
balance of the sum granted them for internal im-
provements by the act of 1835. The refusal or
neglect of two successive sessions of the Legislature
to satisfy the demand made for the payment of this
claim, has excited very generally among the people
of the Eastern Shore, a spirit of indignation and
discontent. The convention has unanimously
adopted an address to the Governor, asking him,
in view of the extraordinary importance of the mat-

ter, and of the great injustice and hardship of longer
delay in the settlement of a claim involving the
interests of so large a number of the citizens of

Maryland, to exercise the constitutional authority
given him to call an extra session of the Legis-
lature. The address itself, while expressing in a
determined manner the keenest sense of injury and
and wrong, is yet temperate and dignified, dis-
claiming the rash, retaliatory measures, which
previous rumor had suggested. Whatever
may lie the conclusion to which Governor
Hicks shall arrive upon the question of offi-
cial duty and responsibility thus presented
to him, we are sure that his Excellency will not
fail to accord to the i>eople of the Eastern Shore
that respectful consideration to which the tone and
temper of their application, as well as the intrinsic
merit of their cause so justly entitle them. While
the matter was pending in the late legislature we
expressed our conviction of the abstract justice of
the asserted claim, and our desire that the appro-
priation made to the Eastern Shore by the act of

1835, should be faithfully executed, and no cause

be given to our fellow-citizens across the Chesapeake
to complain of unjust partiality shown by the State
in the distribution of patronagejand lienefits. It
will lie remembered, however, by those familiar
with the doings of our recent political Sanhedrim,
that a scheme was iuvented nominally for the satis-
faction of this meritorious claim, but which in
reality had other less praiseworthy ends in view,
and we have very good reason for entertaining the
belief that the opposition of public sentiment
which defeated the bill was not directed across the
bay, at the weak and helpless enterprises that so
mnch need the patronage they ask.

Our columns to-day arc so crowded that we

W ASHINOTON, April 17, 1858.
In the capacious National Ice Cream Saloon, or

new hall of the House ofRepresentatives, just above
the bald and benevolent head of Speaker Orr, when
the House is in session, there is to be seen a collec-
tion of intelligent gentlemen, who are "pencilling
by the way" or ever and anon giving pen to paper
and taking it away again. Then they look enquir-
ingly upon the scene below them, to catch
what is uttered by the occupants of the red
morocco and carved seats. The tone of the
speaker? reach them mingled with the hum-
drum noise of the floor, which is constantly
audible like the whurring noise of a colossal conch
shell. These gentlemen are the reporters for the
press, and the portion of the garish ampitheatre oc-
cupied by them is called the Reporters' Gallery.
Ordinarily the actors play to the pit; in the city of
Hickman, however, the pit plavs to the boxes. To

get access to the Reporter's Gallon* of the House of
Representatives is deemed bv the unitiated and un-
sophisticated good people of the country, as simple
as walking to it. Hut behold the travail that is
necessary, and the degrees to be taken before the
candidate for a Reporter's desk is elevated to that
position. He presents the application from the
newspaper, accompanied by his own request for a
seat. In the case of "your orator" it was somewhat
in this wise : He ushered himself into the tapes-
tried room yclcpted the Speaker's. There sat the
gentleman who usually sits at the receipt of motions.
The request is preferred. Sir, said the parliamentari-
an functionary to (Edipus.areyou directly interested
in Congressional legislation? Yes sir. What pa
triotic citizen is there who is not interested in the
legislation of Congress; in the utteranceaf the plati-
tudes that accompany it, its bunkum, their gladia-
torial combats in front of the marble desk, ("his
bark against the rock he bore,") when patriotic con-
gressmen

Prove their doctrines, orthodox,
By apostolic blows and knocks.

