ARRIVAL OF THE ARAGO.

FOUR DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

WRECK OF AN EMICRANTVESSEL.

COTTON ADVANCED-CONSOLS 96%@96%

NEW YORK, April 20.
The steamship Arago, from Southampton on the

7th of April, arrived here at 1 % o'clock last night.
The Arago made a passage of 12 days and 6 hours

from Cowes, being one of the best o'f the season.
She brings 128 passengers, among whom are Na-
thaniel Bolton, Esq., United States Consul at Gene-
va, and lady; John H. B. Latrobe, Esq., bearer of
dispatches from St. Petersburg; Austin L. Main,
Esq., bearer ofdispatches from Paris, and family;
and Capt. Loring Ballard, of the ship Sarah Puri'n-
ton, wrecked at sea.

GREAT BRITAIN.
Monday afternoon considerable anxiety was mani-

fested on the river for the safety of the Leviathan
steamship, moored off Deptforil, in consequence of
the breaking of two of her bow mooring chains.?
Some steamers which laid between the Leviathan
and the shore assisted in checking the canting of
the bow of the ship inward. With all expedition a
large hawser was laid out to the Dreadnought, and
three powerful steamtugs were brought to bear on
the port bow, in hauling the ship into her former
position. Fortunately the squall was ofshort dura-
tion, but the weather continued boisterous, and the
tugs were engaged until late in the evening in keep-
ing the bow out. She sustained not the slightest
injury, and as far as could he learned none of the
vessels that were lying inside her were da in aged.?
It should be stated that the moorings at the stern
remained firm.

The American barkl'etrca. Capt. Samuel Osborne,
from Havre for New York, with emigrants to the
number of 217, French and German, and a general
cargo, got ashore on Sunday morning at 2J4 o'clock,
on the shoals off Chichester. Chevalier Pappalar-
do, United States Consul at Portsmouth, immediate-
ly went to her assistance, anil at once gave such di-
rections as were necessary, and engaged a gang of
men to man the pumps and endeavor to keep her
free from water, the crew being exhausted. Later
in the afternoon all hopes of the vessel were given
up and the passengers and crew were landed at
Portsmouth. She was about 500 tons burthen and
well fastened.

The Times says:
We have reason to believe that Mr. D'lsraeli will

bring in his Budget on Friday, the 16th inst.?
Thursday next is the day for the commencement of
the dividend payments at the Bank of England.?
At the Bank to-day, the application for discounts
were upon a moderate scale. In the open market a

f
ood demand was experienced, and the current rate
or good bills is somewhat higher at '1XA(" 2% per

cent. With the termination of the quarter and the
passage of the 4th of the month, the recent slight
increase in the demand for money has altogether
subsided.

American securities were unfavorably affected bv
the lower prices from New York, but not to a gen-
eral extent. A reduction also occurred in Grand
Trunk of Canada, while Great Western fractionally
improved. TEA TUADE, Aprils.?The deliveries in
London, estimated for the week, were 578,648 lbs.,
which is a decrease of 124,862 lbs. compared with
the previous statement.

GLASGOW, April 3.?COTTON ?We have no change
to note in our Cotton market this week. The de-
mand has been trifling, and prices are unchanged.

Goons AND YAKXS.?The business of the week has
been comparatively small, but we close with a more
general inquiry and an improved tone. Stocks of
both Goods and Yarns are far from heavy.

FRANCE.
The Emperor inaugurated the Boulevard Sebasto-

pol on Monday. He was on horseback and rode in
front of the escort. His Majesty was loudly cheered,
and every thing went off inperfect tranquility. The
crowd was very great.

The Government has just placed the "Corse"
steam advice boat at the disposal of Marshal I'elis-
sier, to convey him and his suite to England.

The monthly return of the Bank of France willbe
published next Friday morning.

The 3 per cents closed at 69f. 60e. for the end of
the month, and the -1J ?< per cents at 93f.

SPAIN.
The Madrid journals of the Ist arc again occu-

pied with the alleged fusion of the two branches
of the Roval family, and while some express great
alarm, others denounce the Government for not
having prevented it. The Government and the
Carlist journalists affect to 'treat the matter with
indifference.

