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We alluded yesterday to the fact that on the 20th
of May next "the sense of the people" of Maryland

will betaken "upon the expediency of calling a

convention to frame a new Constitution" for the
State. We spoke of the importance of the question
thus submitted to the popular vote, but failed, it
would seem, to do full justice to its magnitude.

We were not aware of the extent of the duty which
would devolve upon the Convention. We had
rend, but had not fullycomprehended the meaning
of the "Application," recently addressed "to the
Hon. Thomas 11. Hicks, Governor of Maryland,"
by the "Mass Convention of the Citizens of the
Counties of the Eastern Shore, held at Easton,
Talbot County, April 14th and 15th, 1858." A
re-perusal of that document advises us of the fact,
before unknown, that in addition to framing "a
New Constitution and Form of Government" for
the State, the Convention will be called upon to
draft "a new bond of*confederation" between the
Eastern and the Western Shores. The gentlemen
who met in "Mass Convention" at Easton, refer to
the proposed call for a Constitutional Convention,
and explicitly demand that an opportunity shall be
afforded them "to ascertain whether their rights
can be protected in Maryland, before they are called
on to unite with the Western Shore in preparing a
new bond of confederation." That is the identical
language of the "Application." The idea of the
relations which exist between two fractional parts
of the same State, entertained by these gentlemen,
though altogether erroneous, is not new. The
same crude conception of the principles of consti-
tutional law once had possession of the brain of a
certain Mayor of Baltimore, who talked of "his
constitutional sphere," as head of a municipal cor-
poration, and seemed to think that the corporate
franchises conferred upon the city by its charter
were the sovereign attributes of an independent
people. The notion is as mischievous as it is ab-
surd, and while we ncquit the authors of the
"Application" of any disposition to do more than
vindicate what they believe to be the just claims of
their section, we regret that they should have
fallen into the use of language so loose and un-
guarded. The heresy is one, which, if suffered to

Lake root in the popular miud, may yet lead to
dangerous consequences, and in the hands of dema-
gogues and traitors lie made the convenient cloak
of sedition and rebellion. The principle of confed-
eration which applies to the Constitution of the
United States has no place whatever in the consti-
tutions of the several States. The State of Mary-
land is one and indivisible. Her constitution is
not a federal compact but an organic law, and her
sovereignty vests in the whole people of the State,
and in the people of the whole State, taken as a
unit. There is "no bond of confederation" be-
tween the different shores, or the different counties
of the State, and no rights pertaining to either
section or division, other than are reserved in the
"Bill of Rights," or conferred by the Constitution
and the laws made under it. The City of Balti-
more owes its franchises not to any inherent rights
which may exist in the imagination of its "Chief
Magistrate," but to the bounty of the State, and
to legislative enactment. Its charter is the meas-
ure of its corporate powers, which the Legisla-
ture gave, and which the Legislature ma}" take
away.

Itmay seem strange that we should be thus par-
ticular in the refutation of so palpable a heresy as
that to which we have referred. AA'hen we recol-
lect, however, that this is the second time within
six months that the heresy lias been put forward as
gospel truth iu State pajiers of the most solemn and
formal description, and has been broached on both
sides of the Chesapeake, and by men in official
station, our protest against it may appear less
unnecessary. The doctrine is one which is radical
and revolutionary, and its adoption would prove
subversive of all social order, and stable govern-
ment. If it holds good as between the different
shores of the State,?why not between the differ-
ent counties? If applicable to the counties?why
not to "election districts" and wards? Why not,
in one word, apply the principles of "the social
compact" to society at large, and view the State
as but an aggregation of sovereign individuals?
The doctrine of "the higher law" will furnish an
appropriate rule of interpretation in doubtful cases,
and the "constitutional right of secession" will
afford a suitable remedy in ease of infraction. AVe
are aware that theories quite as wild have found
place in the dreams of philosophers, but we hope
the day w ill never come when they will be accepted
as sound constitutional law among the statesmen
of Maryland.

