Attachment on policies of insurance, issued in theSuperior Court for the city of Baltimore, and rc-

1110ved into the Circuit Court of the United States
lor this district, under the act ofColl cress.

These two cases were tried together, and were
commenced on Thursday, 16th April, and terminat-
ed on \\ ednesday the 21st April, bv a verdict ineach case for the plaintifflor the sum of $17,365.13

under the direction and instruction of the Court.They were very fully aud ably argued before the
Court i Judge Giles) on the ptavers by If. J. Hrent
lor the plaintiff, and Messrs. Cutting (of New York)
and Nelson tor the liefendants. Judge tliles' opin-
ion fully reviewed all the facts in the case and the
authorities cited by the counsel; but as bis opinion
was not in writing we are only able to give our
readers an abstract of the principal points decided.
The Judge remarked in the commencement of hisopinion , that the principal point in these cases was
one deeply interesting to the commercial communi-
ty, among whom these running policies were so fre-
quently used. The defendants were insurance compa-
nies incorporated by the State of Xew York, and their
oflices wore located in the city of New York. They
had agents residing in this city, who received and
forwarded them all applications for insurance; and
received and transmitted to them the notes given
for the premiums front time to time, and through
whom the saitl defendants made payments for losseson policies held by parties residing here. The poli-
cies on which these attachments were issued, had
been executed by the defendants in the citv of New-
York. and transmitted to their agents in this city,
by whom they were delivered to the plaintiff. The
plaintiff, in both eases, had given to the said agents
his promissory notes for the premium mentioned in
said policies, and in the case of the Sun Mutual
Insurance Co. the notes had been paid by plaintiff;
and in the case of the Orient Mutual Insurance Co.the money had been placed by him ill the Union
Rank ot this citv, (where said notes were payable,)
to meet them, hut that Company bad so far, de-clined to receive it. The first question in these

cases is, are these policies of insurance to be con-
sidered as contracts made in the city of New York,
or as made in the city of Raltimore'? For, when
you have ascertained at which place the contract is
to be considered as made, it is to he const rued and
interpreted by the law and the usages of that place,
except where a contract is made in one place,
ami, by its terms, it is positively to be performed in
another. The learned counsel for the plaintiff has
contended that these policies were to he considered
as Maryland contracts, and to be construed in re-
ference to the usages and customs of underwriters
in this city. Now this became an important ques-
tion in the rases, because on the books ot the Insu-
rance Companies in New York, the schooner "MaryW." (whose loss had given rise to this controversy)
was rated below A2. while on the books of under-
writers and mercantile records in this city she was
rated A2. The authorities referred toby plaintiff's
counsel did not, in the opinion of the Court, sustain
the position lie sought to maintain. In the case of
the Rank of Augusta n. Karles, Ac., 13 I'eters,
519, the principal point decided was, that a bank
chartered in Georgia could purchase a hill of ex-
change in Mobile.

In the ease of Cox & Ttix rs. The United States, 4
I'eters, 170, the point decided was, that the official
bond of the Navy Agent, although signed at New
Orleans, was for his faithfully accounting at the
proper Department at Washington, and that there-
fore the liabilities of the sureties were to he gov-
erned by the principles of the common law, and not
by the civil law of Louisiana. The case of Zachary
& Turner ct. Boyle, in same volume, page G35, was
one of a payment made in Louisiana by plaintiffs
for Boyle, and by his sanction, to release his prop-
erty there attached, and created a debt due there,
and was not released by the subsequent discharge
of Boyle under the insolvent laws of Maryland.

