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Among the items in our last foreign exchanges,
we notice the announcement that the great railway
between Madrid and Alicante, in Spain, had been
opened to the public throughout its whole length,
and that the 10th of May, the birth-day of the
King-Consort, had been appointed for its formal
inauguration. We do not profess to be very fa-
miliar with the topography of the Peninsula,
but a glance at the map informs us that the
distance between Madrid and Alicante, in a

direct line, is between two hundred and two
hundred and fifty miles, by Colton's scale, and
that the route, thus opened to transportation and

travel, passes, in a south-easterly direction, from
the centre of Spain to the Mediterranean, travers-
ing the heart of New Castile, one of the finest grain
growing countries in the world, and furnishing an
outlet to other agricultural districts, of proverbial
fertility, lying nearer to the sea. The region
which it penetrates is very mountainous in many
parts, and presents difficulties and obstructions
throughout of no ordinary character. The success

with which these have been surmounted, by the
labors of not more than ten years?a period which
would be regarded, even in America, as triumph-
antly brief for the consummation of so gigantic an
enterprise?would seem to indicate that the good
people of the Peninsula have been occupying them-
selves in something better than bull-fights and
changes of ministry, which we are in the habit of
believing to be their principal pursuits.

TWELFTH ANNUAL MEETING
OF THE

AMERICAN ASSOCIATION
FOR THE

ADVANCEMENTOF SCIENCE.

FIRST DAT?WEDNESDAY.
The twelfth annual session of this Association

commenced yesterday morning, in the Hall of the
Maryland Institute, which had been previously
adapted to the purpose by the committee of our
citizens having charge of the arrangements, as to
be admirably adapted to the convenience of the As-
sociation.

Prof. Jeffries Wyman, the President, being una-
voidably absent, the Association was called to order
by Prof. Alexis Caswell, the Vice President on the
occasion of their last meeting.

On motion of Prof. A. 1). Bache. that gentleman
was then requested to act as President until a pre-
siding officer be chosen, and, after acknowledging
the mark of favor thus done him, he introduced to
the assemblage the Rev. A. C. Coxe, who delivered
the following

PRATER.

[Compiled from an ancient author.']
Oh 1 God of our fathers, and Lord of Mercy, who

hast made all things with Thv Word, and ordained
man through Thy Wisdom that he should have do-
minion over the creatures which Thou liast made,
give us Wisdom that sitteth hvThv throne, and re-
ject us not from among Thy children: for though man
he never so perfect among the children of men,
vet if thy Wisdom be not with him, he shall
be nothing. And Wisdom was with Thee when
Thou madest the world; oh 1 send her out of
Thy Holy Heavens, and from the throne of Thv
glory, that being present she may labor with
us, and that we may know what is acceptable unto
Thee. For we confess that the thoughts of sinful
men are miserable, and that our devices are but un-
certain, seeing that the corruptible body presseth
down the soul that musctli on many things. And
hardly do we guess aright at things that are upon
earth, and with labor do we find the things that are
before us; but the things that are in Heaven, who
can search out, or Thv counsel, who can know,
except Thou give wisdom, and send thy Holy
Spirit from above, that so the ways of them
that live on earth may be reformed, and men
may may be taught the things that are well-
pleasing unto Thee. Grant us, therefore, to think
as we should, and to conceive as is meet, for in
Thy hands are botli we and our words. Give us
also certain knowledge of the things that are; to
know how the world was made, and the operation
of the elements; the beginning, ending and midst
of the times; the alterations of the turnings of the
sun, and the changes of seasons; the circuits of
years and the positions of stars; the natures
of living creatures, the powers of the winds,
and the reasonings of men; the diversities
of plants and their virtues, and all things
that are either secret or manifest; and above all
to know Thee, the only living and true GOD, and
JESTS CHRIST whom thou has sent. Finally, for His
merits and mediation, by whom we receive all
things, we bless thy Holy Name; and through Ilis
glorious intercession we beseech the to grant unto
us, and to our country, and to all mankind, what-
ever Thousecst to be necessary and expedient: sav-
ing in the perfect words which He himself hath
taught us: OUR FATHER, who art inheaven, &e., &c.

