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In the Scientific Convention, on Saturday, a

learned professor read a paper on "the Rocks of
Kansas.'' We are happy to be able to congratulate

the professor and the public, that the "Rocks of
Kansas" have at length been removed from the
Halls of Congress, where the discussion of the

Kansas qucstiuu has long pro red a stumbling block
lo the politicians, and a "rock of offence" to the
whole people. This happy result was accomplished
on Friday, by the passage l>y both Houses, of Mr.
English's substitute, for Mr. Montgomery's substi-
tute. forMr. Crittenden's substitute, forMr. Green's
Eecompton bill. It passed in the Senate, by a vote
of 30 to 22, ?in the House, by a vote of 112 to 103.
The bill admits Kansas into the Union as a State,
under the Lecomptou Constitution, and proposes
to endow her with a liberal grant of public lands,
upon one condition, however, which is declared to

be a "fundamental condition precedent," viz; that
the people ofKansas shall by their votes ratify and
accept said gift. Should they reject it, "it shall
be deemed and held that the people of Kansas do
not desire admission into the Union with said Con-
stit 1 under the conditions set forth in the said
proposition," and accordingly, they are authorized
to form another constitution and State government,
whenever, and not before.it is ascertained by a
census duly and legally taken, that the population
of the Territory equals or exceeds the ratio ofrepre-
sentation required for a member of thq House of
Representatives. The bill then constitutes the
Governor, Secretary, and United States District
Attorney of the Territory, lite President of the
Territorial Council, and the Speaker of the Terri-
torial House of Representatives, a Board of Com-
missioners for the purpose of carrying out the
provisions of the act; and so submits to the people
of Kansas the question, whether they will come

into the Union now, with their present constitution,
or remain a Territory, until, according to the pro-
visions of the Act, they shall lie entitled to form
another, "with or without slavery," as they may
choose. While Ave congratulate the country, Con-
gress, the Administration, and the people ofKansas,
upon this auspicious settlement of the "vexed
question," it is a matter not of surprise, but of re-
gret, to observe the part which our own representa-
tives took in themattcr. True to their antecedent®
and their associations, and to those Black-Republi-
can affinities, which they manifest on all occasions,
the two members for the city of Baltimore, voted
with the Abolitionists, against the Conference Bill.
Mr. Kennedy, in the Senate, Ave are happy to see,
took the patriotic and conservative vieAv of the
question, and east his vote for peace and the Union.
Mr. Pearce's approbation of the bill is shown bv
the fact of his pairing off with Mr. Bell, its avowed
opponent. In fact, the position of both of the
Maryland Senators, throughout the Avhole of this
trying and exciting struggle, has been in dignified
and enviable contrast to the petty, fictions, and
partisan spirit shown by a moiety of the Maryland
representation in the lower House.

The Sanitary and Quarantine Convention which
met in this city on Thursday, adjourned on Satur-
day. Its members having been duly wined and
dined, and having eaten and drank their fill, have
gone their ways. Their labors being ended, itnow

becomes proper to give a brief report of their pro-
ceedings, which might be summed up as fol-
lows: First Din/, Thursday; the Convention met,
organized, and dined at the Jail. Second Day,
Friday; the Convention visited the House of Refuge
and the Alms house, dined at Itanium's and sup-
ped at the Eutaw House. Third Day, Saturday;
after performing the usual thanksgiving ceremonies,
the Convention adjourned. First, somebody offer-
ed a resolution of thanks to the president, "for the
able and impartial manner in which he lias presi-
de d over the deliberations of this body," also to
tlie secretaries, and also to the committee ofarrange-
ments, -for the excellent manner in which they
have discharged their duties." Then, somebody
else offered a resolution of thanks to the Mayor,
tlie City Councils, corporate officers and citizens of
Raltimore, ''for the kind reception given the mem-
bers during their stay." Next, a vote of thanks
to the Most Worshipful Grand Master of the Ma-

