A SHOAL OF AXCHOVIES.?The Semaphore tie Mar-
seilles states that a shoal of anchovies chased bv
tunny fish into the roadstead of Toulon were in such
large quantities that the harbour assumed the aspect
of vermicelli soup, and 1,000,000 (300,000 kilo-
grammes! of these delicate sardines were secured.
Buckets, hats, handkerchiefs, and baskets were re-
plenished (/ libitum during Easter week, the af-
frighted tish not dar ing to leave the shore while tire
tunny squadron was ofl' the coast.

I lISTITESS IN AUSTRIA.?A letter from Vienna says:
"Much suffering still exists in the principal manu-
facturing districts of Austria, and it is impossible to
foresee when this deplorable crisis will end. The
extensive shipments usually made to the UnitedStates have completely ceased for eight months. ?

Large stocks of raw silks and manufactures are onhand, and, from tire little business doing, prices aremerely nominal.
Tire/ landre Maritime savs: "Itis generally known

that a company recently solicited the Belgian gov-
ernment to form a gambling establishment at Os-
tond. The offers were brilliant, and comprised,
it is said, 100,000 francs per annum to the town
funds, 25,000 francs to the charitable institutions,
25,000 Irancs to the town for fetes, Ac. But we
learn that the llelgian government has declined the
proposal."

Madame Victor Hugo, who, with her daughter,
had been in Paris for some weeks past, has again
left for Guernsey. The visit of Madame Hugo to
the French capital (says Galitjnani,) was rendered
necessary by the state of health of her daughter,
who has been much benefitted by the change ofair.

A shoemaker of Cologne was a few days ago tried
by Ilie Criminal Tribunal of that cityoii the"charge
ot having disturbed the service in the Protestant
church by discharging a pistol loaded with gun-
powder in the midst ot the sermon. In his defence
he said that lie hud been prompted by Satan. The
tribunal condemned him to two months' imprison-
ment.

The Minister of Public Instruction and Worship
in Austria has just published an order to the effectthat any person who shall join or favor a new sect
called the New Jerusalem, which denies the neces-
sity of public worship, ecclesiastical hierarchy, or
different grades of civil society, shall be punished
with line and imprisonment.

A terrible epidemic of diphtheritis prevails at the
present time in several of the communes of the de-
partment of the Yonne, in France; and in spite of
the means employed the mortality has assumed the
most frightful proportions, children and young peo-
ple alone forming the victims.

It is said that the French Government has given
up the intention of forming a settlement in the bay
of Touran, in Cochin China, but that satisfaction
will bo exacted from tbat Government, and a treaty
favorable to the Christians demanded.

Easter has been celebrated at Naples by the liber-
ation of 20 criminals, condemned for common of-
fences by the various provincial grand criminal
courts, and of eight political prisoners who have
never been tried at all.

The learned traveler, Baron von Neimans, ofBayreuth, in Franconia, who intended to make a
journey into the interior of Africa, in order to as-
certain the (ate of Dr. Vogel, died at Cairo on the
15th of March.

1 he Court of Chambery has given judgment in the
affair of the Prog ret, accused of a libel on the Em-
peror Napoleon Til. The editor has been sentenced
to two months'imprisonment, a tine ofGOOf., and
costs.

The Napdlennien of Amiens reports that a duel
has been fought at Abbeville between two sub-
lieutenants ot the 9th Chasseurs, in which one of
the parties was killed and the other seriously
wounded.

A dispatch from Wallachia states that the mem-
bers of the European commission will positively
leave Bucharest on April 15; M. de Talleyrand,
the French commissioner, is expected in Paris on
April 25.

Tlie imports and exports of Sardinia show this
year an increase of 20 per cent, on the last
lour years' average. Silk is shipped to the val-
ue of 70,000,000 francs, and cattle to 7,000.000
francs.

The Duke de Terceira, the Portuguese ambassa-
dor at the court of Prussia, has just arrived in
Paris. He is on his way to Berlin to seek thefuture Queen of Portugal, and escort her to Lisbon.
