SECTION B. .

Section B was called to order by Prof. Swallow,
when Hon. George Folsom, of New York, was nomi-
nated as chairman for the day, but declined, be-
cause of objection made, and Prof. Haldeman was
elected.

Dr, J. H. Gibbon read a paper showing the inti-
mate connection between the forms of the letters in
the old Irish alphabet and those of the ancient
Capts of Egypt. He spoke of the early days of
Egypt, when the people visited the British Islands
to trade with the natives.

Prof. Haldeman said he had no doubt that the
Irish alphabet was derived from the Latin, and
gave some interesting illustrations on the black
board to prove his position.

Dr. Hall made some observations upon the genus
Graptolithus and allied genera. i

Prof. W. D. Whitney read a paper relating to an
Arabic Work on Physical Science of the Twelfth
Century. He said it was well known that the an-
cient sciences were brought down through the Arabs.
It spoke of the existence of instruments for meas-
urement, oneof which bore the name of Archimedes.
The instruments were rude, but they used the wa-

ter balance, such as is used at the present day.
Dr. s de Hass read a paper on the Antiqui-
ties e Creek—Inscribed Stone—Explora-

tions at the West. He said that Grave Creek was
on the Ohio river, in- Western Virginia, where
were evidences of the existence of a now extinct
race. There were remains found, and there were
mounds representing graves, the principal of
which is very large. In 1838 a white oak tree was
cut from the apex of the mound, which Yresenwd
more than five hundred centrifugal circles. The
owner of the property caused the mound to be

excavated, when a ¢hamber eight to twelve feet |

in size was found. Its supports were stone. There
was subsequently another chamber found, in which
two human skeletons, a quantity of beads, and
other things were discovered. In another cham-
ber was found another skeleton, with beads, fine
copper wristlets, and a tablet of stome.

THE JUDGMENT OF THE COURT UPON A

MAN DECLARED NOT GUILTY.

The trial of Hardesty for the shooting of Grubb
occupied three days of” last week at Burlington, in
Boone county, Kentucky. It will be remembered
that a sister of Hardesty was seduced by Grubb,
and that Hardesty told the seducer that he would
give him six months in which to make his choice
between marrying the girl and being killed. The
six months expired, and Grubb not having married
the girl, Hardesty met him, and on sight shot him.
The evidence showed that Grubb was armed also in
expectation of the attack, but was shot in the act
of drawing his weapon. The trial v ended last
Thursday, and the verdict of the jury was not
guilty. The following is the substance of the judg
ment pronounced by Judge Nutall upon the ver

| dict of not guilty by the jury in bebalf of Hardesty :

Sm—You have been indicted by a Grand Jury of
your country upon a most heinous charge. You
have put yourself upon your country and your God
for deliverence. You have had a fair and impartial
trial before them and they have both pronounced
you not guilty, and so say I. It may not be proper
for me to express my sentiments, yet nevertheless I
will do it. Young man, had Ibeen wronged, as
you have been I would have spent every dollar |
had on earth, and all that I could have begged and
borrowed, and then slar\'«*}l upon the track of the
villian, but I would have imbued my hands in his
blood. Go hencewithout delay. Youare acquitted.

Rior a1 Quesec— Tre Miitary CirLep Our.—
At Quebec, on the night of the 26th ult., the City
Hall was the scene of a disgraceful riot. The Coun
cil held a special meeting to consider a proposal to
increase the taxes on immovable estate. The acting
Mayor had taken the precaution to assemble the
lml'ice force, and to require a picket of troops to be
under arms. About dusk a crowd of upwards of 500
men and boys eollected about the City Hall, and
soon began to be-turbulent. So soon as the strang
ers’ gallery was full, the police, who were drawn up
across the entry, and had orders to admit no more
of the erowd, shut the front door upon them. They

thus kept back the mob, who smashed every pane of

glass about the door, and felled the police with
stones, &c. The constables being unable to quell
the disturbance, the military were called out.  Af
ter some delay a detachment of the 39th Regiment,
which were kept at a short distance from the Hall,
came up. They halted in front of the 'lvuxlvhn;:.f

The magistrate proceeded to read the riot act, and
the mob speedily dispersed. Several persons have
been injured and thirty of the police much cut
about the head.
