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By the steamship Tennessee we have advices from
the capital to the 17th and from Vera Cruz to the
21st.  The civil war is rogressing, but the relative
positions of the contending forces have not changed
materially, nor has any event of special import-
ance occurred since the date of previous advices,
except the capture of Orizaba by the forces of thc
Government under Gen. Echeagaray. The force
of the liberals in that city very small, and not
much resistance was offered. Echeagaray pushed
on beyond Orizaba and captured Cordova and a forti-
fied pass called Chiquihuite, and we have no further
account of his operations.

Vera Cruz still holds out, and it is not probable

that it will be attacked until the Zuloaga Govern- |
ment is absolute in every other part of the country, |

except perhaps in the Northern States, where Vi-
daurri will be likely to give much trouble.
