DEAR SIR our evident anxiety for the fate ofStaub, hr the commutation ot whose sentence you
have applied, has induced me to bestow upon hisense more reflection than I otherwise should have
done; and 1 regret that after all my efforts to find
some reasonable grounds for favoring him I am atlast constrained todeny him any relief. Themurder
he committed was, under all the circumstances,
one of rare atrocity, and stamps him as a man whol-ly regardless of every principle of common hu-
manity. That he was insane, as is urged, I sin-
cerely hope may be the decision of tlie finalJudge, who knows all thipgs, and who cannot be
mistaken or deceived. But to my limited under-standing. there does not appear that species ordegree of insanity that should exempt him from
the ordinary responsibility of such enormous
crimes. That he is a man of weak mind isevident; that he is quite capable of knowing
the wrong of great crimes is, to my mind, quite
clear. ' H

1 must, therefore, leave him to expiate his guiltaccording to the laws he has violated, trusting that
Ins terrible fate may be a warning to others inclinedto tollow in his footsteps.
