The question of the abrogation of the Clayton-

lluhver treaty has again been brought up for dis-
cussion in the House of Representatives. Weave
sorry for it. With all possible respect for the

"assembled wisdom of the nation," we cannot

help regretting that Honorable Gentlemen should

have taken this diplomatic turn just at the present

moment. There arc home matters enough requiring
their attention, which would have occupied all
their time, and called into play the full measure of
their legislative capacity, from now until the 7th

of June, the day fixed for the adjournment of
Congress. Besides, we have our serious doubts
whether the probabilities of a speedy or ami-
cable settlement of any diplomatic question
are greatly increased by the delivery of Bun-
combe speeches in Committee of the Whole,
which is about all that members of the lower House
can do id the way of making or unmaking treat-

ies,?all power in the premises having been con-

fided by tlie Constitution exclusively to the Presi-
dent and the Senate. To titterbald commonplaces
about the Monroe doctrine ?the manilest destiny

of the Republic?and the expansive and illimitable
energies of a free people, is indeed within the range
of the humblest Congressional capacity, but to

discuss uuderstandingly a grave question of inter-
national law, to the perplexities of which the com-

plications of two centuries have contributed, and
whose settlement is further embarrassed by the pos-
sible issues of peace and war .involved in its solution,
is a task for a statesman. It is a question, there-

fore, far better suited for the cabinet councils of the
President, or the executive sessions of the Senate,
than for debate in Committee of the Whole, and
we are quite sure that the President owes small
thanks to the Honorable Chairman of the Commit-
tee of Foreign Relations for springing it upon the
House, at a time when its discussion in that Honor-
able body can serve no useful purpose, but may
possibly emliarrass the Administration in its nego-
tiations, or even wholly frustrate its endeavors to

bring about a satisfactory adjustment of this long-
standing difficulty. Without entering to-day upon
the consideration of any of the diplomatic questions
which are raised by Mr. CLINGMAN'S resolution in
favor of the abrogation of the Clayton-Bulwer

treaty, we purpose merely to call attention to the
character of the international morality which
seems to have influenced the honorable member,
now Senator from North Carolina, to make this
move. On Thursday, (we quote from our report of

llic* proceedings of the House, published yesterday):
Mr. RITCHIE (Pa.) spoke against the resolution propos-

ing the abrogation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, arguing
that there is no particular emergency which mpi res it.
The treaty, when made, prevented a collision between
Great Britain and the United States, and preserved the
peace. It was dictated hy good sense and good feeling on
ioth sides. The practical difficulty between the two coun-
tries amounts to nothing. It arises merely from a techni-
cal interpretation of the treaty. Ifc could see no reason
for its abrogation, except a desire on the part of the United
States to seize Central America.

Mr. GLYNOMAN (\. C.) said we ought to be free from the
treaty, so that, when we wish to acquire the territory, we
may do it lawfully.

Mr. OMNGMAN evidently contemplates the annex-
ation of Central America at some future day, and
wishes to remove all legal obstacles out of the way,
preparatory to the execution of his grand project.
His language might even he thought to evince a

laudable degree of caution and a scrupulous regard
for the principles of international law, were it not
for an unfortunate admission which he made, in
debate, on Hie day previous, in reply to a question
put by Mr. GILDINGS.

Mr. (BIDDINGS inquired whether Mr. Clingmau was in fa
vor of the annexation of Cuba.

Mr. CLINQIIANreplied that he should he glad to have
Cuba annexed; and that four years ago the United States
had good ground and ought to have taken it after the
Black Warrior affair.

IfMr. CMN'GMAX thinks that the arresland tempo-
rary detention of an American vessel by the Cus-
tom-house officers of a foreign State, for a sup-
posed violation of its revenue laws, constitutes
"good ground" for seizing and annexing the terri-
tory of that State, we are afraid that a very small
provocation would be a sufficient pretext in his
eyes, for "lawfully"annexing Central America. ?

