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CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, May 10, 1858.
SENATE.

The Senate met at 11 o'clock and transacted a
considerable arnounl of private and comparatively
unimportant business.

Subsequently the Fishery Bounty question was
resumed.

Mr. Fessenden made an elaborate speech against
the repeal of the bounties.

The Senate adjourned without disposing of the
bill.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. Faulkner, from the MilitaryCommittee, re-

parted bills making appropriation ior the construc-
tion of a wagon road in New Mexico, for the com-
pletii n of military road in Washington Territory,
and f r the completion of Fort Ridgely and South
Pass wagon read.

Mr. Staunton, from the same committee, report-
ed a hill for the survey of the Columbia river.

Mr. J. Glancey Jones, from the Committee of
Ways and Means, reported the Post-office, Ocean
Mail Steamer and Supplemental !".c,;an Appropria-
tion bills.

Mr. Zollicolfer, from the Committee on Territo-
ries, reported a hill to regulate and make uniform
the right of suffrage in the Territories of the Uni-
ted States.

On motion of Mr. Morgan, all the Senate bills of
a private nature on the Speaker's table were re-
ferred to the appropriate committees, and it was re-
solved that on Friday next all such bills not objected
to shall be reported to the House and finally dispos-
ed of.

On motion of Mr. Goode, the 24th and 25th of
May were set apart for the consideration of District
ofColumbia business.

Mr. Smith, of Virginia, from the Committee on
Territories, asked leave to report a bill to organize
a Territorial Government in Nevada.

Mr. Cobb objected.
On motion of Mr, Kelsey, the House took up andpassed the bill, providing that where the proof is

established, but the land warrant for military ser-
vices is not issued until after the death of the claim-
ant, the title shall rest in the widow, and if there be
no widow, then in the heirs of the warrantee?all
such warrants to be treated as personal chattels.

The House proceeded to the consideration of the
business on the Speaker's tible, and agreed to the
Senate's amendment to the MilitaryAcademy bill.
Also, passed the Senate's jointresolution extending
tillJanuary next the time for the President to ex-
amine the records of the several naval courts, with
a view to the restoration of certain officers affected
by the action of the Naval retiring Board.

The House also passed the Senate's joint resolu-
tion, authorizing the President of the United States
to make suitable acknowledgments to the British
Naval authorities at Jamaica, for their hospitalities
end attentions to the officers and crew of the frig-
ate Susquehanna whilst suffering from the yellow
fever.

Several Senate Dills which were on the Speaker's
table, were likewise passed.

The Senate bill directing the Secretary of the
Treasury to pay certain sums to several persons in
Maryland, and Virginia, and South Carolina, to
compensate for negro slaves taken away by the
British during the war of 1812.

Mr. Bliss opposed the bill and moved to commit
it to the Committee on the Judiciary with instruc-
tions.

Mr. Garnett replied, after which the bill was re-
ferred to the Committee of the Whole, and the
House then adjourned.

FROM FORT SCOTT.
ST. LOUIS. May 10.? A telegraphic dispatch from

Independence announces the arrival there of Mr.
Mason, who left Camp Scott on the 3d March. Gen- I
ei al Johnson was anxiously waiting for the arrival '
of Captain Marcy.

The health of the army was remarkably good.? j
Provisions were becoming scarce, but supplies were <
expected from Fort Laramie.

Mr. Mason was detained seventeen days on ac-
count of snow storms. He met Col. Hott'man's
command 140 miles beyond Fort Kearney.

Twelve hundred have arrived here within three
days, a great portion of whom proceeded immedi-
ately to Leavenworth.

The Republican states that Captain Marcy would
not be detained more than ten dar3 waitingfor re-
inforcements, and lie would then tie in a condition
then to march on Camp Scott in 40 days.

The supply trains were losing a nuinber of ani-
mals from cold. All the streams were high on the
plains.

FR >M WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON - , May 10.?To-day at noon the pro-

posals for the issue of the Treasury notes were
opened by the Secretary of the Treasury. The
total amount of the bids for the 55,000,000 worth
of notes, in exchange for gold amounted to upwards
of 515,000,000. Four and a half millions were taken
at less than five per centum. Messrs. McKim & Co.,
of Baltimore, got $120,000.

The Senate in Executive Session to-day confirmed
a large number of appointments, principally those
made during the recess of Congress, including
Marshals, District Attorneys, Land Officers, and
Post-masters. Those for New York, Baltimore,
Boston, Philadelphia and other places have been
sent in, amounting to nearly 200 in all, hut they
were not acted upon.

