So certain did thegovernment feel ot getting a verdict in Bernard's
ease, that preparatory steps were taken before thetrial was over to arrest Mazzini immediately the
jurywas discharged. The jury's verdict of "notguilty destroyed this scheme.? Nurlhern Daily

RESTORATION OF SHAKSPKAUK'S HOUSE, STUATFOUD-
ON-AVON.?The "Birth-place Committee" are put-
ting the muuilicent gift of 12.500 from Mr. JohnShakspeare, which was noticed in the public jour-
nals some months ago, to use, by proceeding with
the proposed renovation or isolation of the house
in which the poet was horn. The committee have,we are informed, entered into contracts for the res-
toration of a certain portion of the house to the
state in which it was supposed to be when Shaks-
peare drew his first breath in it, and a portion of
the work may lie said now to ho satisfactorily com-
pleted. The house being temporarily fenced, after
a rural fashion, pending the planting of the hedge
ol yew with which it is intended to surround it, is
so far safe from lire and other chances of accident.A handsome and appropriate pavement is being put
down before the house.

THE I'IIKSS IN RUSSIA. ?A letter from St. Peters-burg tells us that literary activity now prevails in
Russia, of which the like was never seen before.?
A great many contemporary authors of renown
have just been translated, and amongst them are
Macaulay, Grote, and I'rescott. Numerous worksof native authors are announced. An "llhidrat. il
St. Pe.tcrxhurtj Heirs" has been established. The-
atrical, literary, scientific, military, maritime and
economic journals have been started; periodicals,
containing original tales and translations, are nu-
merous; even mild imitations of "Puueh" are not
wanting. And what is regarded as little short
of stupendous, some of the new journals are actual-ly allowed to be sold in the streets as newspapers
are in London. The theatres on their part are pro-
ducing original works and translations; and
amongst the latter " King Lear" is shortly to
appear with a -M. Saruoilotf in the principal eliar-
apter.

TITLES OF NOBILITYIN FRANCE.? The law on the
assumption of titles of nobility has come out fromthe special committee even in a more stringent form
than the Council of State proposed it. Not merely
the assumption of a false title of nobility,but even
whosoever should wear a uniform, costume, or dee-
oration, to which he has no right, is to be punished;
and that even with a higher punishment than he
who merely transforms himself into a noble. The
latter Is to be fined only! the former is to be fined
and imprisoned from six months to two years. The
explanation is not difficult; in the titles"of nobility
the government protects chiefly the legitimist inter-
est; in protecting uniforms, costumes aud decora-
tions, the Napolconists protect their own newly es-
tablished honors.

THE TRANSPORT OF AFRICANS TO THE FRENCH WEST
INDIES. ?The great irregularity of the West African
mail steamers has of late interrupted the current of
the history of the notorious Regis contract for sup-
plying the French West Indies with purchased Afri-
cans. The last arrivals, however, put us in possession
of some additional facts quite conclusive as to the
character of this traffic. Subsequently to the news
that the Portuguese authorities had refused to allow
the French purchase of negroes within the limits of
the provinces of Angola, our readers may recollect
ttiat advices from the West Indies announcedthe arrival in the French Antilles of one of M. Re-
gis' ships with a cargo of ROD Africans, 100 of whom
lost their lives in an attempt to land them. But
hitherto there has been nothing positively known
as to where this unhappy batch of negroes" was ob-
tained.

