The Legislature of California has passed a bill pro-
hibitory of the future immigration of free negroes
to California, compelling those already there to reg-
ister their names and take out a license, The meas-
ure produced great excitement among them, and
meetings were being held, in which they discussed
the question of emigrating in a body to Vancouver’s
Island.

Advices from Oregon to the Sth of April had
reached San Francizsco. The Republicans had nom-
inated John Denny, of Marion county, for Governor,
and J. R. McBride for Congress.

The Democrats had nominated Lafayette Grover
for Congress.

The Sandwich Islands have made a new treaty
with France.

News from the Tsthmus announce that the Cass-
Yrisarri treaty had passed the Senate of Granada
in aslightly modified form.

There is talk of another revolution at Bogota.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
Wasninaton, May 13, 1858,
SENATE.

The Senate met at 11 o’clock, and up to 1 o’clock
debated what to take up—Me. Clay urging the fish-
ery bill, Mr. Polk wanting the homestead and Mr.
Hunter insisting on the general appropriation bill,
which was at last taken up by a vote of 33 against
30.  The bill, containing 37 pages, was read.

After some debate the bill was passed, but a re-
consideration was moved with a view of inserting a
clause making provision for the official Reporters.

The Senate then adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Mr. Phillips said that Messrs. Cavanaugh and
Phelps, members elect from Minnesota, were pres-
ent, and he moved they be s i

of their eclection were read,
nuel Medary, Governor of Minnesota,
and dated in December last.

Mr. Sherman, from Ohio, objected to the admin-
istration of the oath. It was known, he said, that
the Constitution of Minnesota provided for the elec-
tion of three members by a general ticket, and he
desired to be informed where the credentials of the
third member were,

Mr. Phillips replied that these were the only cre-
dentials he had scen.

Mr. Sherman said that by another provision of
the Constitution of Minnesota, the term of Govern-
or doesnot commence until after the State has been
admitted into the Union, and this was the only mode
by which the House could judge who is the Execu-
tive officer of that State. “Medary is not Governor,
but Post-master at Columbus, Ohio.

Mr. Letcher said, that in Virginia, sheriffs give
certificates of election. The Governor has nothing
to do with the subject.

Mr. Sherman remarked, that these certificates
are signed by a Federal office-holder in Ohio. He
did not know by what power or authority orlottery
scheme two members were selected out of three and
sent here—who is the third person?

Mr. Phillips pointed to the fact that the members
from California, were elected by a joint ticket, and
yet presented separate certificate
herman replied that a similar difficulty did
not occur in the California case, because there were
only two members,  Minnesota elected three mem-
bers when only two were entitled to seats.

Mr. Phel to the fact that when he was
first elected, his certificate said he was duly elected
by qualified voters,

The Speaker said he should follow the precedent
in the California case, when the chair was referred
to by the House for a decision of the question
whether the members be sworn.

Mr. Millson offered a resolution that the certifi-
cates and credentials of those claiming election as
members from Minnesota be referred to the Com-
mittee on Elections, with instructions to inquire
into and report as to their right to be sworn as
members of the House.

Mr. Phillips said he was as much opposed as Mr.
Sherman had been to the admission of Minnesota,
but it was unfair, now that she was admittea, for
him to attempt to keep her without representa-
tion.

Mr. Washburne, of Nlinois, said that Mr. Becker
had the highest number and had not presented his

Mr. Sherman—Does the gentleman say that Me-
dary is Governor of Minnesota ?

Mr. Phillips—He was when he gave the certifi-
cates. [Laughter on the Republican side. ]

Mr. Phillips was glad the gentlemen had found
something for the exercise of good humor and he
contended that Medary had a rightto give the
certificates.

Mr. Millson’s resolution was adopted as a substi-
tute for Mr. Phillips’ motion that the members be
sworn—yeas 91; nays 84,

Mr. Sherman moved a reconsideration of the
vote, and to lay that motion on the table.

Mr. Harris, of Illinois, thought it would be better
for the public business that the subject be examined
by the Committee on Elections, who will imme-
diately have a meeting.

Mr. Florence said if, by general consent, the
members were sworn in, hie would have no objec-
tion to let the subject go to the committee.

