SOUTH AMERICA.
CHILY,

We have news from tlu~ republic to the 1st
of March. Public attention throughout the repub-
lic is entirely engrossed with the elections which
have just taken pl.\ce and great excitement existed,
and the most strenuous efforts had been made by
the ministerial and opposition parties, in favor of
their respective candidates. In Valparaiso, on the
days of polling, everything went off’ quictly, the
election resulting in the triumph of the opposition
parties. In \.um.nm many riots took place, and
some lives were lost. As far as the returns have
been received, the government party appears to
have a monopoly. Congress is to meet on the 1st
of June, and it 1§ probable that no dec <ive ac
will be taken until that time, but it is impesgible
not to see that the slightest act may lead to an ap.
peal to force and plunge Chili into the horrors of a
civil war.
