The course of instruction embraces the various branches

term.
They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur-
e according to their view of their own wants and at-

tainments.
The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,

six weeks after the third Wednesday in July, is divided
into two terms, of twenty weeks each, witha vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened,
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

FROM OUR LONDON CORRESPONDENT.
LONDON, April26, 1858.

\ ou will receive this letter by the slowest of two
trans-Atlantic steamers that leave England for New
\ ork day after to-morrow. You willget it by a
slow screw foreign steamer?and because it is a for-
eign steamer?instead of having it reach the United
States in a paddle steamer of the lirst class; a
steamer built and owned in New York. If the let-
ter weighs one grain over an ounce it willcost you

cents postage, or almost as much as it would
cost to transport across the Atlantic by steamer a
barrel of beef, or a barrel of flour. Now there are
one or two simple matters that I wish to call to
your attention and your readers', and also to the
attention of the L nited States Government. I do
not wish to joinin any outcry against the President
and the Postmaster General, because they did not
at once alter the plans and policy of the Govern-
ment and send the mails by the "VANOERIIILT," in-stead of the "CITY OK BALTIMORE." Changes of
service in matters of such magnitude as the ocean
mail carriage, require time, deliberation and au-
thority of law; matters in which the powers that
be cannot always carry out their own wills and
wishes.

Can you tell me why the pieces of paper on which
1 write, and the composition therein contained, in
manuscript, which I send to you for publication in
your paper, should cost for carriage and delivery
about one dollar, while as soon as printed you can
send it back to me, on a far larger and "heavier
amount of paper, along with six, eight or ten times
as much other interesting reading, and advertise-
ments, and at a cost of just two cents paid there,
and two cents paid by me on its arrival here? In
other words, if I could use a printing machine (and
by the way, one has just been invented at New

ork, by Mr. Sam. W. Francis, on purpose for wri-
ters, authors, editors, professional men and others,)
1 could send you ten times as much composition at
one twenty-fourth part the cost, and in the very
same mail that now inflicts on you such a grievous
tax for transporting to you my manuscript. Now,
as a plain commercial'question, why are the wri-
tings of your foreign correspondent any less to be
classed as literary matter?transportable property?-
than books, pamphlets, periodicals, newspapers, cir-
culars and broadsides? A merchant or a banker in
London; a firm, like George Peabody & Co., or
Baring, Brothers A Co., strike off a printed circu-
lar, equally for public, commercial purposes, equal-
ly private in its origin and information, and not one
whit more or less a business, mercantile transac-
tion, than this very letter to YOU, and while you
are mulcted in a line of one gold dollar, or therea-
bouts, they and their correspondents get precisely
such an amount of transportation, in the same mail
bag and same ship for one copper penny sterling on
each side. Be it known to you, what probably is
known to very few on your side of the water, that
the British Government in their domestic postal
system has abolished all distinction between
written and printed documents, packages and
parcels, except where the former are pri-
vate letters. A manuscript going to a
publisher for publication in a book is just as much
a commercial commodity and its transportation a
business transaction precisely the same, and subject
to the same charges, as sending the same article by-
post after it is printed and bound in a book, except
so far as it may differ in weight, Where then is the
difference between such a MS. and a writtenarticle
for a Quarterly Review, a periodical, or a newspa-
per? Here the postal laws and regulations make no
difference. A merchant or a bookseller may sendby post a ledger or day-book, new or tilled with
writing, any person may mail an album new and
untouched, or full of composition, manuscript, a
written journal, bound or unbound, a manuscript
for a book, an article for publication, a newspaper
"letter," addressed to an editor, a book, old or new,
that is printed, but covered over with marginal
notes, comments or corrections, inwriting,or a law-
yer, orotherperson may send a deed, mortgage, will,
power of attorney, or other written document on pa-
per, parchment or vellum, and when done up accord-
ing to the regulations?in an unsealed envelope, or in
a paper open at the ends?they all go at precisely the
cost of newspapers, periodicals, pamphlets and
printed books, viz : one penny for four ounces, or
less in one package, and so in proportion for larger
parcels. In this way vast quantities of every de-
scription of manuscript matter is sent by post daily
all over the British Isles, and yet the postal increase
last year, over the year before, was over 25,000,000
letters, and nearly one million dollars in postage
money. Here a "letter"?correspondence by mail
between man and man?is considered to be simply a
private communication between one person and
another on the private business of one or both of
the parties. The public or postmasters, you may-
say,'have no business with the manuscripts that pass
between author and publisher; neither have they
with the contents of wills, mortgages or deeds, o*r
with the contents ofbooks, papers, or other printed
documents. Postal officers are the trusted, sworn,
custodians of mail matter of everv description, as
much as lawyers are of our business matters, or
physicians oi' our health, and the former should be
as safe in the hands of our postal servants as are
the latter with our professional advisers.

