Hon. THEOPHILUS PARSONS. LL.D., Dane Professor.Hon. EMORY WASHBURN, LL.D., University Professor.The course of instruction embraces the various branchesof the Common Law, and of Equity, Admiralty, Com-

mercial, International and Constitutional Law, and the
Jurisprudence of the United States. The Law Library
consists of about 14.000 volumes, and as new works ap-
pear they are added, and every effort is made to render itcomplete.

Instruction is given by oral lectures and expositions,
(and by recitations and examinations, in connection withthem,) of which there are ten every week. Two MootCourts are also hohlen in each week, at each of which acause, previously given out, is argued by four students,and an opinion delivered by the Presiding Instructor.
Rooms and other facilities are a'so provided for the ClubCourts; and an Assembly is held weekly for practice inde-
bate, and acquiring a knowledge ef parliamentary law and
proceedings.

Students mav enter the School in any stage of their pro-
fessional studies or mercantile pursuits, and at the com-
menement of either term, or inthe middle or other part ofterm.

They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur-e according to their view of their own wants and at
tainments.

The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,
six week* after tbe third Wednesday in July is dividedinto two terms, of twenty weeks each, with a vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened,
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

FLORIDA WAR CLOSED!
VOLUNTEERS DISCHARGED.

Gen. BillyBowlegs mid the Principal Chiefs
.Departed for the West I

Sam Jonet holds out, and wouldn't emigrate for two wagon
Loads of Money!

By the Florida mail which reached here by the
boat last evening, we received the Tampa Penin-
sular of the Bth inst., giving assurances that the
war had been effectually closed, though a few In-
dians are still left in the country. The number is
estimated at 38 warriors and their families. The
Colonel Commanding has issued orders for the
disbandment of the volunteer force. The Indianswho have come in, amounting to 165 in all, have
embarked on the steamer Gray Cloud, and will be
carried immediately out of the country. Thirty-
eight warriors and their families are said to remain
behind, full enough, we think, for another long
Florida war, should they feel disposed to wage it.

We copy the following from a communication by
Major F. N. Page, late Adjutant General, which
we find in the Peninsular :

The hills along the Hudson told to one anotherthe tale. As the summons hurried to the south, it
was one day at New York; in one more at Phila-delphia; the next it lighted a watchfire at Balti-more; thence it waked an answer at Annapolis.?
Crossing the Potomac near Mount Vernon, it was
sent forward without a halt to Williamsburg. It
traversed the Dismal Swamp to Nanse-nond aloDg
the route of the first emigrants to North Carolina!It moved onwards and stillonwards througli bound-less groves of evergreen to Newborn and to Wil-
mington. "For God's sake, forward it by night
and by day," wrote Cornelius Harnet by the ex-
press which sped for Brunswick.

Patriots of South Carolina caught up its tones at
the border, and dispatched it to Charleston, andthrough pines and palmettoes and moss-clad live
oaks, still further to the south, till it resoundedamong the New England settlements beyond thj
Savannah. Hillsborough and the Mecklenbur"-dis-trict of North Carolina rose in triumph, now 'hat
their wearisome uncertainty had its end. l'ht BlueRidge took up the voice and made it heard fmm one
end to the other of the valley of Virginia. The Al-leghanies, as they listened, opened thei." barriers
that the "loud call" might pass through to thehardy riflemen on the Holston, the Watauga, and
the French Broad. Ever renewing its strength,
powerful enough even to create a commonwealth, it
breathed its inspiring word to the first settlers of
Kentucky; so that hunters who made their halt in
the matchless valley of the Elkhorn, commemorated
the nineteenth day ot April by naming their en-
campment Lexington.

V\ ith one impulse the colonies sprung to arms:
with one spirit they pledged themselves to eachother "to be ready for the extreme event." Withone heart the continent cried "Liberty or Death."

The first measure of the Massachusetts committee
of safety after the dawn of the twentieth of April,
was a circular to the several towns in Massachu-
setts. "We conjure," they wrote, "by all that is
dear, by all that is sacred; 'we beg and' entreat, asyou will answer it to your eountrv, to your con-
sciences, and above all, to God himself," that you
will hasten and encourage by all possible means'the
enlistment of men to form the army; and send them
forward to head-quarters at Cambridge with thatexpedition which the vast importance and instanturgency of the affair demand."

