NEWS FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL OF THE NORTH AMERICAN AT QUEBEC, AND
THE AUSTRIA AT THIS PORT.

In yesterday's Commercial was given a dispatch
from Riviere du Loup, announcing the arrival off
that point (if the North American, from LiY'erpool
Way 5. After the paper went to press further par-
ticulars were received. This morning the Ham-burgh screw steamer Austria, Captain Heydtmann,
arrived at this port from Hamburgh, via South-
ampton. Captain 11. left Hamburgh on the Ist
inst., and Southampton at 5 o'clock on the after-
noon of Thursday, May 4. The Austria brings 453
passengers. Experienced strong winds from W.N.W.and W.S.W.

A communication in the Times, dated Plymouth,
May 1, says, respecting the Atlantic telegraph
cable :

Allthe wires has been removed from the tanks at
Kcyham excepting about 200 miles, which are inthe course of removal, at the rate of about two
miles per hour, to the Niagara. Up to ! o'clock
this morning she had received 1,070 miles viz :
wardroom coil, 312; hold, 335; lower deck, 170; and
main-deck, 250. The last named will receive 30 or
40 more; the after tank on deck, 200 miles; and a
second deck forwards 150 miles. The remainder of
the wire is daily expected from the manufactory.

The total length shipped last year was 1,255 miles;
this year the Niagara will take' 1,108. Across the
after tank there is a stage, on which is fitted, right
over the cone in the centre, a horizontal Hanged
wheel, with the spindle fore and aft; from this
wheel, the wire runs once round a vertical revolv-
ing barrel, and is then guided by a horizontal roll-
erto the paying-out machinery over the stern.?
This coil willbe discharged first and willhe follow-
ed by the main deck coil; then the lower deck and
hold, and finally the wardroom. The after-deck
tank, which is over the wardroom, is nearly finish-
ed. The one forward is between the fore and main-
masts; it surrounds the main hatchway, with the
combings of which its floor will be level; this tank
is expected to be ready by Monday.

The Agamemnon has received all her portion of
the wire from Key ham, and, like the Niagara, is ex-
pecting more. She has in her upper deck coil 233
miles; orlop, 95; and main hold, 931; here there is
space for 210 additional miles, which will complete
her lading to 1,470 miles, about the same quantity
as that on board the frigate, and like her, 200 miles
more than last year. The measurement is by statute
miles. The rigging of the Agamemnon is complete;
she remains in the tidal basin until all the machine-
ry is on board, when she willbe tugged into llamo-
aze toreceive her fuel.

FATAL STEAMSHIP COLLISION AND SINK-

ING OF BOTH VESSELS.
A fearful collision with a serious loss of human

life was reported yesterday at Lloyd's by their
agent at MijfordHaven.

The catastrophe appears to have occurred be-
tween the hours, of eleven and twelve, between
Wicklow-head and the Kish light ship on the Irish
coast. The Brigand, screw steamer, from Bristol
and Swansea, with her ordinary complement ofpas-
sengers, and a cargo of general merchandise, was
pursuing her way up the St. George Channel for
Belfast and the Clyde, when she came in contact
with the ship William Campbell, Capt Sivel, mas-
ter, bound to Trinidad from Greenock. Such was
the force with which the vessels came together that
both of them foundered in comparatively a very
short period. Capt. Sivell, of the William Camp-
bell, and six of his crew are supposed to have per-
ished, and twenty-one of the crew and passengers
of the steamer are missing, and serious apprehen-
sions arc entertained for their safety.

The survivors of both vessels, numbering in all
19, were picked up by the Espoir, from Ostend for

Liverpool, which safely landed them at Milford Ha-
ven, on Sunday morning.

Amongst those rescued by the Espoir Yvas Win.
Williams, a boatswain of the schooner George, Cap-
tain Cross, of London, who was the only survivor
of his ship, which went down on the morning of
Friday last, 27 miles cast of the Tuskar light. The
vessel was bound to the River Niger from Liverpool
and suddenly capsized and disappeared, Williams
saving his life by clinging to a piece of wreck, on
which he was found floating, and picked up bv theBrigand steamer a few hours before the collision
with the William Campbell.

