Tur OPENING oF HoLLinay STrEET.—The eonsideration
of the ordinance for widening Holliday street, between
Fayette and Baltimore, was resumed and concluded in
the First Branch of the Council yesterday afiernoon,
when there was a large attendance of those interested,
who manifested warm interest in the proceedings. As
will be seen from our regular report, various amendments
were offered and variously disposed of, and the bill finally
adopted by a vote of fourteen to five. Mr. Dukehart
offered an amendment to make Second street the Southern
terminus of the street, and a lengthened and spirited de-
bate ensued thereupon. which wae defeated, and the
bill passed with its original provisions, in this respect,
Mr. D., in support of his motion, said that the {riends
of the hill urged that the opening of the street would
prove a great convenience to persons going to either the
Post Office or Custom House, and that he now was prepared
to meet their views, in this respect. He desired to pay his
respects to Messrs. Weaverand McGee, who had shown
indeed vacillating minds—having first sizned the peti-
tion, then the remonstrance, and now they ask leave to
withdraw therefrom and sign the former. Their position
was not so creditable as that of the gentleman from the
Sth ward, (Mr. Staylor,) who was taunted by the Presi
dent in his remarks yesterday for having changed his
views, although he gave as the reason, that it was the
result of consideration and cool judgment. So far as the
list of signeis were concerned, which was presented to-
day. he deemed it an easy matter to effect such a thing as
getting signers to such a paper, as those signing would
not be affected, as tax payers.

Mr. Beale followed in opposition to the motion. He felt
assured that the old fogyism which operated against open
ing streets in days past had gone to the ‘‘tomb of the cap-
ulets,”” and there he hoped it might remain.
