
MAJOR GENERAL P. F. SMITH.
The death of Persifer F, Smith, Major General In

the United States army, which took place at Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas', on Monday last, the 17th, is
an irremediable national loss. TQ£news has occa-

sioned us little surprise, while sharing in the gene-

ral grief over such a dispensation. General Smith

had been in failing health for some years past.?

When we last met him we were startled at the great

change in his appearance. The erect and hardy
soldier, whom we knew so well, andl remembered so
kindlv, ten vears before, could hardly be recognised
in the attenuated frame and trembling movements

of that human wreck. His indisposition din ing the

Mexican war, aggravated by bis late resilience in

Texas at the head of the military division in that
quarter of the Union, no donbt hastened his death.

There was much in the history and the character
of General Smith interesting and exemplary.?
Apart from his military genius, he was a rare schol-
ar, a good lawyer, an accomplished gentleman, and
an upright man. The Evening Jlnlletin of Wednes-
day. contains a short and faithful sketch of his ca-
reer. from which we copy as follows :

"General Smith was a worthy son of Pennsylva-
nia. having been born in this city in November,
17!tS, so that he was in the GOtli year of his age.?
lie was a son of Jonathan Smith, formerly cashier
of the Ilank of Pennsylvania, and afterwards eash-
ier of the Hank of the United States. Jonathan
Smith, whose father held an important public of-
fice in Chester county under the Colonial Govern-
ment, came to Philadelphia during the last century.
The maternal grandfather of Gen. Smith was Per-
sifer Frazer, who was a lieutenant colonel in the
revolntionary armv.

"After going through a collegiate course, and
graduating at Princeton, the subject of this notice
studied law under the lateCharies Chauncey, Esq.
Upon his admission to practice he removed to New
Orleans, where he resided, eugaged in the duties of
his profession, until the period of the Florida war,
when he volunteered for service there, and served
gallantly (luring two campaigns under General
Gaines. It was here that his military talent was
brought to the knowledge of General Taylor, and it
was upon his recommendation that the Governor of
Louisiana gave to him the command of the Louisi-
ana volunteers for service in the war with Mexico.
He served under General Taylor in the campaign of
the Rio Grande.

"In May, 184C, while in Mexico, lie was appoint-
ed Colonel of the Rifle Regiment, that was raised
for the war, and for his services at the siege and
capture of Monterey he was brevetted Brigadier
General. He was subsequently otidered to join
General Scott, and commanded a brigade on the
memorable march from Vera Oruz to the city of
Mexico, taking a prominent part in tlie most' im-
portant battles.

"At Contreras he rendered efficient service, Gen-
eral Scott, in his oilicial report, stating that he
'closely directed the whole attack infront with his
habitual coolness and ability.' At Chapultepec al-
so he was prominently engaged, as also in the linal
struggle at the city gates. Gen. Scott, in bis refer-
ence to the Belen Gate affair, again describes Gen-
eral Smith as 'cool, unembarrassed, and ready,' and
these were distinguishing traits of his military
character.

"After the war was over, General Smith, who
had been promoted to the rank of Major-Genera! by
brevet, for his services at Contreras, was ordered
to California, to the command of that military de-
partment. Subsequently, he held a similar com-
mand in Texas. In lH5(i he was ordered to Kansas,
where he has remained in command until quite re-
cently, when he was appointed to the command of
the expedition to Utah."? Phil a. Pre**.

THE BOURBON QUESTION.
The Rev. Mr. Williams, who claims to have a

valid title to the throne of France, was in this city
last week. Within the past few days old cash
hooks, belonging to R. & J. R. Bleccker, and ex-
tending from the year 17t! to 1802, have been ex-
amined and a large number of interesting entries
found therein.

In a letter written a few months ago by Mrs.
Blandina Dudley, it is reduced almost to a certain-
ty that a son of the king of France was in this city
in 17IIIL in company with one D'Jourdin, formerly
an attache of the French Court. Mrs. Dudley con-
cludes her letter by saying that she knows not what
became of D'.lourdiii and the child referred to af-
ter they left Albany. The old books of B. &J. K.
Bleccker prove that D'Jourdin,after leaving Albany,
went to Whitehall or Fort Edward, where lie remain-
ed for some time. According to the cash book spoken
of, B. & J . 11. lileecker, on the 11th of Feb'ry, tookup a note for D'Jourdin for £lB7 Bs. fid. December
18th. 1802, they took up his note for £155 os. 4d.?

AprilCth, 1802, James lileecker paid Peter D'Jour-
din on a mortgage £228 (is. fid. There are many

other charges on the books?the whole showing
that the Bleeckers acted as bankers to D'Jourdin.
We understand that the Rev. Mr. Williams can
prove that he is the boy who was with D'Jourdin at
Whitehall or Fort Edward. If he can prove this,
we must conclude that he is the same hoy he had
with him in Albany; and as Mrs Dudley has always
believed that the boy which D'Jourdin had withhim in Albany was the son of the King of France,
the evidence becomes quite strong that the Rev.
Mr. Williams is the "lost Dauphin" after all, ami In
right of birth King of France.? Al111inn Knicker-bocker.
