; DETAILS OF THE CATASTROPHE ON THE
LAY FAYETTE AND INDIANAPOLISRAIL-

j ROAD.
The recent floods in this State have eaused a num-

j ber ot serious accidents and much damage to pro-
perty, hut by (ar the most lamentable catastrophe

j it lias yet caused occurred on the Lafayette Rail-road on Saturday morning, ahout 1 o'clock The
| train that left this city at 11 o'clock on Friday

j uIitht, tvaa precipitated into a creek about forty-
four miles Iroin here, the bridge over which had
been undermined by the rapid and rising current,
and three men were killed, the locomotive wrecked
and the ears torn to pieces or greatly injured. Inorder to ascertain the truth, we got on the train
that was going up to bring down the passengers
who had come from Lafayette, and went to thescene of the catastrophe.

Allalong the road the country appeared steeped
in water till it would hold no more, and the super-
fluity was running off in a thousand streams, ex-
temporized for the occasion. Little gullies thatwould hardly float a chip in ordinary seasons, were
great creeks, foaming and surgiug along covering
with drift, ami cathig into their banks like fuRgrown rivers. Creeks that ordinarily- are mere
rills yvere spread out over the adjacent"bottoms lor
hundreds of yards. And in many places for miles
the w hole forest seemed inundated, and no ground
in view anywhere. By half-past 9 yve reached the
scene of the disaster, "it was a creek almost a mile
beyond Midyvay, in Clinton county, called Potatocreek.

in ordinary seasons it is mere prairie putter, run-
ning through a net, grassy plain, with patches of
willow and brush here ami there along its course.
Hut now the freshet has turned the adjacent prairie
into a lake, probably a half mile wide, and trans-
formed the sluggish "sluice" into a turbulent river
that would have floated the biggest steamboat on
the Ohio. The bridpe over it was an ordinary
"trestle bridpe," probably sixty or eighty feet long.
The current had washed out the supports from un-
der this bridpe, and left a mere shell on the top, al-
most lloatinp in the water, upon which the unfortu-
nate train ran, and sank instantly in the rushing
torrent. No warning was given, antl there was no
way the accident could have been avoided, except
by stopping the train and examining the bridge,
which, as trains passed it safely hut a few hours be-
fore, would very naturally be thought unnecessary.

Some residents in the neighborhood, we are tolil,
had been at the bridge late in the night, and saw
that it was unsafe, but wouldn't wait for the train,
or take any steps to warn it of the <1 nger. Thescene, when we saw it, was terrible. The locomo-
tive had crossed the bridge to the opposite bank,
and then fell back, the lower part sinking into the
stream, while the upper lav along up the bank, thechimney protruding a considerable distance above
the line ol the track. The tender was entirely in
the water, and over it the baggage car had crushed,
splitting right in two, one-half iloating off to the
left, the other to the right, while the floor, forced
along with the lelt wall, ran up on the hank, adll
was lying thus tilted up when we saw it.

The two passenger ears filled up the rest of the
creek, having been forced by the current into a
sort of \ shape, the forward car inclining up and
the hinder down the stream, the coupling holding
them together. 'I he rear end of the hinder car
was away above the track, while the forward part
was buried in the water to the roof, lving so near
perpendicular that one could not easily have clam-
bered along the roof. The forward car was deep
in the water at the hack part, while the forwant
portion was raised somewhat and stood nearly clear
of the water. The hinder car did not appear to be
much injured, but the forward car was hadlv bro-
ken. The front was smashed in, and near the left
hand front window a huge beam had been driven,
a splinter of which entered the skull of the con-
ductor, dames W. Irwin, who was sitting close bv,
killinghim in a short time afterward. The seats
were broken in pieces, the windows smashed, and
through the open spaces and over the rich red
cushions the turbid water was whirlingand boiling
furiously.

A lamp on the side of the car was still burning,
but too far down to be reached without wading Fn
the water. A dritt of splinters?some painted and
varnished, with gilding or hits of tlowers on them,
some great beams and sticks?had gathered on the
upper side of the V dam made by the cars, and
among the pieces were tops of trunks floating,
with the lining still perfect, and an umbrella frame,
with pieces of cloth and dead leaves.

