The omission in this journal of any notice of the
proceedings of a recent meeting of the President and
Directors of the BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD
COMPANY, arose from the ignorance of our reporters
ot the fact that the meeting was to be open to the
representatives of the press, and that the veil of
secrecy which usually hides the transactions of the
Board from the public, was on that occasion to he
removed. The omission did not proceed from any
want of appreciation on the part of the conductors
of this journal, of the importance of those proceed-
ings, or of the interest felt by all classes in this
community in the affaire of the Road. On the
contrary, it ha 3 been our constant wish to obtain
for ourselves, and to furnish to the public, the
fullest and most accurate information within our
reach, on this important subject . Ifwe have hith-
erto studiously refrained from the expression of
any opinion as to the present condition, or future
prospects of the Company, it has been because the
utmost information which we have been able to
obtain, has been neither full nor accurate. The
published Statements and Reports of the President
and Directors of the Road have long since ceased
to be regarded by the public, as affording as-
certain clew to the real condition of its finances.
It has been discovered that figures will sometimes
lie, although Presidents and Directors may be
above suspicion, and that public confidence in the
virtue and integrity of the respectable gentlemen
who have the management of the affaire of the
Company by no means implies implicit faitli in
their skill as financiers. The discrepancy between
the Majority and Minority Reports of the Special
Committee of Directors, appointed "to investigate
"the Financial condition, General Line of Policy,"
&c., of the Road, sufficiently illustrates the diffi-
culties which attend any effort to unravel the
intricacies of Railroad management. These Re-
l>orts, signed by Directors of the Company,
gentlemen of equal respectability and intelligence,
and possessing equal opportunities of testing the
accuracy of their statements by reference to the
books and accounts of the Company, differ materi-
ally both as to matters of speculation and matters
of fact. They differ as to the amount ofthe floating
debt of the Company, which in the one Itei>ort, four
Directors estimate to have been on the Ist of Feb-
ruary SB-18,948.73, and in the other, five Directors
estimate, on the 19th of February, to have been
$994,8(7. They differ as to the extent and char-
acter of the provision made by the company for
the redemption of its mortgage debt. Of the Sink-
ing Fund, created for this express purpose, Ir-
resolution of the Board, on the 17th December,
185C, the Minority say?' 'The most conservative
"element in the system, and that which most
"ensures confidence in the permanent security
"and value of railway property is the forma-
"tion and maintenance of suitable sinking
"funds for meeting mortgage indebtedness. It
"is therefore highly important that the wise and
"comprehensive basis and system adopted by the
"Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company shall be
"maintained. * * The undersigned therefore
"recommend that the sinking funds be maintain-
"ed in full integrity, and that the interest due to
"each be paid and properly invested, in accordance
"with the action and pledges of the company."

In their account of the same Sinking Fund, the
Majority, after referring to the fact that "in it are
embraced the two iron bonds of loan No. 3, of
$113,333 each, due and paid in London, on Ist
January, 1857, and first January, 1858," say
"These bonds were liabilities of the Company,
"which were retired as they fell due, jnst as all
' 'other fixed engagements ofthe Company have been,
"and in the opinion of your Committee, there is no
"betterreason for making them constitute a part of
"the sinking fund, than any other paid note or ac-
"eount in the possession ofthe Company. In fact
"one of them had been remitted for a month before
"the sinking fund was instituted. It would be
"quite as reasonable for a merchant to gather into
"a bundle all the notes he had ever paid, stamp
"them 'belonging to the sinking fund, not to be
"re-issued,' and rely on them as means for
"redeeming outstanding liabilities. The pro-
"cess is at best an idle ceremony, which can*
"not possibly add a dollar to the real substan-
"tinl means of the Company, and your Committee

recommcud that these bonds he canceled and
"made to disappear from amongst the liabilities of
"Hie Company, so that in the Annual Statement,
' 'Loan No. 3 may no longer appear a recorded en-
"cumbrance for twice its real amount."

In respect to the policy of the Road, in reference
to its Western connections, the Minority say : "A
"liberal policy has been pursued in relation to the
"transfer of merchandize and passengers, between
"the terminus of the Marietta and Cincinnati Road
"and Parkersburg. Whilst the distance is but 0
"miles, 56 miles have been added to the actual
"length of their line, in dividing the through rates,
"thus giving to that road the entire advantage of
"the reduced distance between Cincinnati and Balli-
"more. * * * Acareful discrimination in fa-
"vor of the mercantile and general interests of Bal-
"timore has been vigorously maintained, and has
"resulted in most beneficial effects upon the trade
"of the city."

