R RAL CAR' oF NAporgox I.—The funeral
car which conveyed the remains of Napoleon Bona-
parte to his tomb, in the island of St, Helena, on
the 10th of May, 1821, has becn deposited during
the past thirty yearsat Rotunda, on Woolwich Com-
mon, and was an object of interest to all visitors, es-

ecially to those of the French nation. It baving
een determined by the government to forward the
car to Paris as a present to France, the vehicle has
been removed from the Rotunda to the royal ear-
riage department of Woolwich Arsenal, and the su-
perintendent of that department (Colonel L. Tul-
Inh) has received instructions to carry out the ne-
cessary repairs, &c., and to restore the car to a pre-
sentable appearance.

Rovar Lrrerany Fosp.—Lord Palmerston pre-
sided on Wednesday evening, May 5, at the annual
dinner of the Royal Literary Fund, and in propos-
ing the health of her Majesty alluded to the popu-
lar title which she possessed to the loyal respect of
an assembly met to do honor to literature, from the
fact that she was the first sovereign of this eountry
who had promoted to the peerage a literary man—
Lord Macaulay—solely on account of his literary
distinetion. uring the evening the Queen’s 21st
donation of £100, with £25 from the chairman, and
other subscriptions, amounting to nearly £1,000,
were announced.

Lieutenant Bedford Pim, favorably kuown for his
energy in Arctic service, has received promotion
under date AJ}ril 19,1838, This enterprising oiticer
distinguished himself in the course of the recent
operations in China, niore especially in an attack
upon a Chinese village, in a manner to deserve the
commendation uﬁiir%ﬁeh:el Seymour. He has re-
turned home invalided, having been severely wound-
ed while engaged in the discharge of his duty.

Lord Brougham, notwithstanding his advanced
age, still continues amember of the Beef Steak Club,
which he attended on a private day, when none but
members were admitted, during the last month.—
At this redezvous of old friends {)oliticnl conversa-
tion is entirely excluded; and although it was origi-
nally established by Rich, one of the managers of
Uovent Garden Theatre, not a single actor is a mem-
ber of it.

Fuur Courr oF Divorce.—This Court, which
alone has jurisdiction to dissolve the marriage con-
tract, wilf open on Monday mext, 10th of May.
Lord Campbell will preside, the Lord Chancellor
being unable to attend. The Court, to be “full,”
requires there judges at least, but there may be
more.

Tue Exuisrriox or 1851.—£111,419 was the sum
received by the Commissioners of the Great Exhibi-
tion in the year I851, and £34,324 the sum paid,
leaving £77,095 as a_balance in hand at the end of
the year to provide for thie purchase of certain es-
tates, and also for a reserve fund.

Tue Queexs or Portucar.—Her Majesty the newly
married Queen of Portugal, arrived in London, by
special train from Dover, on Thursday afternoon,
May 6. She was received at the railway station by
the Prince Consort, and was escorted to Bucking-
ham Palace by a squadron of the Royal Horse
Guards.

Mr. Layard has arrived in London, from an ex-
tended tour through the disturbed districts of In-
dia.

The statue of Dr. Jenner, the discoverer of vac-
cination, has been placed in Trafalgar Square, Lon-
don, and in a few days it will be uncovered.

Lady Franklin, widow of the celebrated Arctic
naviagator, is at present in Algiers.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The correspondent of the (Boston) Journal gives
the particulars of a desperate assaunlt with intent to
kill two brothers named Charles and Uriah Welch,
living near the line of New Sharon, Me. The
brothers lived together, and were awakened on the
night of the 13th inst., by a man who had obtained
entrance into the house under the pretext that he
had some fine oxen to sell. Assoon as the rogue
was in the house he presented a revolver to Charles
and fired three times. Charles fell to the floor
wounded and faint. Uriah, the other brother, next
received the villain’s attention. Though the re-
volver was twice discharged at him, lodging two
bullets in his abdomen, he sprang upon the assail-
ant, wrenched from him a cane, and by the aid of
his brother Charles, drove the miscreant out of the
house into_the yard, where an accomplice was in
waiting. Both of the villains, however, left with-
out essaying further. The assault was no doubt
prompted E_\' the belief that the brothers had in
their possession large sums of money.

It is but a short time since that the register of
death contained the name of Rev. Dr. Taylor, of
New Haven, the originator, many years ago, of
certain peculiar theological views, which have been
known as Taylorism. We have now to record the
death of the Rev. Dr. Tyler, of East Windsor Hill,
Ct., who has been prominent in the theological
world by his opposition to the views of Dr. Taylor.
‘When the Thuofo;;ic:ll Seminary at East Windsor
was founded to counteract the opinions of Dr. Tay-
lor, Dr. Tyler was chosen its President, and held
that position for about a quarter of a century. He
was also formerly President of Dartmouth Col-
lege. He died on'Friday cvening last, after an ill-
uess of ten hours, of neuralgia in the breast.

An employee in the barber shop of Henry Gardi-
ner, at St. ]{nuis, arrested on the 19th inst. on the
charge of being implicated in the murder of Iugh
Downie, a drover, the particulars of which have
already been given in The Press. This person has
confessed that the murder was committed at nine
o’clock on Sunday evening, in Gardiner’s shop.
Downie came in, took the chair, and resigned him-
self to be shampooned. The lather was permitted
to trickle to his eyes, and then the rope was applied
to his neck. His hat was burned in the stove, his
body robbed and thrown where it was found, and
the rope was conveyed where it was found. Three
employees of Gardiner did the job. The remaining
two have fled, but will be caught. Gardiner is also
under arrest.

The report of the Joint Committee of the Wis-
consin  Legislature, appointed to investigate the
charges of bribery and corruption in the passage of
the land grant bills of 1856, exhibits most astound-
ing developments of fraud and bribery. Almost
every member of the Legislature of 1856 who voted
for the land grants to the La Crosse and Milwaukee
Railroad received from $5,000 to - $20,000 worth of
stocks and bonds.
