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Our Congressional telegram advises us of the
fact that Senator DouGLas yesterday brought in a
bill, “to restrain and redress outrages upon the flag
and citizens of the Unitep Stares.” The provi-
sions of the bill strike us as somewhat extraordi-
nary, and we therefore present them entire as con-
tained in our dispatch. After the enacting clause,
the bill proceeds in general terms to declare ‘‘that
“in case of flagrant violation of the laws of na-
“‘tions by outrages upon the flag, soil, or citizens
“‘of the United States, or upon their property,
“under circumstances requiring prompt redress;
“and when, in the opinion of the President, delay
‘“would be incompatible with the honor and dig-
“nity of the Republic, the President is hereby
“authorized to employ such force as he may deem
“‘necessary to prevent the perpetration of such out-
“rages, and to obtain first redress and satisfaction
“for the same, when perpetrated. And it shall be
“his duty to lay the facts of each case, together
“4with the reasons of his actions in the premises,
“‘before Congress at the ecarliest practicable mo-
“‘ment, for such further action thereon as Congress
“‘may direct.”

Now it appears to us that the measure proposed
by Senator Dovcras is either superfluous or very
dangerous. Either, the PresipNT already has the
authority with which the Senator would clothe
him, or else the bill contemplates bestowing upon
him discretionary powers of doubtful expediency
and more than questionable constitutionality. The
Presipent is by the Constitution made Comman-
der-in-Chief of the Armies and Navies of the Re-
public. Tt is his duty to employ those forces for
the protection of the citizens of the UNITED StaTEs,
at home and abroad. He has full power to sta-
tion the National troops at such points, within
the UxioN, as he may  select, and to send
the National vessels into’ those seas, where
he may think, that their presence is required. If
our border settlements are menaced by tribes of
hostile Indians, he has power to send a regiment
of dragoons for their protection. If our commerce
suffers from pirates, or our citizens are molested
upon the high seas, or in foreign ports, he has
power to send a squadron to their assistance. The
Presipent’s authority to act in all such emergencies,
and to take all necessary steps ‘“to restrain and
“‘redress outrages upon the flag and citizens of the
“Unrtep Srates,’” is only circumseribed by the
limited extent of the means placed at his disposal,
—by the smallness of our Army, and the insignifi-
cance of our Navy. Whatever protection can be
derived from twelve or fifteen thousand troops, and
from fifty or sixty vessels, it is the duty of the
PresipeNt to extend to American citizens and to
American commerce. The discretion which the
Presivent already enjoys as to the precise disposi-
tion of the military and naval forces of the Republic,
and that which is vested in the commanders of
frontier posts, and of squadrons on distant stations,
in circumstances requiring their active interposi-
tion for the protection of the lives or property of
American citizens, is already as large as Senator
DovGras can make it. The PResmENT can send
to-morrow all the available vessels in the ser-
vice, to the Gulf of Mexico, for the protection
of our commerce, and issue the nec
instructions to the commanders of those ves-
sels to protect our merchantmen from the
vexatious and tyrannical exercise of the right of
search on the part of British cruisers. No act of
Congress is needed to enlarge the PresipeENT'S
powers in this particular. In this light, therefore,
we are disposed to regard Senator Dovras’ bill as
simply unnecessary. In another point of view,
however, the measure is a very objectionable one.
The bill proposes to provide not for any particular
case, but for all cases of “‘flagrant violation of the
laws of nations by outrages committed npon”
our flag or people. TIs it intended as a general
transfer of the war-making power from Con-
gress to the Presipent?  Does Senator Doveras
propose to invest the PresipENT with discretionary
power not only to act on the defensive, and to pre-
vent a repetition of such outrages, but to proceed
actively against the offending power? If the Sen-
ator means to give the PrEsipENT any greater
powers, or larger discretion, than he already pos-
sesses, it can only be by giving him power to make
war. Had the bill applied solely to the particular
case of the late outrages in the Gulf, we should
have been disposed to regard it as tantamount to a
declaration of war against England. Being gene-
ral in its scope, however, wemust view it as a pro-
posed grant to the Execurive, of powers expressly
denied to him by the Constitution, and expressly
lodged in other hands. If Senator Doveras is
really in earnest in his desire “‘to restrain and re-
dress outrages upon the flag and citizens of the
Unitep Srates,” let him introduce a bill to au-
thorize the construction of fifty gun-boats, to be
added to the Navy. Let that right arm of the Na-
tional defence be strengthened and made adequate
to the task of protecting our commerce all over the
Globe, and the wisdom and discretion of President
BucsANAN in the exercise of the powers already
vested in him, will supply all the “protection’” that
is needed, and put a speedy stop to all “outrages”’
in the Gulf of Mexico or elsewhere, on the part of
England or of any other power.
