SWILL FED FORK?THE DISTEMPER AMONG

THE HOGS.
A few days ago our attention was called to the!

fact that in the State of New Jersey, within aeon- 1
venient distance oi this city, there are several large
distilleries with hog pens "attached to them, and
th at upon the swill Irom these establishments large
numbers of hogs are fattened for the New York
market. \Ve were also informed that a distemper
had broken out among the swine at one of these es-
tablishments, at Millstone, Somerset county. X. J.,
and that many of them had died of it; itwas stated,
moreover, that slaughtered hogs, whose flesh was !
diseased had been brought to the city. We iminc- idiately dispatched a reporter to Millstone. The j
village is forty miles trnm this city, and is situated :
on the bank of Millstone river, a small stream which !
derives its name and its principal importance from
the numerous mills to which it furnishes water
power.

The Delaware and Raritan Canal passes through
the place, and it is the terminus of a branch of the
New.Jersev Railroad over which freight trainsnnlv
pass carrying grain, pork and whiskey, to New
I ork. East Millstone is the name of a small settle-
ment situated near the village proper, and in the
centre of it is the distillery of Messrs. Alcott & Cook;
and not quite a mile from the distillery are the pens
in which hogs are fattened upon the still house slops.
Ihe swill is conveyed in a pipe underground from
the distillery to the pons, which have been hired by
Mr. Win. 1). Rellus, who has at present about 250
hogs there; Messrs. Olcott & Cook furnish the pens
and swill, ami Mr. Rclius pays them forty cents per
head a month.

The swine were brought from the West, and are
divided into two parcels, the first of which were
placed in the pens on the 24th of March last, and
the second on the 7th of April?each lot consisting
ot 12.> hogs. All ol the hogs have had the distemper,
Mr. Olcott informed us. Moat of them, he said, hadentirely recovered; some of them were still afflicted
with it, ns we very readily perceived on inspecting
theni; Aileruption, generally on the legs, in thevicinity ol the hock joint, is tile external manifesta-
tion of the distemper. The parts about, the sores
were, in some cases, very much swollen, the hairbeing thin and the animal emaciated.

The pigs, as soon as the distemper attacked them,
were turned out of the pens and permitted to roam
at large in the open air. 11 took about tbirt v davs,
we were tobl. for the distemper to pass through thefirst drove of pigs; the second drove caught the dis-
ease?which is contagious?from the first drove,
when the latter was convalescent. The pigs of the
second drove had it for thirty days, and were kept
in the neighborhood of those of the first drove all
the time, hut the latter did not again catch it.?
About 100 pigs have died from the disease since the
first drove was put into the pens.

After recovering from the distemper, Mr. Olcott
said the pigs began to grow fat?thev were kept all
the time on swill from the distillery -and he showed
us some very corpulent grunters, which he said had
recovered from the distemper, and increased insize
steadily ever since. The pens occupy about an acre
ol ground and are vorv commodious. There are
accommodations there for 2,500 hogs. Each pen is
18 leet wide, and 28 feet long, with a trough in the
centre; they were very clean when we saw them,
and we were assured that thev were always kept so.
A culvert into which streams" of fresh water flow,
carries oil the refuse from the pens into the river.
The distemper among these hogs, therefore, was not
caused by uncleanliness, or bv crowding them to-
gether in the pens. Either tlieir food, which has
consisted entirely of swill from the distillery, or in-
fection brought from the West, it would appear,
must have caused it.

M'\v Jersey hogs, owned by farmers in the vicin-
ity, Mr. Olcott told us, were fed with tlie swill, and

i vet escaped the distemper: but the neighbors told
' us that the swiil was mixed with other food before
I it was given to their pigs. Some of the farmers had
i sent hogs to the pens attached to the distillery to
? be kept for them on the swill, and they had cau"hti the distemper, and many of them had died. Mr.Olcott showed us a sow'which had a litter of pigs
? two weeks old, which she had produced while fed
: on the unadulterated swill; none of the olfsprings

had died, and the parent was doing well on swTlI
' mixed with meal. Of the one hundred pigs which

had died, many had been opened , anil it was found
< generally that their lungs and kidnevs were dis-

eased. When a pig refused its food," Mr. Olcott
said, and it was tints made evident that it was
about to become diseased, the best way was to kill !i
iniMeilialcli/; its llesh was perfectly good if killed at
this stage.

