The company
have policies out to the amount of $5,000,000.

During a recent hearing in Lowell, Mass., in
reference to junk shops, the agent of the Suffolk
corporation testified that within the past two or
three years nearly seventy tons of cotton waste had

found its way to the different junk shops and tin
peddlers in Boston, taken from the corporations, at
the loss of nearly $38,000.

The net profit of the Connecticut State Prison for
the year ending March '2lst, were $3,058.88. To-
tal number of prisoners at that date, 212?0f whom
20 are sentenced for life. This is said to he the only
institution of the kind that has paid expenses dur-
ingthe past year.

The M. K. Conference, South, has determined not
to elect an additional Bishop at the present time,
and not to make State lines the boundary lines of
annual conferences.

all iwtrts of the United States.

Winter in Newburg.

The British bark Stranger, Capt. Bennett, sailedfrom New Orleans, La., for Liverpool, England, on
the 4th of December last, aud has not been heard
of since. Her cargo consisted of 805 hales of cot-
ton, and 4.416 slaves.

The annual regatta of the New York Yacht Club
w ill come off on Thursday, 3d of June, in Netv
York harbor, under the direction of the Committee
of Arrangements. There willbe a prize, valued at
S-.'iO, for each class of yachts.
