A few days since, a distinguished S‘f""lor de-
clared in his place in Congress, that he did not be-
lieve there was ‘“as corrupt a Government umlu"r
the Heavens as that of the UNiTep Srates.””  We
do not know whether this is literally .mw. Our
acquaintance with the practical .\vnrkmg of the
machinery of other Governments, in other parts of
the m»rld: is limited, and we are therefore unable
1o test the accuracy of Senator TooMes’ statement,
in respect to the comparative amount of corruption
existing in onr own. That the amount of posi-
tive corruption is enormous, we are quite satisfied,
and if there fbe a people on the face of the globe,
whose Government is more corrupt, Heaven help
them. Mr. Toomss further stated his conviction
that there is most corruption ‘‘in the Legislative
departments’” of Government. We do not doubt
it. The Honorable Senator says so, and an Hon-
orable Senator ought to know. Recent disclosures
have fully prepared us to believe that such is the
case. Only the other day, when Mr. Rick, one of
the Scnators elect from the new State of Minnesota,
was sworn in, along with his credentials, there
were presented to the Senate by Mr. Haruax, of
Towa, charges against the Honorable Senator, of
gross corruption. We know nothing about the
truth or falschood of these charges. We simply
refer to the coincidence as being anything but
agreeable, and as showing that Cesar’s wife is, at all
events, not above suspicion. Senator Rick may be as
honest as any common man, but there are evident-
ly people in the world who do not think so. In
the other wing of the Capitol, the recent igno-
minious expulsion from office, of Mr. Hackxey, the
Door-Keeper of the House, shows how corruption
has taken up its abode, at the very door-sill of the
Legislative Chamber. The cases of MArTESON
Guueert and others, during the last session, are evi-
denee that it has not always remained on the out-
side of the threshold. On the contrary, Specia]
Committees to investigate charges of corruption,
against IHonorable Members, have become almost
as comumon in the lower House, as are Courts of In-
quiry and Courts-Martial in the Army and Navy.
The latest revelation of Legislative dishonesty
be found, however, in the Report of a Committee
of the Wisconsin Legislature appointed to look into
the affairs of the LA Crosse AND MiLwAUKEE Rai-
roAD CoMpaNy, and to investigate the means used
by that corporation to procure from the Legislature
of 18536, a grant of lands belonging to the State,
to aid in the construction of the Road. This Report
discloses the fact of the wholesale bribery or “buying
up’’ of the entire State Government of Wisconsin,
for the purpose of obtaining that grant, and of the
expenditure, with that view, of nearly one million of
dollars by the President and Directors of the Com-
pany. The names of the officials who were bribed,
and the exact amounts paid to each, are given in
the Report.  The list includes His Excellency the
Governor of the State, Cowrs Basurorn—the Hon-
orable Arriivr McArTHUR, Lieutenant Governor,—
Winuiay M. Dexyis, Esquire, Bank Comptroller,
the Governor's Private Secretary, the Clerks of
both Houses, thirteen Senators, and fifty-nine
ssemblymen.  Two hundred and forty-six thou-
sand dollars were expended in buying “‘outsiders,”’
lobby-agents, and others. Among these latter,
figure threc Editors, Rurus Kixe of the Milwauker
Sentinel, Morrrz ScHAEFFER of the Wisconsin Bun-
ner, and S. D. Careenter of the Wisconsin Pa-
triot. The aggregate sum paid to these journals,
0,000,—an amount which appears ridicu-
lously small when compared with that expended
in the purc > of Senators and Assemblymen.
When the former were quoted at $20,000 apiece,
and the lowest Lid offered for any of the latier
was 85,000, it must be conceded that the Editors
were cheap—dog-cheap. The highest price given
was that paid for the Goveryor, who was hought
for $50,000. Current market rates were about
$10,000, payable in bonds of the Company. The
manner in which the negotiations were conducted
is detailed at length in the Report, and is quite
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amusing, not to say highly instructive and edify-
Ing. The Senators, it seems, were old birds not

to be canght with chaff. - They required payment
of the purchase-money before they gave their votes
for the bill.

Those to whom stock was assigned, had their amounts
placed in the hands of William A. Barstow, before voting
Jor the Land Grant bill, to be by him passed to them respec
tively @ se the bill became @ lmw.  This precaution was
ta v did_not feel inclined to trust performance
by the La Crosse Directors, after they had obtained the
grant,

Sagacious Senators!  Prudent precaution! In
Wisconsin, it seems, there is not even honor
amongst thieves. The Assemblymen were paid
off by Moses M. StroxG, Attorney for the Com-
pany, who on this occasion appears to have exer-
cised the additional functions of Paymaster. The
bonds designed for each person, were put up in
“packages,” marked with the names of the in-
tended recipients, and left at the office of Mr.
StroNG, who in his answers to the third and
twenty-third interrogatories propounded by the
Committee, says:

““All the packages to which I suppose the question re-
fers, with a very few exceptions, were by me delivered to
the persons whose names were written on them, respective-
ly. In all the excepted cases, they were delivered to some
other person who undertook to deliver them, and in whose
undertaking I had confidence.”

