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CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHIXGTON, May 2S.

Senate.
A communication was received from the President cov-

eting a correspondence respecting the arrest of William
Walker. which was laid over to be printed.

Mr. Seward presented a resolution to extend the session
to the 21st ofJune. Laid over.

Mr. MASON, from the Committee on Foreign Relations,
to whom was referred the resolution enquiring whether
additional legislation was neeessary to place power in the
hands of the President, submitted a report of which the
substance is that official statements sliowasucc-' ion of

acts of aggression by British cruisers inthe Gulf of Mexi-
co, so marked and extraordinary as has awakened the
indignation of the country. Vessels under our flag, pur-
suing lawful commerce, have been fired into and stopped,
and interrogated as to their cargo, destination, crew, &c.
No less than fifteen American ships in the harbor of Sagua
la Grande, and six on the high seas, officiallyreported,
each arrival bringing additional aggressions of the same
power on our flag.

It lias hitherto happened in isolated cases, where similar
aggressions have occurred through misconception, the
Lnited States has been contented to await a disclaimer
of intent, but the continued and persevering character of
these outrages is such as to arouse the indignation of the
country, and to require us to arrest at once, and to end at

once and for ever, the continuance of such indignities.
The slave trade is alleged as the excuse, but this the

Committee will not discuss. The United States, though
often invoked, refuses to recognize the right of police?-
they rest upon the principle that the marine under our
flag cannot be visited or questioned without their consent,
anil the Committee deem this a fit occasion to declare itas
a principle of the United States, admitting of no reserve or
qualification, and to be maintained at any cost. They
admit of no right of visitation, far less of search. Such
have no foundation inlaw or country, and cannot be tol.
erated by any sovereign power without the derogation of
her sovereignty.

The infraction of sovereignty consists in the visitation.
The best American and English authorities, Stowell, for
instance, so decide, founding their views on two princi-
ples?first, the equality of all independent States?second-
ly, the comity of the seas as a highway.

Indignant as the American people are, and ought to be,
at these aggressions, yet their occurrence will afford an
opportunity o end them at once and forever, and the
Committee refrain from recommending further legisla-
tion onlyfor the reason that the President has already or-
dered all the available navy to the infested waters with
orders to protect our flag.

It is believed that this measure willbe serviceable for
the present in stopping the outrage. The subject has also
been brought to the notice of the offending Power, both
through our Minister at London at their Minister at Wash-
ington. The Committee cannot, therefore, until a reply
is received from Great Britain, decide on measures that
will he a guarantee for the future?for nothing short of
that willsatisfy the American people.

The Committee, therefore, while refraining from recom-
mending any present legislation, have unanimously

Resolved, That American ships at sea, under our flag,
remain under the jurisdiction of the country to which
they belong, and therefore that any visitation or moles-
tation is an infraction of the sovereignty of the United
States.

Resolved , That these aggressions demand such unequiv
ocal explanation as shall prevent their recurrence forever
in future.

Resolved, That the Committee approves of the action of
the Executive, and arc prepared to recommend such future
legislation as circumstances may require.

The resolutions willbe considered to-morrow.
After some unimportant business, the Senate adjourned.

House of Ilepreseiitntives.
The House this morning, immediately after organizing

proceeded to vote on the Post Office, Army and Ocean Mall
Steamer Appriation Bills, which were passed.

The House after passing seventy-two House and seven-
teen Senate bills of no public interest, adjourned.

A New Political Party.
IN ASHINGTON. May 28.?A movement is in progress,

contemplating the co-operation of all the opposition
elements to the administration in the 44 Peoples' Party of
the I nion. The main features of the proposed organiza-
tion aje :?the ignoring of all questions calculated to pro-
duce sectional strife; the protecting popular rights; a ju-
dicious system of internal improvements; a settled and
firm foreign policy; the prevention of the immigration of
criminals and paupers; the protection of the ballot-box,
and an extended period of residence after naturalization,
as a condition for the exercise of the elective franchise,
the fostering of American genius and art?every ter-
ritory rising into a State to have a Constitution and

laws framed by the citizens of the United States who are
permanent inhabitants therein under such rules as Con-
gress may prescribe; the object being a recognition of the
essential principles and policy, in which all opponents of
the Administration may agree.

Balloting for an Episcopal Bishop.
PHILADELPHIA, May 28.?The Episcopal Convention of

the Diocese ofPennsylvania have been balloting all day for
the election of an Assistant Bishop. Several ineffectual
ballots took place this morning, when Dr. Vinton, of Bos-
ton, was replaced in nomination. In the eleventh ballot
Dr. Bowman, of Lancaster, and Dr. Vinton, each received
69 votes, and Dr. Stevens 3?consequently no election.?
On the last ballot Dr. Vinton received 70, and Dr. Bow-
man G9?scattering 4. Adjourned to meet again this even-
ing.

A BISHOP ELECTED.
PHILADELPHIA, May 28. ?Evening.?The Episcopal Con

vention this evening again proceeded to ballot for an as-
sistant Bishop. On the sixteenth ballot. Dr. Bowman re-
ceived 75 and Dr. Vinton 63 votes, scattering 2. The laity
then voted and opposed the selection of the clergy?yeas
64, nays 56?so the Rev. Dr. Bowman, of Lancaster coun-
ty, was declared to he elected Assistant Bishop of the Dio
cese of Pennsylvania.

Funeral of Gen. Persifer F. Smith.
PHILADELPHIA, May 28.?The funeral of General Smith

this afternoon was the occasion of a most imposing mili-
tary display. The first Division, under Gen'l Cadwalla"
der, and the Scott Legiou, had the left of the line. A
detachment of Marines from the Navy YarJ, theDuquesne
Grays from Pittsburg, formed the body guard.
