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The Great Southern Pacific Railway has fallen

upon evil davs. When the project was first started. I
backed by the magnificent land grant conditionally

awarded to the Company by the State of Texas

the completion of the road was regarded as beyond

a question of doubt. It was to divert llie entire

commerce of the Pacific from the old inter-oceanic

routes, crowd the Southern ports with sea-going

ships, build up the Southern cities and bring about

an effectual change in the old order of things. The
enterprise was boldly conceived and vigorously in-
augurated. At its head were ROBERT ,1. WALKER

and JOKE G. SEVER. .
Neither of these gentlemen

were possessed of much money, but what they

lacked of capital they made tip in confidence
When the books were opened in New York. Mr.
WALKER promptly subscribed for ten millions of the
stock, and Mr. SEVER for five millions. After
this exploit, to quote the language of an indig-

nant stockholder, "they went home to dinner, got

drunk, and then went back and subscribed for

further similar amounts." So dasliing an operation

gave unusual notoriety to the project, even if it

failed to impress the public with a favorable idea

of its solid it -? . Quite a number ofother speculative
individuals, poor in purse but rich in hope, came

eagerly forward and registered their names for
thousands of shares of a stock that was expected to

cost nothing, and would, therefore, realize large
profits on the investment. The master fishermen
having thus skillfullybaited their hook, threw it
tempting!v abroad among the financial currents

of Wall street; but the larger fish?the capitalists
?eyed it suspiciously askance, and would not rise
to the lure; while the smaller fry ventured to nib-

would not bite, there was at least good gud..-ui
fishing at the South: so theanglers wound up ilu-ir
reels, packed up their rods, and with a choice se-
lection of "taking" (lies, and an ample store of
"ground bait" and "landing nets," set out uuon
their journey. In Kentucky and Louisiana thev
met with fair success, and won "golden opinions
from all sorts of men. These golden opinion-
took the form of hard cash to an amount
ranging from half a million to a million
ot dollars, and withthis sum in hand or avail-
able, the Southern Railway to the Pacific was

commenced in earnest. The southern stockholder-
counted up the value of the Texas land grants and
in imagination beheld themselves millionaires.?
The merchants of New Orleans anticipated a pe-
riod when the Crescent city would become the en-
trepot of the gold of California and of the rieli pro-
ducts of India and Cathay. All other routes to the
Pacific were to yield precedence to lhe Great
Southern Railway which was to cross the Texan
prairies freighted with passengers from the Pacific,
the silks and teas of China, the tin of Bauca ami
gums and spices from the Indian Archipelago?
Cautious men shook their wise Inad-: but the en-
thusiasts were not to bo discouraged. There was
the road already begun, and on both sides of it. as it
progressed, was the land which would pay for its
construction. A\ hat could be plainer than that?
Under such favorable circumstances how could a
failure be possible? And besides the subscriptions
to the stock at the South were there not millions of
dollars subscribed at the North, and were not the
subscriptions to that vast amount of stock under-
Stood to have been paid up ? Under what happier
auspices then cquld so important a work of inter-
nal improvement have been inaugurated? Let the
Delta answer these too confident interrogatories :
"Some months since, the Southern stockholders,
"havingdiscovered the wholesale villain*, that had

been practiced in New ? ork, took tile uianagc-
"ment into their own hands. One of their first
"movements was to throw overboard the holders of
" 'paid up stock," upon which the Company had
"never realized any money. This lightened the
"load; but the burthen was still too heavy to be
"borne. Only twenty miles of the road had been
"completed. Near a million dollars had been used
"up and a debt ot a quarter of a million remained.
"A deed of trust was executed to secure this debt."
The stockholders wore called together in New
Orleans to provide for this obligation, and the
Committee to whom the subject was referred, re-
ported in favor ot selling the road to pay the debt;
and recommended that the stockholders throw
themselves on the liberality of the purchasers, who
by the terms of the contract with the State of
Texas, in becoming owners of the road, become also
owners of the land grants in proportion to the dis-
tance to which the road is completed. Some of
the stockholders were, however, unwilling to sub-
ject themselves to so heavy a loss as the whole ol
their investment, ami proposed that an effort
should be made to compound with the creditors of
the road at the lowest possible amount they would
be willing lo take. Mr. PRICE, while fully exon-
erating the Southern Directors from all blame,
emphatically declared that the whole stock taken
was not worth "one chaw of tobacco;" and sueli
seemed to be the general impression of all the stock-
holders present, but the meeting adjourned without
coining to any practical conclusion. A second
meeting was subsequently held with a similar re-
sult, and the final issue will most probably be tliat
the road will he sold sometime during the coming
month; the twenty miles of completed road will lie
turned to local uses; and the Great .Southern Pa-
cific Railway project, all its gorgeous future,
and in solemn mockery of the ambitious aspirations
of its too credulous friends, will share the same
fate as the Mississippi Bubble, the South Sea Scheme,
the I ulip Mania, and many other magnificent
speculations that in times past have "kept the
word of promise to the ear, but broke it to the
hope."

