Tnv QUEEN OF HOLLAND.?The Queen of Holland
arrived in Paris, on the 7th. Her Majesty is the |
second daughter of the King of Wurtemburg, and

was married to the King of Holland in 1839. Her
mother was Catharine Paulowna, daughter of Paul
1., Emperor of Russia. She is the niece of Prince
Jerome, and [cousin of the Emperor Napoleon 111
and the Princess Mathilde, with both of whom she
is on terms of intimate friendship. Nothing (says
the Paris correspondent of the Express) has been
said of the motives for her Majesty's present visit to

France, but as the court of Holland is known to he
exceedingly intimate with that of Russia it will he

inevitable that political reasons should be attributed
to the journey, more particularly as the Queen has

the reputation of being a very clever diplomatist.?
She will stay in France about a month, and will
accompany their Majesties to Fontainbleau, where
they are soon going.

PLAYING AT JUSTICE.? At Maestricht, a few days
ago, a man was hanged, in virtue of a sentence of
the Criminal Court, for the murder of a child. The
scaffold was erected infront of the Town Hall, and
the prisoner was made to walk to itfrom the pris-
on- At the foot was a little chapel built in wood,
into which lie was taken to nrav. Qn the top of
of Justice, holding the scales, and one of the scales
was lower than the other; but a string was attached
to it to cause it to become straight the moment the
drop fell, lly some mismanagement, however,
probably by the shock being too violent, the scale,
instead of rising to a level, was jerked down. The
people seemed disappointed at the failure of this
puerile symbol of the accomplishment of justice.

THE SMALLPOX INBERLIN. ? IThe President of the
Public Police at Berlin has published an address to
the inhabitants of that capital, calling their atten-
tion to the necessity of having their children vacci-
nated, and also the re-vaccination to those who
have already been operated on. In support of his
advice, the President states that in the course of
last month 105 children who had not been vaccina-
ted having been attacked with smallpox, 39 of them
died; while out of 78 children, who had been vacci-
nated and were also attacked by the same disease,
only one died. As a further proof of the advan-
tage of vaccination and re-vaccination, he states
that last year only 35 cases of smallpox prevailed
in the army, although that disease was then very
prevalent.

AN AHYSKINTAN EMTIASSV.?Letters from Alexan-
dria, of April28, mention the arrival there of ambas-
sadors from a sovereign little known to fame, but
who, itappears, desires to become fatuous ?Theo-
dore, ki IILT of Gonda. This prince, who perhaps is a
descendant of Kasselas, rules over the most impor-
tant kingdom of Abyssinia, and carries on, it is said,
a considerable trade with Egypt and Europe byway
of the lied Sea. His envoys have had a private au-
dience with the Viceroy of Egypt. Several repre-
sentatives of foreign powers at Alexandria have
called upon them. It is reported that King Theo-
dore intends to send extraordinary embassies to
France and England this summer.

A GRAVE AFFAIR,?A rich manufacturer, named
Oppelt, died about fifteen years since at Rcichen-
berg, in Austria, and a vault was built by his widowand children in the cemetery for the reception of
the body. The widow died about a month ago, and
was taken 'to the same tomb; but when it was
opened for that purpose the coffin of her husband
was found open and empty, and the skeleton of the
deceased discovered in a corner of the vault in a
sitting posture. A commission was appointed by
the authorities to examine into the affair, when
they gave their opinion that M. Oppelt was only in
a trance when buried, and that on coming to life he
had forced open the coffin.

Loss OF A STEAMER AND 29 PERSONS.? On the Bth
a communication was received at Lloyd's from the
British consul at Jalfa, describing the total loss of
the Egyptian steamer called the Suez; on the rocks
near that place, 29 persons, including the captain,
a Frenchman, three English engineers, a lireiuan,
and the secretary of the company to which the ves-
sel belonged, also Englishmen, being drowned.
Three Englishmen (William Kobinson, of Hull;
Thomas l)avis, of Liverpool; and John Pearson,
of Whitehaven) were among the saved.

SPLENDID AND ENORMOUS CHURCH.?A letter from
St. Petersburg says:?"lsaac's Church, in this citv,
has just been completed, after 32 years' labor. The
construction of this buildinghas cost immense sums,
as large quantities of gold, marble, malachite, and
jasper have been employed in it. The frescoes are
from the pencils of Bruni, Neff, Bassin and Steuben.
The inauguration of the church will take place very
shortly, and on the occasion 900 singers will assist
in the service. The church can conveniently ac-

commodate 0,000 persons."
THE CHURCH IN SPAIN.?A letter from Madrid

warns us that we may look for stirring events in
Spain shortly. The Queen has taken £40,000,0.00
sterling froni her subjects and bestowed the enor-
mous amount upon a church alreadv roiling in
wealth, thereby hoping to purchase the fidelitv of
the clergy; but the probability is that she will fail
in her object, whilst she has stirred up such indig-
nation among the people that it will be dillicult to
compress it within bounds.

The Moniteur of the 12th, states, that Turkey-
threatens to invade Montenegro; that the French
Government, in order to prevent a conflict, invited
England to co-operate; and that it has been decided
to send commissioners there to arrange dillieulties.
The article concludes by hoping that Austria and
Russia will join in the work of reconciliation.
