SEIZURE OF A SLAVER AT NEW ORLEANS.
[From the New Orleans Picayune, 23d.]

An investigation took place last evening, before
Mr. Lusher, relative to the libel tiled by IT. S. Dis-
trict Attorney Scmmes, against the barque J. W.
Reed, which was seized on suspicion of having been
fitted out for a slaving voyage. The only witness
was Peter A. Foye, an Englishman, who, on the 3d
inst,, was employed by Capt. Sladden, of the barque
J. W. Heed, as iirst ollieer. lie was to receive one
hundred and fifty dollars for the run to St. Jago de
Cuba. The crew had previously been shipped, but
were not on hoard. On the evening of the 4tii in-
stant, they went on board, hut were afterwards
taken on shore again, as the captain said he had a
difficulty in getting away.

The crew were Spaniards and Italians, or Portu-
guese. The bark was bound to St. Jago, and
thence to the coast of Africa, and the witness was
to be discharged at St, Jago. She was to bring ne-

groes from Africa, as the captain admitted. When
speaking of the second mate's berth, the captain
said that on such a voyage the second mate received
more wages than the'first. On the 4th inst., the
vessel was taken down to the Government wharf,
and got ready for sea. The captain, on several oc-
casions, admitted to witness that he was going to
Africa for negroes, and that he would make money
ifhe could only land a few hundreds.

After the vessel was seized, the Captain enjoined
secrecy on witness, telling him to keep what heknew to himself. Ho also told him to answer to
the name of Henry Casev. Witness was arrested
and put in jail, and was unwillingto he bailed out
for fear some attempt would he made to get him out of
the way. There was lumber on board for a slavedeck, and provisions in the eargo suitable for the
voyage to Africa. W. A. Flemming, who was in
the confidence of the Captain, told witness that the
iron on board was to make shackles for the negroes.
He also pointed out a man whom he said was the
real owner of the vessel, ami that, notwithstanding
his short jacket, he had plenty of money. He w.as
a short, stout, foreign-looking man, apparently a
Spaniard. The witness was put through a rigid
cross-examination by Mr. Clack, who was employed
for the defence, and was then discharged at his own
request. The testimony taken will he used at the
trial of the ease, which will take place before the
United States District Court on Tuesday next.

1
have thought it right, at the game time, to select
from the correspondence of Her Majesty's officers
certain passages which indicate the origin of the
present traffic, and illustrate the system under
which itis carried on, in the hope that'information,
thus imparted, may be serviceable to the Govern-
ment of the United States in their endeavors to
suppress this increasing evil.

In the accompanying extract of a dispatch fromCaptain Burgess, of her Majesty's ship Hecate, it is
stated that the late expansion of the slave trade has
been stimulated by the formation of a company, in
Cuba, styled the "Expedition of Africa," the exist-
ence of which is avowed, and which is supported by
a house of notorious opulence. This association
has deliberately adopted the use of American ves-
sels and assumed the American flag for the purposes
of their nefarious commerce. The same report al-leges that the Charles, of Baltimore, a vessel which
I recently announced to you as having been wrecked
by her crew, and destroyed by her Majesty's ship
Sappho, cleared at the custom house, at New Or-
leans, with articles inscribed in her manifest which
might have awakened the suspicions of the Federal
authorities, and justified the detention of the ship.

Her Majesty's commissioner at Loanda, in a dis-
patch, of which a copy is enclosed herewith, re-
lates that a brig of '240 tons, without colors or
papers, has been taken bv Her Majesty's ship
Myrmidon, being fitted for the slave trade. The
master of this vessel, a citizen of the United States,
declares that he had fitted out at New York, and
had battled the precautions of the Federal au-
thorities, which we know, however, to have been
strenuously exerted at that port. An American
ensign, floating astern, intimated the national
character, previously assumed by the captured
slaver. The British cruiser Alecto, lias been so
fortunate as to make prize of two vessels, the
Louis Me Lime and the Clara Williams, both
equipped for the trade, both hoisting American
colors, for the purpose of deception, and both ex-
hibiting papers of a character so fraudulent or im-
perfect as to constitute no evidence of American
nationality.

The James Buchanan has escaped with a cargo of
three hundred slaves, though chased by her ilajes-
ty's ship Teazer, under steam and canvass, for one
hundred and forty miles. In reporting this inci-
dent, her Majesty's consul at Lagos states that a
very fast steam slaver is expected on the coast?a
new feature in the trade; one which marks the per-
severance and resources of the slave dealer, andwhich willno doubt incite the governments of
Great Britain and the United States to the adop-
tion of corresponding means of repression.

NAPTKR.
STRANGE ACCOUNTS FROM LIBERIA.