Sir, every one must feel interested in Congress 1
"You misunderstand Mr. (I'Mipus?are you pecuni-
arly interested ?" Upon being answered iniri/u ml,
the embodiment of ability, good nature and tine
manners, causes to be delivered to the applicant
something like the following :

The Senate to-day has been engaged on the Pacific
Railroad bill, which will doubtless get its qiiietim
for the present, from a motion to postpone. This is
made because of the present depleted condition of
the treasury, and docs not indicate the strength of
the opposition to the project. Probably the only
hill that could pass in the present conditiou of things
is one which would adopt the eight hundred miles
which the State of Texas is willingto njake, as a
portion of the great improvement, in which case the
general government would only have to provide for
the construction of four hundred miles of railway.
To this California objects, because she would have to
build the remainder of the line reaching to San
Francisco, within her limits, the route of which
would be south-east to El I'ano.

The House to-day indulged in what is termed
hero (filibustering, with a view to staving off' cer-
tain bills. The one on the private calender, and
which would have been the next reached, is the
New York Fire bill. This bill proposes to indem-
nify the owners of goods burnt whilst inthe custody
of Gotham custom officers, to an amount reaching
ten million of dollars. The claim may be just, but
where is the money to come from ?

Mr. Sherman, of Ohio, to-day gave notice that
when the Minnesota bill came up, he should offer
a substitute for it; but what that substitute will
embody he gave no intimation of.

REPORT
OP THE MAJORITY OF A COMMITTEE APPOINTED UNDER

A RESOLUTION OK THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROADCOMPANT, AT THEIR
MONTHLY MKBTINO IN FEUHUARY LAST, "To INVES-
TIGATE THE FINANCIAL CONDITION AND GENERAL
LINE OF POLICY" OF SAID COMPANY.
The Special Committee, appointed hv a resolution

of the Board, adopted at the inontbfy meeting in
February, "to investigate the financial condition,
general line of policy heretofore pursued, and all
such other facts as th'ey may deem important," have
had the subject under consideration, and beg leave
to submit the following report:

The attention ofthe Committee was in the first
place directed to an'inquiry into the actual financial
condition of the Company, as the most important
object designed to be secured by their appointment.
In addition to other modes of inquiry, they ad-
dressed to the heads of the several departments such
interrogatories as they conceived necessary; to
which, as they believe, full and candid answers were

returned. As these interrogatories and answers en-
tered much into detail, the Committee have deter-
mined that it would be more satisfactory to the
Board to present a general view of the results de-
duced from them, than to set them out at large in
this Report. They are, however, filed with the Sec-
retary, for the examination of such of the Board as
may wish to enter minutely into the details of the
examination.

Bv the Statements made to your committee by
the Treasurer, it appears that the floating debt of
the Company was on the lttth of February, to which
date this Report refers, as follows :

The amount of uncollected Revenue

was, on the Ist of February, 1858 $274,028,
And on the Ist October, 1856, was 270,464,
showing nearly an equal amount
outstanding at both the dates to

which we refer.
This Company also holds $500,000 of the Third

Mortgage Bonds of the North-western VirginiaRail-
road Company, as collateral for advances made that
Company.

The Board will recollect that in the Annnal Re-
port, page 4, made on the Ist of October, 1856, the

1 resident and Directors announced the "gratifying
fact, that inaddition to the payment from the nett
earnings of $170,566.23 of the funded mort-
gage debt, the sum of $620,983.95, constituting

the Avhole of the nett receipts of nearlv two mil-
lions and a quarter have been absorbed, and the
floating debt is about tine million of dollars. Of
this large amount, the debt of the North-western
Virginia Railroad, Avhich Avas on the Ist October,
1856, innotes $481,982 and open account $91,030, in
all $573,012, Avas on the Ist February, 1858, as
shoAvn by the account current of that Road by
vour Auditor, $1,241,494, which exhibits an increaseduring that time of tiieir indebtedness of $668,482
I'aid for Bonded Debt during the same period 284,104
Paid for Ground Rents and interest from

the Ist October, 1857, to Ist February,
1858, (as per Auditor's Statement), -" $471,215

and the balance appears to have been expended for
construction, improvements in stations, machinery,
Ac.