ITALY.
The Time* has the following private telegram:
"MARSElLLES. ?lntelligence from Genoa of the 2d

gives the result ofthe trial which took place at Luc-
ca of the Leghorn insurgents. Eight of the pris-
oners are condemned to death, and eleven to various
terms of imprisonment. Five of the latter are Sar-
dinian subjects."

The Independent of Turin publishes an article in
which it insists on the necessity of Sardinia adop-
ting such measures as are necessary to maintain
friendly relations with the French Government,
and, in the course of its remarks, it says: "We
strongly oppose the opinion entertained by some
persons that a liberal government cannot be allied
with a government based on ditferent institutions,
and who. by insults to that government, place in
danger the close friendship which prevails between
the two countries. We are convinced that the
French alliance is of great importance, not only to
Piedmont, but to the common country, Italv; and
that the isolation to which we should be condemned
without that alliance would be fatal. We express
this opinion with the greatest confidence."

MONTENEGRO.
A letter from Csttaro of the 17th ult., savs: A

ukase has just been published, by order of Frince
Ilanilo, in all the markets and transmitted to all the
captains and centurions. It interdicts, under the
most severe penalties, the committal of the slightest
act of hostility on the Ottoman territory. It is al-
so therein stated that Montenegro will not assume
the offensive against Turkey; but that in the event
of any aggression on the part of the latter it will
oppose force to force. It is not known whether this
ukase conceals any secret intention, or whether itis
inspired by a fear of the Turkish armaments.

COMMERCIAL INTELLIGENCE.
LONDON PRODLCE AND PROVISION MARKET.? -Tuesday

Evening. April 6?Owing to the holidays, the following
observations refer solely to transactions in the private con
tract markets: Tea?The demand of all kinds still rules
very inactive; in prices, however, there is no change.
Sugar?For all raw qualities there is very little inquiry,
at about previous quotations. Refined Goods are dull.
Coffee?Plantation kinds are held at dull prices; other
descriptions are a slow inquiry. Rice?Holders are some-
what firmer in their demands, but the business doing is
very moderate.

PROVISIONS ?Good and useful. Butter is somewhat
firmer. Other Provisions are inslow enquiry.

SPIRITS ?There is a moderate business doing in Rum. at

full prices. Brandy is very inactive. Grain Spirit con
tinues dull.

SALTPETRE ?All kinds are of heavy sale, at the late de-
cline in value.'

METALS?The Iron market is still heavy, at about Fri-
day's closing rates. Tin is very inactive. Allother metals
are very dull.

MONET MARKET. ?Consols have been very heavy, busi-
ness having l>een done at 96X; they have now recovered to

for money and account and inclined to go better.
THE LATEST.

WEDNESDAY. April 7.?The money article of The
Time* of Wednesday says the quotation of gold at
Paris is about 1 per mille discount, and the short ex-
change on London is 25. 10 per £1 sterling. In
comparing these rates with the English Mint price
of £3 17s. lOj-Jd. per ounce for standard gold, it ap-
pears that gold is about 1-10 dearer in Paris than in
London; also, about 4-10 dearer in London than in
Hamburg. The course of exchange at New York
on London for bills at 00 days' sight is about 107 per
cent., which, when compared with the mint par be-

tween the two countries, shows that the exchange is
against England. After making allowance for the
charges of transport and difference of interest, the
present rate is just low enough to admit of
the exportation of gold from this country. This
has been the first day for private transfers in the
stocks lately?shut for the dividends: and, as usual
on such occasions, the market has been influenced
bv a number ofsmall sales. Before the termination
of business, however, there was a tendency to revi-

val. Consols, which closed last evening at
96%, were first quoted at 9G%(96%, and subse-
quently receded to 9G'/f. A better tone was then
manifested, and the final transactions were at 96%
(K96% for money, and 96%@96j8 for the 6th of
May.

In the Stock Exchange, and also in the discount
market, there has been a slight increase in the de-
mand for money, but at the Bank there were few
applications.

In the Foreign Exchanges there was no import-
ant alteration from the rates of last post.

LIVERPOOL CORN MARKET.
April 6.

The arrivals coastwise since this day week have been

AN IMPORTANT LAW.
Among the very few measures deserving this des-

ignation, which were passed at the late session of
the Legislature is the following act, which we pub-

lish for the information of members of tbe bar, and

of persons having business in the Courts to which it
relates:
An ArtJor the dixpatch of bneincxx in the Superior

Court and Court of Common Clean of Baltimore
city.
SEC. 1. Be it enacted hp the General Axxenthly of

Maryland, That the stated terms of the Superior
Court of Baltimore city shall commence on the 2d
Monday in January, the 2d Monday in May and the
2d Monday in September, in each and every year.