The 11 American and Commercial Advertiser"
yesterday morning, shaking of .Miss Charlotte
Cushman, styles her "the acknowledged queen
of the drama, and of unapproachable excel-
lence and power as a female actress." "Her
powers, ' he tells us, "are unique, of a character
totally different from the mass of female actresses,
and her ability to express the intenser passions and
to give to the characters she represents a vivid
actuality, such as few actors of the other sex have
exhibited.

Actors and actresses we had heard of, hut
this new classification of actresses, as male and
female, puzzles us. Miss Cushman, it seems, is
not only an "actress," but "a female actress."?
Has her sex like that of Chevalier D'Eon ever been
in doubt., that her gender should l>e thus doubly
defined?or are all actresses "so mannish grown"
that 'there needs an adjective to indicate that ac-
tresses are women ? AVe hope the editor will clear
up the painful uncertainty in which his language
leates the subject, and also explain what is that

other sex to which "actors" sometimes belong.
I erhaps, the editor meant to convey a criticism upou
the style of Miss Cushman's acting, but in trying
to express himself lost his way, and said the oppo-
site of what he intended to say. Had he spoken of
Miss Cushman as "a male actress," we should have
taken it as a figurative expression referring to the
masculine force and power with which she deline-
ates "the intenser passions."

WASHINGTON, April20th, 1858.

EDS. EXCHANGE In Congress to-day nothing of
great interest has so far been disposed of. The
Chairman of the Senate laid before that bodv a
memorial from citizens of Utah Territory, accom-
panied by a State Constitution. The memorial
prays for admission of that territory as a State into
the Union. The documents were granted a cool
reception, and laid on the table with an order to
print. This Constitution is the old one heretofore
published it is decidedly Mormonish, and I cannot
think it will be countenanced even in these days of
Fourierism, Free-Loveism, Ac. The terms of the
memorial are also slightly singular and egotistical.
I would send you copies, but that the documents
were conveyed to the printer before I had time to
copy them.

Mr. Houston called up a resolution, directing theCommittee on Foreign Relations, to
the expediency of extending a protectorate of thisGovernment over Mexico. Mr. H. urged this meas-
ure in an able speech. He alluded to the distracted
condition ot Mexico, and the dangers of its falling
into possession of some of the European powers,
while existing as an independent nation. He cited'the names of many eminent statesmen, who. he as-serted, have in times past held the same opinions onthis subject as those now advanced. After Mr. H.concluded, the resolution was laid on the table tobe printed.

The Deficiency bill was next taken up, and Mr.
Hunter proceeded to defend the Administration
from charges incident to the Utah expedition. He
contended that it is perfectly competent for thePresident in the intermission of Congress to pro-ceed by force of arms to reduce any portion of the
country to submission to the laws of the Confedera-cy. This is all, lie maintained, that the President
has clone, and the injustice of Congress in now re-
fusing to make appropriations to pay expenses thus
incurred, was made the subject of some well deserved
animadversions on the f'actionists.

In the House nothing of importance has transpired
thus far. As I close, the Anti-Administration
members are making strenuous efforts to defeat thebill providing for an increase of police for"e in thiscity. lam sorry to see the measure opposed, but
tune willnot permit me at present to dilate on thistopic.

Outside of Congress there is but little worth re-
lating. The courts and police have the usualamount of business before them, but although pub-lic taste sanctions it, I am not one of those who be-lieve in spreading the greatest arrav of crime,shame, misery, and human degradation before thepublic. This, I think, should only be done so far
as is necessary to meet the ends of justice and serve
as a warning to those who have not yet fallen from
the paths of rectitude.

One thing I may mention. Since the breaking
up of the "bogus lottery concerns" in Norwich, Con-
necticut, there have been returned to the dead let-ter office in this citya very large number of letters,
directed to those firms. The sums contained in
these letters amount, in the aggregate, to some
$25,000 or $30,000. It is truly amazing to knowhow susceptible of imposition the American people

vertised a medicine designed to prevent conception.
Ihe firm was broken up by the police, and the let-ters have been sent here. SILAS.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, April 20.