In the case of Hazard's administrators t>. The
New England Marine Insurance Contpanv, K Peters,
557, the point decided was that the letter, on ap-
plication for insurance, written in New York,where
Hazard resided, although addressed to the defen-dants, a company incorporated in Massachusetts,
anil having their office in Boston, was to he tested
as to the truth of its representations by the custom
as to the extent of coppering vessels in New Yorkand not by the custom in Boston. Judge Story in
Ins great "work on "The Conjtirl of /.airs," section
279, says : "A policy of insurance executed in Eng-
land on a French ship for the French owner, on a
voyage from one French port to another, would he
treated as an English contract, and in ease of loss,
the debt would he treated as an English debt." So
in section 289, the same learned author says : "A
merchant, resident in Ireland, sends to England cer-
tain hills of exchange, with blanks for the dates,
the sums, the times of payment and the names ofthe
drawees. These bills are signed by the merchant in
Ireland, indorsed with his own name, and dated
from a place in Ireland, and are transmitted to a
correspondent in England, with authority to hitn to
fill up the remaining parts of the instrument. Thecor-
respondent in England accordingly fills them up, dat-
ed at a place in Ireland. Are the hills, when thus fill-
ed up and issued, to be deemed English or Irishcontracts? It has been held, that under such cir-
cumstances, they are to bo deemed Irish contracts,
and of course to be governed as to stamps and otherlegal requisitions bv the law of Ireland;" andanalogous principles "have been recognized in the
following eases: Wolscv vs. Bailey, 7 Foster, (N.II.) 217; Smith r*. Smitti, ibid. 214; Davis rs.
Coleman, 11 Iredell, 303. But this very question
has been settled in two cases by the Court of Ap-
peals of New York; and in one hv the Superior
Court in the same State, in th- cases of Hyde re.
Gondnow, 3 Comstock, 264; Western t-<. The Gencs-see Mutual Insurance Company, 2 Kecnan, 258; and
St. John vs. The American Mutual Life InsuranceCompany, 2 Ducr, 419.

In this last case the policy was issued from the
ofiiceof an agency of the company in New York,
although the company was incorporated in Connecti-
cut; and it was held "that the construction and ef-
fect of this policy were to be governed by the law of
Connecticut.

The case of Hyde e Goodnow was an action to
recover the amount of two premium notes given on
a policy of insurance. A Mutual Insurance Com-
pany of New Yot k had an agent residing in Ohio,
authorized to receive applications for insurance.
This agent received from a party residing in Ohio,
the application with the premium notes, anil trans-
mitted them to the ollice of the company in New
York, where they were received and approved, and
where the policv was executed and transmitted to
the applicant by mail. It was held bv the court
that the contract was made in New Y'ork at the
ollice of the contpanv, and not in Ohio.

In the case of WYstern tut. The Genessee Mutual
Insurance Company?a Mutual Insurance Company
incorporated anti located in New Iork?had an
agent residing in Canada, who received the appli-
cation for insurance, and sent it to the company in
New York, who there signed the policy of insurance
and forwarded it to their agent to be delivered to
the applicant?it was held to be a New York con-
contract, and its validity to depend upon the laws
of that State.

The Judge therefore held upon principle and
upon authority that the policies of insurance in
these cases now being tried, were to he considered
New York contracts, and to be construed anti in-
terpreted as such, for by section 263 of " The.
Confliet'f Laws," the rule is laid down, ''that the
law of the place of the contract is to govern, as to
the nature, the obligation, and the interpretation
of the contract." In this case, therefore, as the
evidence showed that the schooner "Marv\V." was
rated below A2, in New York, what is the true
construction of these polices, in that view, and as-
suming that fact to be proved ? These policies, al-
though differing slightly in phraseology, are sub-
stantially the same; anti the Court treated of them
together. Now what are the principal provisions
of the "Sun" policy? "The Sun Mutual Insurance
Company do make insurance and cause Jno. S.
Wright to be insured, lost or not lost, at and from
Bio de Janeiro to a port in the United States, one
half of 5.060 bags of coffee, laden, or to he laden,
on board the good vessel or vessels, Ac. Begin-
ning the adventure upon the said goods from and
immediately following the loading thereof, on
board the said vessel, anti shall so continue and en-
dure until the goods shall he safely landed at

, aforesaid. The said goods, hereby insured,
are valued at $l9 per hay, as interest may appear,"
anil the policy anniits "that the company have
been paid for this insurance, by the assured, at and
after the rate of one and one-half per vent: To re-
turn one-quarter of one per rent, if direct to an At-
lantie. I'ort. To add an additional premium ifhy
vessels rating lamer than .12, or hy foreign vessels :

subject to such addition or deduction as shall make
the premiums conform to the established rate at
the time the return is made to the Company."?
The words italicised are in writing and not
printed, as are the other provisions of tiie policy.