Upon the conclusion of the prayer, His Honor,
Mayor Swann, was introduced, and delivered the
annexed:

In connection with the line thus finished, a
branch-road to the ancient port of Valencia, further
up the Mediterranean coast, is announced as verg-
ing rapidly towards completion. Indeed the move-
ment in favor of railway intercommunication seems
to have enlisted both the people and their rulers so
actively, that many important avenues, from the
interior to the Atlantic and the French frontier, as
well as between the cities of the interior itself, are
already, as the press informs us, in the course of
extensive and advanced construction. We may
believe these tilings, now, to be somewhat more
than speculation and flattering promise, in view of
the substantial evidence of national energy and
resource furnished by the completion of the great
work which has particularly attracted our atten-
tion. From Alicante to Marseilles, a line of steam-
ers will regularly ply, by means of which, in union
with the railways at both ends of the route, the
journey from Paris to the Spanish capital may he
performed in less than throe days. Such facilities
must of course turn into this new channel, a largely
increased proportion of European travel?over and
above the extraordinary stimulus which they must
afford to agricultural and commercial industry.
Upon the consequences of this to the Peninsula,
which has hitherto languished so painfully under
the evil of national isolation, we have not space to
dwell, nor indeed would the subject interest our
readers. But still it may be worth the while of
commercial and public men to know, that one of
the most magnificent fields of cereal production on
the earth is on the point of being opened, for the
first time, to the access of foreign trade, and that a
country, which we have regarded as doomed to
political weakness and retrogradation, is already
beginning to develojie, with vigor and resource,
and persistent purpose, its abounding territorial
wealth.

ADDRESS OF WELCOME.
Gentlemen of the Convention:

I meet you here to-day, not in the relation in which
your kindness has placed ine-?as chairman of your
local committee ?but as Chief Magistrate of the city
of Baltimore to thank you inthe name of our people
for the compliment you have paid them, by your
presence on this occasion, When 1 look "at the
character of this association?its varied and distin-
guished membership?its past contributions to sci-
ence ?its enlarged preparations for usefulness in the
future, itseems to me proper and becoming, that I
should recognize with whatever of official influence
1 may command, the dignity and importance of
the labors in which you are embarked here. [Ap-
plause.]

You stand upon the soil of one of the old States of
this Confederacy?a State whose past history is not
without its incidents of proud and stirring remin-
iscence. Itwas in Maryland that the Father of his
Country laid down his commission for those more
congenial and peaceful pursuits in which you are
engaged, and it was here, in the City of Baltimore,
that the last surviving signer of the Declaration of
Independence, terminated,'"in the unobtrusive
walks of an enlarged benevolence, a career devoted
to liberty, and invoked with his expiring breath,
the blessings of AlmightyGod upon those cherished
institutions which he aided so largely in establish-
ing.

The city of Baltimore occupies what may be
called the geographical centre of the eastern con-
fines of our Union. A system of improvements
more stupendous than the works which signalized
the bondage of the ancient Egyptians, proclaims
its triumphs north and south of the point where
you are now standing?stretching away to the wa-
ters of the St. Lawrence on the one side, und more
distant shores of the Gulf of Mexico on the other.
Looking westward?a spirit of restless enterprise,
by an effort unparalleled in the progress of human
labor, has penetrated the valley of the Mississippi,
by a work of intercommunication more than one
thousand miles in extent: and the day is not dist-
ant when you will be called to inaugurate the still
grander achievement of a union between the great
oceans that wash our eastern and western bor-
ders. [Applause.]

From this favorite point ofobservation you look
out upon a field worthy your noblest efforts. Upon
a people whom God has chosen to illustrate the great
problem of.self-government: upon institutions which
have stimulated and called into being the most
startling discoveries in science and philosophy;
upon a territory boundless in extent?comprising
every variety of climate, soil and production; in
short, upon whatever is attractive and worthy of
pursuit within the extended range of mental and
physical energies.

The annual meetings of this association must con-
tinue to increase in interest and practical benefit to
the whole Union. I trust it may go on with
each succeeding year to expand wider and
wider the circle of its influence. Coming from
remote States urged on and sustained by
a common impulse, co-engaged in the same
great cause of human progress and development,
your labors must soon be felt beyond the active-
sphere in which you move. In the midst of those
fierce political conflicts which have sometimes sepa-
rated State from State, and section from section,
you have held in check, by your example of patient
labor, and friendly co-operation, the threatening
asperities of party rancor, and have pointed us to
the onlyreliable source of virtuous and lasting re-
nown. [Applause.]

Again, gentlemen, I bid you welcome to the citv
of Baltimore. May your labors be crowned with
success, and may eacli returning anniversary of this
noble institution add more and more to that national
reputation which you have so richly earned, and
which has contributed so largely to the credit of our
people home and abroad. [Applause.]

RESPONSE OF THE PRESIDENT.