sons, "for the use of the hall," was passed. Final-
ly, the President thanked the Convention, and
every body having thanked every body else, the
Convention adjourned. The only measure of im-
portance adopted during its session, appears to
have been a resolution in favor of holding another
similar Convention, to meet on the last Wednesday
in April, 1859, in the city of New York, and pro-
viding for the appointment of a Committee to re-

port at the Convention, upon the following sub-
jects, viz : Ist, the importance ofproper quaran-
tine and sanitary regulations, for preserving the
health of cities: 2nd, the importance of Quarantine
and Sanitary Conventions for the purpose of de-
vising and promoting useful sanitary reforms. The
first of these propositions we are prepared to admit
in advance of the report of the Committee, but
the second, we must be excused for doubting,
after the experience of last week.

There is a new process for ejecting tenants, which
has lately come into use in this city, and which as
it is a local usage, and departs somewhat from the
usual forms of the law, may be termed the "cus-
tom ofBaltimore." It is a process of the simplest
and most summary character, and so cheap withal,
that it cannot fail, in time, to supersede entirely all

the older forms of procedure which are to be found
in the books. It has not yet been judiciallyrecog-
nized by the courts, or formally sanctioned by the
legislature. It appears to have met, however, the
entire approbation of our "civil authorities," so
called, probably, front the exceeding "civility"
with which they treat all ruffians and murderers,
extending even to tlie courtesy of giving them "the
freedom of the city." It is likely, therefore, with-
out any special legislative or judicial authority in
its favor, to acquire, gradually and eventually, the
prescriptive character of "common law," for which
reason it behooves every householder in the city
we think, to acquaint himself with its character.
In the case of the unlearned reader, this will best
lie accomplished by a reference to some actual in
stances, in which this process has been successfully
used. The latest and most familiar, perhaps, is

fthe German IMHOFF, whose name lias here-
tofore been mentioned in these columns, and whose
advertisement we copy as follows from Saturday's
Sun: ,

The process used for the dispossession of TmliofT
was of the simplest character, as a brief recital of the
facts will show. Imhoffkeeps a public liou3c at
the corner ofFayette and Holliday streets. He is,
therefore, a near neighbor of "our worthy Mayor,"
whose office is in Holliday street, hut a few steps
from his door. A few yards up Fayette street, is
the office of the Chief ofPolice, while at the comer
ot' Holliday and Saratoga streets, in plain sight,
and at the distance of a single square, is tlie Middle
District Police Station. In spite ofall these formi-
dable "surroundings," a resolution was boldly
formed to eject Imhoff from his house, and drive
him out of the neighborhood. "Notice to quit"
was accordingly served tqion hint, in the shape of
pi.-tol bullets, fired at different times through his
windows, across his counter, and at his head. For !
aw hile, trusting in the powerful protection of his
neighbor, the Mayor, Imhoff kept his ground, but
ut length, in sheer despair, and in downright fear
for his lite, the unhappy publican is driven no*
only from the neighborhood, but from the city
and accordingly advertises his house for sale and
announces his intention "to remove to the coun-
try." AVhat better illustration would you ask of
the advantages possessed by a mode of proceeding,
at once so simple and so expeditions ? As for the
"costs incurred, they have all been "settled," as
the dockets of the Criminal Court will show, by
Imhoff himself, who lias not only been guaranteed
the privilege ofbeing shot at, hv the unconditional
discharge from custody of his assailants, but has
been made by the State's Attorney, to pay for the
luxury. A precisely similar case occurred, not two
weeks since, in another quarter of the city. A man
named Thomas Carroll, who kept an eating house
at No. 114 Franklin street, was driven from his
"stand" in the same way. After having been
fleeced out of several hundred dollars by a gang of

ruffians wlio levied "black mail" on him to that
amount, he was actually besieged in his house by

some forty or more armed "rowdies," who, during
the entire night of Monday, the 10th of April,with-
out let ur hindrance from the police, in the same
street and within less than three squares distance
from the private residence of the Mayor, surrounded
his door, fired shots through his windows, and
warned him by threats, which he could not misun-
derstand, "to leave the premises within the next for-
ty-eight hours." As soon as it was day-light Mr.
Carroll took the hint, and with his family removed
to theEutaw House. Such, at least, was the version
of the affair, which was given to this paper by its
local reporters, and which was published in The
Exchange of the 22d inst. The two cases, taken
either singly or together, furnish a charming illus-

tration of the present state of society in Baltimore,
and carry us back in imagination to the primitive
simplicity of those earlier ages, when laws and
courts hardly existed, and when Mayors and State's
Attorneys were unknown institutions.