Yet Mr. CLING MAN is chairman of the House
Committee of Foreign Relations, and has just
lieen appointed a Senator. If such loose doc-
trines of international law prevail among legisla-
tors, need we wonder at the growth of jilihusterinu
among the people. We are afraid that Mr. CLINGMAN
has a cuvetousdisposition.and wishes to annex all the
world to our already ample domain. Cuba and Cen-
tral America he lias evidently set his heart upon. Ik-
regrets that we should have let slip the line opportu-
nities we have had for seizing the former, and wants
to pave the way for the "lawful" acquisition of
the latter. lie is decidedly aggressive and expan-
sive in his tendencies, and quite liberal, not to say
a Utile wild, in his ideas of international law.?
Emergencies may undoubtedly arise which may
make it necessary for the United States to
have possessession both of Cuba and of the
Central American routes to our Pacific posses-
sions. It may be, that the forcible acquisition,
both of the Island and of the Isthmus, may, one
day, become for us a necessary measure of self-
preservation and military defence. That time,
however, lias not yet come. Until, therefore, the
necessity does arise, or some better opportunity
presents itself, we caunot agree with Mr. CLING-
MANeither in his estimate of the amount of justifi-
cation necessary for the seizure of Cuba, or in his
proposition to abrogate the Clayton-Bulwer treaty
in order to prepare the way for the annexation of
Central America. Our views upon the treaty
itself, and upon the interesting questions which it
was supposed to have settled, hut which unfortu-
nately remain open for further negotiations, we
have reserved for a future article.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.
CIRCUIT COURT OF TIIK UNITED STATES.? Before

Hon. Win. Fell Giles, Judge. The following busi-
ness was transacted yesterdav :

United States vs. John O. Little, indicted on the
charge of murdaring Wm. Finnegan, first mate' of
the barque Aciuc, on the high seas, on the fifth day
ol January, 1858, by stabbing him in the left breast
with a sheath knife. William M. Addison, Esq.,
United States Attorney, and John llanan, Jr.,
Esq., prosecuting; Robert J. Brent, Esq., Hon.Henry May, \ man Brent and J. P. Foe, Esqrs.,
lor the defendant.

The Court overruled tire pravers of counsel and
issued the (uliowing instruction to the jury ?

if the juryshall find from the evidence in thiscase, that when the prisoner stabbed the mate hewas smarting under the blows he had just receivedor under the violence then used towards him amihis passion had not had time to cool, then the'kill-ing under such circumstances was manslaughter-
but if the jury find that his passion had cooled" then
such killingis murder. Ami if they further lind
that when the deadly wound was inilictcd, the mate
had taken hold of the collar of the prisoner, andwas using towards him such violence as to createin prisoner's miud a reasonable apprehension tiiat
the mate would do him some great bodilv harm
and that the prisoner, to protect himself, and with-
out any intention of killing the mate, made theblow as given in evidence in this ease, then suchkillingis homicide excusable: and the prisoner isnot guilty under this indictment.

The argument before the jurywas commenced by
John Hanan, Jr., F.sq., on tliepart of the govern-
ment. He was followed by J. Preston Poe, Esq., in1x halt of the prisoner, who was succeeded by Rob-
ert J. Brent, Esq., in an argument of great
strengh and brilliancy. The concluding argument
was made by W . M. Addison, Esq., for the govern-
ment. The juryretired a few minutes before two
o'clock, and after an absence of half an hour, the
Court took a recess until half-past four o'clock.' On
the re-assembling of the Court, the jury returned a
verdict of "guilty of manslaughter." The traverser
was then sentenced to pay a fine of Sioo, and to he
imprisoned in the jailfor a term of three years.

BANYAN.