The object of Lt. General Scott's visit to Wash-
ington is to decide upon the description of volun-
teers to be calle 1 out and the places where they will
be stationed. All three regiments will be wanted
and employed to protect the Indian frontier and
occupy various military posts from which the regu-
lars have been withdrawn.

The Secretary of State lias asked an appropria-
tion of $20,000 to carry into effect the act for the
admission of Kansas into the Union.

INQUEST OX TT 3 BODY OF TEE FEMALE
POISONER.

CHESTER, Orange County, X. Y., May 8, 1858.
Allinquest was held yesterday bv Coroner Fenton,
upon the body of Mrs. Phoebe Westlake?verdict:
"Death by taking arsenic." On Sunday morning
last, the uay previous to her death, she made a con-
fession of administering poison to several others,
and causing the death of two ladies, raid the dan-
gerous illness of several other persons. The per-
sons dying were Mr. J. B. Tuthill, in September
last, and Mrs. AY. It. Fuller, in April of this year.
Afew days previous to taking poison herself, she
presented a jar of preserves to Mrs. Tutliill and
some sucjar to Mrs. /errick, upon using which they
M ere taken sick with symptoms of poison, which
aroused suspicion, and the articles were immediate-
ly analysed by Dr. Smith, and found to contain
arsenic. The cause she assigned for taking poison
was not to kill herself, but to make herself sick, in
order to divert suspicion from resting on her.

FIRE IN COHOES.
Con ops, X. Y., May 9.?A fire occurred here at

11 o'clock last night, destroying the Wilkinson ma-
chine shop, owned by Mrs. C. A. Olmstead, and oc-
cupied by Mr. Carlton, silk weaver, John Raker,
bobbin manufacturer, G. It. Archer, machinist, M.
O. Mare, wagon maker, and Messrs. Porter & Hall,
file cutters. The loss to the occupants is estimated
at 80,000. There is $3,000 insurance on the build-
ing in the St. Nicholas Insurance Company of New-
York. The fire was doubtless the work' of an in-
cendiary.

LANE'S 5 N TURNED ROBBERS IN KANSAS.
The following is an extract from a letter to a mer-

cantile house *n St. Louis :

FORT SCOTT, April28, 1858.
The difficulties here are far worse than they have

been. On the '-Ist a party of I.ane's men commenced
robbing the citizens on the Marmiton river, onlv
eight miles above our town, taking their horses and
guns, and ; lu'V.ering their houses of everything of
value, in laylight. One of them came 1 town, and,
upon a. davit a writ was obtained from Judge Wil-
liams against the thieves. This was placed in tee
hands of United States ieputy Marshal Little,wh ,
with Captain Anderson and twenty men of his com-
pany as a posse, proceeded to arrest them. They
came in sight ol them about eight miles from thisplace, on the high prairie, and pursued them about
one and a half miles, to timber.

They then took their position in a place which it
was dangerous to approach. They waited until the
Marshal's party reached within about fortv yards,
when, without a word being said, they fired upon
the advancing party, and kept up firbig, wounding
Capt. Anderson slightly, and shooting his horse in
three places?kill big one of the so.diers and one
horse dead, and wounding a third horse. The
troops were only armed with pistols and sabres, Lit
they wounded three of the ban litli.A charge couid
not be made upon them, as there was a creek with
high banks between the parties. The Marshal's
party then fell back, and sent a messenger after
more men and guns, but before they arrived the
robbers bed defi through the brush. The Marshal
captured about $l,OOO vrt'i of property that had
been stolen Irom tire citizens, in horses, buggies,
Ac. Eight men have been shot before this.

In consequence of these difficulties business is at
a stand still in this country; most of the good men
lave been runout by fiis party, and our town
is threatened. Two companies United States cav-
alry - re here, but they say they do not fear thesetroops, as they can wliip them out. An appeal has
been made to the Governor to declare martial law
in this part of the Territory.

lOWA STAY LAW.? The legislature of the State of
lowa, at its last sessi in, ei acted a law to delay the
collection of debts. Yfc have not as yet been able
to obtain a copy of the law, but understand that itprovides that the term of the district court at
which process is made returnable shall be only an
apparent term, at which no judgment can be taken.
We do not charge the legislative with anv im-proper motive in the enactment of this law; but on
the contrary, we believe, with the editor of The
Davenport Democrat, they acted upon the very best
of motives. That their only "desire was, in con-
sideration of the pressure of the times, to enable
debtors to gain time, anil thus protect themselves.
We doubt, however, most seriously, the policy of
the delay.