The African mail, just arrived, (ills- up this hiatus
in the melancholy and miserable tale. It seems
t hat the Stella, after being joined b v another ship,
the Clara, proceeded beyond the territorial limits of
Angola, noil there found barraeoon tilled with slaves
belonging to the Cuban characters of va-ious Amer-
ican vessels which had been seized (equipped for
the traffic, but without national papers on board)
and sent to the Vice Admiralty Court of Sierra
Leone for adjudication. A bargain was soon struck
with the agents in charge of the barraeoons.?Light hundred ot these slaves, who had been cap-
tured in the regular course of the internal slavetrade, and brought down to the coast for expor-
tation, were brought to the Stella, and 400 to the
Clara. Of the 800 purchased for the Stella, 800
were shipped in one day. so hurried and un-
scrupulous were the French agents engaged in
this disgusting and cruel transaction. The onlv
thought or care they had was whether the ne-
groes they drove from the barraeoons on hoard
the ship were in physical plight to hear a voyage
across the Atlantic. That ascertained, into the
hold and between decks they were thrust, with an
expedition that defies all Spanish competition or ri-
valry. And from the slave barraeoons southward
of Angola, on the west coast of Africa, these 1,?(><
negroes were carried by the contractors of the im-
perial government of France to Martinique and
Uuadaloupe. What may have been the mortality
of the middle passage is not stated. Jiut itis knownfrom other sources that one hundred of the Africans
so bought were swamped, and perished on the coast
of one of those islands. Let us assume that of the1,200 thus bought, oul v 1,000 safely reached the
French colonies. On their arrival the contractor
would, by the terms of his arrangement with the
imperial government, become entitled to £20,000. ?-
Xow, in what one single particular, we a.-k, does
this operation differ from an ordinary slave trade
adventure, punishable as felony by the laws of every
civilized country, and denounced as a crime against
God and man by the congresses of Vienna and Ve-
rona?? London Daily A'torn.

CAPTURE OF LUCKXOW.

STORMING OF TIIE HEGI'M'S PALACE?HORRIBLE SIGHT.

Fkiiiav, March 12.?The camp was on the alert at
an early hour this morning,for it was expected that
Outrain would receive permission to attack the iron
bridge or at least to secure the stone bridge at both
ends. But Sir Colin Campbell, so reckless of his
own life, that his staff arc in continual apprehension,
is chary indeed of the lifeof any soldier under his
command, and he would prefer using a thousandshells, dear though they be, to using up the rawest
ofrecruits. We have a powerful artillery. It is
not till the whole force of that arm has been exerted
that an assault on any position will be authorized bvthe Commander-in-Chief. However, there was
plenty to be seen by early risers. We were in the
lieguin Ka Mahul, and the rooms were thrown open
to visitors, thanks to the bayonets of our soldiers.

The Sikh
Sappers were busy, however, in clearing a path
through the parapet, near the second bridge, below
Banks'house, w liich was just practicable for man
and horse, anil, passing through a large enclosure,
the trees of which were torn with shot, we came out
on the main road, within a few hundred vards of
our new possessions.

As we appi oacht'd the Begum's Palace, the one-
my's bullets, varied by a round shot now and then,
came hissing overhead, and announced that they
were still fighting in the front. The road, which is
lined by high walls on both sides, enclosing the
residences ot some wealthy people, now in ruins,
above which rise continuous groves of trees and
Eastern shrubs, leads from the broken canal bridge,
and is met just in front of the lb-gum's l'alace ~bv
another road of similar kind, hut a little more opcti,
which passes by the bridge near Hanks' House to
Dilkoosha. Externally, all we could see of the
Begum's Palace were'some glittering domes, the
cupolas and minarets of a mosque on the left; and
the balustrades around the flat roofs of the numer-
ous buildings inside. A high wall, forming the out-
er harrier, loop-holed at every inch, enclosed thebuilding all around, hut it bore frequent marks of
our cannon. In front of this wall there was a high
parapet of earth, with a deep scarp and ditch some
fifteen or sixteen feet deep, and two small bastions
with embrasures for two guns, which swept
the approaches to the place, or were intended to
do so.