Mr. Hughes moved that the House adjourn.

Mr. Morgan objected to the noise on' the Demo-
cratic side, while on the Republican side all was

uiet.
= The Speaker expressed the opinion that there
was disorder on both sides, and he called for order.

Mr. Hughes’ motion was voted down, and Mr.
Sherman’s was agreed to by four majority.

The question recurred on agreeing to Mr. Phil-
lips’ original motion, as amended by the substitute
of Mr. Millson, and it was decided in the affirma-
tive:—veas 108, nays 83,

Mr. Kunckel, of Maryland, from the Committee
of Accounts, made a report, setting forth that Mr.
R. B. Hackney, the door-keeper of the House, has
employed a larger number of persons than he is al-
lowed, some of them receiving no compensation,
but depending on the grace and bounty of the
House.  Thereisa great abuse of the confidence
reposed in him, which cannot be too severely con-
demned.  He has been admonished again and again,
but still persists in acting against usage and law,
and in open defiance of the control of the commit-
tee, which also shows great abuses in the folding
room, making false statements to the House as to
the number of persons authorized to be employed.
The economical object of the committee has been
frustrated. Instead of $600, the expenses have been
i cased to $2,000 or $2,500 a month. False re-
< are wade on the books, making the number of
documents folded during the months of February,
March and April, 196,000 more than the statement
of the Superintendent.

The Committee say there are other charges of
malpractice and of a'venal character against Mr.
Hackney, but they do not think proper to report
the declarations of* his subordinates, over whom he
domineers. He is unworthy of the trust, and is
either entirely incompetent to perform his duty, or
shows a willful and deliberate purpose to pervert
and abuse the power with which he is invested.
They, therefore, report a resolution that R. B.
Hackney be dismissed forthwith from his office.

The subject was made the special order for Mon-
day, and on motion of Mr. Nichols, the Door-keeper
was allowed, meantime to file any reply he has
to make.

Mr. Harrig, of 1llinois, from the Committee of

Section 19 punishes fraudulent assignees.

Sections 20 and 21 allow abankrupt, when his es-
tate pays 40 per cent. above expenses, an allowance
2 percent; whenit pays 60 per cent. an allowance
of 5 per cent.; when 80 per cent. is realized, the al-
lowance to be T}4 per cent.; but no allowance to ex-
ceed $5,000.

Section 22—The United States to pay no costs or
other charges in bankruptey cases. All such
charges to comeout of the fund'of the parties; other-
wise not to be paid at all.

Tar New STATE OF ONTONAGON.—A correspondent
of the C'hicago Journal writes:

“I sec that a portion of the press are inclined to
give the embryo State to be formed on the southern
shore of Lakes Superior, Michigan and Wisconsin,
Congress willing, the unmusical title of ‘Ontona.

Inthe morning the party
were regaling themselves on roasted fish and musk-
rat chowder, which was served up in alarge wooden
bowl, belonging to one of the females of the crowd,
and in which, while on the trail, she carried her in-
fant. Now the aforesaid gentleman has never been
known to be wanting in that thing called a most
voracious appetite, and on this occasion was making
sad havoc with the chowder, much to the fears and
discomfiture of the balance of the party, who had
often been on the verge of famine while their white
friend was with them,

““A rush was made for the bowl, and in the melee
which ensued, it was kicked into the river. The dus-
ky beauty, seeing this indispensable article of her
household, which served the double purpose of soup
tureen and infant’s cradle, floating away, rushed to
her white friend and throwing her arms around his
veck, with tears in her eyes, said, “ Ne-ne-mo-sha,
Ab-in-yarw! ne-quynsdon On-to-na-gon I’ which in Eng-
lish means, .‘(i)enrest Abner, save, oh! save my
wooden bowl.””

“The waves were cold and the current storm,
but this appeal to his love, duty and gallantry was
irresistible, and the chivalrous gentleman stripping
off his ‘breech-cloth,” rushed to the rescue. The
struggle was short, but victory perched on the wet
and dripping banner of our hero, who stood, Hype-
rion-like, on the rocky shore, shaken aloft” the
wooden bowl and shouting, ‘On-ta-na-gon!