At this time a newspaper without limit of weight,
passes between the two countries at the postal rate
of two cents paid in money or stamp, on each side,
by both sender and receiver. This saves keeping
accounts between the governments for this postage
money, and is every way convenient and simple.
But pamphlets, or periodicals, in pamphlet form?

not "newspapers"?can only be sent at the above
rate when they weigh not "to exceed two ounces,
and a three ounce pamphlet costs six cents on each
side, and in proportion for larger weights, or in all
four cents for each ounce. Now a common British
newspaper weighs from three to four, and some-
times five ounces. As w-e are probably soon to have
a postal treaty between the two governments, why
cannot the rate for all printed matter, without dis-
tinction of kind, quality, or form of the documents,
be one penny (or two cents) for each package
weighing not to exceed four ounces, and for each
quarter of a pound or fragmentary portion beyond
the first; the same to be paid by" both the sender
and receiver, as in the case of newspapers at this
time. In this Kingdom the rates on every
description of printed matter have long since
been equalized, and there is no reason
why thev should not be across the Atlantic. And
while doing that, and whatever rate or rates may-
be agreed on for printed matter, why not at once
put the postage on all commercial, legal and litera-
ry manuscript documents and packages just the
same? If the American government wished it, this
one would doubtless be willing. Now, I am op-
posed, connected with the press though I aui, to any
and all special privileges and immunities to "the
press," or to anv others as a class. This, however,
is not so. You buy and sell news. The dealer in
American and foreign papers in your street does the
same. 11c gets an Illustrated London Neirs or a Lon-
don Times from the very city where your foreign
correspondent resides, and while lie pays but
four cents, all told, for the transportation of
his merchandise from London to Baltimore?to the
weight of three or four ounces?you arc mulcted in
the sum of !l(i cents for the same weight, and neces-
sarily-a smaller quantity of reading. Where is the
justice, where the reason in it? If cither should
nave his cheapest, that person should be you. Home
newspapers are a necessity- for the country, foreign
ones are not. To print a good journal, inform the
public of matters of the most vital importance,
touching the vast interests of trade and commerce,
and on political and domestic subjects you must em-
ploy at large expense, various persons in different
parts of vour own and foreign countries, to send
y-ou, rapidly and punctually, the earliest informa-
tion. Moreover, you are a home producer; y-ou
earn and spend your money on American soil
for the benefit of the country, while the dealer in,
or recipient of the foreign newspaper is all the
time supporting people exclusively- in a foreign
country. Have I not made out my case? Where
is there one single tangible argument for consider-
ing these sheets of paper on which I write, other-
wise than as property conveyed to you, as a commer-
cial transaction, which you at once multiplycopies
of, distribute and sell for the advantage of your
country, and the mercantile and social community
around y-ou? When that is done for literary and
news packages across the ocean it will be adopted
in the Post-Office in the United States as it is now
and has been foryears in Great Britain. The amount
of postage money, both foreign and domestic
on manuscripts sent to publishers to be printed,
cannot amount to a large sum in the
aggregate for the post office, but it is often a heavy
and certainly an unjust tax on publishers. It is a
discrimination against them, that is not found in any
other articles sent to or for the convenience of any-
other class, mechanical, commercial or otherwise.
1 could not make the case stronger by writing vol-

umes. If the press will take it up, the thing is
done. Suppose the private hand printing machine
of Mr. Francis is brought into general use?and it
is no more complicated or difficult than a sew ing
machine?there will have to be a special law passed
to line you gentlemen of the press, who enlighten

I know of no action of
modern or ot ancient times where success ins re-
sulted more undeniably from the personal conduct
of the commander. Two of the greatest actions of
our day have been decided by the arrival of an un
expected reinforcement, [Marengo and Waterloo.)