The people of Massachusetts had not waited for
the call. The country people, as soon as they heard
the cry of innocent blood from the ground, snatched
their firelocks from the walls; and wives, and
mothers, and sisters took part in preparing the men
of their households to go forth to the war. Thefarmers rushed to "the camp of liberty," often with
nothing but the clothes on their baclks, without a
day's provisions, and many without a farthing in
their pockets. Their country was in danger; their
brethren were slaughtered; their arms alone em-
ployed their attention. On their way, the inhabi-
tants gladly opened their hospitable doors and all
things were in common. For the first night of thesiege, Prescott of Pepperell with his Middlesex min-
ute men kept the watch over the entrance to Boston,
and while Gage was driven for safety to fortify the
town at allpoints, the Americans already- talked of
nothing but drivinghim and his regiments into the
sea.

On the night of the 2d. Col. Garret, returned,
bringing with him three of Sam Jones' men with
their families, nine in all.

At the same time the committee by letter gave
the story of the preceding day to New Hampshire
and Connecticut, whose assistance they entreated.
"We shall be glad," they wrote, "that our brethren
who come to our aid, may be supplied with military
stores and provisions, as we have none of either,
more than is absolutely necessary for ourselves."
And without stores, or cannon, or supplies even of
powder, or of money, Massachusetts by its congress,
on the twenty-second of April, resolved unanimous-
ly that a New England army of thirty thousand
men should be raised, and established its own pro-
portion at thirteen thousand six hundred. The
term of enlishment was fixedfor the last day of De-
cember.

Long before this summons the ferries over the
Merrimac were crowded by men from New Hamp-
shire. "We go," said they, "to the assistance of
our brethren." Hi- one oVlrujV
wards ot sixty men of Nottingham assembled at themeeting house with arms and equipments, underCilley and Dearbon; before two they were joinedby
bands from Deerfield and Epsom; and they set outtogether for Cambridge. At dusk they reached
Haverhill ferry, a distance of twenty-seven miles,
having run rather than marched: they halted in
Anaover only for refreshments, and traversing fifty-
tive miles in less than twenty hours, by sun rise ofthe twenty-first, paraded on Cambridge common.

The veteran, John Stark, skilled in the ways of
the Indian, the English, and his countrymen, able
to take his rest on a bearskin with a roll of snow
for a pillow,frank and humane, eccentric but true,famed for coolness, and courage, and integrity, bad
norival in the confidence of his neighbors, and was
chosen colonel of their regiment by their unani-mous vote. He rode in haste to the scene of action,on the way encouraging the volunteers to rendez-
vous at Medford. So many followed, that on the
morning of the twenty-second, he was detached
with three hundred to take post at Chelsea, where
his battalion, which was one of the fullest in the
besieging army became a model for its discipline.

By the twenty-third, there were already about
two thousand men from the interior parts'of New
Hamshire, desirous "not to return before the work
was done," Many who remained near the upper
Connecticut threw up the civil and military com-
missions held from the king, for said they: "The
king lias forfeited his crown, and all commissions
from him are therefore vacated of course."

In Connecticut, Trumbull, the governor, sent out
writs to convene the legislature of the colony at
Hartford on the Wednesday following the battle. ?

Meantime the people could not be restrained. On
the morning of the (Twentieth, Israel Putnam, of
Pomfret, in leather frock and apron, was assisting
hired men to build a stone wall on his farm, when
he heard the cry from Lexington. Leaving them
to continue their task, he set oft' instantly to rouse
the militia ofliccrs of the nearest towns. On his re-
turn, he found hundreds who had mustered and
chosen him their leader. Issuing orders for them
to follow, he himself pushed forward without chang-
ing the checked shirt he had worn in the field, and
reached Cambridge at sunrise the next morning,
having rode the same horse a hundred miles within
eighteen hours, lie brought to the service of his
country courage which, during the war, was never
questioned; and a heart than which none throbbed
more honestly or warmly for American freedom.

From Wcathersfield, a hundred young volunteers
marched for Boston on the twenty-second, well-arm-
ed and in high spirits. From the neighboring
towns, men of the largest estates, and the most
esteemed for character, seized their firelocks and
followed. By the second night, several thousands
from the colony were on their way. Some fixed on
their standards and drums the "colony arms, and
round it in letters of gold, the motto, that God who
brought over their fathers would sustain the sons.