ALTERED TO.VE OF PUBLIC SENTIMENT IN

ENGLAND CONCERNING FOREIGN CON-
QUEST.
As it is the province of a newspaper to provide

all sorts of news, we have not excluded from our
columns even the dissertations upon British policy
with which the Unit-cm has been pleased to favor
its own faithful and single-minded subscribers. But
the subject, has really its important aspect, if intel-
ligently viewed, and we can assure our Continental
readers that if they wish to know the opinions of
this country about territorial conquests, acquisi-
tions, annexations, and so forth, they may receive
what follows as very near the truth indeed.

There was doubtless a time when we, like most
other people, identified the extension of national do-
minion with the promotion of national prosperity,
when we imagined that every square mile of.terri-
tory occupied, no matter where, added so much to
our importance, wealth and power, and when the
occupation of some island in the Caribbean sea was
thought a very satisfactory ex-pression of military
or naval triumph. But, though we may have once
been possessed bv these sentiments, we have cer
tainlyoutlived them. We have uo longer, an a No-
tion, any lust for dominion or craving for territorial
gain. It is not that we have become magnanimous
in the matter, or that we have adopted any policy
of serene or lofty disdain.

Our present views have been forced upon us by
lessons of experience which taught us that the old
system was not only delusive, but unprofitable to
boot. Sidney Smith's fiction of the volcanic island
in the Pacific occupied a fortnight after its emersion
by a Governor and Lieutenant-Governor, a store
keeper and a deputy storekeeper, garrisoned by half
a regiment, defended by a sloop-of-war, and figur-
ing in the estimates for so many thousands yearly
expressed very happily the new ideas which had
come over the public mind. Even our own ancient
colonies were regarded in an entirely fresh light.

Useful things they were, no doubt, but not in the
sense we had been supposing. Their true utility
became manifest exactly in proportion as we dis-
carded all our preconceived notions on the subject
?as we made them self governing, self supporting
and self dependent. As ior any fresh conquests, the
project would have created as much agitation as a
fresh tax?in fact, it would have been argued pretty
loudly and pretty plausibly by a vigorous section
of politicians that the two things came to very
much the same.

Some stir has been lately made about the Isle of
Pcrim. We venture to say that not fifty men in
these islands know or care one jotabout this precious
rock. If they are told that any means have been
taken to improve or facilitate the Overland Route
to India they will be gratified at the intelligence,
for they know that it will tend to the benefit of
their kinsmen or countrymen, as well as the ad-
vantage of trade. If they are informed that any
new piece of territory has come into our possession,
thejr willsimply hope that it is not of much conse-
quence, and perhaps ask whether the end could not
have been gained without the responsibility of the
occupation.

Itwill be said, perhaps, that, for all this, our do-
minions do extend themselves, as for instance, in
India. This is true, but the event has been una-
voidable, and it has certainly not caused anv satis-
faction in this country. Let any person look at the
debates, the discussious, and the controversies which
have attended of late years the acquisition of any
new province in the East such as the Punjaub or
Pegu. It was harder work to pacify the Par-
liament and people at home than to win the battles
abroad.

The authorities responsible for the war and its re-
sults had always an uphill game to fight. They
were met with charges of precipitancy, waste, loss
of blood and treasure, needless outlay and heedless
venture; their arguments to prove that the eon-
quest would really pay its own expenses were never
credited, and the result was simply accepted as a
necessity, which could not be evaded. The Pun-
jaub, indeed, was not annexed till he had made a
vain trial of the only alternative before us.

Nor was this merely the view of an economical
and shopkeeping public. It was the traditional
policy of the Indian Government itself, in so far as
that government was controlled by the Company at

home. Every one in the least degree acquainted
with the subject is well aware that the instructions
sent from Leadenhall street to Calcutta were al-
ways as stringently and as imperiously pacific as
they could be, but the irresistable course of events
hurried Governor after Governor into war.