The cars were deepest in the wstcr at the cou-
plings, and rose from there, the hinder clear abovethe bank this way, the other just to a level
with the farther hunk, and across them a temporary
passage way had been made, along which baggage
was curried to the train, and curious spectators
walked to see the ruin. Whero the baggage car
smash id on the locomotive, splitting in twoF there
was the worst wreck, for the first passenger car
had dashed into the baggage ear, driving it clear
over the engine, ami to cither hand, nnd was itself
lving nearly over the tender. The ruin here is in-
describable. It was here the engineer and firemen
were killed. The whole scene was one of wreck
and ruin such as we never saw* equaled.

Ihe accident, so far as we could judge, happened
thus: The locomotive, tho "Albert S. White,"
passed over the bridge to tho farther side, when it
sank "tiltingup the ends of the sills at this side, one
of which struck the advancing baggage ear, dashedthrough it and then penetrated the tirst passenger
car, inwhich itextended eight or ten feet, the wholetrain sinking down at the same time, leaving both
the forward and rear ends out of water, the latter
clear up on the embankment. The sill as it passed
through tile Iront end of the passenger car, struck
Mr. James W. Irwin, the conductor, as weliavcsta-
ted, and a splinter entered his skull, wounding liim
fatally. He died about an hour after the occur-
rence. lie was sitting on the left hand side of tho
forward car, near the stove. Mr. Lilly,the Super-
intendent, sat a few seats behind him."

When llie crash informed Mr. Lily that some
accident had happened, he dashed out a window-
near him, and hearing the rush of water, got out
through the window and climbed on to the roof of
the car, when he got tho first idea of tho extent of
the catastrophe. 11c at once set to work to rescue
the passengers, all of whom, so far as could he as-
certained, were saved without injury,or any of con-
sequence. This is remarkable, considering how one
car was sunk in the water, and another hanging al-
most perpendicularly in the water from the bank.

The water, however, docs not appear to have en-
tered the cars at first. Mr. Irwin was found and
laid in the aisle on some cushions. Search was
made for the engineer and fireman, who were found
towards morning, dead. The tirst, Mr. Jacob lleit-
inger, was found with one arm jammed in the wreck
so that he was held fast. Some of the iron work
had struck him in the back, cutting his bodv almost
entirely intwo, except a small strip along the abdo-
men. He was dead when found.

The fireman, Patrick Maloncy, was discovered In-
one hand sticking above the water. His thigh and
arm were smashed, and his bodv seriously bruised.
He was doubtless killed instantly. These were the
only persons much hurt. A brakeman, who was
standing at his post on the rear end of the first pas-
senger ear, was struck by the next ear, but. luckily
was standing bv the window, so that the blow-
dashed him partly through it, and saved him, ex-
cept a little cutting from the glass. Hit had been
against the wall of the car he would lfcve been
killed instantly. When the engineer was taken out
of the creek, his watch was found in his pocket bro-
ken to pieces. The accident had stopped the hands
exactly nt one o'clock. ? Indianapolis Journal.

Tho steamship Suwanec, Capt. l'ratt, from Gal-

veston, arrived this morning.
We have no further particulars by this arrival of

the burning of the steamboat Grapeshot, but the
purser informs us that, at 4 !'. M., on Sunday, the
fith, when the Suwanec left Galveston, there was no
tidings of Captain Jenkins, of the Grapeshot, or of
the pilot and engineer. The last seen of them, they
had left the wreck of tho burning boat and were on
a gang plank. It is probable that they had drifted
to leeward. I'oats had gone in search of them.

We take the following paragraphs from the Gal-
veston Civilian :

The usual estimates of the receipts of cotton at
this point fin the year ending Ist September next,
has been 100,000 bales. This amount has already
been received, while there is littlediminution inthe
weekly returns?the amount this week exceeding
3,000 bales. There is now a stock of 4,500 bales at
Houston, yet to come forward; and there can be no
doubt that the receipts of the vear will reach 120,-
000 bales.