Upon the same subject, the Majority say : "The
"transfer between Parkersburg and Marietta was
"under the control of the Marietta and Cincinnati
"Road, which was allowed therefor 5G miles ofrail
"in computing its pro rata on through trade, thus
"making the computed chargeable distance from
"this city to Cincinnati by that route the same as
"by the Northern line, and thus depriving both this

Road and city of all the advantages of the shortest
"line between the seaboard and the Great West, to
"which they are so justly entitled

The italics are those of the Committee. Finally,
with icspect to the financial condition of the Road,
the Majority quote from the Annual Report of the
President and Directors (October Ist, 1856) "the
"gratifying fact, that in addition to the payment
"from the net earnings of $170,566.23 of thefund-
' 'ed mortgage deht, the sum of $620,983.95, constilut-
"ingthe entire floating debt of the Company, except
"the triHing sum of $3,500, not then matured, had
"been liquidated." They then proceed to state 1'that
"since the Ist October, 1856, tire whole of the net
"receipts of nearly two millions and a quarter have
"been absorbed, and the floating dett is about one
"million of dollars."

The Minority, in their statement of what
would have been the financial condition of the
company, but for its advances, amounting to
$1,415,986.23 to the Parkersburg Road, say
"the gratifying fact is thus demonstrated, that
"but for its connection with the North-Western
"Virginia Railroad, tlie Baltimore and Ohio
"Railroad Company would in February last have
"been entirely free from floating debt? would
"have continued to purchase, all it 3 materials for
"cash?paid the regular cash dividend, and still
"have had a surplus of cash in the Treasury of

"$263,722.50, thus also ensuring the April divi-
"dend."

These extracts are enough to illustrate the ex-

ceeding difliculty in the way of getting any correct
insight into the atlairs of the BALTIMORE AND OHIO
RAILROAD COMPANY, from reading tbe official state-
ments put forth by its Committers and Directors.
V\ithout entering further into the subject at this
present time, we merely wish to call public atten-
tion to the contradictory statements of these two
Reports. As public journalists, we fullyrealize
what tbe committee term, "the grave responsibility
"of reporting upon tbe condition of a property
"involving in value more than thirty millions
"of dollars, an amount nearly equal to one-third
"of the entire aggregate of tbe real and personal
"wealth of the, city of Baltimore, and on the
"faithful and intelligent management of which
"such vast interests depend." It is for this very

reason, that with such imperfect data before us as

are furnished by the unsatisfactory and conflicting

reports of the Directors of the Road, we have long
hesitated to approach a subject at once so delicate
and so difficult. Had we been content to follow
in the line of safe precedent, and. imitate the ex-
ample of other journals, our neighbors and con"
temporaries, we might still have preserved a dis-
creet silence, in respect to the condition of this
great Public t\ ork, or safely avoided the possi-
bility of offending anybody, by writing articles
and saying nothing. Not so, however, do we
measure the responsibilities of journalism, or
weigh the duties which we owe to the public.
To evade a question of such magnitude and im-
portance, is as far from our intention, as it is to
lend the columns of this journal to any clique or
interest in the company, or out of it, for the pro-
motion of their private or personal ends. We
have no such ends to subserve ourselves; we have
simply a public duty to perform. To be able to
perform that duty intelligently is our highest am-

bition. That we mean to perform it honestly the
sequel shall show.

The two Nations of the World that afford the
most striking modern example of progressive in-
crease in population and territory, are RUSSIA and
the UNITED STATES. The one stimulated in its
growth, by the energetic will of a series of abso-
lute sovereigns; the other by the influence of liberal
principles; the one achieving its objects by military
force, combined with adroit diplomacy; the other
attaining the same ends by commercial activity
and the avoidance of entangling alliances. Within
three-quarters of a century Russia has annexed
one-half of Sweden, absorbed the greater part of
Poland, wrested from Turkey in Asia, a territory
equal in ex'tcnt to the combined principalities of
Germany,?and from Persia a country equal to
England in size. Her acquisitions in Tartary are
said, by a well informed writer, to have "an area
"equal to Turkey in Europe, Greece, Italy,
"and Spain;" the territory she lias acquired
since 1772, being "greater in extent and
"importance, than the whole immense Empire
"she possessed in Europe before that time."
The successors of PETF.II the GREAT, and the heirs
of lis sagacious policy, have studiously directed
their energies to the extension of the Imperial
limits into climes more genial, seeking everywhere
for outlets to seas where their ships of war and
their commercial marine might find secure harbors,
easy of access at all seasons, and unobstructed by
the icy barrier which closes, for six months in
every year, the ports in the Gulf of Finland. It
was for this, that Russia took possession of the
Crimea. It was for this, she fortified the almost
impregnable position of Sevastopol, thus com-
manding the navigation of the Danube and me-
nacing Constantinople. When the Western pro-
gress of Russia was checked by the armed inter-
position of England and France, she turned her
attention to Eastern Asia, and is now building up
a second Cronstaut at the mouth of the Amoor
river.