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Are the people of Maryland satisfied with the
present State Constitution; or is it desirable to call
a Convention for the purpose of framing a new
one? These are the questions which, to-morrow,
they are called upon to decide at the Ballot-box.
They involve grave issues, and should be
thoughtfully considered. It is no light matter,
to introduce changes into the Organic Law
of a Commonwealth; for the abrogation of an
existing Constitution, and the adoption of a
new one, imply a necessity for revolutionizing,
in a greater or less degree, the established policy
of the State. It is, therefore, important that we
should approach this subject with all due caution,
and deliberately resolve upon the best course to be
pursued. Has the Constitution of 1851 worked
well? If it has, it requires no modification. If it
has not, and if we have learned, by painful expe-
rience, that it is radically defective in many of its
leading provisions, we are justified in demanding
that those defects should be adequately remedied.
It is sheer folly to say, that we must bear with
them until the ten years, stipulated in the
instrument, have expired. During the seven
years that the new Constitution of Maryland
has been in force, we have had ample opportuni-
ties for studying its peculiar features, and forming
an opinion concerning them. That opinion we
have already had occasion to express; and, al-
though the initial movement for a change partook
of a partisan character, and may have been de-
signed to subserve party purposes, it reflected, so
far as the present Constitution is concerned, the
wishes of a large majority of the people of the
State, and therefore it is that we have given
it our hearty support. It may suit the views
of demagogues to eulogise the virtues of an
Elective Judiciary; and of money lenders, to
desire no change in our Usury laws; and of ig-
norance, everywhere, to vehemently object to an
uniform System of Public Education; but if we
are to enforce that respect for the laws which is the
only safeguard of life and property, we must render
our judicial functionaries independent of debasing
influences, and elevate them to a position where
they may administer impartial justice. If we are
to enter into fair commercial competition with the
neighboring States, we must not only abate that
standing nuisance, the Usury laws, but we must
also establish, in future, the legal rate of interest
at seven per cent., as in New York; or at eight
per cent., as in Obio, and thus, besides inviting
the employment of foreign capital, retain within
our own limits, large sums of money which, for
the sake of the additional one or two per cent. of
annual interest, many wealthy citizens of Maryland
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have been accustomed to invest elsewhere. We
must also, by constitutional enactment, make it
obligatory upon the Legislature to frame a system
of Public Education adapted to the wants of the
poorer classes, and such as may be best calculated
to promote the growth of a sound healthy morality;
to extend the field of industrial enterprise, and, by
clevating the wntellectual status of the people, to
make them sensible of their social, political, and
religious obligations, and of the necessity, in a
well ordered commonwealth, of obedience to the
laws. That all these are salutary and desirable
reforms does not admit of a doubt; but whether
these beneficial results can be accomplished under
a new Constitution depends partly upon the man-
ner in which it may be framed, and partly
upon the disposition of the people. But the
experiment is well worth a trial. A new
Constitution may be made productive of much
good. It cannot easily be so framed as to
present more glaring. defects than the one under
which we are now living. So notoriously is that
wanting in many of those vital elements which are
essential to the perpetuity of so important an in-
strument, that its abrogation is, at the best, but a
question of time. Its most ardent supporters do
not venture to claim for it a longer term of exist-
ence than ten years. Seven of these have expired
already. Where, then, is the necessity of waiting
for a tardy dissolution when a speedier one is so
much more desirable? No one supposes that it will
improve by keeping; why, then, should it be re-
tained? We are no advocates of Constitution-
mongering. We desire to see the Organic Law re-
spected, so long as it is worthy of respect, and
would prefer to bear with venial errors of omission
and commission, rather than witness a decennial
Convention, and with it a decennial change. Every
resort to extraordinary powersisto be earnestly de-
precated, unlessitis approved by common sense, and
required by a proper regard for the best interests of
the body politic. Thatsuchis the case in the pres-
ent instance there cannot be the slightest possible
reason to doubt. [tremains then to be seen whether
a State machine that does work well, can be substi-
tuted for one which confessedly does not. If it
can; and if by proper elaboration, in the first in-
stance, it can also be so framed as to preserve that
just balance of forces which shall ensure, in future,
a reasonable degree of regularity in its movements,
it will obviate the necessity for frequent revision or
reconstruction, and establish itself firaly in the
popular regard.
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Is there a Statute of Limitations as to the Re~
covery of Taxes?
To the Editors of the Daily Exchange :