He was of the opinion that the swill was perfect-
ly heathly; it consisted of all the elements of grain,
starch, hit, gluten, and a small portion of woody
matter, except the starch, of which after the dis-
tilling process about 20 per cent, remained in the
swill. II you take a quart of ale, lie said, raise
its temperature to 170 dog. and let it stand long
enough to evaporate its alcohol, about fifteen min-
utes, you have a very poor article of still-house slops.
The story about the use of strychnine in distilling
was a fabrication; the only object in using it would
be to obtain the bitter principle, and it was quite

1 as cheap to use hops. The distillery of Messrs. 01-
' cott and Cook was erected about two years ago,

1 was burned down last August, and rebuilt at an ex-
pense of s:is.o6o soon after. The firm does busi-
ness tinder the name of the East Millstone Manufac-
turing Company.

We were informed at Millstone that Mr. Robert
Minturn, a cousin of Mr. Robert L!. Mint urn, of this
city, had a large distillery at New llrunswick, and
kept about 1,000 hogs, which were fed on swill, and
many of which hail had the distemper. We visited
Mr. Minturn at New llrunswick, but he informed us
that his hogs had not had the distemper, although
they were fed on swill. Several months ago lie had
some Western lings sent to him, and they were in-
fected with the disease, and he sent them back.

( Since then he had kept I'ennsylvania hogs mostly,
which he fattened for five or six months, and then
slaughtered and sent them to this city. We were

i informed by an employee on the New Jersey rail-
road, that within a year past "some hard looking
speckled pork," to use his own words, had been
carried over the road from New Brunswick to this
city. Within a few months past, however, he had
not observed nnv pork of this description among

| the freight.
We have made inquirv at the City Inspector's

: office concerning diseased pork arriving in the city
from places in the vicinity, but he had not traced

i any to the New Jersey railroads. It was Mr. Mor-
ton's opinion that most of the diseased pork that is

; brought to the city is cither salted down, before itar-
| rives here, or taken immediately on its arrival to the
' salting and packing houses. Most of it probably is

sent out of the city: there are parties hero who hold
] large contracts for supplying bacon to the British
! troops stationed in the West Indies and elsewhere;
; much is sold for use on shipboard, and the coiutnod-
| ity is largely exported.

Still, it is undoubtedly true that a great deal of
| dubious ham and bacon is consumed in this city,

I and how much of it is tit to eat, very few of the

: consumers can tell. The dressed hogs which we see
! carried through the streets on carts daily, are

I'nut ,7itif of mi liiti'i'-Oiiunf ('onini uniciil um
unroin th<\u25a0 Isthmus of Dnrirn.?The Secretary of the
Navy has transmitted to the Senate avcrv interest-
ing letter from Lieut. T. A. Craven, dated May 17,
in reference to the practicability of an inter-oceanic
communication from the Gulf of Darien to the IVcilic ocean, by the Atrato and Truando rivers.

The letter of Lieut, Craven concisely embodies
the result of his late survey of those rivers, and
contains the following conclusions in reference to
the physical difficulties to be overcome in opening a
communication:

'*l. A cut through some five miles of submerged
mud at the mouth of the river, with the prospect-
ive certainty of constant dredging to keep it
open.

"2. The herculean labor and incalculable expense
of cutting through the lagoons of the Truando and
the embedded logs of the i'alos C'aidos, where the
whole country is inundated during at least nine
months of the" rear, and whore the flood of a day
may destroy the work of a week.

"\u25a0. The vast expense attending tho removal of
basaltic rock in a country where labor and pro-
visions must all be imported at most extravagant
rates.

"4. The want of an anchorago on the Pacificcoast.
'?. Iho fatal effects of the climate, which, it mar

he safely estimated, will at all times disable one-
third ol any force that may bo sent there.

"\ouwitl not be surprised, sir, that, with thepreceding arguments, I am of the opinion that the
proposed canal is impracticable, as involvingan ex-
penditure of treasure not easily estimated, and a
sacrifice ol lite from which the stoutest heart may
shrink."