* * “My office for a day or two was thronged
with members of the Legislature and others, whl‘isu]r

came there to receive the packages. I g id of
A8 soon as possible.”

* “1 delivered the ‘packages’ in person,
(with the exceptions heretofore mentioned,) and took no
voucher or receipt from any person.”

The delicate duty of bribing the Governor, was, as
befitted the exalted dignity of that august person-
age, entrusted to no meaner hands than those of
the President of the Road, Byrox Kiunoury,
Esquire.  We shall let this worthy tell in his own
words, how he managed the matter. Thereis a
charming simplicity and naivete in his narrative,
which no language of ours could convey. He
states how he called on the Governor, and after an
affecting interchange of agreeable compliments,
delicately broached the business in hand by telling
His Excellency—

—*‘‘that in consideration of the past and prospect of the
future, the Company felt disposed to extend to him a pe-
cuniary complinent, if he would feel at liberty to aceept
it. He said that, with the views and purposes expressed
by me, he should not feel at liberty to decline a compliment
of the kind, and would accept of it cheerfully. 1 then
stated that I wounld at an early day place in his hands the
honds of the Company to the amount of $50,000; dist inctly
stating to  him at the time that I wished this gratuity to
haveno influence upon any official act which it might
henceforth devolve on him hereafter to perform. On his
part, I believe he accepted it for the reason that he thought
the Company could well afford to make such a donation
without doing it any material damage, while to him the
sum was large enough to confera real benefit (/) 1In pur-
suanceof this conversation, I subsequently placed in the
hands of Gov. BAsHFoRrD the bonds of the Company to the
amount of £50.000, and at a later period I exchanged
with him $15.000 into money at par. * * presume
this would have been done from time to time had the con-
dition of the Company permitted.”

All this, Mr. KiLBovrN professes to have done
without any ‘‘corrupt intent,” and uninfluenced
by any “unworthy motive.” It was solely, he
says—

—*‘because T deemed it necessary to PROPITIATE HIs FEEL-
INGS with reference lo the future operations of our Com-

ny.

Observe the delicate Euphuism with which Mr,
Kiusoury converts a bribe into “a pecuniary com-
pliment,”” solely intended ‘‘to propitiate the feel-
ings”’ of the exalted functionary to whom jt was
offered.  What a nice distinction there is conveyed
by this adroit use of language by the ingenious
Mr.Kmepovry!  What a world-wide diflerence
there is, hetween the vulgar traffick carried on by
the Company in Senators and Assemblymen, who
were bought and  sold, like cattle in the market,
or negroes on the Slave-Coast, at so much a head,
and the graceful act of “propitiating the feelings’’
of a Governor. No wonder that Governor Basi-
FoRD'S ““feelings’” did not leave him “‘at liberty to
decline a compliment,” so happily conceived, and
so politely conveyed !

Altogether, we have never read anything more
refreshing than is this delightful exposition of
legislative morality in the virtuous State of Wis-
eonsin. It makes us proud of our Western fellow-
citizens. We feel honored by the connection. It
increases our confidence in Western Railroad Se-
curities, and our knowledge of the hidden mysteries
of Railroad management. Tt augments our rever-
ence for republican instifutions, and for the purity
of our legislation; and hesides, it is calculated to
do us good in the eyes of the civilized world, and
to elevate our national character abroad.

Will our readers believe us, however, when we
add that the perp s of this stupendous infamy,
the men by whom this great scandal has been
brought upon the American name and country,
although convieted of the fact, in most instances,
by their own confessions, which are ded to
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brought in with their Report, the projet of alaw
designed to reach such cases in future, even that
was killed by the personal and political influence
of these self-convicted criminals. The Legislature
has adjourned, without taking any action in the
premises, and the sinners have been suffered to
depart, without even an injunction to ‘sin no
more.”  Other disclosures and revelations this
Report likewise contains. The La Crosse Direc-
tors appear to have been no mean adepts in the
occult science of Railway Financiering. They
have found ont cunning devices for throwing dust
into the eyes of the public, and concealing the real
condition of a corporation from the knowledge of
its stockholders, compared with which, “Sinking
Funds” and “Construction Accounts’ are clumsy
inventions. We shall keep the Report by ns. It
may perhaps serve a useful purpose in other and
future investigations.
— .
The days of the Derpy ministry are numbered.