\\ ill there be war with Eugland ? We answer
emphatically No. No sensible man either de-
sires or anticipates anything of the sort. .V
controversy with England reflecting the Right of
Search, we may have?but of a war, wo do not
conceive that there is the slightest possible dancer.
The New York Herald, it is true, proclaims like
.MILTON'S fiend, that its "voice is still for war,"
and Senator TOOMBS professes his entire readiness
for a fight, and his anxiety to be "counted in," in
the event of any difficulty arising between this
country and England, in consequence of the con-
duct of the British cruisers, in overhauling and
searching our vessels on the high sea?. We arc
afraid, however, that the pugnacious Senator, and
the belligerent journalist will be equally disap-
pointed. We apprehend that there will be no
great trouble after all. A vast increase in the con-
sumption of stationery, both in Downing Street,
and in the State Department, is the most serious
result that we can at present foresee. Numerous
dispatches will be written and answered. .Much
ink will he used, and much paper, many sticks of
sealing-wax, and possibly some yards of red-tape.
The venerable SECRETARY OF STATE will renew to
His Lordship the MINISTER PLENIPOTENTIARY' AND

ENVOY EXTRAORDINARY the assurances of his
distinguished consideration, and the MINISTER
PLENIPOTENTIARY AND ENVOY EXTRAORDINARY will
respond with like fervent protestations ofliisregard
for the venerable SECRETARY. A long correspon-
dence will ensue, and finallythe subject lie dropped,
without any very definite understanding being bad
as to the original cause of the difficult}-, or any
very distinct agreement as to the course to be pur-
sued in respect to the practice of Maritime Visita-
tions hereafter. Such is the general course of
diplomacy, and the usual upshot of our difficulties
with the English (Government. Neither nation
desires to go to war with the other. Neither
nation can afford to go to war with thoother. The
inclinations and the interests of both tend strongly
to the preservation of jioace?so strongly, in fact,
that with each succeeding year, the contingencies
ot a war between the two countries become more
and more remote. In the present instance, there
would be 110 excuse for any serious misunderstand-
ing, inasmuch as the matter in dispute is one sus-
ceptible of easy adjustment, in the event of its be-
ing made a direct issue between the two (Govern-
ments. As we have just intimated, however,
we do not believe that matters will proceed even
to that extremity. The direct question will be
avoided, and beyond 1111 interchange of diplo-
matic compliments, nothing will grow out of the
affair. According as the instructions under which
the British cruisers have acted, proceeded from
the last or the present Ministry, the probabilities
are that the only etrect of a demand on the part of
our Government tor a retraction of those orders
will be either to greatly strengthen Lord DERBY'S
position, or to overthrow his Ministry altogether.
In either event, we may count on an immediate

compliance with our demands, and a ready aequi-
i sconce in (he justice of our complaints. Ifthe
instructions were i led while Lord I'ALMH: TON

was iu office, Lord DERBY will doubtless improve
the opportunity with hie usual dexterity, lvr con-
trasting the cringing policy of his predncssor to-

wards the Imperial Despotism of France, with
the unfriendly spirit thus manifested towards
England's natural ally, the great Republic
of the West, and by adroitly magnifying the
dangers thus incurred, of a war with the UNITED
.STATES, will be enabled thereby to secure for himself
the otherwise doubtful, and much needed support of
the Manchester men, and the Peaee Party generally.

| the outbreak at Gwalior, Indorc, and Mhow. At

: tliefc places 53 Europeans, of whom nearly halt
! were women and children, were butchered on the