The Farmville (Va.) Journal notices the return
from Liberia ot two slaves who were emancipated
by the late John Watson, of Prince Edward coun-
ty. The sum of $4,000 was left bv Mr. Watson tocarry sixty of his slaves to that "Republic." Thev
give a very discouraging account of the trip out
and their treatment after they arrived. The Jour-
nal says:

Before leaving the ship, the agent of the Coloni-
zation Society induced the emigrants to purchase
quantities of cheap calico, brass jewelry, Ac., as-
suring them that they would need such articles in
their new home, but on their arrival they found
they had been deceived and defrauded out of their
money. The provisions carried out for their sup-
port for the first six months were sold daily before
their eyes, and they were compelled to buy provis-
ions every day, often of very inferior quality and
insuflicientin quantity. The agent employed by
the Society would sell to the bakers, and the ba-
kers to the emigrants?their own provisions?at
exorbitant prices, the agent receiving part of the
profits.

On their arrival they only received a half acre of
land, instead of the five acres promised. They
found provisions at exorbitant prices, and a pood
ileal of bad treatment besides, from the authorities.
They allege that the President of the colony, if not
engaged in the slave-trade, connives at it.

They have returned to slavery, believing that
freedom to the negro in Africa is the greatest curse
that could possibly befall him; and that had the Si-
berians the means of getting away, seven-eighths
of them would gladly return to the United States,
and serve the hardest masters to be found in the
South, feeling that the condition of the slave here
is far preferable to that of the most favored of the
inhabitants of Liberia.

DOMESTIC.
The Norfolk Argus savs the wheat in several ad-

joining counties has been struck with rust. A wri-
ter at lleaufort, N'.

It adds: "There
will arrive in a few days at Hamilton's, five miles
below this place, fifty negro convicts from the peni-
tentiary, forty-seven men and three women, who
will be put to work at that point for the present,
and will hereafter be employed on the line between
there and this place, as circumstances may deter-
mine.

The General Court of New Hampshire for the
year 1858 convenes at Concord on Wednesday next.
The official canvass of the votes for Senators shows
that that body will consist of nine Republicans and
three Democrats. The House will he made up of
about two hundred Republicans to one hundred and
tiftcen of the opposite stripe. The choice of United
States Senator will be the chief business of the ses-
sion.

The Cincinnati papers estimate that §IOO,OOO
damage has been done to Hamilton county property
by the freshet in that vicinity. At Wheeling on
Thursday, there were over twenty feet of water in
the river. The Market street suspension bridge
was threatened with destruction and had to be
propped up.

INTERESTING CORRESPONDENCE.
The President of the United States on Monday

communicated to the Senate the correspondence in
relation to the capture of the American hark Pan-
chita by a British otiicer, who sent her to New
York on the ground that she was a slaver, engaged'
in violating the treaty stipulations between the I ni
ted States and Great Britain. The documents are
somewhat voluminous, and we have only hail time
to copy the letter of Mr. Dallas to the Secretary
of State, and the response of Lord Clarendon to M r.
Dallas. It will be seen that the British Admiralty
have promptly disclaimed this act of aggression on
the part of their officer, and have removed him from
service on the African station, and Lord Clarendon
approves the act of censure; not, however, without
advancing something in the way of palliation for
the offender.

MR. UAI.LAS TO MR. CASS.

LEGATION OF THE UNITED STATES,
London t Oetoher 9, 1857.

SIR: At about 11 o'clock LAJ night I received the
communication from her .tßesty's principal Se-
cretary of State for foreign AHairs, which, with its
various annexes, I transmit in copy. It is in an-
swer to my letter of the 16th ultimo, respecting
Commander Moresby's proceedings in the visita-
tion, search, and seizure of the "l'anehita."

Too little time is left me to do more than make a
few brief remarks upon these papers.

Ist. The particular case would seem to be satis-
factorily disposed of. Commander Moresbv's con
duct is disclaimed and censured; he is withdrawn
from the station as unfit to be trusted there, and
express orders are alleged to have been given bv
the Admiralty which must prevent the repetition of
such acts.

2(1. It isobservablcthatthedisavowal and condem-
nation of Commander Moresby's proceeding are with
great reserve founded exclusively upon the stipula
tions of the treaty of 1842. Except as inconsistent
with the arrangements of that treaty, his insult to
the national flag, his search and seizure upon mere
suspicion, might have been unreproved. You will
pardon me for suggesting that while this pretension
ot a right fco supervise and reform the commercial
pursuits of other countries by the means of visit
and search is thus covertly maintained against the
frank remonstrance of the Government of the
United States.it may be doubted whether it In-
consistent with the national dignity to prolong the
exceptionable compact under whose express terms
alone an immunity is recognized.

3d. Tbe grumbling efforts of the Lords Commis-
sioners of the Admiralty to insinuate faults in th<
American squadron on the coast of Africa, and to
extenuate Commander Moresby's violation of pob
lie law and of his own orders by attributing it in
a measure to "galled feelings," are so whollyfor-
eign to the point drawn to the notice of the British
Government that it is really dillicult, if not impos-
sible, to repress the smile which that misplaced
awkwardness provokes.