Inaddition to the aggregate of the floating debt,
Ave find there will be due for interest and ground
rents iu the month of April, - - $263,983
And in the month of July, ... 213,314

Amounting to - $477,297
The greater portion of the floating debt and

interest matures prior to the first of July next,
and nearly the Avhole is payable by the first of Sep-
tember.

Your Committee knoiv of no resources, other than
those already named, for the payment of these en-
gagements, as they fall due, except the receipts
from the trade and transportation on the Road, and
the dividends afftl rents on the Washington Branch.
During the year 1857, when the receipts, $4,616,998,
were larger than ever before, the net revenue (see
Thirty-first Annual Report B) was - - $1,856,213
Ami the dividends and rents from theWashington Branch, 101,512

$1,957,725
By the Treasurer's statement,

to your Committee, the an-
nual interest and ground rents
are 51,055,712

Bond ot loan No. 3, due Ist Jan-
uary, INSH, with say ! per
cent, for exchange, - - - - 120,00 51,205,712

Exhibiting a balance, after the
payment of the interest,
ground rents and liabilities on
account ofthe bonded debt, of - - - $752,013

which amount would be applicable during the year
to the reduction of the floating debt, no allowance
or calculation being made for dividends during that
time in the above estimate. This amount will be
considerably increased by strict economy in the
working ot the road, and by the revenues from the
North-western Virginia Railroad, whose receipts
will depend very much upon the line of policy pur-
sued by your board towards that company.

Among the items annually reported by the Trea-
surer, as assets of the Company, are several which
have been long wholly unproductive, and which
cannot, in the opinion of your Committee, be relied
upon to aid the Company in the discharge of its ex-
isting liabilities. Among these are the Bonds of
the Central Ohio Railroad Company for $lllO.OOO,
upon which no interest has ever been paid, which,
with accrued interest and open account ilue by that
Road, now amounts to about $480,000. The debt
due by the North-western Virginia Railroad, viz :
$1,241,494.00, for which, as before mentioned, this
Company holds $500,000 of their third Mortgage
Bonds as collateral, is also, at present, unproduc-
tive; but your Committee are of opinion, that the
revenues ot that Road will, in time, enable it to dis-
charge its obligations to this Company. The Stock
ot the Pittsburg and Connellsville Railroad Com-
pany, $35,000, is at present unavailable. These
items together amount to the large sum of $1,756,-
494.

This Company also holds $1,016,800 in Stock of
the Washington Branch, upon which it received 9
per cent, dividend during the last fiscal year.

The attention of the Board is particularly called to
the replies of the Master of Road, in reference to the
arching of tunnels and the laying of second track.
There are, it appears, seven tunnels yet remaining
to be arclied, which will require an outlay of $214,-
320. This work, in the opinion of that officer, can-
not be delayed, but ought to be proceeded with as
early as possible.

It will be perceived, also, that it is the jointopin-
ion of Mr. Itollman and Mr. Smith that the exten-
sion of 20)4 miles of double track, requiring an ex-
penditure of $246,000 is very desirable, and its con-
struction would promote the interests of the Com-
pany by the increased profit and advantage with
which the Road could lie worked. There are in
addition to the above, 28)4 miles of second track,
which it is desirable should be laid, but* the Master
of Roads is of opinion, that the construction of it
may be deferred, until the financial condition of this
Company will better justify the outlay. The cost
of these 28)4 miles is estimated at $342,000. The
Master of Transportation recommends the laying
f thirty miles of double track icent ofPiedmont, on
the heavy grades, as very desirable to ensure econ-
omy in the working of the Road. The only fund
now applicable (19th February) to the arching of
Tunnels and the laying of the second track is the
balance of the live million loan from the city, which
is now reduced to $245,477. which amount your
Committee consider justly liable for the payment of
the balance of boan No. 1 still outstanding, in con-
formity with the stipulations of the live million
loan.