SEC. 2. And be it enacted, That the 2d Monday in
February, March, April, June, July, October, No-
vember and December, in each and every year shall
be stated ltule days of said Court.

SEC. 3. And be it enacted, That hereafter any
party instituting an action in said Courts may at his
election have his original writ made returnable to
the next succeeding term or Rule day.

SEC. 4 And be it enacted, That on the return of
any writ original not executed the same may be re-
newed returnable to the next term, or next Rule
day, happening thereafter.

SEC. 5. And be itenacted, That after the execution
and return of any original writ made returnable to

a Rule day, the same proceedings may be bad in
prosecution of the said writ, as would be proper iu
case the said writ had been made returnable, and
had been returned to a stated term of the Court.

SEC. FI. Ami he it enacted, That if a defendant reg-
ularly returned summoned to appear at any stated
term or Rule day of the Court, shall fail to appear
on the day to which the said writ was returnable,
judgment for his default may on motion of the plain
tills be entered against him, which said judgment
shall be stricken out on his appearance being enter-
ed to the action at any time before the first day of
the term or Rule day next thereafter, and ifthe said
defendant shall fail to appear within the time above
limited, the party plaintiff' may sue out his writ of
inquiry, or otherwise enter up judgment according
to the course of the Court.

SEC. 7. And he it enacted, That every writ insti-
tuted for recovery of money due on any contract
evidenced by writingunder the hands of the defend-
ant, tor the payment of money, or for goods, or
other articles sold and delivered, or for money had
and received by tile defendant for the use of the
plaintiff", or lent by the pluiniilf to the defend-
ant or paid by the plaintiff' to the use of the de-
fendant, wherein the sum to be recovered is ascer-
tained by tlie contract, or the measure of damages
is fixed by law shall stand for judgment on the first
day of the stated term or Rule day of the Court
next succeeding the entry of the appearance of the
defendant, unless the time shall be enlarged by a
special Rule entered in said cause.

Sec. 8. And be it enacted, That in any action
brought for any of the causes mentioned inthe last
preceding section, the plaintiff shall be entitled to
call for judgments aforesaid, notwithstanding anv
plea pleaded by the defendant, unless such plea shall
be verified l>y the oath or affirmation of the defend-
ant or some one on his behalf, that he is advised by
counsel retained in the cause, that the matter of
the said plea constitutes a good defence, and that he
verily believes he will be able at the trial of the
cause to produce sufficient evidence in support of
the said plea.

Sec. 9. Provided nevertheless and be it enacted,
That the plaintiff shall not be entitled to call for
judgment as aforesaid, unless at the time of bring-
ing his said action he shall have tiled with his dec-
laration the paper writing, account stated, or other
evidence on which his claim is founded, authenti-
cated in the usual manner, and verified with the
oath or affirmation of the plaintiff on said cause of
action is due the sum of nionev in the said oath or
affirmation stated to be due, that over and above all
offsets and discounts, and that he is not aware of
any just cause of defence of the said defendant

against said demands.
SEC. 10. And be it enacted. That the foregoing pro-

visions shall apply to an action brought by or against
an executor or administrator.

SEC. 11. And be it enacted, That writs of execu-
tion issued out of the said Court may be made riy
turnable at the election of the plaintiffto the next

succeeding term or Rule day of the Court.
SEC. 12. And he it enacted, That the provisions of

this act shall extend to actions hereafter instituted
in and writs of execution hereafter issued out of
the Court of Common Pleas of Baltimore city.

HAVANA, April 4. ?We have quite shipping

enough in Havana for all our present wants, ana
indeed, too many vessels, at heavy expense to ship
owners.