SENATE.
Mr. Houston spoke in favor of his bill for extend-ing a protectorate over Mexico. After pointing

out the difference between the northern and south-ern bounding States of the Union, he went on to
define his plan and show the benefits that would ac-
crue both to the Union and Mexico. The protecto-
rate must be self-supporting, the protected paving
the expense, which she could do by assigning herrevenue for ten years. Our Gulf squadron insuffi-cient to protect her commerce; and live thousandreliable troops, judiciously posted, would preserve
internal order.

Mr. Houston explained the circumstances under
which Mexico funded ber debt of $55,000,000, whichis mostly owing to British creditors. All thatGreat Britain can reasonably expect, in the event
ot the proposed protectorate, is that we shall see
that the portion of the customers set apart towardsthe payment of the debt and dividends is faithfully
appropriated to said purpose.

Mr. Houston proceeded at some length, and in
the course ot his remarks, paid a feeling tribute to
his former companions in the Senate now all passed
away.

Mr. Houston spoke more largely of the Staterights of Texas, than of the protectorate, respecting
which he said it might be either like the lonian
Islands, or in a new form, but without exercising
more authority than was necessary.

The resolution says:
11 Itereas, Every attempt of Mexico to regulate her

internal affairs results in failure, and there is dan-
ger of it tailing into anarchy; and whereas, the
United States, on account of their continual pol-
icy can never permit Mexico to be subjugated by
Spain, or permit her to pass into the hands of anyforeign power; therefore

Result ed, That a select committee of seven be ap-
pointed to enquire whether it is necessary to estab-
lish a protectorate over said republic.

Hie resolution was laid over till to-morrow, and
ordered to be printed.

The Deficiency bill was then taken up and after a
protracted discussion Mr. Hale's amendment was
lost by a vote of 21 yeas to 30 nays. Without fur-
ther action the bill was laid aside.

Mr. Clark moved a re-consideration of the vote
on the Pacific Railroad bill.

Pending which the Senate adjourned.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Mr. Morrell spoke in favor of his bill, grantinglands to the various States, for the establishment of
colleges and lor the promotion of agriculture and
the mechanic arts.

Mr. Butlington offered a resolution, which wasadopted, calling for copies of the correspondence
with Chili, relative to the detention, at Taiealiuana,ot the American vessels "Good Return" and "Frank-lin," in the year 1832.

The House proceeded to the consideration of theWashington Police Bill.
A motion was made to lav it upon the table; butthe question was decided in the negative. Yeas 93

?nays 97.
The question was first taken on Mr. Oodd'3 sub-stitute tor the Senate bill. (Similar to the latter

with the exception of proposing the appointment of
the police officers by a board of commissioners, to
consist of two of each of the political parties, to beelected by the people.)

On motion of Mr. Washburn of Illinois, the bill was
laid upon the table. Yeas 110, Nays 79.The House went into Committee of the whole on
the State of the Union and took up the West Point
Military Academy bill.

Mr. Shaw of North Carolina, made a speech in
reply to the former remarks of his colleague, MrGilmer, who had opposed the Kansas bill.

1lie Committee rose and the House adjourned.
FROM WASHINGTON.

WASHINGTON, April20. ?The United States steam-

Department, based on the representations of our

CITY INTELLIGENCE
CUSTOM HOUSE AND POST OFFICE ALTERATIONS.?

The indications now are, that after great delay
from various causes, the work of altering the Ex-
change Buildings to adapt them to our Post Officeand Custom House necessities, will shortly progress
in earnest. For some days past a strong force of
workmen have been engaged in altering the firststory of the Second street wing, (which is ultimate-
v to be entirely removed) to afford temporary ac-
commodation to the Post Office Department durin<*the time occupied in altering that portion of the
main building designed for its future use. To-day,
the work of removing the extensive structure
fronting on Exchange Place, and known as the
Hotel wing, will commence?the space occupied bvwhich, as also the corresponding space on Second
street, now occupied by buildings extending from
the main buildmg to the street, it is designed to en-
close by an ornamental iron railing, and the en-
closure will be sodded and decorated with shadetrees. These enclosures willeach contain an areaof 130 by 70 feet, and be so arranged as greatly to
adorn these government improvements.