The other clauses of the policy are not material
to this enquiry. On the hack oi' this policy, there
was this endorsement, made by the defendants'
agent, in this citv : ?"1856, August 27. Schooner
'.Vary IF.,' Rio dc Janeiro to New Orleans, on half
eargo, 1,830 hags coffee, valued at $lB per hag, not to
attach if vessel be proved unseairorthy." ?sl6,47o.
Now the counsel for the defendants contended, that
this coffee never was covered by the said policy,
because it was loaded on board a vessel rating be-
low A2, and the correspondence showed that no
additional premium had been agreed upon between
the parties, anil that by the true construction of
the policy, tiie defendants had the right to fix the
additional premium. Now, what are the rules for
the construction of policies of insurance, as recog-
nized and acted upon by Courts of .) ustice ? The
first one is common to the construction of all con-
tracts; that you must fear the written paper, ascer-
tain ifpossible what wasthe true moaning and under-
standing of the parties in the language they have
used, and to carry that into effect, ifit violates no
principle of law. The second rule is, that policies
of insurance are alwavs to be construed liberally,
so as to insure the indemnity sought for, anil that
if there be anv ambiguity in the words of an excep-
tion, they are to be construed most strongly against
the party for whose benefit they are introduced.?
Another rule is, where the "written and printed
clauses of a policy are in conflict, the written ones
are to he sustained and carried into effect. For these
rules tiie Court referred to the cases of I'ahner r.
Warren Insurance Company, 1 Story, 364; Yeaton
vs. F. cy, 5 Craiit h, 335; Graut vs. The Lexington
Insurance Co., 5 Indiana ( Porter,) 23: Mobile Marine
Dock & Insurance Company vs. McMillan, 27 Ala-bama, 77; Savior vs. The North-western Insurance
Co., 2 Curtis', 610; and Breasted and others vs. The

Farmers' I.oau & Trust Company, 2 Seidell's Re
ports, 299.

This last case was peculiar. It was decided by
the Court of Appeals of New York, that in a life-
policy insurance, a provision "that it should he void
if the assured should die hq his own ham/" had refer-
ence to an act of criminal self-destruction and not
to one committed "while the party was insane."By these rules let this policy be construed. Andcan it be successfully contended for one moment,
that when the assured procured this policy, he had
no intention of covering any of his coffee thatmight he sent to him in vessels'rating below A2. un-
til he and the Company should agree upon the addi-
tional premium to be charged in such cases. What
were the reasons for his procuring this policy and
paying the premium on so largeanuiuntin advance?
llecauce he did not know at what, time and bv whatvessels his correspondents in Uio might send him
the 5,000 bags of coffee he had directed them to
purchase on his account, and lie therefore wished
his property to be thus covered hv insurance
whenever it was afloat on the ocean for it
might well he, that lie might never hear
of the shipment of his coffee until its safe arrival or
loss. This necessity of the mercantile world hasgiven rise to these running policies, which coverannually property to the value of millions of dollars.
But if the view of these Insurance Companies is to
prevail, that thy property is not covered until theadditional premium is fixed by them, or areed upon
between the parties, then a very speedy terminationwould be put to this kind of policy and the defend-ants might as well close their agencies in this citv.
But such the Court held not to he vlto true construc-tion of this policy. The policy ti..;lnt (pjg an( j
nothing more: that the defendants wouvj insure the
coffee of plaintiff, in its transit from Rio to a portin the United States, at per cent, preuium hu
whatever vessel carrii d. hut if carried in a vessel luting
below A2, or by a foreign vessel, itadditional pre-
mium should be"paid thein. Additional to uhat w |, vto the \)4 per cent, already paid, and such addi-
tional premium as in the opinion of underwriters,
would be equal to the increased risk to such a cargo
in vessels rating below A2, or in foreign vessels.
And this seems to have been the view taken by the
Sun Mutual Insurance Company itself in its corres-
pondence with its agent in this citv; for although
in their letter of August 25th, K">fl! they take tiieground "that the assured had no right to have thisrisk on the Mary \Y. covered on this policy,"
they subsequently recede from this position
and in their letter of the 30th August, "they admit
he had the right, hut that the tixing of the premium
rested solely with them." The Court thought the
latter position as untenable as the former. Assome-
thing had been said in the course of the argument,
in reference to the endorsement on the policy of the
27th August, the Court remarked that they" consid-
ered tliis endorsement fullywarranted by the de-
fendants' letter to their agent, of that date; and
that indeed, the agent, with that letter in his
hand, could have made no other endorsement.
The plaintiff presented the two prayers, and the
defendants presented three prayers. The Court re-
marked that they agreed with the propositions of
law contained in defendants' Ist and 2d prayers, and
plaintiffs second prayer, and onlyrejected'them be-
cause they were substantially embraced in the in-
struction which the court would give to the jury,
hut they rejected the plaintiff"s Ist prayer and the
defendants' 3d prayer as in conflict with' their view
of the law ot the case; and the Court then gave to
the jury the following instruction :