Mr. Mayor: Unexpectedly to me it has become
my duty to respond to the eloquent words of wel-
come you have tendered us, and I heartily regret
that I am not possessed of the power to do so in
such appropriate and fitting terms as are justly due
the citizens of Baltimore, who have become so re-
markable in scientific advancement, as is attested
by your Historical Society, Maryland Institute,
Public Schools, and other similar institutions, and
to which are soon to be added the Peabody and Mc-
Donogh Institutes. Such institutions as you have al-
ready established justlyplace Baltimore prominent-
lybefore the world as a city devoted to the pro-
mulgation of science?and l rejoice to know that
there exists in your citizens both the ability
and spirit to perpetuate these and all other
kindred objects. It needed not, sir, a welcome ad-
dress to give us assurance that the proverbial hos-
pitality of Baltimore would meet us upon our arri-
val, and attend us during our stay. Neither is
there needed any testimony additional to our knowl-
edge of your people to convince us that they are
deeply interested in all that pertains to the Arts and
Sciences.

National, however, as railways seem to us, in
this land of practical and eager enterprise, and
welcome harbingers as they may lie, of civilization
and freedom, everywhere, we can hardly realize
the fact of their existence in the romantic country
through which we arc chronicling their progress.
That the puffing of locomotives should startle the
kingly echoes of old Toledo, or the sound of the
steam-whistle break the lonely silence which broods
over the plains of La Mancha, it seems impossible
for us to reconcile with the things which ought to
be. Can there be railway stations in Valencia of
the Cid ? Has the language of the Gods appropri-
ate words for "extra-dividends" and "cow-catch-
ers?" Our curiosity is of the keenest, to know
whether railways, if such there be in Spain, are

really railways like ours, llave they companies,
and presidents, and directors, to log-roll and

watch over them ? Do they, perchance, furnish
the "leading speculative?" "Bulls" there arc in
Spain, we know : are there railroad "bears" also?
Have they "construction accounts," and "expense
accounts," and "sinking funds," and "profit and
loss," as we have; and do men grow mystified
over such things, as we do, till they know not
whether construction sinks, or sinking constructs,
or profit is not loss, after all? Do Sj anish rail-
ways affect, as with us, the capillary secretions
of high functionaries who look after them, so that
Corregidors and Alcaldes grow "prematurely gray"
in financial travail concerning them ? Have they
"gentlemanly conductors" and "popular brakes-
men" who are never to blame, though engines
leap over open draw-bridges, and go gambolling
down precipices and hunting out the bottoms of
rivers ?

We confess our anxiety to be better informed as
to these interesting points of comparative railroad
science, and should the scientific mind be allowed
an accidental respite this week from supper, we
shall probably avail ourselves of the opportunities
which the season affords, to prosecute suitable in-
quiries on the subject.

A SUTDENTS' EMEUTE IN" PARIS.
PARIS, Thursday evening, April 10th.?Some emo-

tion has been produced in that part of Paris known
as the Quartier Latin, by a sort of outbreak which
took place in the Irish" Ecclesiastical Seminary,
in the Rue des Irlandais, not far from the Pan-
theon. This disturbance followed, or was occasion-
ed by the expulsion by the Superior of the College
of two of the Professors, with whom he had been
on no friendly terms for some time previous. The
professors received a letter announcing their dismis-
sal on returning to the college after a short absence,
and the porter, who was charged with the commis-
sion, received orders not to admit them with-
in the gate. They managed, however, to gain
access to their rooms by a wall in the rear
which divides the.grounds of the buildingfrom the
garden of a private house in the neighborhood. As
they refused to comply with the order of the Supe-
rior, whose sole authority to expel thein thev dis-
puted, the police were sent to the spot by order of
the .Minister of Public Instruction. It" was then
that agitation commenced; and the students, about
70 or 80 in number, on being informed of w hat had
occurred, revolted, and insisted that the professors
should not be ejected from the house. The Com-
missary of Police and an employee from the office
of the Minister of Public Instruction were called
upon to enforce the order of expulsion. It was said
that in the seutlle at the gate, one of the professors
was roughly handled by the servants, who, the stu-
dents allege, have incurred ecclesiastical censure
for having laid hands on a priest, both professors
being in holv orders.

The agitation was renewed on the following day.
and the Archbishop of Paris had to proceed in per-
son to restore calm. An appeal was made to the
Minister of the Interior and the Cardinal Arch-
bishop; and communications addressed bv the stu-
dents and professors to the board of Catholic bishops
in Ireland, in whom the supreme spiritual authori-
ty is vested. In the meantime a commission has
been named to examine into the organization of the
college, and investigate the causes that have led to
these disorders. The commission meets on Satur-
day; the professors are desirous of appearing before
it to give the requisite explanations. They received,
however, on Saturday last, an order from the Min-
ister of the Interior to quit Franco instantly. They
endeavored to obtain a respite till the Commission
met, but they yesterday received a second otlicial
communication reiterating the order to quit the
country. They leave Paris this evening for Eng-
land. The servants denv having struck either of
the professors.