MUSIC AND THE DRAMA.
To-night, Miss CISMVAX begins a new engage-

ment for another week, in the great nth of Meg
Mcrrilies in ting Mannering. If not her best per-
formance, it is that at all events by which she is

best known. It is a part which she has made pecu-
liarly and exclusively her own, with which, in fact,
her name is identified, and to which she owes a
large measure of her reputation. It is altogether
better suited to her style of acting, and to her dra-

matic genius, which is essentially tragic,
than were the characters of Juliana in the
" Honey Moon," or of Rosalind in "As You
I,ike It," in which she appeared on Thursday
and Friday nights. On Saturday night, she repeated
Laity Macbeth, which she had played to a crowded
house, on the Wednesday night previous. In the

performance of the part, there is a steady and mark-

ed improvement in Miss CCSHMAN'S acting, in each
successive scene of the play, in which she appears,
until she reaches her crowning point of excellence
in tier impersonation of the sleep-walking Queen,
in the fifth act. In the fifth scene of the first act,
where she first comes upon the stage, we thought
her acting somewhat over-strained .and exaggerated,
and her style of reaning the letter, which she has

just received from Macbeth, altogether too declama-
tory. The same fault of over-doing her part, which
in Miss CTSUMAN'S case, we think may sometimes
arise from the very earnestness of her nature,
and the energy with which she enters into

the business of the scene, characterizes her
acting in the next scene, the sixth of the same act,
in which Lady Macbeth receives Duncan before the
castle-gates, and indeed continues in every scene to
mar the perfect effect of her performance, until the
the fourth of the third act. Then, Miss CVSUMAN
begins to be more composed, more subdued, and to
exhibit in her manner less of action and more of

repose. It is the Banquet-scene, in which the
(ihost of lliniijiinrises and sits in Macbeth's place,
/.inly Macbeth seeks to divert the attention of the
guests from tlie fright in which the apparition has
put her husband, and to recall the latter to a
sense of the danger which he runs of betraying
his secret by his agitation. This idea, Miss CVSHIIAN
completely realized, and most happily carried out,
and in her next scene, and iast, the first of the fifth
act, her acting was almost beyond criticism. The
"shimbry agitation" of the guilty Queen, and the
workings of her "infected mind, discharging its
secret to her deaf pillow," were all represent-
ed with terrible distinctness and reality, and we
were not surprised, therefore, at the demand for the
repetition of the play on Saturday night. This
single scene was worth the whole performance, and
more than repaid the audience for the weariness
and vexation of listening to the rant

of the "poor players" who filled the other parts.
To-morrow night, at the New Assembly Rooms,