A Banyan is a Hindoo merchant, broker or bank-
er, having dealings with foreigners. The term isbv
several authorities derived from the Sanscrit han'ij
or banik, signifying a trader or dealer, and applied
to the whole shopkeeping fraternity of Hindustan.
Others again, tracing it to the same origin, apply
the word to that particular class of Hindoo traders
who, departing from the ancient custom of their peo-
ple, push their commercial operations into strange
countries. These give the name banyan to those
Hindoos whom Marco Polo found among the foreign
merchants at the fair of Tabriz, and the port of
Aden; to those traders from India, who, in the mid-
dle ages, were found on the Eastern coast of Afri-
ca: to those banyans, so called, who at different
periods have formed considerable and influential
mercantile communities in the principal trading
towns of Arabia and Persia; and to those
enterprising merchants who, in later times,
have carried on an extensive trade, by caravans
from Bombay, Surat and Cambay, witli the
interior of Asia, even venturing so far as the
frontier of Russia and China. It is said that
the Pot tuguese were driven from Muscat by the
treachery of a banyan, who instigated the uprising
in resentment for an affront offered to his family.
Again, bv a number of writers the banyans are de-
scribed as a distinct caste, "believing inthe metemp-
sychosis, and abstaining from the use of flesh-meat,
or of any food that has once bad life;" whereas,
they do not at this day constitute a separate caste,
nor are they so considered in any Hindoo code, or
by the Braminical preisthood. Several travelers
(among whom are Tavernier and Ludolph) use the
term banyan as synonymous with Vaiohya, the
name of the entire great caste of merchants anil ag-
riculturalists?but for this there is no oriental au-
thority. Tavernier and Ludolph, supposing them to
be a cast of vegetarians, have gone so far as to de-
fine the word banyan as "one innocent and without
malice;" and Dr. Noah Webster, in defining ban-
yan days, in seamen's language, as days in a week
in which the sailors have no flesh meat served out to
them, savs: "The use of the term seems to be
borrowed from the banyans in Asia, who, believ-
ing in a metompscychnsis, will eat no flesh, nor even
kill noxious animals." In this the lexicographer has
adopted a prevailing error of ship masters and sail-
ors in the East India trade, who when the inter-
course of Europeans with the natives was almost
whollyrestricted to a particular class of merchants
and brokers, naturally ascribed to the banyans, as a
caste or sect, those religious and social customs to
which they hold in common with all worshippers of
Brama and Vishnu, the creator and the preserver.
The same explanation sullices for the various errors
of travelers. In Bengal, the banyan derives his title
from baniya, Hindostanee, a banker, and claims
accordingly, the superior status of a financier, cap-
italist, and speculator, or broker in foreign com-
merce; he manages the money-matters of the Euro-
pean merchant, and serves liiui in the capacity of
interpreter. In fact, the satnc man is styled in
Madras, a dobash, corrupted from dici Intdii, "2
languages," and signifying any one who can speak
2 languages. Thus, the banyan proper will
explain to you that the banyans are a caste,
but a mixed craft; and, with "the Hindu's par-
tiality for common origins, will assure you that
they are sprung from a father of the medi-
cal and a mother of the commercial class, not
caste. This notion takes practical form in the
fact that many of the banyans are practising physi-
cians. Some banyans ostentatiously usurp the
title of 'detoau, which implies an imposing order
of delegated power; under the emperors of Hin-
dustan, and even within very lute years, at Luck-
now and Delhi, the dewan's was a confidential
office, tilled only by persons in high favor, who
enjoyed peculiar "