To the merchant, for whose benefit this law was
more especially intended, credit is even thin-* and
any measure which ten's to destroy confidence inhimwillwork very materially to his disadvantage. Nextto a sound currency, nothing so much tends to in-
crease confidence in the merchants of a Stat ? as the
fact that the laws provide for the prompt collection
of debts; while, on the other hand, if the creditorsof the merchants discover that the laws, instead of
pr iviling for speedy collections, throw obstacles in
the way, it willbe withgreat hesitation that credits
are allowed to be extended. Under the present state
of our law?the most materia', portion of the at
tachuient act being repealed, anil the old stay law
of three months being still in force?in pome coun-
ties in the State pix months must expire before a
debt can be secured, and three months more beforeit can be collected.? Keokuk Jou.-ral.

TnE BANKRUPT BILL.? The provisions of this bill
offered in the Senate 011 Friday last by Mr. Benja-
min, of Louisiana, are represented to' be substan-
tially as fellows:

"Itis a general bill, includingIndividuals, co po a-
tions, chartered banks, and any association ofpersors
authorized to issue notes, bills, &c. It will:;rovid >
for voluntary and involuntary bankruptcy, and will
be retroactive. The retroactive feature will be
guarded so as to exclude all who subsequent to
Jaruary last, or ny other time, have uade as-
signments, in c nteihplation of the passage of abankrupt law, which gave preference to one credi-
tor over another, and the bankrupt in sucl. cases
shall not receive a discharge unless with the
consent of a majority of his creditors who have
not been so preferred. The involuntary bank-
ruptcy applies to eases where the debts excee'd 52.00J,
and t le person declared bankrupt is entitled to trial
b v Jury?all transfers of property of any kind, f rthe purpose of giving any creditor, indorser, o.
other person any preference or priority over g ne-
ral creditors, to be null and void, and the parties
obtaining them to be sued for such amount as as-
sets of the bankruptcy.

"With regard to banks aud other issuers of paper
money, they are to come under the head nonvolun-
tary bankrupts; and, in addition to all the liabilities
which attach to individuals, they may be declared
bankrupt for the non-payment for ten davs after de-
mand of any bill,note, or other liability;all the ex-
penses of proceedings to be paid bv the parties in-
terested, and under no pretense to" be paid by the
United States."? Waahiiiylou Union.

A young man named John Luttrell, was murder-ed at Estellville, Scott county, Ya., on Saturday
evening last, by a man named McDonald Bay.?
Ray had previously threatened to shoot severalpersons, (Luttrell among others,) but as he hadbeen drinking for some weeks, no attention was
paid to his threats. On the evening in question,
he invited young Luttrell into Widow White's tav-
ern to take a social drink, and locking the door,
drew a revolver and deliberately shoot him through
the head, the ball entering below the left eye. Ray
then jumped out the back window and endeavored
to make his escape, but was caught and secured by
persons near the house. He was committed to jail
at Estellville to await his trial for the deed. ? Erie-
tol ( Va,) A5 ip.

The city ot Mavsville (Kv.) some years ago sub-
scribed about $300,000 to'the Mavsville and Lex-
ington road, which work fell through before com-
pletion, leaving the bonds of the city an incum-
brance upon her own taxables. An attempt has
been recently made by local parties to defeat the
collection of the special tax to pay the interest,
and some cf the creditors thereupon appealed to
the Circuit Court of Kentucky for redress. Theresult of the suit is the awarding of a mandamus
by the Court to compel the levying and collection
of the tax.

The Deputy Receiver-General of Canada, Mr. An-
derson, has been defeated in a libel suit which hebrought against the Toronto Lender, for an alleged
slander upon his fame, contained in that journal's
criticism of certain public acts of his. The court
charged that a newspaper has the right to com-
ment upon the acts of public officials, and the jury,
after an absence of five minutes, returned a verdict
for the defendant.

Judge Shaw, an able anil veteran jurist in Massa-
chusetts, has decided that all liquors illegally held
for sale may be destroyed as a public nuisance bv
tlie citizens of the town. It is no new decision that
any citizen has the right to abate a nuisance, but
the practical tendency of the principle is to riot and
disorder.

The trial of William M. Connelly, the Xew York
reporter, who was recently taken back to Ohio on
an indictment charging him with assisting in the es-
cape of fugitive slaves, has commenced in Cincin-
nati. The prisoner takes it very eas'lv, and reports
the evidence as he sits in the box. The owner of
the slaves swears positively to their indentity.

Among the passengers in the Moses Taylor, from
Xew York, Friday, was the celebrated neoro mins-
strel, George Christy. He goes to San Francisco
on a three years' engagement. Humor says he vrrsottered 810,000 a year, or a third of the profits, and
chore the latter.