The embrasures, however, had been beaten intoragged holes, choked up with sand and timber bv
the fire of our guns. Justin front of us, within
some eighteen or twenty yards of the ditch, there
was a large hole in the ground, caused bv a mine
which the sepoys sprung when it was too late to do
them any good or us any harm. In the ditch itself
there lay a heap of the dead bodies of the enemv,
which our men were dragging out of the palace aiid
Hinging over the trench. The enemv had literally
dug their own graves. As we crossed the narrow
ramp of earth leading to the gateway, we could nothut feel astonishment at the small loss bv which we
had gained such a position. Along the front of thiswall, in addition to the guns, there were loopholes
for at least 'J.OOO muskets, and it seemed scarcely
possible to effect an entrance at the point where
one portion of the Jd and of the Sikhs had rushedthrough, with bayonets at the charge, on the as-
tounded foe. The gateway to which the ramp led
was protected hv loopholed turrets at the sides, andby a considerable lire from the walls of the place.
The breach made by our guns was on our left of agateway, but when our troops entered it was only
to lind themselves in front of a similar wall, direct-
ly under the tire of the enemv, who were concealed
from them at half pistol shot!

The only way ot getting at the enemy was bv a
hole, miscalled a breach, and battering in the door
by our guns, so narrow and low, that not more than
one man could enter at a time, and then only by
bending the head. Ifut to avail themselves even of
this mode of entrance our men had to struggle
through the outer breach, or to clamber up the
steep bank of the ditch, where, impeded bv their
numbers in the narrow space, as thev made for the
inner breach, they were held in check under theenemy's fire till some of them forced their way inthrough the bricked-up windows, which led theminto small dark rooms tilled with sepoys. Held bv
such troops as those who assaulted the place, the
llcgum s I'alace had been impregnable to infantrv.Entering with difficulty through the suffocating

broach, rank with hot air, gunpowder, and dead
bodies, I passed into the first, of the courtyards, in
which the fight took place. It was filled'with ex-
ujting Highlanders, still flushed with the heat of
victory?Sikhs burning gold and silver tissue and
lace, for the sake oi the metals. General Luganl,
seated in the midst of them, was busy giving orders
to a group of officers, and first among those I came
across was Leith Hay, leaning oil the javelin ofone
of the Begum's state serv ants, aud full of the inci-
dents of the charge, in which he bore no small part,
tin* he was, 1 believe, the second or third man who
entered through the breach in the gateway of the
column of the regiment coniided to his care.

Brigadier Adrian Hope, an excellent and gallant
officer, was also there, and he pointed out to me
the narrow window through which he had leaped
in upon the enemy. How a man could have es-caped who entered in sueli a fashion, is beyond my
comprehension. But there were few slain out-right, for the apparition of these braw ny soldiers
alone unnerved the hands of their enemies. Many
tied at once, and were pursued and shot down in
the courtyards without offering resistance; others
fired their muskets or matchlocks once, made a
wild thrust with the bayonet, and ran also;
others, surprised in holes and corners, fought
with the ferocity of wild beasts. One officer of the'J3d killed with his own hand 11 sepoys, whom lie
shot with his revolver or sabered in the courtyard.
Ibe sepoys and matchlock men tied from court to
court towards the Imambarrah and the out-works
oi[ the Kaiserbagh. Onward went the torrent of
hiklis and Highlanders after them. The 42d sweep-
inground by the left ot the Palace, came upon afield gun, which they captured. Pressing onwards,they seized a serai, or garden enclosure of the Pal-ace. Two companies of the 93d, under Stewart,
went too far in pursuit, and came under a heavy lirefrom a loop-holed wall. A company of the 42d, un-
der Drysdaje, were led to their succor, and had live
men killed in a moment. When thev came baektliey found, I am told, that the enemy' had cut offthe heads of their comrades.

The attack, which had been fixed for 3 o'clock
did not take place till 4.30, P. M., and many
thought that it would not take place at all lastnight, in consequence of the lateness of the hour.
At 5 the Begum's palace was ours, and Sikhs andHighlanders were rioting amid the mirrored and
many lustred saloons, still Idled with magnificent
shawls and scarfs, and such valuable articles as the
ladies of the palace were unable to oarry off in their
flight. These rooms, however, had been for themost part occupied by Sepoys, and except those of
the Zenana, thev were all in a very lilthyand dis-orderly state. Very soon every mirror was shat-
tered to atoms, chairs of state were in fragments,
and the glass of lustres dashed to the ground, so that
the drops and crystals lay like a pavement on the
floors.