But who will tell me of another commander, who,
in the most desperate peril of his battle, left the
command, which he could not otherwise save, and
brought hack with him the reinforcement which
saved his victory? The naval glory of the country
is without spot. I make no invidious demonstra-
tion. 1 apply "no prism to the ray to separate the
different colors whose general character is light.?
But the navy,which lias done so much for the na
tion, feels how much has been done by the battlo of
Lake Eric for its eharacterand itsprospects. There
is not a seaman whose homely meal would not be
embittered bv the reflection that the family of his
old commander had been excluded from the bounty
of his Government. If, Mr. Chairman, that coui
mander had longer lived, if another war, if an At
lantic Navy But I must not pursue this course
of observation. My mind is sufficiently tilled with
the recollection of what he was, without reflecting
upon what he would have been.

TIIE UIFLEMEN OF THE WEST.
Mr. Benton stopped a moment to speak of an ex-

ploit too little known to history. He said that the
British and Indians, to the number of of 1,600, ap-
peared before St. Louis in the year 1 ISO.

He or
they knew not danger. Knew it not! May their
spirits pardon me. said Mr. 8., for applying to them
such a Fourth-of-July expression. They did know
danger?were horn in its presence, and grew up in
its company, and each could say with Caisar ?

"Banger and I are brothers,
Twin lions whelped in one hour,
And I the elder and more terrible."

They were the riflemen of the West, and took
counsel, not from danger, hut from honor and cour-
age. They divided into two bodies and inarched to
the relief of St. Louis. Two hundred presented
themselves opposite tlio town, and two hundred
crossed the river below. At the sight of such hold
ness,tlie British and Indians believing them to be the
vanguard of a great army, suddenly retired, after
killingeighty of the inhabitants and leaving an im-
pression of terror which still marks that year as
an epoch ofcalamity; "I'ounce ducoup." History,
continued Mr. 8., tells of tlio passage of the Rhone
and Granicus; but here is the passage of a river
unknown to history, yet surpassing the exploit of
Hannibal and Alexander as much in heroism and
magnanimity as the Father of Floods surpasses in
magnitude the puny stream of Gaul ami of Asia
Minor.

DOMESTIC.
Three children of Mr. Frank Hopewell, in Cot-

land, Indiana, were burned to death last week.
There were four small children in the house, three
were rescued, two of whom were badly burned, but.
the third, an infant of about eight months, could
not he reached. The mother, in her despair, reached
the bed once, seized some of the clothes and rushed
out, thinkingsheliad her child, hut, on examination,
it was discovered burned to death, and crushed
among the falling timbers. Two of the other child-
ren died in a few hours after from the effects of the
flames. As nearly a thousand dollars in gold, which
was laid between the beds where the children slept,
was missing, it is supposed that the house was set
on fire.

The Chicago Journal of Friday evening says :
"We learn that the examination in the case of the
woman, whose mutilated body was found at Joilct,
last week, has resulted inthe discharge of Richard-
son, who was arrested on suspicion. It appers that
the woman whose body was found must have been
over thirty years of age and quite large, while the
missing English girl was only eighteen and a small
person. The mystery as to how tho body came
where it was found is still unsolved. The excite-
ment among the Irish laborers at Joilct against
Richardson is still so intense that ho is afraid to
leave the jail."

The St. Paul Advertiser says: "Tho reign of the
batteau and its graceful consort, the bark canoe, is
about to be superseded on the extreme Upper Mis
sissippi. The steamboat North Star, the upper
works of which were burned last year, on the river
above St. Anthony, is being refitted, we understand
to be put on the Mississippi above Little B'alls, to
pl v between that place and the B'alls of I'okegaimt,
a distance of 200 miles more to be gained to the
empire of steam. This will be an important event
to the development of the upper country, and will
bo an immense auxiliary to the rapid settlement of
the region which has been recently opened about
Otter Tail Lake."