In New Haven, Benedict Arnold, captain of a vol-
unteer company, agreed with his men to march the
next morning for Boston. "Wait for proper or-
ders," was the advice of Wooster; but the self-
willed commander, brooking no delay, extorted
supplies from the committee of the town; and on
the twenty-ninth, reached the American head-quar-
ters withhis company. There was scarcely a town
in Connecticut that was not represented among the
besiegers.

The nearest towns of Rhode Island were in mo-
tion before the British had finished their retreat.
At the instance of Hopkins and others, Wanton,
the governor, though himsef inclined to the royal
side, called an assembly. Its members were all of
one mind; and when Wanton, with several of the
council, showed hesitation, they resolved, if ne-
cessary to proceed alone. The council yielded, and
confirmed the unanimous vote of the assembly which
authorized raising an army of fifteen hundred men.
'?The colony of Rhode Island," wrote Bowler, the
speaker to the Massachusetts congress, "is firm and
determined; and a greater unanimity in the lower
house scarce ever prevailed." Companies of the
men of Rhode Island preceded this early message.

The conviction of Massachusetts gained the cheer-
ing confidence that springs from sympathy, now
that New Hampshire and Connecticut and Rhode
Island had come to its support. The New England
volunteers were men of substantial worth, of whom
almost every one represented a household. The
members of the several companies were wellknown to
each other as to brothers, kinsmen and townsmen;
known to the old men who remained at home, and to
all the matrons and maidens. They were sure to be re-
membered weekly in the exercises of the congrega-
tions; and morning and evening in the usual family
devotions, they were commended with fervent pie-
ty to the protection of heaven. Every young sol-
dier lived and acted, as it were, under the keen
observation of all those among whom he had grown
up, and was sure that his conduct would occupy
the tongues of his village companions while he was
in the field, and perhaps be remembered his life
long. The camp of liberty was a gathering in arms
ofschoolmates, neighbors" and friends; and Boston
was beleagured round from Roxbury to Chelsea by
an unorganized fluctuating mass ofmcn,each with his
own musket and his little store ofcartridges and such
provisions as he brought withhim, or as were sent af-
ter him or were contributed by the people round
about.

The British officers, from the sense of their own
weakness, and from fear of the American marks-
men, dared not offer a sally. Their confinement
was the more irksome, for it'came of a sudden be-
fore their magazines had been filled: and was fol-
lowed by "an immediate stop to supplies of ev-
ery kind." The troops, in consequence, suffered
severely from unwholesome diet; and their com-
manders fretted with bitter mortification. They
had scoffed at the Americans as cowards who would
run at their sight; and they had saved themselves
from destruction only by the rapidity of their re-
treat.

Reinforcements and three new general officers

Sam Jones in person had removed off, positively
refusing to have any further intercourse, and says,
he would not emigrate for two wagon loads of money !

Some of his men and women, followed, those of his
party, leaving their camps, and ridiculed them for
selling themselves for money ! On the arrival of
Col. Garret at Fort Myers, Col. Rector gave notice
that on the morning of" the 4th, the Indians intend-
ing to emigrate, should be ready to embark in time
to leave the same. At an earlv hour on the morn-
ingof the fourth inst., ail the hostiles then at Fort
Myers, together with the delegation, embarked;
the payment commenced and at II o'clock we were
under way steaming down the river, with 122 hos-
tile Indians, men, women and children on board.

The number ol hostile Indians emigrating volun-tarily, is 125, and in addition to the captives, 165,
all told, will be taken from Florida.

The Indians left in the country are now in throe
parties; Ist, the boatmen, numbering 12 warriors
and one boy capable of bearing arms. This party
Billyleaves with reluctance, and asserts, positively,
that if they could have been found they would have
emigrated willingly. He hopes that they will not
be killed, and says they will notice a white (lag.
He says, further, Sam Jones is a fool and he does
not care what becomes of him. 2d, Sam Jones'
party, numbering 17 men with their families, in-cluding Sam Jones; of these; are 5 old men and 12
warriors. Sam Jones' party originally numbered
21 warriors?4 of them are on board. 3d, the Tal-
lahassees. The strength of this party is not accu-
rately known, but, from all the information re-
ceived, numbers eight warriors with their families.
Billysays lie has not seen these Indians for five
years.