Ifany person still fancies that "British dominion
in the East" implies some grasping, overbearing,
and insatiable power, let him observe our proceed-
ings beyond the I'eninanla of India. In the Straits
of Malacca?the high road to the great Asiatic
Archipelago and the attractive Empire of China?-
we have three settlements about which we take
such small concern, that when they ask, asthev did
the other day, to be acknowledged'more directly by
the parent State, they take little by their motion.
Pass the Straits, and' look at Borneo, one of the
finest islands of the East.

In the Cape Colony?which we took twice before
keeping it?we have over and over again given up
provinces to the Cadres, and reclaimed tlicni sim-
ply because the last frontier appeared even less se-
cured than the first. Ifany new districts were oc-
cupied, such as the Orange River Sovereignty, we
should infalliblyhave two sets of people in arms on
the instant. The economists would ask in Parlia-
ment by what authority or with what views anv
such extension of our frontier had been proclaimed;
and the Aborigines Protection Society would be
waiting upon the Minister of the day to represent
the case and claims of the native proprietors.

Besides this, the whole country, in so far as the
subject was apprehended at all, would he uneasy
and discontented, for Cadre wars are vorv buwbcars
in the public eye. IKe doubt exceedingly'if any spe-
cies of conquest or acquisition in any quarter of the
globe would be really popular among ns. The very
mention of an advance or an expedition in the direc-
tion of Atfghanistan is something alarming, and all
that has been thought of Pegu during" the late
troubles is, that it was a wonder and a mercy we
not. suffer from the bargain.

If the occupation ol the rock of Pcrim couldreally have been consideredatcrritorial acquisition,
it would probably have provoked some vehement
expostulation; it has only been disregarded becauseit was totally unknown. Even lar more important
posts obtain very little recognition. Correspondents
address us feelingly from Aden, and ask whether
England is really aware ol the position or circum-
stances of that settlement. \Ycare afraid wc should
have to answer that the knowledge in question is
confined to very few, and is not likelyto be ex-
tended.

There is the sovereignty of its Northwestern?-
that is, its most important?coast offered to us by
Rajali Brooke, and we turn away and make no re-
ply to his earnest recital of its capabilities and ad-
vantages. In China itself what have we done???
We once, for the purposes of our trade, bargained
for a really valuable settlement?the island of Chu-
san; and after we had got it we gave itup again,
contenting ourselves with what is apparently one
of the least desirable pieces of territory inthe world
?the Island of Hong Kong.

For the rest we have suffered ourselves to be con-
fined to our factories on the Canton River, without
so much liberty of exercise as would keep our coun-
trymen in health. Even now that we have taken
this famous city, and have established some promis-
ing communication with the Imperial Court, we
contemplate no conquest whatever. The main ar-
gument of every advocate of Sir John Bowring's
policy was that no territorial acquisition was
thought of. ' The least evidence of any such design
would have thrown suspicion arid disrepute upon
all oUr operations ini those parts, and we believe
that every record of these discussions, up to the

The truth is, we look to results alone, and would
willinglysecure them by the method involvingthe
fewest obligations. We really do not want "influ-
ence" either in Egypt, or Abyssinia, or Nubia, or
Tiinbuctoo. What wc want is to get by the easiest
passage from the Mediterranean to the lied Sea,
and from the Red Sea to India. Attentive readers
of late discussions must have seen very clearly that
even India itself was no longer regarded by all par-
ties as a pearl of great price.

// it were not ours already we should probably not

seil: to conquer it; hut, as we have got it, and are
established there, we must do our duty to its peo-
ple. That even more than the obvious impossibili-
ty of withdrawing from such a position, has been
the key-note of popular arguments. Wc could not
abandon India to anarchy and ruin. We must ac-
complish our mission?with what thanks or what
profit time only can show. There, however, is the
true picture ot "British dominion in the East."

FRANCE.
Earl Cowley was received by the Emperor on Sat-

urday at a private audience, when lie presented to
His Majesty the reply of the Queen of England to
the letters recalling the Count, de Persignv.

M. de Chasseron, the son-in-law of Prince Mnrat,
is appointed French charge d'affaires in China, in
place of M. de Bonrboulon, appointed to another
post.