From our reports of the exports from tlio Sa-
bine, it appears that, most of the cotton from that
river is going to New Orleans the present season.?

Out of 3,572 bales shipped last month, 2,785 went
to that city?all (except 772 which were carried by
steamer Jasper to Berswiek) being conveyed by
sail vessel.

Judge Nelson, of Frederick, Md., has delivered
his opinion in the case of the Western Maryland
Railroad Company ?. Wm. Snultz, to recover the
amount of an installment upon thirty shares of the
capital stock in said company, held bv defendant,
which installment defendant refused to pay. The
Examiner says the ground ot defence was, that the
time limited by the charter for the commencement
of the road had expired, and therefore the obliga-
tion of the contract to pav was void. The decision
of the court is in favor ol the defendant upon the
ground stated.

A French actor of celebrity in San Francisco be-
came surety for a friend, and the creditors came up-
on him for payment. Desirous of returning to
France, he engaged passage on board the steamer
John 1,. Stevens, and the fact coining to the knowl-
edge of the creditors, they secured the services of a
number of ollieers to prevent his emigration. As
the hour for sailing approached, the ollieers scru-
tinized every one on board with more than usual
vigilance, but failed to detect the artist,who quietly
took a seat in the saloon, so admirably disguised in
woman's apparel that even his own brother failed to
recognize him.

Owen McN'ulty, an employee of the Pennsylvania
Railroad Company, met with a fatal accident on
Tuesdav of last week. He was walking along on
the railroad, on his way home, and when near Chand-
ler's station, in Hadsbury township, about three
miles west of Coatesville, Chester county, l'a., ho
was run against by the night line down, which threw
hiin across the track, and the wheels ol the train
passed over his body, cutting it literally in two, the
upper part of which w as carried a number of yards
on tho cow-catcher. The deceased leaves a wife and
two children.

BURNING OF THE SHIP OSTERVALD.
f From the .V. O Picayune of May 14 ]

The barque Harriet Spaiilding,' Captain Booker,
arrived at the levee yesterday, having on board the
two mates and sixteen men, composing the crew of
the ship Ostervald. Captain .Jarvis, hence for Liv-
erpool, which was burned at sea on the 7th instant,
when about 250 miles distant from the Bali/.e. We
learn from Mr. S. Leach, tirst officer, that the lire
was discovered at" o'clock, A. M., by the steward
ot the ship, while attending to his 'duties in the
cabin, by feeling the excessive heat penetrating the
floor. All hands were called to duty, and after a
consultation it was deemed advisable to place the
tweuty-five thousand dollars specie, which was on
freight, together with the dunnage of men, into
the small boats, and then to undertake the saving of
the ship if possible.

The lire in the meantime made such headwav,
having burned through the decks, that the captain
was forced to abandon the ship. The Bremen ship
Carl was in company with the Ostervald at the time,
and went to her assistance. The captain, after tak
ingon board Captain Jarvis and the crew, com
meneed to strip the Ostervald of all the sails that
could be wot at readily, taking two topgallant sails,
jibs, all the hawsers, the bell, Ac., together with
the $25,000 specie, and the sailors' clothing.

Captain Booker states that when he first discov-
ered the Ostervald, it was about nine o'clock A. >l.
Ho was then on the larboard tack, standing south-
ward. He thought it was a steamer, but. on going
aloft, lie saw that it was a ship on lire, and 'made
for her; but before reaching lier the mizzeu mast
had burnt and fallen over, and the whole vessel was
in a lightblaze by mid-day. The Bremen ship Carl
bore down for him, and placed the whole of the men
with their effects, on the vessel.

We regret to state that Capt. .Tarvis was com-
pelled by the captain of the ship Carl toremain on
board his ship, with the specie, and when the boats
containing his crew were pushing off, he remarked
to them that he saw no reason why he should be held
a prisoner on a foreign vessel, and forced to go to
a foreign port.