The progress of the UNITED STATES, during the
same period, has been of an equally extraordinary
character, though under different influences and
governed by other motives. In 1772 the Ohio river
formed our Western boundary, our Southern the
GulfStream. Since that time we have increased our
population from 3,000,000 of souls to 25,000,000,
have peopled the Ohio and Mississippi valleys, have
crossed the Gulf Stream, transcended the Rocky
Mountains and occupied with an industrious people
the shores of the Pacific. Almost simultaneously
with our appearance in California and Oregon, we
find Russia emerging from the magnificent valley
of the Amoor river, and occupying the islands in
the sea of Ochotsk. AY hen our Government dis-
patched a squadron to Japan to negotiate a change
in the restrictive policy of that Empire, Russian
frigates followed in the wake of our vessels, and
forthwith laid claim to similar advantages. When
more recently, we sent an Ambassador to China to
watch over our interests in that quarter of the
globe, Russia also sent an Ambassador clothed with
similar powers, and not with equally pacific in-
structions. Here, then, for the present, the par-
allel ends, but in the rivalry of the respective na-
tions for the commerce of Asia, the regard which
they now entertain for each other may be changed
into antagonism. Let us hope that each nation
may succeed in working out its particular destiny,
without the necessity of coming into collision
with the other.

GREAT STEAMBOAT DISASTER.
CITY OF nUNTSVILLESUNK ?AT LEAST TEN LIVES LOST

PARTICULARS ANDINCIDENTS.
[From the Ft. Louis Democrat ofthe 18/*.]

A telegraphic dispatch briefly announced on Sat-
urday the total loss of the steamer City of Hunts-
villc, in the Cumberland river, attended bv a con-
siderable loss of life. Since the arrival of the B.
M. liunyan, we have been placed in possession ofvery full particulars.

The disaster occurred on Wednesday night, at 11
o'clock, at Palmyra, about ten miles Below Clarks-
ville. She struck a log, while running at her ut-
most speed, and sunk almost instantly, about half
of her hull being torn away.

She lies now in the very" centre of the channel,
with four feet ol water in her cabin, and will pre-
vent boats from passing, unless removed previous
to the advent of low Water.

The suddenness of the disaster, and the late hourat which it occurred, combined to render it a de-plorable affair, by the loss of at least ten lives.
Emrnett Wallace, assistant engineer, of Smith-

land, Ky., and Henry Jackson, are the only- namesot the lost that we could ascertain. The latter wasa tree colored boy, and assistant porter of the boat.Light deck hands, Irishmen, names unknown, are
known to have perished. The first porter, when he
arrived at Nashville had with him three trunks,which he had saved from the wreck. One of themwas marked "Mr. Brentworth, Memphis," another
without mark, was supposed to belong to BrentSpencer, ot Nashville, who was a passenger- andthe third was marked "Rebecca Davis, Tennessee."The passengers saved were taken to Nashville, bvthe steamer Choctaw. They exonerated the oflicer'sfrom blame in the matter of the disaster. The ac-
cident occurred in a chute, through which the wa-ter, at its present high stage, rushes with grcal ve-ocity, rendering the passage unusuallv difficult;
'while in here, the boat -'took a sheer" oh the pilot,
and encountered the log, there being no possibilitv
of preventing the collision.

The officers, without exception, seem to have doneall that it was possible for men to do under the cir-
cumstances, in giving directions for the general
safety, and assisting personally. The greatest con-
fusion, excitement and terror prevailed as usual in
such cases, and there is much apprehension that the
loss of hie is much greater than ascertained, or ever
willbe ascertained.

Almost all the passengers had retired to theirrespective berths, long enough to justify the suppo-
sition that many were asleep. Soon after the shock,the cabin was filled with a mass of rushing, exeitedpeople, and the horror of their situation was aug-
mented hy the shrieking of womn and children.?One lady, we understand, threw her child over theguard, and it was saved by one the firemen.

A man floating in the water was seen to make
towai-d a plank, on which was a young lady, who
afterward proved to be his daughter. Both were
saved.