The Legislature at the session of 1852—by chap-
ter 75, authorizing the extension of time to sher-
iffs and collectors for completing their collee-
tions of taxes—declared that all taxes thereafter
levied, for county and city purposes, should be col
lected within three years of the levy, and, if not
then, any party from whom they should be demand-
ed might plead that act in bar of their recovery.
The Constitution declares that every law shall em.
brace but one subject, and that_shall be deseribed
in its title; and doubts have been expressed whether
the above clause of Hmitation, strictly speaKing,
has any reference to the subject of courts extending
time to tax collectors in making their collections,
but those doubts are probably not well founded.

At the last session of the Legislature, a law was
passed entitled “An Act confirmatory of certain or-
dinances approved by the Mayor and City Council
of Baltimore, and providing for the more speedy
collection of arrearages of taxes,” and by which the
city Auditoris empowered to distrain for taxes
and to sell any real property for any taxes due
City and State. The very liberal compensation
therein provided for the Auditor of ten per cent.
commissions, has stimulated the issue of bills for
taxes for antiquated dates, with the usual official
threats in case of non-payment; and there is consid-
erable grumbling, especially as this last act repeals
by reference to title and section, only’ the 4th sec-
tion of the Act of 1852, chapter 75, herein first re-
ferred to, which protected the tax payer, and all
purchasers of property after three years. Many
persons now hold property on which the taxes for
the last three years have been paid, but for which
bills are now issued for taxes dues or 10 years since,
when the property was owned by persons now dead,
removed, or if living are wholly irresponsible, and
this works great hardship and injustice.

But the Constitution also says expressly that “no
law, or section of law, shall be revived, amended or
repealed by reference to its title or section only.”
Now quaere, is not the repeal of the three years lim-
itation which protects the tax-payer by title and see-
tion only a'nullity? and is not theact of 1852, chap. 75,
still in force ? and is not a repealing clause in such
a law quite as inconsistent, and even more so, with
the subject of the last law, and not deseribed in its
title, as is the three years clause in the act of 18
This is an important matter to every property hold_
er or purchaser of property, and if the present pre-
tensions of the City Auditor be well founded, no piece
of property is safe unless receipted Tax Bills for at
least twenty years back are ready for exhibition on
demand. The question we should suppose will belit-
igated, and the sooner it is judicially determined the
better.

THE CAPTAIN WHO RAN THE BLOCKADE AT
PORT AU PLATTE.
Porr Au Prarre, St. Domineo, May 1, 1858.

DEear Sir :—For your information I have to say
that I arrived here” safe. We had a_very smooth
passage, wind light all the way; we had the wind
ahead till we got to Turk’s Islands. Fort au Platte
is blockaded with seven men-of-war, and I was the
first vessel that has got in since the blockade, and 1
don’t know as I should have got in if I bad known
that the port wasunder blockade. We had astrong
breeze when we fell in with the fleet, and they com-
menced firing on us, first blank cartridge; but when
the balls began to come, I began to open my eyes.—
We were going at the time about ten knots, and a
big sea, so 1 concluded that they could not hit us,
except by good luck, so I put her through, and got
in safe.

When we got within gunshot of the port, they
opened on the enemy, so L was between two fires.
We anchored and went on shore. T thought the
people would have killed me with kindness. They
wanted to carry me all over town in their arms.—
We are the first vessel that has got in since the
blockade. The enemy hasseven men-of-war off’ the
port all the time. The Dominicans have five men-
of-war schooners now in port, and I had the offer
of taking command of the commodore’s ship. They
are so much taken up with me that I don’t know
what to do with the people. They won’t take no
for an answer. I can get a big price for the Wing
of the Wind, but they want me to command her,
and that won’t suit me, as I have a dislike to gun-
powder. 1 expectto leave here in six days. We
are all well. Yours, as ever, H. B. PEARSALL.