In the pstimation of Englishmen, there is no one
quality in a Statesman comparable to pluck, and
it was the hesitancy evinced by Lord Parnmersrtox
in promptly rebuking an ersion upon the na-
tional honor, which enabled MmNer GmsoN by
throwing a single shell into the Ministerial fortress
to shiver it into fragments. That he who has
long worn the soubriquet of “‘plucky Pam'’ should
have wavered but for a single instant, was, of all
the errors to which a political chief is subject, the
one least likely to be overlooked either by his Par-
liamentary adherents or the public at large, and
the natural consequences were—a vote of censure
and the dissolution of the Parmerston Cabinet.—
But the retiring Minister has the privilege of sug-
gesting his successor, ard it is quite probable that,
in recommending the QUEexN to call Lord Dersy to
the head of the Government, Lord Parairsroy,
knowing the incongruous elements of which the
opposition was composed, anticipated for himself
an early return to Power. Nor was Lord Derey
unaware of the difficulties he would have to en-
counter in accepting the Premiership under such
circumstances. At the Lorp Mavor's Banquet,
he seized the occasion thus presented, to deprecate
all factious opposition. e frankly admitted the
disadvantages under which he labored and solicit-
ed, rather than demanded, a favorable considera-
tion for the policy he proposed to adopt. What
that policy would be he cautiously abstained from
indicating, knowing full well that in order to main-
tain even the appearance of harmony among the
discordant materials, to which he looked for sup-
port, it would be necessary so to shape his course, as
to satisfy alike his immediate political friends, and
that larger body of independent members, who were
willing to give his Administration a fair trinl.—
With his position thus undefined, he assumed the
reins of Government. The Budyet—that formida
ble National balance-sheet usually so productive of
controversy—was triumphantly mastered by D'Is-
rarLy but with the introduction of the biil provid-
ing for the future government of India, the rocks
ahead became distinetly visible. The first bill pro-
posed, was extravagantly eulogized by the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer, and then suffered to die a
natural death. The second, proved equally unac-
ceptable, and was almost bantered out of existence,
by Lord Panmerstox, on the evening of its presen-
Lord
Errexeorovcu has been intermeddling in the affairs
of India, and in such a manner, as to give rise to
mingled feelings of alarm and indignation. As
lent of the Board of (‘ontrol, he undertook to
sure Lord CaxyiNe, the Governor General of In-
dia, for issuing his- proclamation to the people of
Oude. The dispatch, which was to have heen a
secret one, was published with the full cognisance
of Lord Ertexsoroven, and was found not only to
condemn the acts of Lord Caxvine, but to justify
the rebellion. Both Houses of Parliament imme-
diately took actionuponit. In the House of Lords,
the Earl of SHAFTSBURY gave notice that he should
move a resolution condemning the conduct of the
Governmment, and in the Commons, Mr. Canp-
WwEeLL made a similar announcement. Lord Eu
porovGH immediately resigned, and Lord Derny
expressed his regret that she dispatch had been pub-
lished, acknowledging with his usual frankness, that
it was premature and injudicious. DBut this
atonement was not considered sufficient. Lord
PavmerstoNy promptly called his friends together,
and obtaining the promise of support from Lord
Jony Russerr, Mr. GrapsroNe, and the principal
members of the so-called Peclite party, determined
to fight the battle for political supremacy, upon the
vantage ground thus afforded him. The issue,
though it may be delayed by a coalition between
Lord Derey and the radicals enlisted under the
banner of Mr. Bricur, cannot long remain doubt-
ful, for it was already becoming evident that the
support previously so coldly accorded Lord Derey
might be withdrawn at any moment, and without
that support, it is manifest® impossible for him to
retain possession of the high office to which he
had been so unexpectedly called. One hope, how-
ever, yet remains to him, and that is based upon
the serious controversy now pending between the
Usiten States and England, with respect to the
question of the Right of Search. If Lord Derny
can succeed in throwing upon Lord Parsersroy
the odium of the orders, under which the British
squadron in the Gulf stream appears to have acted,
he may so alarm the Cotton-spinners of Manches-
ter, the iron-workers of Birmingham, and the
peace party generally, asto turn the tables upon
his adversaries, and in the midst of a new revul-
sion of popular feeling, secure to himself a re-
newed and more permanent lease of power.

ANNUAL CONVENTION

THURSDAY—SECOND DAY,

At the hour of 8 o’clock the Convention, with a
number of the congregation, assembled at Christ

H. D. Evans, Esq., was of the opinion that it
would be agreeable to the Convention to know the
sentiments of the Parishoners of the Eastern Shore
before voting upon this proposition. He therefore
offered the following :