14th and 15th of June, the Ist of July, and the Hlh
of November. Wcmay then take the Hist of D M

r i. at Moetitfc vn'd.r night.f the lOth of May.
1857." These amount to 31. They were the lirst
victims of the mutiny, which, however, in a few
hours spread to Delhi, where the massacre becan on

first, we have a listof persons connected with the

Delhi magazine who have disappeared, and arc"reported to have been murdered." Amonir tln-e
are no less than *.'s children?a fact for those who
are disposed to deny the rutblessncss and atrocity
of sepoy revenge. Then follows nearly a column
of names of persons who were certainl'v "murdered at Delhi." Among these we count 40 women and
.4 children murdered: it may be reckoned, there-
fore, that upwards of SO children were butchered
at the single station of Delhi. The occupation:, of
the \ ietiins are various. Missionaries of the most di-
verse ereeus met a common li te: Anglican clergv-
wen, Baptists, Wesleyans, and a Roman Catholic
priest, are returned among the slain. Telegraph
agents, private traders, persons connected with the
College, all alike peri lled.

Thirty-three persons are returned as having been
murdered at Agra, and then we come to the crow n-
ingatrocity ofCawnporc. A-. the q'.ue'fe doc notgive any summary of the number slain, we are
obliged to compute it as well as we can from the
lists themselves. But the words "and children" fol-
lowing many ot the female names only indicate
that a mother with her whole family was murdered,
and we are left in ignorance of the precise number
of the victims. It may be said, however, that in
the lirst massacre of the"'27th of June, on grown up
ladies arc represented to have perished.besides "the
w hole of the married women and children of her
Majesty's 32nd Foot" and "all the married women
and children of the Ist Company, titli Battalion,
Artillery."

As to the adult male part of the European com -
inanity, we have, besides 22 persons of superior
station, CO men of her Majesty's s-lth Foot, 15 men
of the Ist European Bengal Fusiliers. "0 men in-
valids! of lier Majesty's J2d Foot, and 55 Bengal
Artillerymen,four only of these last having .-scap-
ed. In this first massacre itwould thus appear that
between 200 and 400 perished. On the night of the
10th of July, however, the great slaughter which

horrified the civilized world was perpetrated under
the command of the Nana Sahib. We count Hfi
residents at Cawnporc, among whom is the
usual proportion of women and children.
about CO Futtyghur residents, 'mi] SUp,,
to hare been murdered at Cawppore," 56
other persons, some with their families, who were
"also iu Cawnpore at the time, and it is to be
feared have met the same fate," making iu al! up-
wards of 309 more souls: and we read at the end :
"It must be remembered that tins list does not in-
clude the soldiers of her Majesty's 32d and Mth Foot
and Artillery, and their wives and children, many
hundreds in number." Besides these there wet e-10
clerks, wives, and children, with four adults whose
names are given, and eleven children. In short, we
may count the number of victims at Cawnpore?-
men. women and children?at not far from 800. It
is of little use for us to continue these melancholy
calculations. At Jhaost a large number were mur-
dered, among whom appears more than the it ual
proportion ot children. Then come the names of
ollicers of the Bengal army murdered by their own
mutinous regiments.

O l'their number we can give no definite notion,
as they are mixed up iu the return with officers who
were slain in action or who died of disease during
the campaign. But sufficient is given to show the
pitiless slaughter that look place when the fiends
whom they commanded broke into mutiny. The
return o! "killed and wounded by rebels" in tin-
Allahabad division" is full of such entries as tie
"Shot on parade by regiment;" shot by guard of
6th X. L" On the 6th of June eight officers of this
last named corps were "murdered in lnesshouse of
regiment by mess guard." Mrs. Collins, wife ofCattle Sergeant Collins, was "shot byCholab Khan,
attended by sepoys and btidniashcs, on the morning
ol the tlii o! .lane." Mrs. Thomas, widow, was
"murdered by hand ofrebels, beaded h v Elahee
tailors and others." In short, wherever we learn
anything of the details of these frightful acts the
perpetrators seem to have committed them without
the slightest pity for age or sex, or the slightest re-
gard for any benefit received.

Alter glancing over this return, containing 72 pa-
ges full of the names of those who have sutiered at
the hands ola treacherous and cruel enemy, one
can hardly believe it possible that here at home, in
the midst of newspapers and Parliament, iry debates
a few persons should have the hardihood to stand
up for the comparative innocence of the sepoy, and
with an irritating perversity to declare that the
narratives of Asiatic malignity and cruelty arc ex-
aggerated, highly colored, got up for effect, purely
mythical, and so on. ifanything could add to the
frenzy which is said to possess our people in t tie
Fast, it would be the news that a cliqu ? at home i
bent on denying what everybody on tlie spot know
to be true.? Times.