The tenor of your instruction on this subject, in
your No. 77, would seem to contemplate my seek
ing nothing more than what has been obtained,
namely, disclaimer and prohibitory orders. 1 shall
therefore not pursue the matter until you advise me
otherwise; and in case that he intended you will
much oblige me by obtaining for me, if possible,
such facts from the Department of the Navv as may
enable me to indicate the activity and faithfulness
of our African squadron.

SIR:?I have the honor to acknowledge the re-

ceipt of your letter of the lfith ultimo respecting
the proceedings of Commander Moresby, of her

Majesty's ship "Sappho," in detaining on the coast
of Africa and eventually sending to New York the
American barque "I'anchita," on the ground that
she was engaged in the slave trade.

1 feel that I can return no more satisfactory an-
swer to your representation on this matter than by
communicating to you, for the information of the
government ofthe U. S.,acopyofa reply which 1
have received from the Board ofAdmiralty to the re-
ference which I made to them on the receipt of your
letter, from which vou willperceive that the Lords
Commissioners have highly disapproved the con
duct of Commander Moresby, and have directed
that he should he removed from the station where
he might again have to deal with vessels suspected
of being engaged in the slave trade.

There can he no doubt that the detention of the
"Panchita," and the sending her to New York,
constituted an infraction of the treaty between Great
Britain and the United States; but the views which
the British Admiral on the station has taken of
Commander Moresby's proceedings in this case, and
the terms in which the displeasure of the Lords of
the Admiralty have been conveyed to that oflicer,
will. I feel assured, he satisfactory to the Govern
inent of the United States.

But 1 feel equally assured that great allowance
will he made by the Government of the United
States for officers charged with the suppression of
the slave trade, who are compelled to witness the
frequent and unchecked abuse of the American Hag
in the prosecution of the trade, and who see that,
under the protection of that flag, and in consequence
of no American ship-of-war having for nearly a
twelve-month appeared on the station,"the nefarious
trallic is now carried on in the most open and daring
manner, and with a constantly increasing activity.

Incorroboration of what 1 have stated above, I
beg leave to transmit copies of a dispatch and its
enclosures

received at the Admiralty from Bear
Admiral Sir Frederick Grey, the officer command-
ing her Majesty's naval forces on the west coast of
Africa, which contains the most recent information
upon the subject which has reached her Majesty's
Government.

NOVEL HORSE HACK IN CALIFORNIA.?ISO MILKS IN
SIX DOLUS AND FORTY-FIVE MINUTES.?At the Union
racecourse, San Francisco, the other day, ajock-
ney named Jack Powers won $5,000 on a "bet that
he could make 150 miles ineight consecutive hours."
The race took place on Sunday, and it was accom-
plished in six hours and forty-five minutes. He
used twenty-four horses (of the California Mustang
breed). The first sixty miles were done in two
hours and thirty minutes. Powers dismounted
seventy-two times during the race. Tbe furthest
any one horse was ridden at a time was four miles,
ami the least distance one mile. He ran at top
speed the whole distance.

On taking a new horse, he would spring from the
saddle, run a few steps to stretch his legs, and im-mediately vault into the saddle of the animal which
awaited liiin. Attendants sometimes made the
rounds with him, tendering hiin drink, and receiv-
ing his orders. About the 130th mile a little"/?-

nanV/fi" was perpetrated for the benelit of those
behind the curtain. Powers, up to that time had
ridden without difficulty, and sat in his saddle like
a monument. He now began to epit b/nod, and wastaken with a sudden weakness in the abdomen,
which seemed to communicate itself to the legs.

Doubters now began to bet against Powers,which
was all that was desired, and considerable sums
were put up by those who considered the game as
over. The only blood vessel which was ruptured
was a small sheep's bladder, which was filled with
the sanguinary fluid. At the close of the race Pow-
ers mounted the Judge's stand and publicly offered
to bet five thousand dollars that he would ride
fifty miles in two hours; and that no other
man in California could perforin the feat he had
just accomplished: and another, that he would
accomplish the 1.">() miles in live hours, with English
or American stock, to which there was no response.
The average time of the race is within a fraction of
twenty-three miles an hour. Powers does not
hesitate to say that he can make much belt el-
time than the above. He is a spare built inan, with
full,sunburnt face, heavy hair and whiskers, and a
keen eye. The party with whom Powers is asso-
ciated realize about SIO,OOO by the operation. Pat-
rons of the turfcount this as the greatest race of
tlie kind on record.

'Ilie Yew Orleans O'tanuereitil Jlufletia quotes from
inanv newspapers published in Louisiana to showthe disfavor with which the proposition broachedin the Legislature of that State to introduce a sv>

garded, and appends the following remark :