Your Committee have no hesitation in recom-
mending that the arching of the tunnels and the ex-
tension of the 203a miles of double track, as recom-
mended by Mr. Bellman, be proceeded with as
rapidly as the linancial condition of the Company
will allow.

The transfer between Bcnwood and Belair is under
the control of this Company, who, by agreement
with the Central Ohio Company, are entitled to col-
lect 60 cents per ton on freight, mails, and express
goods, and 25 cents for each passenger and baggage.
The expenses at that point, as appears from the
Auditor's Statement, for the eighteen months prior
to the Ist February 1858, was $74,470; and the
receipts from and through the Central Ohio lload
for the same time was $27,265. It is, however,
the opinion of the General Freight Agent
that this Company, as Agent for Trans-

fer, receives from the local freights and passengers
who pay directly the full transfer price, and from
the through freights and passengers in revenue,
more than sufficient to pay expenses at that point.
This Company has heretofore paid to itself, as Agent
for Transfer, not only its own pro rata on through
freight and passengers, but also the proportion due
by the Philadelphia road. The cost of the improve-
ments was $20,450 at Belair, and 570,753 at Ben-
wood, in all $91,203:

The Transfer between I'arkersburg and Marietta
was under the control of the Marietta and Cincin-
nati Road, which was allowed therefor 56 miles of
rail in computing its pro rata on through trade,
thus makihg the computed chargeable distance from
this city to Cincinnati by that route the same as by
the northern line, and thus depriving both this Road
and citv ofall the advantages of the shortest line be-
tnecn the seaboard and the Ureal West, to which they
are so justly entitled.

The Master of Machinery reports the machinery
in liis department to be then in good order for an
increased business.

The sinking fund for the redemption of the five
million loan is under the management of the City
Register.

This exhibits a very large apparent increase, but

in it are embraced the two iron bonds of Loan No.
3, of $113,333 each, due and paid in London on ls?
January, 1857, and Ist January, 1858. These bonds
were liabilities of the Company, which were retired
as they fell due, just as all other fixed engagements
of the Company have been, and in the opinion of vour
committee, there is no better reason for making
them constitute a part of the sinking fund, than any
other paid note or account in the possession of the
Company. In fact, one of them had been remittedfor a month before the sinking fund was instituted.
It would be quite as reasonable for a merchant to
gather into a bundle all the notes he had ever paid,
stamp them "belonging to the sinking fund, not to
be re-issued," and rely on them as means for re-
deeming outstanding liabilities.

The process is at best an idle ceremonv, which
cannot possibly add a dollar to the real substantial
means of the Company, and your Committee re-
commend that these bonds he cancelled and made to
disappear from amongst the liabilities of the Cotn-
panxyfco that in the Annual .Statement, Loan No. 3
may no longer appear a recorded encumbrance for
twice its real amount. The same disposition might
very judiciously he made of the $20,000, which has
long stood to the credit of the sinking fund for the
million loan. This item represents a Bond which
has never been issued, and which, of course, has
never increased. The interest upon it has never
been invested for the increase of the sinking fund,
and it therefore accomplishes no part of the office of a
sinking fund.

Your Committee recommend that the Construc-
tion Account he closed with the exception of thearching of the tunnels.

Your Committee have found it impracticable to
examine in full all the subjects embraced by the
scope of the resolution; but they have endeavored
in a plain, perspicuous and candid manner to ex-
hibit the financial condition of the Company, which
they suppose was the chief object of their appoint-
ment, and beg leave to conclude by submitting for
adoption the following resolutions:

Ist. Resolved, That the Treasurer be, and he is hereby
directed to lay before the Board, at each stated meeting, a
full statement of the amount of the floating debt, the
amount and character of available assets on hand to meet
it. and the increase and decrease of the same as comjiared
withhis previous statement.