Our Sugar market has been rather fiat, owing to
the efforts on the part of buyers to reduce figures
within reach of their views. A few thousand
boxes have changed hands at % to x/ rial less than
last quotations, not embracing the most desirable
goods, but quotations remain unchanged, aud
the transactions of yesterday sustain their prices.
White, low to clear bright, §5% to $7, yellow, do.
54% to $5%; browns, dry and heavy to clear
dry, $4 to $4% Cucuruclius do. 53% to $3%; and
Muscovadoes, which arc in the most active demand
S3K to $3% for inferior to prime. The stock re-
ported on hand, 158,000 boxes. Shipped during the
week 9,649 boxes, of'which taken for tlie United
States, 2,176 boxes; from Man tan "/.as for the same
time, 6,275 boxes, and 1,851 hogsheads, including
3,270 boxes, and 1,551 hogsheads for the United
States. The stock on hand at Mantanzas, equal to
45,000 boxes.

In Molasses prices have remained firm, at 3 to
rials per keg, and receipts light. Shipped from
Havana and Mantanzas, 4,146 hogsheads, of which
all for the United States, with the exception of
about 1,200 hogsheads for Great Britain.

In other island products there is nothing of inter-
est to devise.

FOREIGN MISCELLANY

THE MAILS OF THE AFRICA.

THEREVENUE. ?The Economist enters into details
to show the incorrectness of the prevalent impres-
sion that there will be a large deficiency in the reve-
nue at the close of the present financial year. The
income was estimated by Sir C. Lewis at £66,365,-
000, which was afterwards reduced to the extent
of £500,000 by an alteration of his proposal relative
to the tea duties; and the Economist believes that,
notwithstanding the unfavorable turn which affairs
took in the autumn, the revenue is likely to exceed
the estimated amount by about £750,000. There
must, however, says our contemporary, be a large
deficiency in the coming year, unless new ways and
means are devised, for about £4,000,000 of uncollect-
ed war income tax came into last year's revenue,
whilst that has now ceased, and a further reduction
of 2d. in the pound on the income tax will take
place ou the sth of April. Besides, bonds to the ex-
tent of £2,000,000 will fall due in May next, the
sinkiug fund charge willamount to £1,500,000, and
the increase of the army estimate will absorb a
further sum of £1,500,000, making altogether a
sum of £6,000,000 to be provided for in the coming
year.

EXTRAORDINARY AFFAIR. ?A case is now under-
going investigation bv the authorities at Fort Wil-
liam which has created a very painful feeling in the
district. The wife of Captain Ranald Macdonald,
late of the 92d Highlanders, died on the 28th of Oc-
tober last, and was buried on the 4th of November
in the burving ground of tlie Moy family at Kilehy-
rel, attended by her own relatives and those of her
husband. In the month of February, at tlie dead
of night, Mrs. Macdonald's brother, Mr. Donald
Stewart, tacksman of Auchindanl, who was residing
in the same house with Captaiu Macdonald, went
with a number of his shepherds and removed from
its place, beside her husband's ancestors, the body
of his sister, depositing it in another part of the
churchyard. The only way of accounting for this
act seems to bo that, whilst the Macdonalds of Moy
are Roman Catholics, Mr. Stewart is a convert tii
the Free Church, and he could not bear the idea
of his sister lying in the same grave with Roman
Catholics.

ABORIGINES' PROTECTION SOCIETV. ?The result of
a recent deputation from the Aborigines' Protec-
tion Society to Lord Stanly has just been printed.
The society interested themselves inmatters in Can-
ada, Sierra Leone, and at the Cape. The larger
portion of their address, however, was devoted to
the Hudson's Ray Company. The Indians, it seems,
have worked out for themselves a practical knowl-
edge of Free Trade; and the result of selling in the
dearest market beyond the control of the Company
was an advantage "of 500 to 1,000 per cent, profit.
Lord Stanley, of course, could only promise consid-
eration to the subjects; but there is a curious physi-
cal fact connected with the territory of Hudson's
Bay, for cereals are cultivated with "success in lati-
tudes where it was thought that nothing could
grow. The mystery of warm ocean currents ope-
rates even there.

WILLS.?The willof the late Marchioness of West-
meath has sworn under £150,(100. To the Duke of
Wellington she leaves the white cloth cloak worn
by the late Duke when engaged in the battles in
Spain, and which had been presented to her by his
Grace: she also bequeaths to the Duke other me-
mentos of his father, to be added to the museum of
relics now forming by his Grace. The Marchioness
has left no male issue. The will of Vicc-Adiniral
the Honorable George A1 fred Crofton was proved
in London under £14,000. To Baron Crofton he has
left two estates in Roscommon, adjoining his lord-
ship's family, estate, to be added thereto, and to
whom, also, he has bequeated 100 shares in the Union
Bank of London. To his sister, Caroline Crofton,
£2OO a year.