The entire wood-work of the buildings is to be
removed, and the structure rendered fire-proof by
massive arches resting upon iron girders. The
roofing willbe composed of galvanized iron, sup

fiorted by trussed iron frame work, upon which a
arge force has. for some time past, been engaged,

and the greater portion ol which material is nowready to be put together. The rotunda of the build-
ings will remain unchanged, except that it will benewly decorated. The new Custom House depart-
ment will extend across the entire front on Gay
street?more space than is at present allotted being
needed for that branch of the government service.These alterations and improvements will he made
under the direction of the Exchange Company,
though the special superintendence of them has
been confided to Mr. Thos. B. Allard, who, for some
years past, has had charge of the work on the Ex-
change Buildings, and who also superintended the
work upon the light-houses upon the Chesapeake,
during the term of Col. Geo. P. Kane, as collector
of the port. The entire buildings, when improved
according to specifications agreed upon by the E-
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change Company and the government representa-

DEPARTMENT NEWS.
DECISION OF THE SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY

UNDER THE TARIFF OF 1857.? The Secretary of the
Treasury has, on appeal, affirmed the decision of the
collector of New York, in assessing a duty of 15 percent, on "roofing felt." The importers claimed
that the articles was entitled to free entry, as
"sheathing felt."

The Secretary has also, on appeal, affirmed the
decision of the collector of Philadelphia, in assess-
ingadutvof 15 per cent, on f 'sulphate of ammo-
nia." The importers claimed entry of the article inquestion at the rate of 8 per cent, as "crude am-monia."

The decision of the collector at San Francisco
has, on appeal, been overruled, in assessing a duty
of 19 per cent, on "cocoa matting." The importa"-
tion is entitled to entry at 15 per cent., as an unenu-
merated article.

The decision of the collector at Baltimore has. on
appeal, been confirmed, in charging a duty of 24
per cent, on "guitar strings," composed of metaland silk. The importers claimed entry at a dutv of
15 per cent., the rate assessed on strings for musical
instruments composed of whip-gut or cat-gut.

EXTRACTS FROM NEW BOOKS.

GEORGE STEPHENSON.
From '' The Life of George Stephenson."

His leisure moments thus carefully improved, it
will be inferred that Stephenson was neccssarilv a
sober man. Though his notions were never extremeon this point, he was systematically temperate. It
appears that on the invitation of liis master, Ralph
Dodds? and an invitation from a master to a work-
man is not easy to resist?he had, on one or two oc-
casions, been induced to join him in a forenoonglass ot ale in the public house of the village. But
one day, about noon, when Mr. Dodds haifgot him
as far as the nublic house door, on his invitation to"come and take a glass o' yill,"Stephenson made a
dead stop and said firmly: "No, sir, you must excuse
me; 1 have made a resolution to drink no more at
this time of dav." And he went back. He desiredto retain the character of a steadv workman; andthe instances of men about himwho had made ship-
wreck of their character through intemperance,
were then, as now, unhappily, but too frequent.?
Perhaps, too, he was sober with an eye to thrift.?
He still steadily kept in mind the resolution which
he had formed to give his son a good education, and
Robert was now of an age to be sent to a betterschool than that which the neighboring villao-e ofLong Benton provided. There he had been "some
time under the charge of Butter, the parish clerk,
who kept a road-side school, where the instructionwas ot a very limited kind?scarcely extending be-yond the child's primer and "pot-books." About
the year 1814, Robert was accordingly sent toBiuce s academy at Newcastle, where ne commen-ced a course of sound elementary instruction.

By dint of extra labor during his by-hours, with
this object, George Stephenson had managed tosave a sum of 100/., which ne accumulated in <7lll/1-each of which he afterwards sold to Jews whowent about buying up gold coin (then dearer than
silver) at twenty-six shillings apiece; and he lent
out the proceeds at good interest. He was now,therefore, a comparatively thriving man. The first
guinea which he had saved with so much difficulty
at Black Gallerton had proved the nest-egg of fu-
ture guineas; and the habits of economy and sobri-ety which he had so earlv cultivated, now enabledhim to secure a firmer foothold in the world, and tocommand the increased esteem and respect of hisfellow-workmen and employers.