" It the juryshall lintl from the evidence, that
the defendants executed the policy of the 27th
July, 1K55, and received from the plaintiff the
premium therein mentioned: and, that their
duly authorized agent in this city, made the
endorsements on the said policy, which have
been offered in evidence, and " shall further
find, that 1,830 hags ot coffee, belonging to
plaintiff, were shipped on the 12th of July, 1856, at
Uio, on hoard theschr. Mary YV. to he carried to New
Orleans; and that when said schooner left Rio she
was seaworthy and in good condition; and shall
further tind, that the saitl vessel and cargo were
subsequently on saitl voyage totally lost by one of
the perils insured against: and that said schooner
was rated lower in Now York than A2, then the
plaintiffis entitled to recover for one half the value
ot said coffee so lost, at SIS per hag, less such addi-
tional premium beyond the C/z per cent, as in the
opinion of the underwriters may be deemed ade-
quate for the increased risk to a cargo of coffee
snipped in a vessel rating below A2, with interest
from thirty days after such time as the jury may

find the defendants were furnished by plaintiff with
the preliminary proofs of his saitl loss; and tiiere is
no evidence in this case that the said schooner at
any period during the running of this policy rated
as Vigil as A2 in any of the insurance oiiices in
New York.

BRAZIL, PARAGUAY, AM) BUENOS AYRES.
News lias been received at New York from Rio to

the 14th ult., containing the important intelligence
of the amicable settlement of the diiliculties between
Paraguay and Brazil. By the provisions of the
treaty ofpeace entered into by these two countries,
the rivers of Paraguay are thrown open to the com-
merce of all nations. To Brazil alone is conceded
the privilege of allowing vessels of war to navigate
the rivers; but this concession, owing to tin'shal-
lowness of the streams, is one of little importance.

The yellowfever prevailed with considerable vir-
ulence at Rio, but the disease had abated somewhat
in thejiarbor.

The advices from Buenos Ayres and Montevideo
are to the 3d and sth ultimo.

Gen. Urqniza had addressed a most conciliatory
note to the government of lluenos Ayres, fearing
that France was about to recognize the President of
that Republic.

The United States Consul at Buenos Ayres had
been insulted in the streets by noisy bands of the
populace, and severe newspaper attacks were made
on the Emperor of Brazil.

The chamber of justice in Montevideo had been
dismissed.

The Quinteros prisoners had been set at liberty.
Heavy commercial failures, both in Montevideo

and Buenos Ayres, were spoken of.
The Montevideo markets had revived considera-

ble, but flour was very dull, and lower.
There were no vessels loading for the United

States.
Translated from O. Correo Mercantile Rio Jan., Mar. 13.

Yesterday we received by the steamer Camilla,
the important news of the good success of the mis-
sion of Senor Paranhos near the Government ot
J'araguay.

According to our information, all the principal
diiliculties which caused the difference have been

removed. There willbe no longer any forcible prac-
tices and pecuniary vexations; the navigation on
the Paraguay willbe thrown open to all nations of
the world.

The Plenipotentiary Commissioner for Paraguay
who, with Senor Paranhos, negotiated the treaty
brought hither by the steamer Camilla to be ratified
by the Government, was the son of the President of
that Republic, Senor 1). Solano Lopez.