As a body, sir, we rejoice to be assured that all
your great lines of communication are in so rapidly
growing a condition. I repeat, sir, that the evi-
dences of your prosperity in every particular give
us great joy.

Ihe body of scientific men are a hard working
class of your fellow-citizens. It is their especial duty
?and for this purpose they annually meet together
?to encourage each other in the 'pursuit of that
knowledge which is calculated to improve, advance
and elevate their fellow-men. Their enquiries are
not confined to the starry heavens, nor to the strata
beneath the earth?but all things that can, in any
manner, advance man's prosperity and condition,
are studied and developed to the "world, and thus
we minister to the good of the whole people. In
conclusion, I invokfe God's choicest blessings on
those assembled here?for without Divine aid our
labors must be fruitless. Accept, sir, our sincere
acknowledgments for your words of welcome.

The President here announced that, owing to in-
disposition, the General Secretary of the Associa-
tion was not only absent, but had been compelled to
resign that position. He therefore suggested that
some one be chosen to till the vancancy.

Upon motion of Prof. Bache, the Standing Com-
mittee, through tlie President, who was chairman
thereof, nominated Prof. Win. Gillespie, of Union
College, Schenectady, and his nomination was unani-
mously confirmed, viva rove.

Mr. Collins is in Washington, on business re-
specting the re-establishment of his steamship line.

Henry Brown was but recently married, and
leaves a young wife to mourn his untimely de-
cease.

A Wilmington paper says:?"He was, as
appeared by measurement, three feet seven and a
half inches'in height. He looked in the criminal

GREAT BATTLE AND EXI) OF THE REVOLU-

TIOX IX PERU.
CITV OF ARFQVIPA, Sunday March 21, 1858.

My last, dated the 6th inst., was written in a mo-
ment snatched from the heat of the great battle,
and informed you that we had gained the outer for-
tresses, and occupied the dominant position of San
Pedro. I also told you that we had yet a hard fight
before us, but that, without doubt, the next day
would find us encamped in the Grand Plaza, thenoccupied by the main force of the Revolutionists,
under Vivanco. But, although on the Gth we had
lost more than 400 men, 1 had no idea of theimmense sacrifice we must submit to, before we
should finally?plant our banners over the whole
extent of the city. The night of the Gth was a
horrible one for us. With the dead and dving
all around, our force almost without water or pro"
visions, the enemy attacking the positions we had
gained on all sides, we waited for the light of day.
which it seemed to us God in his wrath had deprived
us of forever, so slowly passed the hours.

At an early hour on" the morning of the 7th, onr
deeimatcd battalions renewed the attack against theredoubts and barricades, which we gained one by-
one, walking over the bodies of our dead anil
wounded, until more than two hundred strong stone
defences were overcome. Onr loss was terrible.?
We went into battle with 4,500 men, and came out
of it with scarcely a thousand fit for duty. Our
dead is calculated at over 1,300 men and our"wound-
ed at 2,000. Vivanco, who had 1,000 men, besides
a great number of the citizens enrolled, lost nearly-
live hundred killed and several hundred wounded.

The battle, yvhich had raged for thirty-three
hours, ended at about noon on the 7lh, and for
hours after the blood literallyran down in rivuletsin the gutters of one of the streets, in the quarter of
Santa Maria, which was a point contested the most
obstinately. Every house, almost, is a hospital,
and the few surgeons we have in camp have been
yvorking day and night, until nature is almost ex
hausted, and they can work no more. An order
has been sent to Lima for surgical assistance, and
yve hope to have down in a day or tyvo fifteen or
tyventy more doctors and surgeons.

Vivanco, incompany with Jose Cardenas, and his
physician, and two or three others, have gone to
the Bolivian frontier. It is said he will raise a
force of discontented Bolivians to recommence the
yvar, but I doubt if he gets any more support in
Pern, and, rvithout it, he can do nothing. Areport
prevailed a ferv days ago in camp that Bolivia had
disbanded two regiments of her regular force, with
the understanding that the men should join Vivan-
co. If this be so, yve may. after recruiting, be
obliged to march into Bolivia, and make a diver-
sion in favor of Cordova, who was so lately over-
thrown by Linares. But I doubt ifBolivia will en-
deavor to provoke a yvar yvith Peru, however strong-
ly she may be impressed with our indisposition to
do anv more fighting.