will bo given the third of AHREVD'S subscription
concerts. On Saturday night, at a late hour, by
merest accident, we "happened in" at a well-known
'ager-bier house in Frederick street. In an "upper
chamber," called by courtesy the "concert room,"
we found assembled an audience which not even
Jcnkyns could have described as either "fash-
ionable" or "brilliant." Some fifty or sixty per-
sons, mostly Germans, were seated at tables, with
their hats on their heads, cigars in their mouths,
and mugs of beer in their hands?all intently
listening to the musical performances of four in-
dividuals, one of whom, as the aforesaid Jenkyns
would say, "presided" at the piano, another played
on the violin, at hird on tlie violoncello, and a fourth
on the "double bass." We paid our tencents "admis-
sion" to a small boy of Teutonic extraction, who
olliciatcd as the Cerberus of the place, entered tlie
room, and, in obedience to the rule, "when in
Rome, Ac.," we conformed to the customs of the
place, and imitated, to tlie best of our ability, tlie
actions of our neighbors. As the music seemed to
be the chief attraction, even more than the beer?we
listened; and then and there, in that beery, sinokv
place, we were repaid for the pecuniary investment
above mentioned, by hearing music which we do
not hesitate to pronounce equal, if not superior to
that of the famous "Germania," of former days.
The first piece we.hcard was a solo on tlie violoncello,
by Ahrend. It was the "Souvenir de Spa," by
Servais, and was exquisitely performed; then,
the four together gave with perfect orchestral
effect, the overture to "Massaniello." Next followed
a charming little waltz, by banner, the "Liebes-
traumcn," and finally, the concert closed with the
military overture to "Gazza Ladra." This, though
all that we heard, was of course, but a part of the
evening's entertainment. . Yet, these four pieces
were enough to satisfy us that the artists who exe-
cuted them were no ordinary musicians, but were
as perfect masters of their respective instruments,
as any performers, perhaps, that we had ever heard.
Their execution was in fact, marvellous, and the
orchestral effect, admirable. These four perform-
ers, with another, compose the "Quintette Club,"
by whom the concert to-morrow night, will be
given, and in the programme will be found the
identical solo which we heard.

GENERAL MEETING.
The Association was called to order at 10 o'clock,

by the President, Prof. Caswell.
The Standing Committee reported that they had

assigned the hour of i) 4 o'clock, on Monday after-
noon, to hear the report of a special committee ap-
pointed at the previous meeting of the Association
to take into consideration the subject of a registra-
tion of marriages, births and deaths.

Dr. Steiner, secretary of the local committee, an-

nounced that the members of the American Asso-
ciation, who have passed over the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad in coming to the meeting, willbe re-
turned free, by presenting their membership ticket
to the ticket agent at the Camden station,for which
kind attention the members are indebted to the effi-
cient Superintendent of this road, Win. Preseott
Smith, Esq.

He also announced that a note from Major
French, of Fort McHenry, informed him that, in
addition to the artillery drill in the presence of the
Association, its members would also he afforded an
opportunity of witnessing the forces there in their
famous mortar practice at targets.

Prof. Looinis stated that as the Association had
no authorized abbreviated name to designate it, and
deeming such a matter desirable, he moved that the
subject be referred to the Standing Committee, to
report an abbreviated title to meet this necessity.

Prof. Henry deemed it a matter too easy for per-
sons to become members of this Association, for it
to thus enable them to atlix a title to their names

because of such membership.
Prof. Swallow trusted that gentleman would al-

low those who had but few honors to wear them.?
It he had so many already as not to desire such a
privilege, he could drop it, but he should not wish
to strip others, who had none, of this single honor.

Several other gentlemen spoke for and against the
motion, when Dr. Leconte moved to lav it on thetable.

1 lie Rev. Dr. Lyncli deemed it highly necessary
to have some authorized and uniform abbreviation
ot tlie society s name, not to be worn bv members
as a title, but to be used in quoting from the pro-
ceedings of the meetings of the Association, and todesignate it in writing or speaking thereof.

Lieutenant Hunt expressed similar views.
The motion to lay on the table was negatived andthe original one adopted, when the Association ad-

joured and again met in Sections.
SECTION A.

The section was called to order by Prof. Henrvthe permanent President, who called Prof. Alexan-der to the chair, as President lor the day.The first business in order was the reading of apaper entitled "Note on Curvature," by William

\\ atson, Esq., showing the manner inwhich curves
affect the equilibrium of bridges. The theory ad-
vocated by Mr. \V. explained the action of a lieavv
pressure to be equal on all parts of the bridge.