access to the monarch?
The banyans arc invariably Hindoos pos-
sessing almost, without exception, large estates, and
extensive credit and influence. So generally is this
the ease, that it is but a few years since every de-
scription of Government contracts was under the
control of 20 or 30 banyans. Ifa government jobwas
to be undertaken by any one not in the company's
service, the banyans became his securities, on condi-
tion ofreceiving a percentage; and appointing their
friends and dependents to such duties as might con-
trol the principal, and guard themselves against
loss. If, on the other hand, a "company's servant,"
civil or military, was desirous of deriving benefit
from some contract in the disposal of which he had
a vote, and which, consequently, lie could not ob-
tain in his own name?then the banyan became the
principal, and liis foreign friend either received a
share, or derived advantage from loans, which an-
swered hispurpose equally well. Frequently the same
person was banyan to several European houses,
whose affairs, thus become unreservedly known
to him, were discussed with more or less vivacity at
those meetings; which the banyans of Calcutta for-
merly held when the active business of the day was
over. The English and American branch houses
in the three presidencies, and especially at Calcutta
?are established by junior partners or confidential
clerks, deputed for the purpose by their principals
in London or Boston, as the case may be. These
gentlemen are assisted, in duties so novel to tliem,
bv banyans, who. like the compradorsin China, sup-
ply the merchandise and control the funds?buying
cargoes, and cashing acceptances. Naturally slirewd
and apt to learn, sharpened by various practice
among traders from every coast, they soon become
familiar with the strangest commercial usages, and
expert in the tricks of trade; only the wilyGreek
and the astute Parsee, are competent to cope with
tliem in regulating exchanges and managing prices,
putting the market up and down as if for pastime.
Nowhere are they so comfortably in their element
as amid the kaleidoscopic concourse of heated spec-
ulators, drawn together by the monthly opium sale.

When a banyan is retained by an English or
American bouse, which relies upon him for cash
advances, he seats his own employees at the desks,
and manages the details of the office by his confiden-
tial sircars, or native clerks, indeeil, be to a cer-
tain degree rules the office, entering it with but
slight ceremony, making rather careless salaam,
and never dotting bis slippers. He goes attended
invariably by sircars and burkarus?that is clerks
and messengers; lie seldom condescends to visit the
bazaars, but sends a broker; and lie transacts liis
business generally by means of messengers and
chits or notes.

In fact, the ban van is aware of his importance anil
makes the most of it. England has acknowledged
her indebtedness to this class for her extended trade
in the fabrics of Dacca, in the sugar of the Western
and Northern districts, in indigo throughout the
country, and in several other branches of commerce
which, but for him, must have dwindled. The ban-
yan often reaps large profits from the futile specu-
lations of his employer. In Calcutta the principal
banyans to American houses are the llaboos Kalidas
and ltajinda Dutt. Ashootas Dev, who died in 1855,
had transacted an extensive business directly with
Boston houses for many years; his ready capital
was said to amount to .'!0 lacs ofrupees ($1,500,000.)
His business] has fallen to his nephew. Ashootas
Dey was the only native merchant who receivedimportant orders direct from the United States; the
same may be said of Ram C.opol Chose on English
account?wise and honorable men, and not to be in-
cluded in the same category with those unscrupu-
lous money lenders of the presidencies, to whose
arts the foolish young civilian so easily succumbs.

AMERICAN DENUNCIATION OF THE CHI-
NESE COOLIE TRADE.

In the Hong Kong Register of the 27th of Feb-
ruary we find the following copy of a circular
which has been addressed to the Consuls of the
United States by Mr. Heed, the American Minister
in China, against the Coolie trade :

L tillATION OF THE UNITED STATES TO CIItNA,
February 15, 1858.

SIR: I am directed by his Excellency the Minis-
ter ot the United States again and most earnestly
to call your attention to the Coolie traffic in Ameri-
can ships, and the necessity of resorting to all legal
measures to arrest it.

Ihe view taken of the trade by this legation is
that what constitutes the breach ol' the laws of the
United States is the contract for labor or service
under which the coolie is shipped. Hence it is
quite immaterial, in point of law, whether the coo-
lie goes with or against his will, if on liis arrivalhe is "to be disposed of to be held to labor or ser-vice." Of course there is a greater otfence to mor-
als and to the laws of this empire if, as is generally
? lie case, the coolie is kidnapped, or seduced, or en-
trapped.

'1 he employment ol American ships in carrying
Chinese coolies to be held to labor is illegal. It has
been so represented to the Government at Wash-ington, and willbo so regarded by it. 11 is a trade in
which, as revolting to humanity' in its processes and
results, no respectable American citizen will parti-
cipate. Itis a trade which endangers the lives of
the mariners engaged in it, and of course involves
terrible suffering and mortality among its principal
victims, the coolies themselves.