Just turning to the left, we were about entering
a court-yard, when an officer said, "mind what vou
are about! There are some fellows hid inside there,
and one of them has just shot a sergeant of the 93dand a man of the 20t1i." This is, as you will have
observed, a mode in which our men frequently lose
their lives in this odious warfare. Soon afterwards
I saw one of these fanatics?a tine old Sepoy?with
a grizzled moustache, lying dead in the court, a
sword cut across his temple, a bayonet thrust through
the neck, his thigh broken by a' bullet, and his stom-
ach slashed open, in a desperate attempt to escape.

There had been five or six of these fellows alto-
gether, and they had either been surprised and un-
able to escape, or had shut themselves up indespera-
tion in a small room, one of many looking out on
the court. At first, attempts were made to start
them by throwing a live shell. Tho use of a bag
of gunpowder was more successful, and out theycharged, and with the exception of one man, were
shot and bavonettod on the spot. The man who
got away did so by a desperate leap through awindow, amid a shower of bullets and many bayonet
thrusts, fsueh are the common incidents of this
war. We went up to the top of the mosque, upon
the left of the Palace, but the tiro from the Kaiser-
bagh was too near and sharp for one toremain there
without cover,

From court to court of the huge pile of buildings
we wandered through the same scenes?dead Se-
poys blood splashed gardens?groups of eager
Highlanders looking out for the enemy's loop-holes
?more eager groups of plunderers searching the
dead, many of whom lay heaped on the top of'cach
other, amid the ruins of rooms brought down upon
them ly our cannon shot. Two of those were
veritable chambers of horrors. It must be remem-
bered that the Sepoys and matchlock men wear
cotton clothes, many at this time of year using
thickly quilted tunics: and in each room there
were a number of resais, or quilted cotton cover-
lids, which serve as beds and quilts to the natives.
The explosion of powder sets lire to this cotton very
readily, and it may be easily conceived how horrible
are the consequences whena number of these sepoys
and nujeebs get into a place whence there is no escape,
and where they fall in heaps by;our siiot. The
matches of the men, the discharges of their guns
set fire to their cotton clothing; it is fed bv thevery fat ol the dead bodies; the smell is pungent
and overpowering, and nauseous to a degree.?
I looked in at two such rooms, where, through the
dense smoke, 1 could see piles of bodies, and 1
was obliged to own that the horrors of the hos-
pital at Sebastopol were far exceeded by what 1witnessed. Upwards of 3(10 dead were found in the
courts ot the palace, and, if we put the wounded
carried off' at 700, we may reckon that the capture
of the place cost the enemy 1,000 men at least. The
rooms of tho building round the numerous courts
Avere, for the most part, small and dark, compared
with the great size of the corridors and garden en-
closures. The state saloon, fitted up for durbarsand entertainments, once possessed some claims to
magnificence, Avliich were, however, now lving
under our feet in the shape of lustres, mirrors, pier-
glasses, gilt tables, damask, silk and satin, and em-
broidered fragments of furniture, marble tables,
over which one made his way from place to idaeowith difficulty.

| 1 lie camp followers were busily ongaijeil in si>-

J lectin" and carrying away such articles as attracted
their fancy, shawls, mHix, cushions, umbrellas,

I swords, matchlocks, tomtoms or drums, pictures,
J looking glasses, trumpets, but the more valuable
I plunder disappeared last night. It will be long

ere a liegum can live here in state again. Every
room, and wall, and tower, are battered and brcecii-