The Detroit Free Press learns that tho English
exploring party that lately passed up to Lake Supe-
rior is to visit the head waters of the Saskatchewan,
and that it is probable that a practicable route for
travel will ere long be opened from Fort William,
on Lake Superior, to Fort Garry, on Red river, the
estimated cost of which is £6,000. It is urged that
means of communication should be promptly opened
to the broad prairies which lie beyond the 'Lake of
the Woods and Winnipeg, in order that Canadian
capital and labor may have an outlet and field of re
munerative enterprise in the great British North-
west. The expedition is under the command of Mr.
ilind, a man of science.

THE CREVASSE.?This institution continues to en-
joy excellent health. We learn that the pile-drivers
gave up the battle last evening, and retired from
the field in disgust. They would have saved some
credit and considerable money, we think, if they
had cried "peccavi" some time ago. The inunda-
tion on the other side will be of long continuance,
and a notable feature in the history of the "right
bank." A good many of the right bank-ers, con-
sidering it the wrong bank for them just now, have
made it a left bank by coming over to tho city.?

Runkle SL Nesbit, at Bloomsbury, N. J., and before
the (lames Could be subdued, both buildings, with
their machinery, were destroyed. The factories
tvere in the tcnantcy of Messrs. Hilton aud Fart-
ridge, who were at the time making arrangements
to commence the manufacture of woolen goods.
The loss is estimated at about $20,000, which is
partly covered by insurance.

EXTRACTS FROM NEW BOOKS.
INSIDE CANTON.

BY Dlt. YVAN.
[From the London Alhenaum.]

Canton, as painted by Dr. Yvan, is a city in a
kaleidoscope, a mighty) prison reflecting a million
rays of lightand brilliance, a sapphire sphere, with
glittering radiations, a world of vermilion, gauze,
and enamel. The China of Dr. Yvan is the China
of apologues and romances, flowery, mosaic, illumi-
nated?an ivory empire, a box of multitudinous
toys, a realm of gardens, pavilions, bridges and ar-
tificial waters. The traveler's kindled limey, we
suspect, was at work on the waters and among the
palaces of Canton; for, although his descriptions
may be in good faith and founded in fact, he bur-
nishes them into theatrical lustre, and raises the cur-
tain npon a scene more gorgeous, quaint and fasci-
nating than an opium eater's vision. In this opinion
we are confirmed byDr. Y van's stray testimonies
concerning himself, for he is at no pains to conceal
the truth, that be sees through an optic glass
very peculiarly tinted. At Canton ho is in ocsta-
cies.

In London, eternal fog would weigh down his
eyelids and roll mclancholly shadows about his
brain. lie lias hut one practical reminiscence of
England, and that is when "those insipid hits of
fried or roasted meat tvhieh people eat in London"
are contrasted with the delicacies of the race that
feeds on rats, kakkerlacs, rice, fatty cakes, andpuppies; but, to enjoy the Doctor's vivacity, the
reader should be in a good humor and in a credulous
mood; and in that case, this volume will be pleas-
anter to him than a chapter from 'The Book of Ten
Thousand delights: or, the Garden of Knowledge.'
'lnside Canton,' indeed, was written apparently from
a sense of gratitude to a hospitable people,?to the
voung girl, for instance, who first presented the
Foreign Devil with well-boiled, polished, semi-trans-
parent rice, grown in a salt soil and cooked as l ice
should he, so as to leave each grain separate from
the others, or to the bine-buttoned mandarin who
entertained him in a vast puzzle of delicate archi-
tecture, constituting a palace in China.