Of the IGS Indians emigrating, there are 3S men
and boys capable of bearing arms, and claimed by
Biilyto be 15 years and over, besides these two ne-
groes capable of bearing arms, and, probably, more
belligerent than the hostile Indians. The remain-
der?l27?are women and children (bovs andgirls.)

"I omitted to_ mention that u rumor or one or
tne float party is on board, and that several others
ot this party are bis relations?nephews and nieces,
lie confirms Billy's statement that, if found, this
party would certainlv come in. lie exhibits great
anxiety for their safety.

The Grey Cloud arrived at Egmont fi,P. 51., on
the Cth, with all safe on board.? Ed. Savannah lie-publican.

BRITISH CRUISERS A.\D AMERICANSniPS.
CASE OF THE AMERICAN BARK W. H. CHANDLER.

Among the vessels which were boarded by the
British naval officer at Sagua I.a Grande, Cuba, on
the Ist inst., were the bark W. H. Chandler, Capt.
Gage, of this port, and the brig slartha Gilchrist,
Capt. Rawley, of St. George's, .Maine. The former
arrived here on Friday, and the latter on Saturday
last. Captain Gage has made a statement, under
his own signature, of all the material facts of the
visit to his vessel. This statement is as follows :

SAGUA LA GP.ANOE, \
Sunday, May '1?614 P. M. j

I was boarded by a boat commanded by an oflicer
dressed in the English naval uniform.

He came on deck without asking permission,
walked into my cabin, and proceeded to ask ques-
tions?such as the vessel's name, where she belong-
ed, where she was bound to, what was her cargo,
and a great many others.

I asked him his object in doing this, and he re-
plied that he was going home and wanted to make a
report of all the vessels at that place. The boat
was manned by some twelve or fifteen men, and had
arms init.

He went on board of all the American vessels ex-
cept two that were lying in port, and one Spanish
bark. He even went down into some of the vessels'
holds.

The boat had no colors flying, but as she ap-
proached a vessel's side he would show the English
flag, and then it would be put in the bottom of the
boat again.

After he had asked me the questions, he wanted
my ship's papers. I told him that they were de-
posited at the Consul's. Then be wanted to see my
clearance from New York, which I showed. He
examined it, and said that it was not legal, as there
was no naval officer's signature to it. I showed
him to the contrary, and he went away.

It was proved after that the boat belonged to the
English war-steamer Styx.

The Captain of the Port of Sagua La Grande took
an account of all the proceedings, and had themsigned by the captains of vessels that were hoarded,
and he declared he would put a stop to such actions,
as they have no right to board vessels lyingin Span-
ish ports. ALBERT GAGE.

Master ofbark W. 11. Chandler.
Captain Gage also sends us the following:

NEW YORK, SATURDAY, May 15, 1858.
To the Editor of the New York Timeft.

In the extended account as published in Satur-
day's Herald, touching my being boarded by an
English officer in the harbor of Sagua La Grande
there are so many inaccuracies and overstatements
of what transpired that I am obliged, in justice to
myself and others, to request that the public will
not hold me responsible for anything beyond what
was published over my own signature.

51v vessel was not searched, and the language and
bearing of the English officer were those of a gen-
tleman; and I made no complaint, except that he
asked a good many questions which I thought he
had no r'ght to, after seeing that my vessel was a
regular trader, and loaded with the products of the
country. I did not smell his breath, as stated; ho
asked me for a glass of water, and, as is usual, I in-
vited him to take a glass of gin, which he did not
refuse. He used no profane or other language un-
becoming an officer. ALLEN A. GAGE.

Captain Gage further stated to our reporter that
there was nothing in the conductof the British offi-
cer either in language or behavoir unbecoming a
gentleman; he was neither drunk nor profane ind
after satisfying himself that the bark was an honest
trader, went about his business, exchanging the
usual civilities as he left. Captain Gage confessed
to a little vexation at the number and variety of
questions put to him, when it was so clear that he
was engaged in a legitimate commerce, and asked
the officer his object in making the inquiries. Ho
replied that ho wished to report to his Government
the number and description of all vessels in that
part of Cuba.