The Univers has the following:?"Let us renounce
this alliance with perfidious, insolent England?this
alliance which has never been cordial, and which
can never be relied on. An isolated position would
be more satisfactory. A rupture would be prefera-
ble. No war with England, however disastrous,
could ever destroy dynasties in France; the alliance
on English conditions is more menacing to them.?
The tomb of St. Helena is empty, and from it issued
not only the Emperor, but the Empire. The cor-
dial alliance did not prevent Louis Phillippo from
expiring at Claremont, and that tomb will remain
closed.

RUSSIA.
A letter from Moscow of the 15th April, state

that the accounts of the crops in the provinces were
not so favorable as could be desired. It was feared
that a considerable portion of the wheat would rot
in the ground.

TURKEY.
Intelligence from Constantinople, bv way of

Trieste, contradicts the statement that the Sultan
had reproved the Viceroy of Egypt for his activity
in favor of the Suez canai.

SILESIA.
The town ofFrankenstein, in Silesia, situated on

the road from Rreslau to Glatz, was on the 24tli ult.
entirely destroyed by fire. Out ofsoohouses which
the town contained," 100, including the Catholic
church, are in ruins. Sixteen persons perished in
the flames.

INDIA.
Bombay letters add but little of interest to the

telegraphic accounts.
Sir Colin Campbell remained at Lucknow, but

would probably move shortly on Snndola, and then
into Rohilcund.

The English grand army had been redistributed,
with a view to future operations inthe field.

Nena Sahib had been reinforced by BarillyKhan,
and proposed to attack the English.

INDIA.
THE LATEST FROM LUCKNOW?THE SIEGE AND CAPTURE

OF JHANSf.
[ From. the. London Times of the 414.]

By the arrival of the Bombay mail we have re-
ceived our private correspondence and tiles of pa-
pers from Bombay to the 10th of April.

The following is the letter of our Bombay corres-
pondent :

BOMBAY, April 9. ?We have news from Lucknow
by telegraph down to yesterday. Four days pre-
viously Sir James Outram, relieved as Chief Com-
missioner of Oude by Mr. Montgomery, left Lucknow
for Calcutta. His efforts to restore tranquility in
the city and throughout the province had been only
partially successful. As a whole, Oude is still bos
tile to us. Some few chiefs and landholders have
come in, but the majority yet remain aloof. The
Moulvie is supposed to be at Sundela, a town
thirty miles to the northwest of Lucknow, en-
deavoring to organize a fresh resistance to the
English power. Men he will still be able to get
in plenty, we may imagine, but of arras and mu-
nitions of war the rebels must by this be mainly
deficient. The Beguin is in a fortress on the Gogra
of which the name is not given. Meanwhile, the
English grand army has been re-distributed, with a
view to future operations in the field, and to the
protection of the recently acquired capital. For
the garrison of Lucknow are designated the 23d,
38th, 53d, 90th, 97th, and Madras Fusileers, with
the Bays and Lahore Light Horse for Cavalry, and
a large proportion of artillery. Sir Hope Grant is
in command of this corps.

For further operations against the rebels the
greater part of the remainder of the army is
formed into a division under the Commander-in-
Chief in person and Brigadier Walpole. Here are
the two battalions (2d and 3d) of the rifle brigade,
the three Highland regiments, 42d, 79th, and 93d,
the Ist Bengal Fusileers, and the 2d and 4th I'un-
jaub infantry. The cavalry are the 7th Hussars
and 9th Lancers, with two irregular corps; anil of
artillery there are four troops, two batteries and a
siege train. The naval brigade has gone down to
Allahabad. With this force Sir Colin would prob-
ably move shortly upon Sundeela, and then into
Kohilcund; hut of his intended movements, and,
indeed, of the causes of his delay at Lucknow, we
know nothing as yet.