The ship Ostervald was id" !)00 tons burden, was
six years old, and belonged to Captain .larvis and
brother, residents of Castinc, Maine. We under
stand that she was partly insured in Boston and
New York. The cargo was insured in Liverpool.

AML'RHKREK CONVICTED AM) SKNTKNCF.I).
'lhe trialVt Isaac L. Wood for the murder of his

brother's wife at Dansville, Livingston county, N.Y., in .lune 1855, was ended on Saturday in' the
conviction of the prisoner, after being protracted
for several days. The circumstances of the murder
are briefly these: David I. Wood was an esteemed
citizen of Dansville,benevolent and well todoin the
world. His wife was equally esteemed as a co-
worker in every good work. Isaac L. Wood came
from New Jersey to Dansville a few years since in
quite indigent circumstances, and his*brother aided
him to purchase a lot of land, and afterwards bv en-
dorsing and otherwise when lie entered into a pro-
duce speculation business.

About the 10th of June, 1855, during the absence
ot Mrs. Wood at the Fast, David I. was takciisud-
denly ill and died in a few days. The cause of his
death was perplexing to his medical advisers, hut
was finallypronounced to be cholera morbus. Mrs.
Wood immediately returned home, and was ap-
pointed administratrix of her husband's estate in
connexion with another brother. A few davs only-

elapsed when Mrs. Wood and her children were at-

tacked with similar symptons attending her hus-
band's death. The children recovered, but she
died. Suspicions were excited, but no steps were
taken to solve the mysterious fatality. Isaac 1,.
Wood became the guardian of the children and ad-
ministrator of his brother's estate. The sequel
proved that he yvas an adminis-frutfor to the trust
reposed in him.

The books id' David 1. yvcre mutilated and made
to bear false witness in his favor; and, coincident
with these discoveries, papers of Arsenic were
found about the premises of his late brother. Sus-
picion gave birth to action, and the bodies of the
murdered husband and wile were exhumed, and
large quantities of arsenic were found in their
stomachs. Isaac L. had gone to live in Neiv Jer-
sey, but was pursued, annul length found disguised
as and livinglike a farm laborer on a bleak prairie
of Illinois. He was tried for tho murder of Mrs.
Wood at Genesee last January, but the jury disa-
greed, and now his second trial has closed, ending
in his conviction and sentence to be executed on the
25th of June next. While the sentence of death
was being pronounced, Wood was convulsed with
grief, and said he was entirely innocent of the
charge.

A WOXDKBFCI. KSCU'E. ?Tlio Auburn Ailrcrtiicr
says tliat the csca|>e of .lames A. ('ox, of that citv,
at tin? late disaster, was wonderful:

"Mr. Cox was seated in the third seat from the
front in the second passenger ear?the ear that
made the first fatal plunge. The first passenger ear
cleared the bridge, leaving behind the trucks,
wheels and floor. All the passengers escaped seri-
ous injury. The second ear, following, fell, striking
against the abutment of the bridge, and was shiv
ered to atoms. Mr. Cox lirst heard the scraping of
the two trains in the collision, felt the tipping of
the car, the dreadful rush, plunge, and the awful
crash. The next instant he was standing on splin-
ters, so line that twenty or thirty could he held in
one hand, the vain beating upon him and the most
profound stillness reigning.

"This awful silence lasted a moment only, when
the terrible shrieks of the wounded and the fainter
groans of the dying, caine up from the shattered
mass. Mr. Cox, by a slight effort, extricated him-
self from the ruins, and found himself entirely un-
harmed, except a slight and unimportant scratch 011
his foot. He felt the splinters flying past his head;
below his feet to his knees were ruins heaped up;
011 the left were the crushed remains of the Mack
children; in front was the fatally wounded Perkins,
of Rochester, and almost beneath his feet w ere the
remains of Moore, of Rising Sun, and the body of a
lady transfixed by two stakes."

Col. Ethan Allen's remains cannot be found in
Brighton. The ceremonies of laying the corner-
stone of the monument ordered by the State have
been deferred, and the authorities of the town and
the committee of the monument have made thor-
ough research, to the depth of six or eight feet, in
all parts of the family lot not known to he occupied
by the remains of other members of the l'auiilv,
where his monument stood, without finding the
slightest indication of human remains.