The engineer, Hopkins, saved his lifeby clinging
to a small pair of steps, with which lie floated three
miles before he could get to the bank.

Sloan, the clerk, and .Mr. Bell, a passenger, se-
cured and clung to a plank, which supported thein
safely to land.

The City of Huntsvilie was getting to be an old
boat. Sne was valued at SIO,OOO, owned by
CapL A. L. Davis, of Nashville, and was not
insured.

She had an inconsiderable cargo, which, together
with the boat, is lost.

NICARAGUA?THE SOUTHERN COMMERCIAL
CONVENTION.

Notwithstanding the fact that so much of thetime ot the Convention was taken up in the slave-
trade discussion, some attention was devoted toNicaraguan matters, as will be seen by the following:

On the motion of Mr. Percy Walker, of Alabama,
the Convention proceeded to the consideration of
the following resolutions, reported from the Com-
mittee on Business, with the recommendation thatthey be adopted by the Convention, viz:

Resolved, That we regard the establishment of the
Americans in Nicaragua, is a work of duty no less
than of honor and interest, on the part of the South-
ern people, and that this enterprise, tending as
itdoestothe increase of Southern commerce and
Southern power, is of paramount importance to
many other questions now before the American
people.

Resolved, That, as the Southern States have, un-
der the Constitution, equality of commercial rights
and privileges with those of the North, the Federal
Government is faithless to its engagements and op-pressive in its operation when it attempts to sup-
press emigration to Central America from the Southwhile it permits it from the North; and that we
deem it just and lawful to condemn such an assump-
tion ot federal power, and perversion of constitu-
tional authority.

Resolved, That we consider the Americans ofNicaragua as having been twice most grievously
wronged by the Federal Government-first by the
act ol Commander Davis, at San Juan del Sur andKivas, and recently by the utterly illegal and dis-
graceful conduct of Commodore Paulding at PuntaArenas; and that we believe that the people of the
Southern States entirely repudiate these wrongs to
their former countrymen, but also regard them as
indirect insults to themselves; and we accordingly
warn the Federal Government that a further persist-
ence in such acts will render the Government odious
to the people of the States and contemptible to for-
eign nations.

These resolutions were adopted, as follows:
Yaks?Virginia, 15; South Carolina, 8; Alabama,

9; Georgia, 10; Mississippi, 7; Louisiana, 6; Tennes-
see, 12; Texas, 4; and Florida, C?77.

THE IMPRISONMENT OF SIDNEY COOL-

IDGE.
As mention has been made frequentlv, of late, by

the press, of Mr. Sidney Coolidge's imprisonment in
Mexico, his friends may bo pleased to receive au-
thentic information of the circumstances of his cap-
ture and his situation at the last accounts.

A letter of May 2d, from the city of Mexico con-
tains what follows:

"Among the prisoners taken at Orizaba was an
American by the name of Sidney Coolidge. This
young gentleman came out here some months ago
in the corps of engineers employed to operate on
the Vera Cruz Railroad under Col. Talcott. lieiun-
discharged with the greater part of the corps. hS
love of adventure prompted him to join the liberals,
under La Llave. Ho was present at the battles of
Cruz Blanca and of Orizaba, only as a spectatator
and friend of Gen. Lopez (who commanded the
National Guard), having refused a major's commis-
sion and pay. But it is quite certain that he wasthe military engineer of the armv of Llave, and in
that capacity rendered it very efficient service. In
his report of the capture of'Orizaba, Gen. Echea-
garv says:?'The fortifications of the enemy were
well made, that construction being directed bv an
American engineer, who has fallen a prisoner intoour hands.'

"The American minister was advised by a special
courier, dispatched to him by an English gentleman
(Mr. Thomas Grandison.) in Orizaba, of Mr. Cool-idge s capture, and as there were reasons to appre
hend that he would be shot, Mr. Forsyth immediately interposed with Gen. Zuloaga in his behalf.
Under the circumstances, he could only invoke his
clemency. Gen. Zuloaga replied that it
was due to Gen. Echcagaray to withhold his decisionuntil that officer could be heard from. Since then,
Mr. Coolidge has been removed to Puebla, with other
officers made prisoners at Orizaba. We think thereis now no reason to fear for his life, but he may be
kept for some time a prisoner."

Ihe above letter was written before the steps ta-
ken in this country by the friends of Mr. Coolidge
to his release, could be known in Mexico, andit is to be hoped that his captivity will not be of
long continuance.

ACQUITTAL OF WEAVER.? On Monday the trial of
Isaac 11. Weaver, charged with the murder of John
E. Roach, at Delaware College, was commenced at
New Castle.