P. 8.—2 P. M., the fleet paid a visit They came
within two miles of the fort ind commenced a fire,
and the fort returned their fire, but no damage—
all the shot falling short by a quarter of a mile.

There guns are so constructed that they can ele-
vate them to,carry the ball any distance; and fur-
thermore, the wads are made of plaintain leaves.

3 P. M.—They ran in and fired on the town. One
shot reached and went through a house. The peo-
ple were out; no one hurt.

Sunpay, 2d.—Came in and fired on the town; no
dawmage. At 10 o’clock, A. M., a schooner hove in
sight.  The fleet put chase to her and hove her to.
I think that she was the American schooner that
Rolff' & Pearshun chartered, which was to sail in
two days after I sailed.

A correspondent sends us the following account
of a singular tragedy in New Sharon, Me., to which
allusion has before been made :

“In the town of New Sharon, Me., a few nights
since, two brothers by the name of Weltch, living
quite alone, were askéd by a stranger hospitalities
for the night; he stated he was a drover, and made
some conversation about stock, in which the broth-
ers were interested. One of them had retired for
the night; the other, upon turning for the purpose,
of making a fire to cook a meal for the stranger,
was fired upon by him, received three shotsand fell.
The other brother hearing the noise came out from
his room with a stout club, which he found handy,
and immediately commenced a fierce attack upon
the ruffian. He received the three remaining
shots of a revolver unheeded, and was rapidly get-
ting the advantage of his opponent when the door
was suddenly opened and the fellow was pulled out
by unseen hands, and escaped. Mr. Weltch is a
powerfully built man, and was an adept in the art
of fencing, and adroit in the use ot his club. He
served several years in the navy. The pistol was
shivered in pieces. Some arrest have been made,
one of which is said to be a prominent citizen of
Lewiston, Me.”— Boston Traveller.

Tue Late Hat-Story 1¥ ViReiNiA.—A private
letter from the northern neck of Virginia states
that the counties of King George and Westmore-
land, in that region, were particularly visited by
the desolating hail-storm of Tuesday last.

Captain Nichols offered him acigar, (he
having no liquor on board,) which he refused, but
requested a glass of water, which was given him.—
He then departed.—N. Y. Herald.

BOARDING OF THE CLARENDON.

Captain Howe received from Captain Bartlett, of
the ship Clarendon, the particulars of his havin
been boarded on the same day by the same British
boat. The Clarendon was lying some distance out-
side the rest of the fleet, at éey Christo. Like the
others, she was loaded with sugar and molasses, but
was waiting for a small quantity to complete her
cargo. The steamer ran in as near as was deemed
prudent, and then fired several guns—blank shots
—which Captain Bartlett understood, of course, to
be a request for him to show his colors. He paid no
attention, however, to the demand.

In ashort time he saw two boats lowered away
and manned. They came alongside, and the com-
mander of the steamer boarded the ship, and asked
Captain Bartlett why he did not hoist his colors.—
‘‘Because,”’ replied Capt. B., I did not choose to
do s0, and I do not recognize your right to require
me to do so.” The officer appeared much annoyed
at the refusal of the Captain to hoist his colors; de-
wanded the name of the ship; the owner’s name;
what her cargo consisted of, fc.; and closed by re-
queulini him to show his papers. Captain B. in-
formed him, rather tartly, that they were ashore at
the office of the American Consul, where he could
sce them by taking the trouble to call on that func-
tionary.

The British officer threatened to seize the vessel.
Capt. Bartlett replied he would be glad to have him
do so, particularly as he intimated that he would
send him to New "York, for “he was bound that
way.” During this interview the British officer, a
part of the time, was in the cabin, and the ship’s
colors lay spread out on the table.
As he was about to leave, he gave an order to
have the gangway ladder lowered, which was not
done, however, until the request was repeated in a
civil manner. The boats then left.

The Clarendon was wrecked on her voyage to
New York, on the Double-Headed Shot Keys, and
is a total loss. The above account is given second-
hand, and must not of course, be taken as oflicial
until Captain Bartlett shall have arrived and made
his deposition as to the facts of the outrage.