2d. Rrsolved. That the President and Treasurer, as
Trustees of the sinking fund lie, and they are hereby di-
rected to cancel the two iron lmnds and the hond for $2O,
000, stated as constituting a part of the sinking fund, and
cause the proper entries thereof to be made inthe hooks of
the Company.

3d. Resolved, That the President tie instructed to per-
mit no charge to lie made to construction account except
for arching tunnels.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, April 17.

SENATE.
Mr. Foot withdrew his resolution that the Senate

re-assemble on the Ist Monday in November, and in-
troduced the same proposal in the shape of a bill,
which was read twice and laid over for further con-
sideration.

Mr. Hunter made an earnest endeavor to take up
the deficiency hill.

Messrs. Fessenden and Trumbull with equal earn-
estness opposed taking it up until the Senate shall
have time to consider it.Mr. Fessenden saying that the
administration knew these necessities in January as
well as they do now; and Mr. Trumbull saving that
a belief exists that much of this deficiency arises
from contracts entered into without sanction of law
and from a usurpation on the part of the govern-
ment in quartering an army in Kansas, and sending
another to winter in the Rocky mountains. Finally
the bill was made the special ord.r for lmlf-past 13
o'clock on Monday.

Mr. Hale previously moving to amend by adding
an additional section that no contract be henceforth
entered intoby any officer of the government, except
under law or under an appropriation adequate for
its fulfillment.

The act of May Ist, 1820, so provides, except in
the Quarter Masters' department, and Mr. Hale's
amendment is intended to cover that omission.

The l'aeific Railroad bill was ttken up.?Mr. Ben-
jamin considered it obvious tint they could not
agree on any route. With diminished Treasury
loans and prospective expenses he could not think
that Senators imagine they could pass the bill.?lie
would, therefore, more as "a tst, vote that the fur-
ther consideration of the sulject be postponed till
December.

Mr. Gwin said he would consider such a vote as
an indication that the administration docs not in-
tend to give any aid to eonnnet the Atlantic with
the Pacific, and was a violatitn of all the pledges of
18511.

Mr. Johnson said that the spirit of sectionalism
was so strong that there was no hope of a route
offering justice to the South. He would therefore
vote to postpone.

Mr. Houston moved that the Eastern terminus be
in Arkansas opposite Memphis, and proceeded to
speak in favor of the El Taso route.

The debate was con'inued by Messrs. Iverson,
Green, Wilson, Douglas* Bell.?Messrs. Iverson and
Wilson being infavor (fa postponement to Decem-
ber and Mr. Douglas strongly against it.

A motion to adjourn was iost, yeas 19, navs 28.
Mr. Benjamin's motiol to postpone the hill till

till December was then cirried?yeas 25, nays 22.
The Senate then adjourned.

FUNERAL OF COL. BENTON.
ST. LOUIS, Friday, April I(l.?Yesterday morning

the remains of the Hoi. Thomas 11. Benton were
conducted by a military escort from the residence
of Col. Brant to the MmcantileLibrary Hall, which
had been appropriately draped with the usual
badges of mourning, nid where they lay in state
till 10 o'clock last nigit. The final rites of sepul-
ture take place this nurning, and willbe participat-
ed in by various militay companies, benevolent so-
cieties, firemen, membrs of the City Government,
and citizens generally Business is generally sus
pended to-day; the stires and houses are draped in
mourning, and the streets are alrealty densely
crowded with thousanls of eager spectators. It is
estimated that 25,000 jersons visited the Hall yes-
terday to gaze upon tie features of the illustrious
dead.