MR. THOMAS AI.LSOP. ?The Birmingham Daily
Preen, in which the announcement was first made
that Mr. Thomas Alison had offered to surrender
himself to answer the charge of conspiring to assas-
sinate the Emperor of the French, if the govern-
ment would guarantee the expenses of his defence,
has published a letter from a relative of that g"n-
tleman. The writer reiterates Mr. Allsop's readi-
ness to fulfill his offer, requests the public to suspend
their judgment, and emphatically asserts his inno-
cence of the imputed crime. He also states that he
believes a communication has been made to govern-
ment on the subject, the issue of which will be
known ina few days.

DRYIXO HIDES. ?An experiment has lately been
tried in Paris, after a new system, by which hides
and skins of all descriptions may be dried in a few
minutes, without any machinery and in all latitudes.
Skins so dried are preserved without any unpleas-
ant smell or diminution of weight or quality. They
are dried at the small expense of 4 sous the ox hide,
and are said to be superior to those dried in thesun.
South America supplies more than 12.000,000
pounds weight of green hides, which arrive in
France in bad condition, sometimes in a state of de-
composition, with considerable loss to the owners.
This new process will, it is said, preserve them com-
pletely.

STEPHENSON'S COTTAOE. ?Willington-quay, (on
the coally Tyne,) the birthplace of George Stephen-
son, the inventor of the locomotive engine, has,
during the last few days, been visited by a large
number of people. The cottage in which he was
born is about to be pulled down, as schools are to
be erected on the site which the cottage stands on,
to mark the birthplace of (his great man. Photo-
graphs of the cottage have been taken bv an emi-
nent artist, which are meeting a ready safe. Near-
ly £6OO has been subscribed towards the erection of
the schools, and £SOO more is expected from gentle-
men who hare promised to contribute.

A SINGULAR WEDDING. ?An interesting wedding
took place a few' days since between Mr. Henry 11.
Melville and Mrs. Sarah K. Seymour. The parties
have both been married before, and each have a
family of seven children?those of the gentleman
comprising six daughters and a son, and those of
the ladv six sons and a daughter. The sons acted
on the occasion as groomsmen to their future father,
the daughters as bridesmaids to their future moth-
er. The whole fourteen children dressed alike, ac-
cording to their sex, entered the church arm in
arm, and ranged themselves on either side of their
parents, who are both remarkably handsome, and
looked superb.

Mr. George Field, a letter carrier of Birmingham,
being something of a "poet," sent some verses on
the death of Ilavelock to Lady Have-lock. In ac-
knowledgment her ladyship says it is a great
pleasure, though a melancholy one, to know that
her late lamented husband is so justly appreciated
by the lowly as well as by the great ones of the land
of his birth.

CUSTOMS' DUTIES.?It is proposed by a bill to
abolish the duties now chargeable on the import of
chloride of lime and platina wire, and to levy duties
of 6d. each on felt bonnets, and 2d. per lb. on
caoutchouc manufactures. On and after the sth of

April next it is proposed to charge 3s. fid. per civt.
on stearine, and the same duty per cwt. on candles
of stearine.

THE AFRICAN MAIL. ?Her Majesty's steamer Mer-
linarrived at Plymouth on the 31st, with the Afri-
can mails. She ieft Sierra LeoDe, Feb. 14th; St.
Vincent. 26th; Teneriffe, March 19th; and Lisbon.
26th. There was no news of the Gambia, homeward
bound mail steamer with the African mails. All
quiet on the coast, but trade dull. Fever preva-

lent; 40 cases occured on board the Merlin, and
four deaths.

The masters and pupils of Marlborough College
intend raising by subscription, amongst themselves,
the sum of £SOO, for the purpose of presenting a
testimonial to their highly-esteemed Head-Master,
Dr. Cotton, the new Bishop of Calcutta, previous
to his departure for the East.

Cullen; and after recapitulating the explanatory
facts, says the dispute may with confidence be left
to the judgment of the Roman Catholic community
in these islands.

Some rumors having got into extensive circula-
tion that the Earl of Rosse had made predictions to

one of unexampled heat, that nobleman has address-

ed a letter to the Irish papers contradicting those re-

ports, and stating that he has never expressed any
opinion on the subject.