At this time, and for many years after, Stephen-
son dwelt in a cottage standing by the side of theroad, leading from the West Moor Pit to Killing-
is orth. The railway from the \\ est Moor Pit cross-
es this road close by the easternmost end of the cot-
tage. The dwelling originally consisted of but oneapartment on the ground floor, with a garret over-
head, to which access was obtained by means of astep-ladder. But with his own bands Stephenson
built an oven, and in course of time he added rooms
to the cottage, until it grew into a comfortable four-roomed dwelling, in which he continued to live aslong as he resided at Killingwortli.

There was a little garden attached to the cottage,
in which, while a workman, Stephenson took a prTde
in growing gigantic leeks and astounding cabbages.
There was a great competition amongst tlie villagers
in the growth of vegetables, all of whom he excell-
ed, excepting one of his neighbors, whose cabbages
sometimes outshone his.

In the protection of his garden-crops from the
ravages of the birds, he invented a strange sort of
"fley-craw," which moved its arms with the wind;
and he fastened his garden-door by means of apiece of ingenious mechanism, so that no one but
himself could enter it. Indeed, his odd and eccen-
tric contrivances excited much marvel amongst
the Killingworth villagers. Thus ho won thewomen's admiration bv connecting their cradles withthe smoke-jack, and making them self-acting!
Then, he astonished the pitmen by attaching an
alarum to the clock of the watchman whose duty itwas to call them betimes in the morning. The cot-
tage of Stephenson was a sort of curiosity shop of
models, engines, self-acting planes, and perpetual
motion machines, ?which last contrivance, however,
battled him as effectually as it had done hundreds ofpreceding inventors. He also contrived a wonder-
ful lamp, which burned under water, with which hewas afterwards wont to amuse the Brandling family
at trosworth?going into the fish-pond at night,
lamp in hand, attracting and catching the fish!which rushed wildly towards the subaqueous flame.
, ,\u25a0 Bnme teljs of a competition which Stephenson
had with the joiner at Killingworth,as to which ofthem could make the best shoe-last; and when theformer had done his work, either for the humor of
the thing, or to secure fair play from the appointed
judge, he took it to the Morrisons in Newcastle, andgot them to put their stamp upon it. So that it is
possible the Killingworth brakesman, afterwards

lnVetl!°r safety lamp and the originator

of the railway system, and John Morrison, the last-
maker, afterwards the translator of the Scriptures
into the Chinese language, may have confronted each
other in solemn contemplation over the successful
last, which won the verdict coveted by its maker.

was now in Ins prime, and he still continued to bezealous in measuring his strength and agilitywithhis tellow-workinen. The competitive element inhis nature was strong; and his success was remark-
able in these feats of rivalry. Few, if any, couldlift such weights, throw the hammer and'put thestone so far, or cover so great a space at a standing
or running leap. One day, between the engine hourand the rope rolling-hour, Kit Heppel chal-lenged him to leap from one high wall to another,
with a deep gap between them. To Heppel's sur-prise and dismay, George took the standing leap,and cleared the eleven feet at a bound. iTad his
eye been less accurate, or his limbs less agile and
sure, the teat must hare cost him his life.

But so full of redundant muscular vigor was he,
that leaping, putting, and throwing the hammer
were not enough for him. Ite was also ambitiousof riding on horseback, and as he had not yet been
promoted to the honor of keeping a riding horse ofhis own (which, however, he was shortly after-
wards, ) he sometimes contrived to ride for "the how-die, when the services of that otlicial were
required in the village. He would volunteer
his services on such occasions, when the fleetest
ot the gin-horses were usually put in requisi-
tion. bometimes, also, he borrowed the ani-
mal for a pleasure ride. On one of these lat-
ter occasions, he brought the horse back reeking;
on which Tommy Mitcheson, the bank-horsekeepe'r,
a rough-spoken fellow, exclaimed to him:?"Setsuch tellows as you on horseback, and vou'U soon
ride to the de'il." But Tommy Mitcheson lived to
tell the joke, and to confess that, after all, there hadbeen a better issue to George's horsemanship than
that which he so hastily predicted.