The news of the happy result obtained bv the two
negotiators produced in Paraguay, as it will do
here, the highest satisfaction, and the most solemn
manifestations of rejoicing were officiallyexchanged.
The Brazilian flag was saluted on the part of the
Paraguayans by the discharge of cannon and cheer-
ing, reciprocated on our side with regard to the
Paraguayan flag.

The President of Paraguay gave our Minister a
splendid ball, at which all the persons of an official
character in the republic were present, from whom
Sr. Paranhos received during the whole evening
marks of the highest attention. At the extremity
of the hall there was a trophy composed of the
Brazilian flag at the right of that of Paraguay. The
ball was very animated anil was attended by the
best society of Assumpcion.

Sr. Paranhos is also to give a ball, which the
President and his family will honor with their
presence.

Gur plenipotentiary, after having terminated his
mission near the government of Paraguay in the
most satisfactory way, was to ascend the river as
far as Albuquerque. His excellency is desirous of
knowing by himself that and the intermediate
ports.

In the port of Assumpcion there was a considera-
ble movement of Brazilian ships which came from
or are to go up to Matto Grosso.

The President publishes the following proclama-
tion, giving an account of the result of the negotia-
tion with Brazil:

PROCLAMATION - .
T lie President of the Ite/mliie of Paraguay ;

I have ratified, under the present date, the espe-
cial convention concluded inthis cityof Assumpcion
between the governments of the Republic of Para-

guay and of the Empire of Brazil, through the re-
spective plenipotentiaries, upon the basis of the
treaty of amity, navigation, and commerce of April
fi, 1850, opening to the commerce of the States bor-
dering on the river and of the.friendly nations, the
navigation on the Paraguay up to the Territory of
Brazil, and with respect to war ships entitling tnosc
of Paraguay and those of Brazil reciprocally to en-
joy the liberty of transit and of passing through
their whole extent those rivers which arc open to
merchant ships; even three war ships, either jointly
or separately, being allowed freely to ascend or de-
scend those rivers without any limitation as to ton-
nage or artillery, as it had been expressly stipulated
in article 18 of said treaty of AprilC, among other
important stipulations which will be made public in
due time.

I therefore order that this happy event be madepublic by proclamation, and that "three thousand
copies of it be printed, in order to be within a shorttime circulated through the whole republic.

until American aid shall be called in, we have no-thing to hope for but a continuation of the samestate nf affairs. In reality, commerce is decayed,
agriculture abandoned for the want of laborers totill the rich and fertile lands, and every element of
industry is completely destroyed.

Since writing the above, Col. has called at
the office, and informs me that he will assist Vi-
daurri, and will enter the country with the invita-
tion of the people of the Sierra Madre States. Thisis glorious news. The Colonel says he will do no-
thing but what is legitimate, and expects to be on
the iiio Grande in thirty days.

A DESTRUCTIVE WAR ENGINE.
We mentioned some time since that two of ouringenious citizens, Messrs. Wright and Gould, hadcompleted the model of a rotary cannon which could

be fired at the rate of sixty rounds per minute.?
Since that announcement tlie inventors have been
engaged in having constructed a working model of
the gun which is now finished, and was tested yester-
day afternoon in a vacant building on Washington
street. The piece is a beautiful little brass gun
of the usual shape, mounted on wheels, and
so constructed that a rotary cylinder constitutes
the breech, which contains four charges, re-
plenished by means of a hopper, and fired as
rapidly as a man can work an ordinary lever
backward and forward. The piece is discharged by
electricity, and from this results an important
and valuable discovery, which was developed
after the completion of the piece. By means of thebattery and wires connecting with the cylinder by
which ignition is caused, the cylinder becomes per-
fectly electrised, which keeps it as cool as if con
tinuallv bathed with ice. Some two hundred rounds
were fired yesterday in rapid succession at the rate
ot about thirty rounds per minute, at the end of
which time, without using the swab once, the
breech was much colder than when the firing com
monccd. The rapidity of the tiring was much re-
tarded by the bad quality of the cartridge in use,
but such as it was it was sufficient to demonstrate

! the complete success of the invention. We under-
stand that as soon as all arrangements are completed
the inventors will proceed to Washington and lay
their plans before the Government. ? Dujfalu Ex-
press 23d.