The Apurimar yvillbe delivered over to Castilla's
Government, now that the revolmionists are beaten.

Since rvriting the foregoing, T have visited the
temporary hospitals, and find that the wounded
are dying in great numbers. It is now said our
dead willamount to nearly 2,000.

The Masquerade Ball bill received Gov. King's
signature on Friday, it is said, and is now a law of
the State. The new law makes the giving such
ball a misdemeanor, liable to be punished bv im-
prisonment.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, April 28.

SENATE.
The special order, the Kansas bill, was taken up.

Mr. Stuart having the floor proceeded to address
the Senate on the general question, making many
facetious hits. There is a probability of the debate
lasting all day.

Mr. Stuart favored Mr. Crittenden's amendment
to the original Senate hill in preference to this mis-
erable Conference proposition. He spoke tillnearly
3 o'clock. Only 22 Senators were present.

Mr. Pugh replied at great lengtli to Mr. Stuart,
closely following the various arguments he adduced.
He also examined the provisions ofthe Leavenworth
Constitution, ami the attempt to adopt that instru-
ment by means of negro suffrage, showing that all
those proceedings were void, and that there is no
other legal Constitution in Kansas beside the Le-
eompton Constitution.

Mr. I'ugh spoke till after 4 o'clock, when Mr.
Doolittle replied to him, asserting that the issne
raised bv that Senator as to free negroes voting un-
der the Leavenworth Constitution, was a false one,
whose only object could be to raise prejudice in the
minds of the slave-holding States and thus embar-
rass the action of the free people ofKansas. He illus-
trated the case ofKansas and the Conference propo-
sal by the simile of a family of fair daughters, all of
whom, Samuel, their father, has richly endowed,
excepting young Kansas, whom he insists shall
either marry "John" with a dower of lands equal
to her sisters, or continue single without a dower
until she pass the certain age which ladies dislike
to pass unmarried. At this stage of the proceed-
ings an agreement was effected to adjourn and fin-
ish the subject to-morrow.

IIOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. Nichols, from the Printing Committee, report-

ed a resolution to print 20,000 copies of the mechan-
ical part of the Patent Office report of 1847, or one-
third less than formerly, lie remarked that a gen-
eral distribution could" not be effected unless the
system was carried to excess. The resolution was
adopted.

Mr. English, from the Post Office Committee, re-
ported a jointresolution in effect that the Post-
master General and the Secretary of the Treasury
make sucli arrangements for the accommodation of
the Post Office, Custom House and Court of Phila-
delphia, as will best conduce to the public service.
It prohibits any increase of the appropriation and
authorizes the President to sell any of the buildings
or grounds not necessary to the public service.

Mr. Florence said the Philadelphia delegation had
consulted with the Post Office Committee and had
come to the conclusion that this was the most feasi-
ble plan to relieve the subject of difficulty. The
resolution was then passed.

Mr. Goode, from the Committee for the District
of Columbia, reported hack the Senate hill to in-
corporate the Benevolent Christian Association of
Washington city, and the bill to incorporate the
Gonzaga College in the District of Columbia, for
educational and charitable purposes, which were
passed.

After other reports had been made, the House
resumed the report of the Committee of Conference
on the Kansas bill.

Mr. Howard stated liis opposition to the bill, say-
ing it proposed conditions on the admission of the
new State to which the North never would consent,
nor would the people of Kansas agree to the ordi-
nance which is to be submitted for their vote.

Mr. Davis, of Maryland, opposed the report, be-
cause of the condition attached to the admission
of Kansas, and because of its interference wi h
State rights.

Mr. Stephens replied, showing that lowa was
admitted into the Lnion with a constitution similar
to that now proposed in the case of Kansas. He
characterised Mr. Davis' objection as founded on a
mere pretext.

Mr. Keitt dissented from Mr. Davis' views of state
rights, and gave the reasons why he should support
the report.

Mr. Bingham earnestly denounced the report
as proposing a fraud and a bribe to the people of
Kansas.

The subject was then postponed till to-morrow,
without a vote, and the House adjourned.

FIRES IN TROY.

The fire was the
work of the incendiary.

About 4 o'clock, while this fire was burning,
another fire was discovered in a row of frame tene-
ment houses on Hoosick street, near North Second.
One wasdetroyed, and others damaged. Loss about
§1.500; insured for §BOO in the llcekman County
Company; this was also set on fire.