Mr. A. B. Engstroin afterwards gave some very
interesting experiments on the "Effect of Sound
that is produced in different Stages of the Atmos-
phere." During his remarks he stated that lie had
on one occasion taken a small bell, and went out in
a boat half mile from the shore, and submerged the
bell to the depth of about 4 inches. I pon its being
struck, persons ou the shore distinctly heard the
sound.

Prof. Bache stated that he had made experiments
which resulted entirely adverse to those of Mr. Eng
Strom.

The Dynamics of Ocean Currents were read by E.
B. Hunt, Esq. This subject was a verv interesting
one, but willnot admit ofour giving it in detail,
owing to its complicated nature. It was received
with applause.

The next paper was, "On the Calculation of the
Earthwork of Railroads, <te.," by Prof. \V. M. (;i|-

lespie, of Union College, New York. The Professor
illustrated his paper by diagrams and models, discus-
sing the usual method of calculating the contents of
the excavations and embankments of railroads, Ac.,
on sidelong and irregular ground. Atthe Montreal
meeting he had shown that the contents of such
ground, bounded inpart by warped surfaces, could be
calculated with perfect precision by the familiar pris-
moidal formula, and he now proposed to testbv this
the methods incommon use. and to establish rules by
which the nature and extent of their errors could he
determined in advance. The investigation was con-
ducted by mathematical svmbols, which we cannot
reproduce, and we give only thepraetical deductions.

Ist. The method of "averaging end areas" com-
monly in use by engineers, though supposed always
to give too great a result, was found to give too fit-
tie iu just as many cases; the result being (as ob-
tained by translating the resulting formula into
common language) that this method gives too little,
whenever the sum of the products of the depths (or
height) of the mass in question situated diagonally
opposite to each othur is greater than the sum of
the products of those belonging to the same cross
section.

2d. The method of middle areas gives results too
small when the preceding method gives too large
ones, and vice versa, the absolute error, however,
being only half so great.

3d. The method of "Equivalent mean heights"
ivas next examined, and it was shown that this al-
ways gives too small a result, AVitli one exception,
viz: when the products of the parts of heights
diagonally opposite to each other are equal. But
this method is the one now always resorted
to when perfect accuracy is desired, and most tables
and diagrams for sidelong ground are based upon
it. Since, however, it is always wrong, and its
errors do not even balance each other in the long
run, but it always errs on tlie same side, and this
too with the assumption of being correct pur excel-
lence, it was urged that its employment should be at
once abandoned, since it was the most dangerous
kind of foe, being "a wolf in sheep's clothing."

In a numerical example given, average end areas
"gave 000 cubic feet too little," middle areas ga\-c
300 to much, and this last method gave 000 too lit-
tle, which nas nearly 3 per cent, of the whole
amount, a very important difference on work which
on many railroads is counted by millions of A'ards.
The paper was listened to with much interest, not
onlyby the scientific gentlemen present, but by the
large audience in attendance.

Prof. Bache next read a paper "On the results of
Dr. Kane's Magnetic Observations in his Artie Ex-
pedition."

It proved a highly interesting detail, hut was
such a paper that any synopsis could but do it in-
justice, and Ave cannot only regret our lack of space
to give it entire. It was received with much favor,
ami with remarks of an approbatory character by
Prof. Henry.

The next paper read Avas a "Notice of NOAV
Bases, containing .Metals and the Elements of Am-
monia. by Walcntt Gihhs," a paper evidencing that
its author was well skilled in chemical analysis.

A paper styled "The Phvlotnxis deduced from the
Mathematical Definition of Distribution," was next

read by Chauncy Wright, and illustrated upon the
blackboard, by Avliich alone could its contents he
detailed.

llenry Wurtz then read a paper " tin the Action
of Nitric Acid on the Mctalie Chlorides, with a new
method for the separation of magnesia from the al-

kalies, and new modes of obtaining pure compounds
ot Jiarinm, Strontium and Cadiniiun. detailing the
results of various chemical experiments."

The Section then adjourned.
SECTION 11.

I'rof. Swallow called section R. to order, after
which Dr. I!. W. Gibbs, of S. C., was elected Chair-
man for tlie day.