The American Minister, in order to do all in his
power to put an end as far as possible to circum-
scribe this traffic, instructs you?besides giving as
much publicity to this communication as you may-
think conducive to the ends you have in view?to
adopt tin- following course in all instances :

Ist. Whenever you ascertain, or have good rea-
son to believe, that an American ship is about to be
loaded with Coolies for Havana. Surinam, or any-
other place, under contract for labor orservice, you
shall at once inform verbally and in writingthe mas-
ter, owner, or charterer of the views of this Lega-
tion, and of the liabilityto punishment and forfeit-
ure which lie or they incur.

2d. Whenever such shipment is about to be made
from a British or Portuguese port, you will at
once give notice to the Superintendent of Trade or
Governor that tlie trade is regarded as a violation
of the laws and treaties of the United States, and
that this Legation will regard any countenance
given to it as a most unfriendly act. The same no-
tice is to be given to the Consular authorities ac-
credited here by the country to which the shipment
is made.

3d. Whenever such shipment is about to be made
from one of the treaty ports in China, immediate
notice is to he given to the local Chinese authorities,
so that they may withhold the ''yritiidchoj)t

"

or
port clearance. Whenever the local authorities
desire the aid of the Consul, to visit vessels in order
to give relief to any Chinese detained against their
will, it is to be given promptly. The refusal of the
local authorities to give a clearance to an Americanship, unless Chinese subjects so shipped are dis-
charged, is a '-lawful requisition" of the local au-thorities, which the Consul must respect.4 th. 1 articular attention must be paid hv vou to
the shipping articles of the seamen in such vessels,tor it is believed that in many instances frauds onseamen have been perpetrated by interlineations anderasures and other alterations of shipping articles.In such case, where you are satisfied of the tact ofthe alteration, you will give such relief to the mar-

oiolies, vou will, if practicable, give notice to the

and warn the master that such trade is a still gross-
er violation ol law, and involves the same penal-
ties. r

6th. V\ benever you have reason to believe that

any ships designed for this or any other trade is
about to sail from Hong Kong or Macao to a port
in China not opened by treaty, you shall forthwith
give notice to the Superintendent of Trade or Gov
crnor of the fact.

7th. Allcases ofshipment of coolies in American
ships under contracts to be held to labor or service
must be reported in detail to this Legation, and, if
possible, the fact verilied by the affidavit of some
third person.

Every case of such shipment of coolies, with the
name of owners, master, and charterers, will with-
out delay be reported by this Legation to the De-
partment of State, so that all parties engaged in
this traffic may be exposed and brought to justice.

I am directed to repeat that you may give such
publicity as you deem expedient to this communi-
cation, it being the sincere desire of the American
Minister that, without resort to ulterior measures,
his fellow-citizens may be deterred from any fur-
ther participation in a trade so revolting to human-
ity and discreditable to the parties concerned.

He hopes and believes that this admonition, meant
to be an earnest and respectful one, will have its in-
Hnonce with respectable commercial establishments,
shippers and masters. Should it fail, he lias no
other resource than to expose the individual ig-
nominy which a share in such a trade involves,
and to bring the guilty parties to punishment.?
This shall be done thoroughly.

To the Consul of the United States of America.
IMPROVED HINGES. ?An invention lias been patent-

ed bv Mr. X. A. Fenner, of Rhode Island, the object
of which is to produce a hinge in which all the ad-
vantages of the best drilled and wired hinges are
obtained, and which is represented to be, in some
respects, superior, at a cost scarcely exceeding that,
of the pivot binge, which is formed by casting the
two parts together, with teats and corresponding
recesses at the centre of the joint. The inven-
tion consists in the introduction of a wrought
iron pin or pins, into the centre of the joint, by the
moulding and casting process, in such a manner
that they extend through the knuckle or knuckles
of one leaf of the hinge, and protrude so as to formpivots entering into, hut not passing through, the
knuckles of the other half of the hinge.