J ed by our shot. Having seen all that was to be seen,
j and to describe all would be but to repeat what Iliavc
' written over and over again, but returned to camp.
| I omitted to say that among the guns we captured

I here were some very ancient pieces on sliak v car-

I tiages, and small guns throwing shot two or'three
j pounds in weight, which were tied on their car-

! riages by rope. There were great quantities of
j gunpowder lying about, and the only wonder was
that the enemy could have accumulated such quan-
tities of caps and cartridges as were scattered all
over the place. It is now determined to advance
by sap towards the Imambarrah, through the houses
and enclosures which lie between itand the Begum's
l'alace, most of these, though loophotcd in every
direction, have been abandoned by the enemy. The
troops at the palace were relieved, and (Jen. Lu-
gard's place was tilled by (Jen. Franks, whose pre-
sent quarters are in the l'alace.

The rebels, about 12,000 strong, in
eluding 1,500 Sepoys, retired to the fort, anil an in-
vestment was made and the seige commenced on
March 28th.

On the Ist Aprila very strong force, under Tan-
tia Togee, a relative of" the Nana, attempted to re-
lieve .lliansi. Without abandoning the investvent
Sir H. Rose attacked the relieving army, and train-
ed a glorious victory, taking 18 guns, several"ele-phants, and all the camp equipages.

On the Ith of April, after a struggle, in which
our loss was severe, the town was stormed and tak-
en; and on the oth of April the fort was occupied
The Ranee tied with a few attendants, but was hot-ly pursued by the cavalry.

The enemy lost 3,000 men in the battle of the Ist,
and in the assault of the fort.

RAJPOOTANA. The rebels made a desperate at-
tempt to take the palace of the Rajah of Kotah, on
March 25, bv escalade, but were repulsed withgreat
loss. On the 50th, Gen. Roberts carried the posi-
tion of the rebels by assault, anil occupied the town \u25a0of Kotah. The rebels lied, and a great slaughter I
occurred in the pursuit. All their guns, with the
exception of two, have been taken. Our loss was
about 25 killed and wounded. Among the latter j
were two officers.

GOOJKRAT. ?The small island of Bayt has been Joccupied by the rebels. All unsuccessful attempt j
was made to dislodge them on the 3d ot April.?
Six were killed and twenty-six wounded, among
the latter Captain Bactey, Royal Artillery, and
two other officers not named. Intelligence has
since been received of the evacuation of the island
by the rebels. The remainder of the dispatch may
be abridged.

LATEST NEWS FROM TAMPICO.
The New Orleans Picayune of the evening of thesth instant announces tiie arrival at that"port of

the schooner Virginia Antoinette, from Tampico,
bringing intelligence to the 26th ult.

The United States ship Fulton arrived at Tampi-
co on the I.lth ult., and a Mexican schooner arrived
trom A era Cruz with tour 2t-pounilcrs and ammu-
nition for General Garza, who was in possession of
the fort.

The Spanish frigate Barranquilla, of filly guns,
was outside the bar, and the British brig-of-war
Atlantic. General Garza, holding possession of thefort, was stopping all vessels. The brig N. Stet
son, bound in, was fired into with sixteen shots on
account of the lack of some requisite form in Lis
papers, and the captain was sent to prison for six
days.

The Virginia Antoinette was detained thirty-five
days by the authorities alleging that her duties
outward were not paid, although Captain Sbisa,
states that he had paid the same at the custom-house
on clearing.

On the Fulton's arriving, Captain Almy promptly
took matters in hand, anil the brig N. Stetson was
soon allowed to proceed up to town, and the Virgin-
ia Antoinette to sail for Few Orleans.

The civil war continues to be waged with vio-
lence between Garza and Rafael Moreno. Up to
the latest moment, the tiring into the city contin
ued. with destruction of life and property; and
there was no prospect ol its being brought to a
speedy close. The American residents are very
loud in their calls for protection from the disasters
thus imposed on them and continuing to threaten
them.