The house into which Dr. Yvan was originallyin-
troduced at Canton was of a composite disorder,
mingling the European with the Oriental, with a
roof ofsparkling granite, stores of silk, tea, and
inusk, and hospitable ranges of apartments hung
with silk, separated by ivory and ebony lattices,
and, in the harem portions, decorated witha species
of pornography that would have shocked Apitleius
and given l'arrhasins a hint. Here, however, we
will not linger. The odor of Europe follows us;
hut we escape from it in an overflowing street of
Canton.

"And yet, in these waves of population, among
this compact crowd, we did not see a single woman,
a single child, a single carriage, a single wagon, a
single horse, a single dog, or a single eat; we be-
held only men: everywhere men; men in silk robes,
men in pointed hats, men fanning themselves, men
loaded with goods, or chair-porters. If we were
to stop, for a few instants, the current of women,
children, and of rolling and of creaking machines,
which incessantly traverse the principal streets of
i'aris, the latter would suddenly be silent and de-
serted. Let the reader imagine, from this, the
enormous population of Canton."

No Aceldama, no Dark and Bloody ground, no
Golgotha, no execution ground slippery with the
blood of perpetual massacre?in China nicknamedjustice?notlung of that which once shocked Stavo-
rinus and now appals "Our Own Correspondent,"
did I)r. \ vai see. All was pleasant and lively.

"The passengers were little citizens, wearing
the long blue robe, the violet camail, and the black
silk cap; members of the lower classes, dressed
in blue nankeen; beggars covered with rags, or
dressed in rattsn mats; hawkers, itinerant barbers,
dentists, restau-ateurs, ami dealers in sweatmeats.
In the midst of these plebeians moved mandarins
carried in their massive chairs bv four robust
young fellows; rich merchants and voung literary
men, comfortably installed in their chairs of liglit
bamboo. At times certain portable cells strongly
excited my curiosity; they were veiled from "all
eyes, and presented'so discreet a physiognomy that
I presumed they contained the joys"of the interior
apartments. 1 ivas not mistaken. They were
yonnf women go ng out to pay visits. They were
usually accompanied by one or two duennas, who
walked between Lie shafts of the palanquin, hiding
their faces with their fans."

i'hantasv seemed to him the soul of Chinese life.
It was visible everywhere?in wood carved into
lace, in little silk-draped chapels, in the concentrichalls, in the military boots with heaver soles, in the
music ot the Empire, in parasols, palanquins and
bronzes, in polished rilicatc, lacquer and porcelain.
1 lie lapidary of China is the prime inventor of these
grotesque elaborations.

"There are human figures with faces carved in
yellow nephrites, clothed in turquoises or pieces of
jet, there are women without feet, cut in transpa-
rent amber, who resemble the bulbs at the end of
bulrushes. These fantastical creatures live in jasper
houses built upon mountains of granite; Hie parks
ol these chateaux are shaded by trees with lapis-
lazuli trunks and branches, and crystal leaves and
fruit. The sky, earth, and sea correspond withthese
strange compositions; the clouds are of jade, and
cast green reflections: heavy silver junks sail Upon
the sea, the waves of which are golden, and the
ground is strewed with mineral spangles, which re-
flect the solar rays in brilliant sparks."

Night on the waters of Canton:
"Ipon the roof beats the tam-tam; rockets are
fired trom tire mast-heads; from every window
sounds the music of shrill voices, and issues a ltalf-
mulllcd light. It must be confessed these proce-
dures of invitation arc very successful. On every
hand, you may now see, noiselessly threading the
stream, boats laden with girls, boats laden with
wealthy mcrcliannts?yes, and boats laden with
young students. It is even so 1 Just the same here
as with us in I'aris! Dance or not dance, these
Chinese students find their way to their casino 1?But let us watch. Though some of these motley
cargoes discharge on board the flower boats, other
cargoes are leaving them; it is not uncommon to
see gorgeous mandarin-boats, lanterns litand pend-
ants.flying, glide up to take in a cargo of handsome
girls, and then glide off again, to unload their
charming freight before some one of the places
which border the canals of the Tchou-kiang 1"

It was a vision ofpearl lanterns, of young dan-
cing-girls, in short blue and and rose colored skirts,
of mandarins playing chess, of kiosks, pyramids of
flowers, epicureans eating brainless ducks and force-
meat halls, painted tapestries, and glimpses of abom-
inable mystery. Also, of ladies feasting:

"A very charming and winsome object is a Chi-
nese woman eating. Our pretty messmates helped
themselves, with the ends of their chopsticks, from
the dishes spread upon the table, to a Nankin juju-
be, a hit of ofginger, or of water-lily confection,
and carried it to their lips with a mincing delicacy
of movement, whicli made them look like pet birds
being fed, a beak full at a time."