Captain Gage recognizes the right of any man-of-
war to board and examine suspected vessels so far
as is necessary to ascertain their true character;
and so far as lie is concerned he would make no ob-
jection when the act is performed in such a manner
as to give assurance of the good intentions of the
party making the examination.

CASE OF AMERICANBRIG MARTHAGILCHRIST.
Captain Rawley, of the brig 51artha Gilchrist,

was also lyingin the harbor of Sagua la Grande,
and was loaded with sugar and molasses, bound to
New York. It was sunset when the boat from the
British steamer came alongside; no flag was dis-

The men from the boat lighted their pipes at the
galley, and were very sociable with the brig's crew.
The language of the officer was civil, and his man-
ner respectful; he answered several questions from
Captain Rawley, among others as to whether he
came from a sailing vessel or a steamer, to which
he replied, "A steamer."

On leaving, he asked the course to steer to go out

of the leeward passage. The Captain gave him the
required directions, and the oflicer departed, bid-

THE BRITISH OUTRAGES.
MEETING OF TIIE SHIP MASTERS?MEETING ATTUB MIIR-

_ CHANTS' EXCHANGE TUESDAYAFTERNOON.
An informal meeting of ship owners, ship masters

and others, was held on Saturday afternoon at Del-monico's, when, after an interchange of views upon
the subject of the recent outrages of the British
West India squadron upon American vessels, the
following resolutions were unanimously passed, as
embodying the sentiments of those present.

Resolved, That the late measures of insolent search
of American merchantmen instituted by British na-
val officers in the West Indies is an outrage upon
our rights, injurious to our commerce, and insulting
in the extreme to our national honor.

Resolved, That the navigators of this meeting as-
sert that their experience in foreign waters hasproved that the American navy has ever afforded to
American sailors but little or no protection.

Resolved, That Congress should assist the admin-
istration to enforce retribution for every high hand-
ed wrong, so as to render the American name a ter-
ror throughout the world.

Resolved, That "our flag covers the cargo,"
whether that cargo consists of niggers or nothing;
and that "freedom from search" is an American's
inalienable right at sea, as much so as freedom from
the intrusion of foreign policemen in our domicils
on shore.

Resolved, That a meeting of ship owners, ship
masters, sailors, and other citizens, be called on
Tuesday afternoon, at 4 o'clock, in the Merchants'
Exchange, to take such measures as may be deemed
necessary to induce Congress to take such action as
shall preserve inviolate from British jealousy and
arrogance so much of our republic as is afloat on the
high seas.

Acommittee was also appointed, in accordance
w tli the last resolution, to have such a deinonstra-
f;Qn as the subject demands.?A r . >'.

IMPORTANT FROM NORTHERN MEXICO.
lIENNINGSEN AND LOCKRIDGE IN COMMUNICATIONWITH

CEN. VIDAURRI?LOCKRIDGE'S SERVICES REFUSED.

From the Corjms Chrisli I Texas) Valley.
We have the following important news from

Northern Mexico, furnished by Capt. Ban Hastings,
justin from Rio Grande City :

Burango has pronounced in favor of Zuloaga,
against the Liberals, to whom they swear they will
give the sword to the hilt.

I'arrodi's forces, to a man, had deserted and
joined those of Zuloaga.

The Nuevo Leon forces, in the neighborhood of
\u25a0San Luis, are too weak to accomplish anything, are
divided into several parties to cut off provisions,
and are awaiting reinforcements.

Caravajal will leave for Tampico immediately,
with but few troops. Ho is General-in-Chief of tho
vanguard.

Three persons from the vicinityof San Luis, sent
out to assassinate Vidaurri, Garza and Zavas, have
been caught and hung.

From a reliable source we have still further in-
formation from the seat of confusion, to the effect
that Vidaurri's forces.'under Suassa, having failed to
make an impression upon San Luis, had retreated.

Lieut. Martinez, of Candala, one of Suassa's com-
mand, with ten men, had been ambuscaded and tho
whole party massacred. Upofi hearing of which
Suassa was so enraged that he caused thirty prison-
ers to be shot?some accounts say seventy.

News from Monterey to the 21st ult., represents
Vidaurri's ariny as being in tine condition, enthusi-
astically awaiting the rumored approach upon Mon-
terey of eight thousand Government troops. If this
be true, the question will soon be settled?against
the Liberals we fear, unless aid from this side of the
river be promptly accepted.