From the two Bombay columns, the Central In-
dia Field Force, under Sir Hugh Hose, and the Ifaj-
pootana Field Force, Under General Roberts, comes
cheering intelligence. Jhansi lias fallen to the
former; Kotah to the latter. When I last wrote of
Sir Hugh Hose's movements in Central India, he
himself, with his 2d brigade; was at Tal Behut, on
the road from Saugor to Jhansi, while his Ist brig-
ade was engaged in destroying the captured fort of
Chundaree, inhis rear. This done, Sir Hugh moved
on, after blowing up the fort of Tal Behut, and the
enemy's force which lay between him and Jhansi
withdrawing into the c ty on his approach, the first
detachment of his force, consisting of horse artil-

lery and cavalry, appeared before the rebellious
city on the 20th of March, and the investment of the
place commenced.

The following day came in the rest of the second
brigade, and the first brigade joined on the 23d.
For want of a plan of the town repeated reconnois-
sances and consequent delays were inevitable. On
the 23d, however, fire, vertical and horizontal, was
opened from a flanking battery in a strong position,
and a breaching battery was likely to be ready to
begin on the 25th or 20th. The enemy was sup-
posed to consist of 15,000 Sepoys, of whom 500 were
cavalry, anil 10,000 Bundelas. His position was
strung, the town being well walled, and mounting
from thirty to forty guns. Above the town, and
constituting a separate and very formidable posi-
tion, was the huge castellated fortress palace of the
former Rajahs.

Thither from her palace in the town betook her-

self our mortal foe, titular Ranee, wife or mother
?1 know not which?of the last communications
with the British General, proposing to visit his
camp, but that her overtures were checked at once
bv the assurance that ifshe came she would cer-
tainlybe hanged. Ido not know whether this
story is true, but I am disposed to think it more
probable that she knew from the first that it was
hopeless to negotiate with the countrymen of those
whom she had pitilessly massacred, and prepared to
fight it out.

Certainly, the subsequent progress of the siege
showed no svmtouts of wavering on the part of the
rebels or their leaders. On what day the breach-
ing-battery opened its fire we are not exactly in-
formed, but by the 28th, from the two attacks, two 24-
pounders, two 18-pounders, two 10-inch and six
8-inch inortars, with some lighter pieces, were in
full play upon the town. The fire of the enemy in
return was vigorously sustained, and so well direct-
ed, that the officers were of opinion that among the
garrison there must be some of the mutinied
Golandauze, or native artillery. While the be-

sieging force was thus engaged, itcame to the ears

of the General that a large rebel army, commanded
by one Santera Soopoy, a relative in some degree

of \en a Sahib, and his agent, as 1 mentioned at the
time, in seducing the mutinied Gawlior Contingent

from its sullen repose at Meorar, was on its way to

relieve the beleaguered city. The information was
true. From which direction the enemy came our
intelligence, at present derived only from telegrams,
does not inform us. Hut I have no doubt that their
nucleus at least was the force that so long has hung
inactive at Calpee.

However, in strength estimated at from 20.000
to 25,000 men, they advanced upon Sir Hugh Rose,
who joined battle with them at daybreak on themorning of the lirstof this month. Resolute neither
to cease or slacken the tire of his batteries, nor to
discontinue the investment of the place, the Eng-
lish General could employ hut a small portion.

INTERESTING FROM CUBA.
[Correspondenceo/ the Charleston Courier.]

HAVANA, May 10, 1858.?An order from the Cap
tain General appears in the government newspaper
of this city, by which the Submarine Electric
Telegraph Company en ctitmn dita ?t. c., net a
jointstock company?is authorized to proceed. The
principals of this company, (known as the Kennedy
Company in this citv,) is the house of Mora Alfonso
& Company, who propose laying down a suhma
rine cable to Key West, and thence by telegraph
through Florida, to unite the wires with the
telegraphs leading to all parts of the United States.

Their scheme is not so extensive in its details as
that of Horace B. Tebbetta, Esq., now of New York,
who proposed to unite his line (had he obtained
permission to lay down the cable to Key West)
through Mexico, to the United States possessions in
the Pacific, and thus have brought the chief north
era, southern and south-western cities of the United
States into instantaneous communication with San
Francisco. However, let us be thankful for the