Col. John W. Minor, Special Agent of the Post
Ollice Department, arrived in this city Saturday,
having in charge William Manning, accused of roll
bing the mail about the stli iust., in Wayne county.
Missouri. A portion of the money stolen has been

recovered. A great many letters were destroyed.
As yet there is no telling the amount of loss sus
tained. His guilt is well established. He is only
seventeen or eighteen years of ago.? St. Loait IS
publican, J/uy 17.

A correspondent of the Missouri Democrat, who
has visited Salt Lake City, writes to that paper to

correct some of the misstatements of Mr. Frederick
Loba in regard to the Mormons. Mr. Lobu stated
that "two hundred persons were all that survived
their trip across the Plains, out of the entire emi-
gration of twenty-five hundred." The fact is, that
out of an emigration of from 1,700 to 2,000, aiiout
500 died on the Plains, or immediately upon their
arrival inthe settlements. The truth is hail enough,
without exaggeration.

Therush of breadstufTs towards tide-water, com-
pared with last year, is verv strong. The receipts
offiour and wheat at Bullalo, Oswego and Ogdens
burg, N. V., this t ear are 714,173 barrels in excess
of the same time last year. This is an excess of
flour exceeding the entire exports of that article
from New Vork this year nearly 300,000 barrels.
At Chicago, whence such largo supplies have been
drawn this season, compared with last, the stock of
wheat on the Bth inst. was nearly double what it
was 9th of May, 1957.

The steam propeller Iron City has arrived at
Cleveland, Ohio, from Lake Superior, with 41 bar-
rels of copper, weighing 29,900 pounds, from the
National Sline; 3 barrels weighing 3,254 pounds,
from the Aztec Mining Company; 31 barrels, weigh
ing34,4391b5., from the Adventure Mines; at Bugle
ltiver, Michigan, 170 barrels and 30 masses, weigh-
ing 209,921 lbs., and from the Pluenix Mines, I bar
rels, weighing 3,029 lbs.

A man of bad repute, named James Williams,

was murdered bv Charles O'Riley, the keeper <>i a

low groggcry in* the Fourth ward, New i ork. on
Wednesday evening. The murderer was arrested.
O'Kilev is known in the Fourth ward as "Captain, '
bein", or having been, captain of one of the Irish

military companies. He appears to be only twenlv-

four or"twenty-five years of age, and Williams is a

few years older.

An Knglishman, named liblic, residing in Pater
son, went out with a boat ill the Passaic river to
fish, on Saturday, about half a mile below the ICrie
Railroad bridge, when it capsized, and F.blic, being

unable to swim, was drowned. He was twenty-six

years old, and leaves a wife and child. The former
was much distressed, and was with difficulty re
strained from throwing herself into the water al-
ter him.

Air. A. F. Gerrish, the gentleman alluded to
above, arrived on the John 1). Perry yesterday, andto him yve are indebted for the folloyving interesting
information:

He left Fort Rridger, which is one hundred
and thirteen miles from Salt Lake, on the twelfth of
April.

Gov. Cummings yvent into Great Salt Lake City
in company yy ith the .Mormon ambassador, Colonel
Thomas L. Kane. Whether the governor was or
yvas not invited to the citv Air. Gerrish does not

know, and doubts ifany one in the camp knoyvs.
Air. Gerrish left Fort Laramie on the 24th of

April, arrived at Fort Lcavenyyorth on the 13thinst., and left on the 14th.
At Tort Laramie ho met Colonel lloQinan, yvlio

had arrived there from Fort Leavcnyvorth yvith, as
was said, 174 wagons. Forty miles this side ofFortLaramie, on the 2.7 th of April, Air. (}. met the ex-
press mail from Fort Leavenworth. On the 2Gth,
this side of Scott's Bluff's, he met Aliles A Jones'mail, which lett Fort Leavenworth on the Ist,
\\ it hilltyvelve miles of Fort Kearney- he met the
peace commissioners, K\--Governor Powell, of Ten-nessee, and Hon. Renj. AlcCulloeh, then nine davs
from Fort Leavenworth, prospering tinelv. Other
carriages accompanied them.