Great interest was manifested, and the court
house was crowded to excess throughout, many la-dies being present. The juryrendered their verdict
of acquittal a little after one o'clock on Wednesday
night. The scene which followed is thus sketchedin the Delaware Gazette:

"Simultaneous with this there went up a shoutof applause from nearly every person in the room,that shook the very walls of the court house, fol-
lowed by three hearty cheers for the jury?as soon
as quiet was a little restored, the sheriff said thatthis demonstration must be repressed inside the
court bouse, that if they wanted to show their sat-isfaction they must go outside. There was a rush
for the prisoner on the part of his friends to con-
gratulate him on his acquittal, and for the door onthe part of the crowd who made the whole room
echo with their shouts and cheers for the prisoner
and the jury."

Capt. J. 11. Hawkins, U. S. Inspector of Fire
Arms, while at work in his garden in Springfield,
Mass., on Monday morning suddenly fell and ex-
pired. Heart disease was supposed to be the cause.

Fifteen soldiers were tried for disertion at New-
port Barracks, Kv., and on conviction, were pun-
ished with from 25 to 30 lashes each.

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:It is with much reluctance that Imake any further pub-
licstatement in regard to my protest against the validity
of the late election for Congress in this District.I am not willing, however, that my silence should be
construed into an acquiescence in the correctness of the re-
cent determination of the House of Representatives to
discharge the Committee of Elections from the furtherconsideration of my second memorial, put in as it was
inexpress accordance with the views of the majority of
the committee as indicated in their report aguin3t grant-
ing the prayer of my first memorial.

A brief statement willdisclose whether the failure to
investigate that election is justly chargeable to my ne-
glect or to congressional trifling.

On the ICth of December, 1857, I addressed a memorialto the House of Representatives asking it to investigate
the rightof the Hon. 11. Winter Davis to a seat in that
body. There had been a law passed in 1851, to regulate
contests for seats in Congress, allowing a contestant to
take testimony forDO days after his notice given, and an
answer received from the sitting member.

Believing then, as 1 still do, that 1 could establish no
claim to a seat myself, but that the fraud and violence
which I charged had prevented any valid election what-ever. and that the district, in consequence, was not repre-
sented at all, Iprayed a committee to inquire into the le-
gality of the election prutcuded; 1 did not then and do
not now regard myself as a contestant, or as within the
meaning of the law. My object was not to obtain a seat
formyself, but to prevent the seat from being illegally

Shortly before the time had elapsed in which testimony
could have been taken under the law, the Committee of
Elections, by a vote of 5 to 4, reported against granting
the prayer of my memorial. That report which was sub-
sequently, on the 18th of February, 1858. adopted by theHouse contains this language, -Let the memorialist go on
under the Act of 1851, and let the time for taking the testi-
mony be extended as long as may be necessary. M

Believing the views of the minority of the House to le
right, it was with extreme reluctance that I put in a see-coud memorial in accordance with the views of the ma-jority. This memorial was, however, presented to the
House on the 2nd of March, 1858, asking an extension of
the time which is expressly provided for in the law, andwas in fact suggested by the adoption of the Committee
report. No action WJIS taken on this memorial tillthe 19th
ofMay, when the Committee by a vote of 5 to 4, asked to
be discharged from the further consideration of the subject,
no fact or circumstance having occurred to vary the ]x>si
tion or merits of the case from the time when the identical
Committee thus asking to be discharged had recommended
to the House an extension of time to enable me to prove acase which they thought demanded investigation.

1 had written the week before to the Chairman of the
Committee, enforcing mv application, and had been in-formed by Mr. Whyte but a few days previously that heunderstood the time would be granted. On entering theHouse on the 19th of May I heard for the first time of the
action of the Committee, and that their resolution hadbeen adopted by the House. The statement, therefore,from a Washington correspondent, that it was with my
concurrence or assent, is ofcourse utterly withoutfounda-
tion.

I shall waste no words incomment on the facts T have
set forth. I do not regret any sacrifice which I have been
called on to make, in the performance of what 1 conceivedto he a duty, though a disagreeable one. That some othermight have succeeded where I have failed is possible, butthat any one could more earnestly have devoted his ener
gies and his means to that end, 1 feel called upon todeny.

The people of this District have, T think, just cause to
complain that they have had but lukewarm friends against
active and determined opposition.

My connection with the matter has now ceased, and I
leave to the 35th Congress the task of providing in theirowu way and at their own good pleasure for the preserva-
tion of the purity ofpopular elections in the 4th Congress
sional District of Maryland.