At 10 o'clock this morning the remains of Mr.
Benton were taken Iron the hall of the Mercantile
Library to the Second Presbyterian Church, where
the funeral ceremonies vere performed by the Rev.
Mr. Cowan, assisted bythe Rev. Dr. Anderson and
the Rev. Mr. Brooks. When the services were con-
cluded, the bodv was phced in the hearse and was
followed to the Bellefonhine Cemetery bv the most
imposing procession evet formed in St. Louis. It
consisted of the relations and friends of the family,
all the military companies of the city, the Seventh
Regiment of United Stales Infantry under the com-
mand of Colonel Morrisui, the Judges of the Courts,
the members of the bar. the members of the City
Government,a large majority of the benevolent socie-
ties of the city, the Timer's Association, and an
immense concourse of citizens in carriages and on
foot. The cortege was forty-five minutes in passing
a given point. The body of McDowell Jones, a
grandchild of Mr. Benton, was conveyed to the tomb
at the same time.

FROM WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, April 17.?The Committee of Con-

ference on the Kansas bill met this morning. Mr.
Hunter was absent, as at the previous meeting,but
all the other members were present. The matter
was considered, but nothing transpired, showing
the probability of an agreement. The next and fi-
nal meeting is on Monday morning.

A general order lias been issued bythe Command-
er-in-Chief of the army, directing particularly the
movements of the troops from the barracks at New-
port, Jefferson and Carlisle, and from forts Colum-
bus and Randall for Ctah at the earliest notice.

General Smith is appointed to the command of
the Department of Utah, and Brigadier General
Harney and General Johnston to command accord
ing to their brevet rank. Col. Lee succeeds to the
command of the Department of the West Col.
and Inspector General Mansfield is released from
the duty of inspecting recruits, which duty will
devolve on Lieut. Colonel J. E. Johnston. The
greater portion of the troops destined for Utah are
to concentrate at Fort Leavenworth to be ready to
move on the arrival of General Smith.

The.llcad-quartcrs of the Second Infantry has
been transferred to St. Louis.

THE LITTLES MURDER CASE.

murder case a full jurywas impanneled -.it, 10 o'clock
to-day, when the District Attorney, Mr. Huson,
opened for the prosecution, lie proposes to prove
the former bad reputation of Stout and his family,
and the time ofthe murder by the watch in Littles'
pocket, which stopped at 20 minutes before 9 o'clock
on the niglit of the 19tli of December, at which time
it is supposed that he was thrown from the bank
and dragged to the river.

The Coroner was the first witness called. He de-
scribed the ground the scene of the murder, and the
appearance of Littles when found.

The second witness gave the nature and extent of
the wounds found on Littles, and at the conclusion
of his testimony the Court adjourned.

ARREST ON THE CHARGE OF MURDER.

IDENTIFICATION OK SI'OI.EN GOODS. MllltK All-

RKSTS. fllfiitii.ilwas made on Matin-day morning of
Hit- arrest of Christopher Ganbatz, for having in
his possession certain goods, knowing them to have
been stolen. Since then farther arrests have been
made, and the property identified. Itwill be re-
collected that, on the 31st of October last, the resi-
dence of Mr. Thomas I). Johnston, situated on the
Reistertown road, about two miles from the city,
was fired by incendiaries, and in the confusion at-