Old Cree, the engine-wright at Killingworth,
having been killed by an accident, George Stephen-
son was, in 1812, appointed engine-wright of the
colherv at the salary of 1001. a year. He wasalso allowed the use of a galloway to ride
upon in his visits of inspection to the collieriesleased by the "Grand Allies" in that neighborhood,
lbe "Grand Allies" were a company of gentlemen,
consisting of Sir Thomas Liddell, (afterwards Lord
Ravensworth,) the Earl of Strathmore, and Mr.
Stuart Wortley, (afterwards Lord Wharncliffe,)
the lessees of the Killingworth collieries. Having
been informed of the merits of Stephenson, of his
indefatigable industry, and the skill which he haddisplayed in the repairs of the pumping-engines,
they readily acceded to Mr. Dodd's recommendation
th.it he should ho appointed the colliery engineer;and, as we shall see, they continued tolionor him by
distinguished marks of their approval.

THEFIRST BLOW IX THE GREAT SEL'OY

REVOLT.
On Jan. 1857, the first blow in the great re-volt was struck by the Sepoys of Barrackpoor, who

burned the telegraph station. Barrackpoor was Ithen occupied by native troops exclusively-, of
whom there were 4 regiments in cantonments, therebeing but one British regiment within 400 iniles.
The disaffection spread so fast, and assumed so for-
midable an aspect, that by the middle of February
General Harsey found it necessary to muster thetroops at Barrackpoor and harangue them. On
Feb. 24, a small guard detached from the 34th reg-
iment at Barrackpoor, reached Berhampoor, 120
miles from Calcutta, and excited to mutiny the Se-poys of the 19th, then stationed there, who rose
with fierce threats in the night, and were with dif-
ficulty controlled by the prompt measure of their
officers and a show of superior force. Meantime,
the main bod y of the 34th, at Barrackpoor, commit-
ted the first act of violence against a British officer.Mungal 1 andy, a sepoy ot the 34th, came on parade
with a loaded musket, and traversed the lines, calling
on his comrades to rise and kill their officers. When
Lieut. Baugh, the adjutant of the regiment, rode
up to arrest him, Mungul Pandy took deliberateaim at him from behind a cannon, and fired; butonly succeeded iu bringing down his horse. Lieut.Baugh snatched a pistol from its holster and firedat the man, hut missed him. Before he could drawhis sword, Mungul Pandy felled him to the earthwith the butt of his musket. The guard was close
at hand, but refused to interfere. The sergeant-major, an Englishman, called on them to protect the
adjutant, but their lieutenant forbade them to stir;
and Mungul Pandy fired again, wounding the ser-
geant-major. \\ hen both officers were-down, seve-ral sepoys of the guard beat th.-m with their mus-kets. A Mohammedan sepoy then rushed forwardand arrested Mungul Pandy, and Gen. Hearsev ap-
pearing on the ground, revolver inhand, prevented
further violence at that time. Mungul Pandy, andthe sepoy officer in command of the guard, werehanged; the loyal Mohammedan was promoted and
decorated on the spot; and the 19th regiment fromBerhampoor, being shortly afterward inarched downtor the purpose, was disbanded at Barrackpoor.

SCIENCE AND ART.
POISON WALL-PAPER.

For some time pasta good deal has been saidabout the poisonous properties of certain green wallpapers. The beautiful tints so much admired are
communicated by the pigments known as Scheele'sand Brunswick green. The lirst of these is an arseniteot copper, the second a mixture of arsenite of cop-
pei with verdigris; so that of both of them arsoni-
ous and the common white arsenic of the shops isan essential element.

That this is a dangerous pigment to employ inrooms has been recently discovered in England and
this country. It has, however, been long known
in 1 russia, and a special police regulation has beenleveled against it. It runs in this wise:

"Green copper colors containing arsenic are notallowed to be sold as water or oil colors for paint-
ing in-door work or lor printing paper-hangings.?
It found on the premises of dealers in the latter ar-ticles they are confiscated and the owner punished
with fine or imprisonment."