A communication was received from Lieutenant
Warren, of the topographical engineers, with a
map of the country lying between the Mississip-
pi river and the Pacific ocean, which was accepted.

Prof. Swallow read a paper ? On the Rocks of Kan-
sas." lie presented a chart of the Territory, and
showed the work to consist of several varieties, all
lyingbetween coal and chalk. The lower carbon-
iferous occupies a small part of the northwestern
section of the Territory. From the researches of
Dr. Horn be was satisfied that there Were beds of
each throughout the whole area. There were some
dodbtful bods, composed of several varieties. There
were some SO specimens ot fossils taken from the
permanent rocks. Among the fossils there were
found 15 European species. The central portion of
Kansas is sandi, so as to be almost a desert waste,

but there is a plentiful supply of gypsum, with
which to make it fertile.

After the reading of the paper, some conversation
took place between Prof. Weeks and Dr. llall, the
former of whom complained that lie was entitled to
tlie credit of the discovery of the pennean rocks.
The president declared the conversation out of
order, and asked the gentlemen to confine their re-
marks to the subject which had the attention of the
association.

Mr. Weeks then gave notice that he would pre-
sent a written statement on Monday, showing his
connections with the discovery of penm an rocks in
America.

Prof. Rogers considered this a most important
subject, and one which should command the closest
attention. lie did not think the mere discovery of
gruf would carry conviction to the minds of geolo-
gists abroad sufficient to convince them of the ex-
istence of a pure pennean vein in this country.?
It should be thoroughly examined, and all the proofs
obtained.

Prof. Swallow replied that ho knew nothing about
tlie rocks other than what lie had heard from Maj.
Hone, and the specimens of fossils whieli he bad ob-
tained.

A. 11. AYorthen road a paper on the ponnonn
rocks of Illinois. Ho presented a number of fossil
specimens which hail been taken from under a iliin
band of iron ore in Gallatin county, on the border
of tlie Sabine river.

l)r. llall made a statement relative to the pen-
nean series as discovered in the western portion
of the country, having had considerable experi-
ence in the examination of the fossils of that land.

I'rof. Henry Rogers objected to the nomencla-
ture for American fossils, for which there was a
want of conformity in the deposits at l'enna, Rus-
sia. There was no evidence of any break in Kan-
sas, therefore the law should go from America, and
not from Russia.

The next paper read was by Henry AVurtz on the
occurrence of cobalt and nickel in Gaston county,
North Carolina.

AV. 1). Whitney read a paper "On the Analysis,
Classification and Representation of the Sounds of
the English Spoken Alphabet." He spoke of the
language, and in the mode of pronounciation gave
examples which are precisely the same as used in
Southern Germany.

There were several other papers in the program
for the day, but the hour for adjournment having
arrived, tlicy were postponed.

EXCURSION TO FORT McHEXRV.
At 3 o'clock in the afternoon, the members of the

Association, a number of the delegates to tiic Sani-
tary Convention, the Mayor and City Council, and
several of the cityofficials, with a large number of
our citizens, of both sexes, embarked on board the
steamer Pocahontas, for an excursion down the
river?the entire body of guests being equal, in
point of numbers, to the capacity of this spacious
steamer. Arriving at this memorable spot, the
company was met and welcomed by the command-
ant. Major French, and his suite of officers, and
conducted to the parade ground where a concourse
of our citizens, estimated at two thousand persons,
awaited their arrival, attracted there by the antici-
pated unusnal military display of the artillery
corps at this station.

The men were first drilled on foot with the sabre,
and performed the various evolutions in a manner
eliciting much approbation: but that which follow-
ed excited the admiration of every beholder. We
allude to their performance as flying artillerists, and
which must be seen to be propet'lv appreciated, as
description fails to detail the rapidity with whichthey went through this drill, as also 'their skill in
the exercising of the guns, in depicting their uses
in deadly conflict. It was succeeded by target
practice with the pieces?in which the men proved