The presence of the Fulton, and the British andSpanish vessels of war, ought to suffice for this, at
least, as tar as practicable under the circumstances;
but their action does not appear to have been all
that was expected, ("apt. Aimv is said to have
been impressed with the belief, that Garza was thelegitimate authority of the place, much to the sur-prise and disappointment of those who rtsin. i..
should especially protect the Americans in the cit v
from hiui.

FROM TIIE WEST COAST OF AFRICA.
The Salem Key Inter lias late advices from the West

Coast of Africa. From Sierra Leone it is related
that Com. Wise bad sent a force of British sailors
and marines up the Scarries river, which attacked
and burned five of the towns occupied bv the Sno-
soos, and returned with only two officers and five
men wounded. His highness, Quacoe Attali, King
of Cape Coast, the most civilized and intelligent na-
tive prince on the Gold Coast, died on the 20th of
February. Capt. R. 11. Adams, formerly master of
barque Costareii, of Saluin, died at Eliuina on the
sth of February.

ARMY AND NAVY.
The St. Louis papers of the Nth instant, contain

General Orders Nos. 1 and 2, of Maj. General Smith
arranging the details of the movement of the I tali
expedition. The important matters embraced in
them have already been published in this paper.
The General urges a strict economy in the use of
supplies ol all kinds. Allpersons not immediately
connected with the expedition are excluded. No
officers'families or camp women will be permitted
to accompany the troops or follow tliem. Allthe
arrangements seem to look to a perfect organiza-
tion of the expedition.

SHOEMAKERS ANDTIIE SHOE BUSINESS.? The bootand shoemakers in the south-eastern and central
sections of the State have organized for the protec-
tion of their labor, having lodges and leagues, which
are said to number several thousand workmen; and
it is supposed they intend shortly to strike for high
er pay. We do not hear of such organizations in
Essex county, and hope there w ill be no necessity
for their formation. They would not be likely to
answer any good purpose, and might prove injuri-
ous to both manufacturers and workers. Most of
the former class were once on the benches, and have
risen by their own industry and ability; and all the
young workingincn. instead of warring upon them,
should study to follow their example. Generally
the manufacturers are ready to advance wanes as

fast as their profits will bea'r it, and sometimes fast
cr. In the last month or two wages have advanced
much more than the prices of the manufactured ai
tides, while leather also has kept up and is not
likely soon to decline. We are very much mistaken
in the present condition of the shoe business, or the
the manufacturers are paying all tliev can afford.
.\etcbnrypvrt Herald.

During the past week, besides numerous fires
sweeping the main chain of the Catskills, there wasa most devastating lire along the Shawangunkrange, commencing just south of the Traps. It
continued at least four nights. There was a great
deal ot timber destroyed. The Shawangunk lire
was caused, it is said, deliberately by the whortle-
berry pickers, who take this mode of clearing tie*
whortleberry tracts, ensuring excellent crops. In
the Catskills, most of the fires are kindled to burn
tip the leaves and make place for the grass?the
woods being the summer pasturage of numerous
herds of young neat cattle from the lowlands.

On the night of the 20th ult., the hank of Messrs.
Oihson X Henning, at Hudson, Wis., was again en
tered by burglars, the safe was blown open with
gunpowder, and $4,000 in money?mostly gold and
silver?sl,9oo in city orders, and numerous notes,
deeds, contract papers, Ac., were carried oil'. The
safe was blown up by driving with a sledge hammer
a small punch into the keyhole, thus making an
aperture through which a quarter of a pound of
powder could be forced into the lock.

An unsuccessful attempt was made a few nights
since to set tire to the stable occupied at Klizuhcth,
by the horses and other animals of Sands, Nathans
X Co.'s Circus. The stable at New Brunswick was
also set on lire on their visit there, and the stable at
Hallway occupied by them was entirely destroyed,
'lhe tires, it is thought are caused bv a gang of dep-
redators who generally follow in the train of eir-
cusses.