We will enter a Chinese interior with Dr. Yvan :

"The little chamber of Madame Pan-se-Chen, for
instance, is an admirable boudoir?sofas, chairs,
toilet-tables, and the rest being made of beautiful
wood, chiselled with inlinite art?but her bed, ly-
ingunderneath a network of gauze, is titter for a
nun's penance than to rest the soft limbs of a del-
icate lady. A few strips of bamboo in a nankin
paliasse serve for a mattress, and the quiltis attach-
ed to the cotton sheet. I might say just the same
of a splendid hall which Pan-se-Chen had just got
completed. The lloor, in wood of different colors,
was covered with beautiful devices; the ceilings
were giltlike a shrine. The door, cornices, and
walls were brightened with that wonderful varnish
which makes the substances to which it is applied
look like blocks of marble,'porphyry, or other
rare stones, cut and polished."

And here is the lady of the palace in the midst of
twelve plump handmaids:

"This frail and delicate little creature, resembled
a sprig of jessamine swayed by the wind; her love-
able and tenderly chiselled features wore an expres-
sion in which smiling and sadness were blended;
one might have fancied her thoughts were rosy
white as the hue which art had lent to her cheeks.
Her eyes like two black pearls, sent from behind
the shelter of her silken lashes soft languorous
glances, or sparkling rays of innocent womanly
malice. Notwithstanding a little want of grace in
its curve, her nose would not have disfigured an
Kuropean countenance. Madame Li was ladylike
after the manner of a charming young girl; her dig-
nity was infantine in its grace. And as on one of
the great sofas of black wood she sat see-sawing
her legs backwards and forwards, showing her feet
encased in slippers broidered with gold, and her
ancles hung with bracelets, picking the leaves off
an cyulan flower with her pretty little fingers, mur-
muring musically rather than talking?you could
hardly help feeling as if you could eat her up like
an orange flower.

This grand lady chastised one of her damsels in
the presence of the visitors, and sent her blushing,
smarting, and sobbing into a corner. Generally
speaking, says Dr. Yvan:

"The law of association will always rule; and a
Chinese woman, to be seen as 1 have painted her,
must be seen in the gilded prison which man has
made for her. You must watch her tottering
along, screen in hand, over those brilliant floors
which reflect her features, watch her seated in her
porcelian chair, her little body swaying to and
fro without cessation; watch her eating with moth-
er-of-pearl chopsticks, which so well become her
litttle fingers and her little mouth! Removed from
these native conditions, the Chinese woman is a car-
icature."

This translation has been neatly executed?-
and the volume is timely, and of a proper com-
plexion.

TITE HERO OB' LAKE ERIE.
( From, Vol VllofBenton's Abridgement of the Debates ofCongress.J

ARELIC OF THE LATE WILLIAM LOWNDES.?Of all
the distinguished men who have passed periods of
their lives in cither House of Congress there is cer-
tainly no one, of anything like equal ability, who
has left fewer traces on the page of history, or on
the records of Congress, than William Lowndes, the
eminent for several vears of the
State of South Carolina. Not that he was less hon-
ored and respected, as well for his elevated patriot-
ism and his fine intellect, as for his high moral qual-
ties and his social virtues, than an v one of his con-
temporaries in public life. But that so few of his
eloquent speeches are to be found on record is at-
tributable, in part, to his unfeigned ditlidcnce,
which placed less than their true value upon his
own exertions, and, in part, to an objection which
he had, on principle to the practice, then general,
of writingout speeches for publication, either before
or alter the delivery.

A sketch, however, of one of the briefest of the
speeches of this eminent statesman, (who but for