Gen. Henningsen arrived in Monterey on the 17th
ultimo.

Mr. S. A. Lockridgc, (sometimes called Colonel,)
upon arriving at Brownsville, addressed Vidaurri
a letter, in which he offered to furnish men and mu-
nitions to aid in the liberal cause. To which Vi-
daurri replied by stating that upon certain contin-
gencies he might accept aid. On the 7th ult., Mr.Lockridge, upon hearing of Gen. Ilenningseu's ar-
rival in this city, writes Vidaurri again, from which
we take the following extract:"This Gen. Henningsen is the agent of Walker,
and comes to yourcountrv to 'filibuster.' You know
what was tbe conduct of "Walker in Sonora and Ni-
caragua too well for me to give any light as to his
intention. Henningsen has said that if he can make
no arrangements withyou or Caravajal, he willtake
possession of the country. I desire to inform your
excellency, that 1 protest against these piratical ar-
rangements, and that I will have no connection
with such movements."

In reply, Gen. Vidaurri dismisses Mr. Lockridge
very summarily, dec'ines any further correspond-
ence with him, and deservedly treats him as a rene-
gade adventurer and filibuster.

WASHINGTON, May 16.?The New Orleans papers
contain details of the news by the Tennessee. The
arrival of Juarez and his staff at Vera Cruz, says a
letter from thence, makes that city the provisional
seat of government. Vera Cruz is said to be able
to withstand any force which Zuloaga can bring
against it. General Kcheagaray, it was reporteif)
would shortly attack itwith five thousand men.

The steamer Guerrero had revolted and put into
Tuspan, the only port on the Gulf in favor of Zuloa-
ga, with a lot of military stores destined for the de-
fence of Tampico. Gen. Zamora with a ten gun
steamer, and a number of gun-boats, was prepar-
ing to retake her.

INTELLIGENCE FROM THE SUBMARINE

EXPEDITION.
THE SEBASTOROL EXPEDITION.

The expedition which left this country a rear or
two since, under the auspices of the Boston Subma-
rine and Wrecking Company, to participate in tho
attempt to raise the Russian fleet sunk in the har-
bor of Sebastopol during the war between Russia
and Prance and England, have returned to this city
within a day or two, having disposed of their vessels
at Constantinople to pay expenses. The persons con-
nected with this expedition give as one reason of tho
failure the fact that the sunken vessels had suffered
much greater destruction from the worms than had
generally been supposed. Itis said that so rotten had
they become from this cause, that a diverby placing
his "shoulder against the side of one of the vast ships
could rock it to and fro. The recovery of a portion
of the sunken property also disclosed the extent to
which the Russian government has been cheated in
the building of these vessels. It was found thatmany of the bolts and other similar portions of tho
vessels which should have been of copper, for which
the government paid, were in fact, altogether of
iron. The Gowen Submarine Company, principal-
ly from Philadelphia, will continue at Sebastopol
to clear the harbor, nnder additional inducements
from the Russian government.

THE FRIGATE SAN PEDRO EXPEDITTON.
Intelligence from another expedition to gather

submarine treasures has also been received in this
city. The mate of the brig Monagas, which vessel
went out under the auspices of the Boston Subma-
rine and Wrecking Company, to attempt the recov-
ery of the millions of coin on board the frigate San
Pedro, sunk on the coast of Venezuela over half a
century ago, has returned to this city. He reports

favorably of the prospects. The Monagas sailed

from Turk's Island, April 28, after taking in six
months' provisions, on her return to the scene of the
wreck. Since the last accounts a quantity of silver
dollars, embedded together, as many as ninety hav-
ing been found in one lot, had been recovered, and
it was thought possible that the main body would
soon be reached. A number of brass cannon had
been recovered, and were on their way to this coun-
try. Capt. Smith, of the Monagas, was attacked
with the yellow fever at Turk's Island, but had re-
covered. Fortunately the remainder of tho crew
escaped the disorder.

The bar of Leavenworth, Kansas, now numbers
over 100 members, and it is said to possess muchlegal talent.

It is thought that the New York Central Railroad
Company willincur a loss of $lOO,OOO by the lata
dreadful accident.

Three thousand dollars worth of mourning goods,
the choicest articles being carefully selected, wera
stolen from a store in Cincinnati on Monday night.