At Big Sandy appeared the hack mail of Aliles &
Jiyies. Some forty- of the freight trains of .Messrs..Majors, Russell A \\adilell successively- passed.

To Fort Laramie the grass is in line order. The
roads to Fort Leavcnyvorth are greatly cut up by
the recent rains.

Colonel Conk is at Smith's Fork, tifteen miles
from Camp Scott, and lias a largo lot ofgovernment
live stock.

On tiie 19th of April, Captain Marcy yvas at apoint some 200 miles south of Eort Laramie, on
Cherokee Trail. He has there a large quantity of
horses and mules, and some 3,000 head ofsheep, forsale through him, by private individuals.

The health of the camp is described as all that
can bo wished.

[From the St. Louis Republican, Miit; 18.]
We have had an intervieyv with Mr. Gerrish, an

intelligent gentleman yvho yvas a passenger in the
J. 1). Ferry, aud yvho left Camp Seotton the 10th
of April,and stopped a short distance from thatcamp for tyvo days. His information from thatcamp is, therefore, to that date, and from Salt Lakecity to the 9tli. While his information does not
corroborate the neyvs already given to the full ex-
tent, it leaves no room to question the fact that
Governor Gumming had entered Great Salt Lake
city.

In order to account for this change in the aspect
of aflairs, it may be well to premise that Colonel
lliomas L. Kane, who was sent out as a I'eaceCom-
missioner byway of California, arrived in Great
Salt Lake city on the 25th of February; that he re-
mained there"eight days; that after that time hepreceded to Camp Scott; that while there, he fre-
quently passed from the camp to a place of confer-
ence with the leading Mormons, outside of the city;
that, in pursuance of negotiations then entered in-
to, Gov. Gumming loft Camp Scott for Great Salt
Lake city on the sth, and was met by a gentleman
on the !>th on Weber river, two days' travel from
the city.

He was accompanied by Colonel Kane, and escort-
ed by Porter Rockwell, 11. Fgan, and other Mor-
mons. His arrival was anticipated on the 11th, and
handsome apartments were provided and prepara-
tions made to receive him in good style. A gentle-
man who knows all about the Mormon people, and
who was just from Salt Lake City, told our inform-
ant that the general feeling was in favor of peace,
only a portion of the leaders, perhaps those who
had offended against the laws, advocating resist-
ance.

Mr. Gerrish was only nine days in making the
trip fr< in Camp Scott to Fort. Laramie. Before his
departure a scouting party, in charge of B. F. Fick-lin, about whose safety some apprehension had been
felt, returned to the camp.

The provision trains intended for Camp Scott left
Fort Laramie on the 24th April. Colonel Hoffman,
with his escort of cavalry, was to leave the 25th.
On tlio arrival of these supplies. Colonel Johnston's
command would be put in possession of everything
necessary to their comfort.

Captain Marcy, with his force from New Mexico,
anil horses, mules, and some three thousand sheep,
was heard from on what is called the Cherokee trail,
two hundred miles to the south of Fort Laramie,
lie had not been joined by the three companies of
troops detailed by Gen. Garland as 1111 escort, and
was waiting for them w hen heard from. The large
number of animals attached to his command made
his progress necessarily very slow, but he was cer-
tain to reach Camp Scott by the 20th of May.

The United States transport Mink arrived yester-

day at 1), A. M., from Fort Leavenworth. She left
that point on Friday, the 14th inst., at 5, I*. M.?one
day after tlioJ. 11. Lucas.

The odicers of the Mink report no change in mat-
ters at the F'ort, but things were progressing brisk-
ly, and vast preparations were still going on for a
general departure. The detachment of 214 dra-
goons, being companies A, B, and C, which she con-
veyed to the Fort, were about to start for Fort Ri-
ley, and from thence they were to march for the
city of the Saints. Their object in going to F'ort
Riley was to conduct supplies to that position.