tendant upon the tire, a large amount of jewelry
and silver-ware was stolen from the premises, the
value of which was about 5,000 dollars. A re-
ward of one thousand dollars was offered for
the recovery of the property and detection of
the incendiary. Nothing was heard of the stolen
property until Friday night, when the trunk
was taken at Ganbatz's saloon. On Saturday night
between 7 and 8 o'clock, the man Henry Freckewas
passing along Thames street, near Ganbatz's estab-
lishment, when the latter seized him and handed
him over to the custody of officer Cadimore, of the
Eastern District, who took him to the station house.
Mr. Johnson was sent for, who identified the pris-
oner as a person who had been livingwith his
mother at the time of the robbery. Freeke had a
hearing before Justice Griffin, at the station house,
Mr. Augustus Gashmeyer acting as interpreter. In
his examination Frecke stated that after the fire,
he came to town, lodged at the house of Peter
Drown, on Alice Anna St., that lirown had promised
to learn him a trade; that some of Mrs. Johnson's
property was at Drown's house; that he had disposed
of some of the goods at a place on Bond st., another
place on Pratt street opposite President street, and
at another place on Thames street. On his testimo-
ny, a warrant was issued for the arrest of Brown,
on the charge of receiving stolen goods, knowing
them to be such, also a search warrant was issued
against his premises, Capt. Morris, Lieut. Muir,
and officer Cadimore, proceeded to execute the war-
rants, and arrested Brown; they also brought to the
Station-house several silver spoons, a silver wine
cooler, and a silver wine dipper, found in
Freeke's room. Frecke also stated that a trunk
containing other valuable articles, was left at a
steamboat office on Light street wharf. The above
mentioned goods were also identified by Mr. John-
ston as being some of the stolen property. Frecke
was then committed to jail,on the charge of arson
and robbery* for a further hearing, to take place
next Friday afternoon. Peter Brown was re-
leased on two thousand dollars security for a
further hearing at the same time.

Yesterday mo-ning officers Meads and Hutton ar-
rested two men named John Bels and Joseph lin-
hoff, at Baier's Saloon Canton, supposed to have
some connection with the matter, thev were com-
mitted to jail to appear as witnesses in the case.
Captain Morris and Lieutenant Muir arrested also,
at Towsontown, yesterday morning, Frederick
Bushenbaum, who was at the time of the arson and
robbery, principal gardener at Mrs. Johnston's res-
idence. He was committed to jail in default of se-
curity for a further hearing by Justice Gritlin.

Oilmen DEDICATION.?Yesterday a large con-
course was present to witness the dedication of the
new Methodist Episcopal Church, on ihe corner of
Hanover and Hamburg streets. At eleven o'clock
in the morning the dedicatory sermon was preached
bv the Rev. N. J. 15. Morgan, to a congregation
tilling the church to its utmost capacity. At three
in the afternoon another discourse was deliver-
ed by the licv. Benjamin F. Brooke, and in
the evening another sermon was preached by
the Rev. I. P. Cook. It is also designed to
have religious services therein every evening du-
ring this week. The edifice has a front on Hanover
street, of 44 feet, with a depth of 55 feet, exclusive
of a recess pulpit of 5 feet in depth, and contains
four rows of seats. The interior is tastefully fin-
ished by frescoed walls and ceiling, and carved ma
hogany pulpit. It will be known as the Hanover
street station, and will be under the pastoral charge
of the ltev. J. It. Eflingor. The membership now
numbers seventy, and the Sabbath school contains
about two hundred scholars, under the superinten-
dence of Messrs. S. l'lummer and Amos Silver.

NEW CHARLESTON STEAMER.?The rapid increase
of both trade and t avel between this port and
Charleston, may be inferred from the fact that the
"Cromwell Steamship Company" yesterday placed
upon this route anew steamer called the "Western-
port." She was built in new York expressly for
this line, and reached here on Friday evening last.
She is a propeller of 400 tons burthen, substantially
built, and admirably adapted to the carrying of
freight?while her passenger accommodations are
superior to those of any steamer upon this route.
Before coming here her sea-worthiness was fully
tested between New York and Charleston, during
which voyage she fullyestablished her claim to be
ranked as a first class vessel of her kind. The Com-
pany is also engaged in re-building another vessel
of their line at New York?the Caledonia?and they
anticipate placing her on this route about the first
of May, in con junction withthe Westernport, which
left upon her first regular trip on Satur day after-
noon last, with a full cargo and some thirty passen-
gers. She is commanded by Captain I*. S. Berry,
an experienced and accomplished seamen, who, for
same years past, has been in the employ of this
Company, and sailing between New York, Charles-
ton and Savannah. Previous to her departure on
Saturday her advent upon the line was duly cele-
brated by a number of our merchants, members of
the press and others, when the company were hos-
pitably and agreeably entertained by Capt. Berry.