A story is told of an Englishman who, intending
to sojourn some time in Prussia, hired apartments
and had them papered. Not knowing anything
about those police regulations, he selected such pa-per as pleased him, and his choice happened to fallupon a beautiful green, which was made of arsenite
ot copper. He left orders to have the apartments
attended to and absented himself for a few davs.?On his return, he ascertained to his unspeakable
disgust, that the police had visited his rooms andtorn oil his beautiful paper.

1 he discussion of this question was commenced in
England by an inquiry in a medical newspaper,
which brought out Dr. Hinds, of Birmingham, who
narrated his own experience. This gentleman hadnewly papered his study with a neat wall-paper, ele-gantly tinted with two shades of bright green. The
evening was his time for reading, and he used gas.I lie first time he studied in the apartment he wasseized with nausea and great depression of strength,
amounting to faintness; so that he was compelled to
suspend his studies. The same thing occurred everyevening when he read in the room. He began toseaich lor the causes of this result, and soon fixedit upon the room, as he enjoyed his usual healthwhen he did not study in it. At last he suspected
the paper, and, on scraping off a little of the color-
ing matter, soon recognized arsenic, by the appro-
pilate chemical tests, lie had the obnoxious paper
removed, and with it his unpleasant symptomsdisappeared. - 1

Several other cases having been published, attention was sufficiently attracted to the subject to in-terfere somewhat with the trade in these beautiful
papers. Accordingly a Mr. Fletcher, a manufactu-

*Jer °I. ® articles, published a letter in the Lon-don limes , in which he ridicules the public appre-hensions, and asserts that the workmen in his estab-
lishment who are constantly engaged in handling
these poisons enjoy excellent health. If so, they
are an exception to the general rule, as usually
workmen in these arsenical pigments suffer greatly
from sores upon the body and from disturbances of
digestion. This letter of Mr. Fletcher called fortha reply from Dr. ITallev, who had been poisoned ina similar manner with 'Dr. Hinds.

1he fact ot the poisonous character of the paper-
hangings being thus fully established by unequivo-
cal tacts, it becomes a question of some interest to
determine how the arsenic is communicated to thesystem. It has been long known that this poison
may he introduced through the skin or through the
lungs and produce its characteristic effects as wellas when taken into the stomach. The gas known as
arseniiuetted hydrogen, being a chemical compound
ol arsenic and hydrogen, has, in several instances,
when inhaled, destroyed life. But the question is,
how does the arsenic get off the paper and into thelungs?

Dr. Hinds informs us that one characteristic of
this pigment, is that it does not firmly adhere to
the paper, but that upon close inspection it will befound to show a little "running," as if put on a
somewhat greasy surface. It is therefore easily de-
tached. A draught of air from an open door, light
friction as with a dusting brush, must detach min-
ute particles which willfloat in the atmosphere otthe room, enter the lungs and produce the unpleas-
ant symptoms of slow arsenical poisoning. The

readiness with which this detachment of coloring
matter will be effected, is increased by the changes
of the air from damp to dry. The gummy substanceby which the pigment is made to adhere to the pa-per, is acted on by the moisture. It is dissolved
and sinks into the porous paper, leaving of coursea superficial layer of the pigment in the form of apowder easily detached. Some have supposed thatthe water effects a chemical change in the pigmentforming arsenimetted hydrogen, which is diffusedthrough the air. This is not probable. The watermay act in another way, bv increasing the volatility
of the arsenious acid and carrying it off in its vapor
as it dries. This effect would'be very much increas-ed by the ammonia formed from the putrefaction of
the paste, and this is an clement which cannot be
overlooked in the study of the causes of this re-markable method of poisoning.

l)r. Halley has suggested that the products of thecombustion of gas may form volatile compounds of
arsenic with this pigment. He has indeed proved
this to be the case by subjecting a quantity of the
paper to a current of air loaded with the vapors of
burned gas,and showing that such air absorbed arse-
nic. As for the air of the room he obtained from it,
by very simple chemical manipulations, crystals of
the ordinary white arsenic of the shops.

While upon this subject, we may as well state
that last year in Paris similar cases of poisoning
occurred from handling a green guaze which was
colored with Brunswick green.