A messenger had arrived at Fort Leavenworth,
from Salt Lake City, the day before the arrival of
the Mink at the former place, but Lieut. Reno sta-
ted that no news of any account was brought bv
him. The oflicers, privates, citizens and all seemed
to understand, by the latest information, that the
Mormons were as determined as ever to resist the
troops, and the last express messenger brought ti-
dings to the effect that from out Salt Lake Citv the
women ami children in large numbers were being
sent southward, as if to be out of harm's way.

A rumor, which is of littleconsequence, as it was
contradicted almost as soon as started, prevailed at
Leavenworth to the effect that the Mormon forces
had an encounter with Col. Johnston's command,
routing them, killing250, and driving the latter be-
fore them for a distance of 150 miles.
THE VHiIVLATEST ?TUB FORMER INTELLIGENCE REAF-

FIRMED.

ST. LOI'IS, Thursday, May 20.
The Steamer John H. Dickey, from Leavenw orth

on the 17th inst., brings intelligence of the arrival
of Colonel Kane and Abbe Gilbert at that place on
Sunday last. The latter stated that Brigham
Young had abdicated, and that Gov. Gumming, at
last dates, was thirty miles from Salt Lake city, ac-
companied by a deputation of fifty Mormons, sent
to meet him.

THE SOUTH PACIFIC MAIL STEAMSHIP
PROJECT.

An important movement is on foot inregard to
the commerce of the Pacific. A Company has been
formed under tho title of the American South Paci-
fic Mail Steamship Company for the purpose of
establishing a line ofsteamers between Panama and
Valparaiso in connection with the Panama Rail-
road. On this route there is already established a
lino of English steamers which, although very re-
munerative to its proprietors, does not meet the re-
quirements of the trade of the coast. The Directors
of the Panama Railroad Company have given the
subject a careful investigation and have subscribed
$50,000 to the stock of the Company. The capital
of the Company is to be $1,000,000, of which only
$500,000 are to he at present issued. The follow-
ingare to bo the ports of call, and distances on the
route:

From Panama to Buenaventura and Tumaeo, 310
miles; to Guayaquil, 310 miles; to l'avta, 190 miles;
to Lambayeque, 120 miles; to lluanchaco, 102 miles;
to Casuia, 70 miles; to Iluacn, 110 miles; to Calluo,
SO miles; to Serro Azal, miles; to Chinclia Is-
lands, miles; to Pisco, 120 miles; to Islay, 310
miles; to Ariea, 130 miles; to lquiquc, 90 miles; to
Cobija, 13S miles; to Caldera, 2SO miles; to lluasco,
CO miles; to Coquimbo, 92 miles; to Valparaiso, 192
miles?making the entire distance from Panama to
Valparaiso about 2,910 miles.

To enter upon this trade it is proposed to make a
commencement with screw steamers of about 1,000
tons each, capable ofmaintaining a uniform speed of
eight to ten knots an hour. All necessvry accommo-
dation for landing and shipping goods at the ports
of call would bo granted freely by the various
States. The promoters of the Company have as-
surance from parties here, connected withthe trade,
and from residents on the coast, of cordial support
in stock subscriptions, as in securing business for

the line. It is proposed to dispatch four screw
steamers as soon as the Company is organised, and
i? is thought the line may be in operation in the
course offour months, l'hc Company entertain no
doubt of obtaining mail contracts from the United
States, Peru and Chili.

Mr. J. H. llollister, a wealthy and enterprising
Licking county (Ohio) farmer, has started with a
company of thirteen young men for the purpose of
driving ten thousand sheep from Missouri to Cali-
fornia. He expects to be a year on the road with
tlio Hooks, and pays the buys sBper month, and the
aggregate expenses of the journey.

Amongst the nominations confirmed bv the Son-
ate on Tuesday, were those of Isaac V. Fowler, as
l'ostmaster of the eitv of New York: Mr. Westeott,
as Postmaster of Philadelphia: and Isaiah Renders,
as Marshal of the United States for the Southern
district of New York.