On reaching
their room, their noise and loud talking alarmed
some of the inmates, and it was thought proper l>v
the matron to call in the police and have them taken
to the watch-house. Anoflicerof the Eastern Dis-
trict was sent for, who upon entering the rotnn,
found the Doctor lying upon the floor, and the
schoolmaste? delivering to him a Temperance lec-
ture. They were then taken to the Eastern Dis-
trict station-house.

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.
EMANCIPATION OF RUSSIAN SERFS. ?At the opening

of the committee of the nobilityfor regulating the
emancipation of the Russian serfs, Gen'l Mouraviolf
addressed the committee. He referred to tlie impor-
tance of this assembly, on which rested the hope of
the Sovereign and the expectation of 25,000,600 of
people. He referred to the grandeur of their mis-
sion, and exhorted them not to prefer their material
interests to the welfare of the millions of human
beings whom chance had placed in dependence
upon them. The mission confided to them
raised the moral dignity of a class called
to accomplish that work with an abnegation
based on consciousness of the rights of man.
"Amongst the individuals whose material condition
we have to determine will be found some individuals
content with their position. Glory and honor to
the proprietors of these individuals ! But their pros-
perity is merely fortuitous. Gentlemen, you are
called to replace chance by certainty, and to remove
everything arbitrary from the administration of a
whole class. Do not separate from your calcula-
tions the respect due to the rights of man; render
to man that which belongs to man, and you will
justify tlie confidence of your Sovereign and thehopes of the nation."

TJIK GAME LAWS IN BELGIUM.?Tn tho Chamber of
Representatives of Belgium last week, a petition
was presented from seventeen farmers of La Ilulpe,
in which they express "surprise and regret" that a
petition sent iiifrom them some time ago, complain-
ing that great damage was done to their crops by
tin- large number of hares and rabbits preserved in
the Forest, of Soignesfor the amusement of the King
and royal "received with laughter by
the Chamber, which expression of feeling was not
suppressed bv the president." They then go on to
say that the law of 18-10 on sporting declares that
game when injurious to crops shall be destroyed,
and they pray in somewhat strong terms that the
said law shall be executed in the Forest of Soignes,
as the game there devastates the neighboring tields
in a manner almost incredible. The petition was

to the Minister of the Interior.
Si I'I:I;STITION OK Louis X APOLKON. ?Letters from

persons who are conversant with the court, and in a
position to know many particulars about the Kmpe-
ror personally, affirm "that Louis Napoleon, like his
great uncle, is not deficient in superstition. He be-
lieves in his star, and deems his own bodv invulner-
able. The scratch upon his face, therefore, which
lie suffered on the 14th of January, has alarmed
him, as it were, by seeing the talisman broken, or
by finding himself obliged to regard it as a false
one. His father, the ex-King of Holland, was su-
perstitious in thoiiighest degree, ami believed that
iiis being impotent and paralytic in the hands and
partly in his legs was the result of a poisoned shirt
which had been cursed to him by incantations.

TELEGRAPHS IN PRUSSIA. ?The Prussian budget
(Governmental) of the administration of telegraphs
shows that the receipts exceeded the expenses by
241,200 thalers, 200,000 of which are to be employ -

en in completing the telegraphic lines, the length of
which at the end of the present year willbe 4,025
English miles. Prussia is the first country on tho
continent which established telegraphic linos and
opened them to the public, and it was she who form-
ed the Aastro-German Telegraph Union. The suui
she has disbursed for the construction of her lines
is 1,700,000 thalers.

We ( Malta Times) understand that during the
stay of the Siamese ambassadors at the Imperial
Hotel, one of their servants having been guilty of
some trillingoffence, was forthwith laid on the floor
and bastinadoed until he became insensible, and re-
storatives were obliged to be used to bring him to
his senses. This fact gives an idea of the low state
of civilization of the country and government repre-
sented by these ambassadors.
