Instruction is given by oral lectures and expositions,
(and by recitations and examinations, in connection with
them,) of which there are ten every week. Two Moot
Courts are also holden in each week, at each of which a
cause, previously given out, is argued by four students,
and an opinion delivered by the Presiding Instructor.
Rooms and other facilities are also provided for the Club
Courts; and an Assembly is held weekly for practice inde-
bate, and acquiring a knowledge ef parliamentary law and
proceedings.

Students may enter the School in any stage of their pro-
fessional studies or mercantile pursuits, and at the com-
menement of either term, or in the middle or other part of

term.
They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur-
e according to their view of their own wants and at-

tainments.
The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,

six weeks after the third Wednesday in July, is divided
into two terms, of twenty weeks each, with a vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened,
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

intelligence three days later than that received bv
the Africa.

18th.

T.OSS OF IHKStIIPGRAND DUCHESS.

LIVERPOOL. Monday evening, Mav 17. The
"Phoenix," Capt. Hodie, that arrived here to-day
from Mobile, reports the destruction of a ship by
fire. On the 11th the Phoenix fell in with the ship
Grand Duchess, ofBoston, from N. Y. to Liverpool,
which sailed from the latter port for her destination
on the 18th April.

The Grand Duchess was then on fire, and in a
most dangerous and critical position, as regards
not only the ship herself, but her passengers
and crew.

The ship was totally consumed; passengers and
crew saved by the Phoenix.

MURDELL ON THE HIGH SEAS.

John Shields, boatswain, and George Williamson
and James Thorn, sailors on board the ship J. S.
Parsons, an American ship, arc in custody in Liver-
pool, charged with having caused the death of Hen-
ry Harwell, a seaman on board the same vessel. It
was stated that the ship had left New Orleans for
Liverpool on the l!Uh of March last, on the evening
of which day the prisoner Shield dragged the de-
ceased out of his bunk on to the deck, and knocked
him down with a slung-shot, and he and Williamson
and Thom beat him to death with bclaying-pins.?
The body of the deceased was seen lying on the deck
a short time afterwards, but a few minutes after
that it was missed, and the prisoner Shields was
heard to say that "they had planked the ,"
meaning that they had thrown the body overboard.
It was not seen again.

On the arrival of the ship at Liverpool informa-
tion was given to the United States Consul, which
led to the apprehension of the prisoners on Friday,
at a lodging house in Gibraltar row. The prison-
ers have not yet been taken publicly before the ina
gistrates, the necessary authority from the Home
Secretary, in conjunction with the authority of the
United States consul, being required before remov-
ing the prisoners for trial to New Orleans, they be-
ing American citizens, and the otrence having been
committed under the American flag.

INAUGURATIONOF THE JENNEIt MONUMENT.
On the 17th, the Jenner monument, recently

erected in Trafalgar Square, was inaugurated by
Prince Albert. The monument consists of a bronze
statue, representing the great discoverer in a sit-
ting posture, and is placed next to the statue of Sir
Charles Napier, at the west side of the square.?
Contributions to the fund for its erection havebeon

received from all parts of the world. The statue
was uncovered during the day, and at three o'clock
in the afternoon Prince Albert arrived at the Roy-
al College of Physicians, where it had been arrang-
ed that the inauguration should take place.

IRELAND.
CITY OF LIMERICK ELECTION.

LIMERICK, May 17. ?The city has been in a state
of the greatest confusion for the last few days.?
Last night a desperate mob from the Irishtown,
with stones and bludgeons, broke in the windows of
several houses.

FRANCE.
A MOST BRUTAL DUEL.

PARIS, May 16.?Everybody is talking to-day of
the disgraceful duel, and public indignation "runs
high against the conduct of the oflicers. M. de
Pene is not dead, and there is some hope of his re-
covery. He is dangerously wounded in the abdo-
men. Some say that the sword passed through his
body twice.

Not one of the Paris journals has, up to this time,
dared to say a word of the matter, so great is the
fear of a prosecution for "false news," in an affair
which concerns the army. The number of oflicers
who came upon the ground with the determination
of insuring the death ot M. Pene was, 1 said twenty,
but 1 now learn, on good authority, that the exact
number was forty-three. It seems that a number
of oflicers met at the Cafe du llelder on the l'oule-
vards des Italiens to discuss M. de Pene's articles in
the Fiijaro, and there it was that a list was settled
of the officers who were to call him out in succes-
sion. It is said that the names were written out on
slips of paper, and that a colonel's hat was used to
draw lots to see who should fight first. M. de
Pene's seconds were the Duke of ltovigo and M.
Peira, a Breton gentlemen, who was formerly in the
3d Guards of Charles X. He was also accompanied
to the ground by Dr. Guerin.

These four then found themselves in the face of
forty. The officer with whom he first fought, and
whose name I have not heard, is a nephew of Gen-
eral Espinassa, the Minister of the Interior and
Public Safety. When this oliieer received the
wound which disabled his right arm, M. de Pene
said a few words to him expressive of his sorrow
for what had happened, and assuring him that his
article was not meant to be offensive. The combat-
ants shook hands. The Duke of ltovigo thinking
it was over, gathered up the swords, and was walk-
ing away with them off the ground when another
officer stepping out from the group struck M. de
Pene on the face with his glove and challenged him
on the spot. How it was that the seconds did not
interfere to put a stop to this manifest butchery I
aui unable to state.

M. de Pene is a man of noble family and charm-
ing manners, who was the idol of the circle in
which he moved. He was married only six months
ago.

SARDINIA.
TURIN, May 12.?1 regret to announce the sus-

pension of payment of the important silk house of
Felix Itignon Co. It seems to have been little
expected, and the shock is the more severe. Turin
passed so successfully through the calamitous peri-
od of the crisis which caused such consternation
and misery at Milan, Venice and elsewhere, that
hopes were entertained the silk houses would suc-
ceed in carrying on until better times. Messrs.
Rignon's failure is said to be due entirely to the
great fall in silk, of which they are large holders.
It is easv to imagine the effect upon a commercial
honse of a fall or 50 per cent, in an article in
which it has a great capital invested, and which it
could not realize except at still lower prices.

AUSTRIA.
The Cabinet is opposed, on principle, to that sys-

tems, tic meddling in the internal affairs of other
nations to which the French Government is so
prone; and it is besides of opinion that the authori-
ty of the Sultan would be greatly shaken if the
Powers should interfere to prevent his ejecting
Prince Daniel from districts which, front time im-
memorial, have formed an integral part of the Ot-
toman Empire. Not long since the French Govern-
ment threatened to send ships to Klerk if the Turks
should endeavor to recover possession of Grahovo
by force of arms; and yesterday evening it was ru-
mored in military circles that French vessels were
actually on their way to the Adriatic. The Paris
and Russian Cabinets are of opinion that Grahove
must in future form a part of the Principality of

Montenegro, becaase it was in the hands of the
Montenegrins on the 25th of March, on which day
Aali Pasha made the following declarations:

"The Sublime Porte considers Montenegro an in-
tegral part of the Ottoman Empire. It, however,
declares that it lias not the intention to change the

actual state of things."
The British government is inclined to take the

same view of the matter as France and Russia; but
Austria maintains that when Aali Pasha declared
it was not the intention of the Porte to change the
actual state of things, he meant that the Sultan
would not insist on his sovereign (or suzerain)
rights.

FRANCE AND BELGIUM.
The Time* says sinister rumors have been going

the round of political circles about the intentions
of France towards Belgium, and that at Brussels
the prospect ofa French Invasion is a familiar topic
of discussion.

PRUSSIA.
The Cologne (laceUe says: The fortifications of

Konigsberg are to be considerably strengthed,
and eighteen additional forts are to" be erected at

Spandan, which will make it a fortress of the first
rank.

TURKEY AND GREECE.
The solution of the difference between Tur-

key and Greece is expected to be shortlv ter-
minated.

The trial of the Cagliari before the Court of Sa-
lerno has been again suspended.

DEFEAT OF THE TURKS RY THE MONTENEGRINS.
The Chronicle says: Telegraphic dispatches have

been received announcing the issue of the battle of
Grahovo. The Turks were completely beaten by
the Montenegrins, losing their cannon and baggage.
Kiamil Pacha was left dead on the field of battle.?
The Turks retired to Kloback, w here they were in
a state of blockade.

INDIA.
REt.IEF OF AZIMGHITR?DEFEAT OF TIIE BIIEEES.

Sir 11. Rose's advance on Calpee has been delayed
by the fear that the Kotah rebels w illfall on .lhansi.
Orders have been issued to General Roberts to ad-
vance to Kotah to co-operate with Sir H. Rose.

This military movement is reported since the cap-
ture of Kotah' The Sikh force, under Major Evans,
after an obstinate battle of some hours, inflicted a
severe defeat on a large body of Bheels; CO men and
400 women were captured. British loss, 71 killed
and wounded.

Azimghur was relieved by Sir E. Lugard on the
15th April. The enemv retreated with regularitv,
but lost three guns and a great number of men. It
is said the enemy will make a stand at Calpee.

MR. COMMISSIONER YKH.

The correspondent of the London Time*, who gave
so amusing a sketch of Yeh as he appeared during
the voyage to Calcutta, reports that he has become
quite another man since his arrival at Calcutta, and
thus describes the change :

The change has been brought about by the Cal-
cutta journals and the British House of' Commons.
With the desperate hope of amusing him, Mr. Ala-baster translated to him a few ph-ases from the de-bate upon the India bill. From that moment Yeh
has been a transformed man. He gets up early andis restless until the Calcutta Englishman is brought-
be is miserable it it does not contain its usual inodil

cum of Parliamentary eloquence, lfis particular
delight ta in the speeches which are most vehement Iagainst the company. He thought Mr. Avrton agreat orator.

When the interpreter came to that paragraph ofLord Palmerston's speech wherein he says that na-tions have suffered much by ill-considered changes
he was much excited, and said,"good,good, good,''
hot when the translator completed the sentence
"But they have suffered in itch more by obstinate
resistance to necessary reforms," he threw himself
back and grunted, lie was delighted to hear that
Lord Palraerston had been turned out, and he
chuckled all through his grr. 1 body when he heard
Lord Derby's declaration that Thoped for a speedy
peace with China.

These readings are interspersed withmany expla-
nations and inquiries, and Veil is really beginning
to acquire some glimmering notion of the British
constitution.

"I am afraid I weary your Excellency," says the
interpreter, himself weary with two hours' arduous
translation.

"No, go on. I understand itall now. It is much
better than 1 used to get Irotn Hong Kong. 1 never
could understand them."

"Then you did get translations at Canton?"
"01 course I did, from your teachers." Had he

forgotten what he had said'to Mr. Lay aril upon this,
or was he simply indifferent to the admission of
having stated an untruth ?

Yen was never so palpably moved as bv the infor-
mation that the letter which Mr. Olipliahtdelivered
at Soochow contained enclosures front the ambassa-
dors of England, of America, and also of Russia.?
He started and rose from his seat. It was quite evi-
dent that he had some secret cause for great sur-
prise if not for great indignation. You will recol-
lect what the Chinese believed and told me as to
an understanding between Russia and China. I
cannot help recurring to my early belief that Count
I'utiatin has cards in his hands which lie does not
show Lord Elgin.

Yeti gave us his verson of the murder of the
French missionary. He says the man was dressed
as a Chinaman and spoke Chinese, and no" one sus-
pected him of being a Frenchman : that the people
accused him ot having stolen women, and also ofbeing a rebel, so his head was cut off. " If," said
Yeh, "anyone had had a notion that he was a
Frenchman he would have been sent to the French
Consul."

There is probably not one word of truth in this.
The two common stock accusations by the Chinese
against the missionaries of all denominations is that
they steal women and that "they pick out sick men's
eyes." What they mean bv this latter imputation
I could not discover, but t believe it is intended
literally and not figuratively.

Aeli received the edict, which degraded him,
with great equanimity. Sir John Bowring hail
forwarded a copy in the original Chinese. "I ex-
pected this," he said, "mar I keep it some time to
consider it."

"As long as your Excellency pleases."
"Then I will keep it a week."
The decree requires some consideration. It is

much milder than was anticipated?much milder
than the translation which went to Europe would
lead us to think, for the translator has interpolated
some words of censure not in the Chinese. It does
not appear that, although Yeh is removed from bis
government, he is degraded from his rank, or from
his post as Grand Councillor. He read it so, for he
remarked: "Henceforward, then, I have nothing to
do with foreign affairs."

"YourExcellendy must be glad to have escaped
from so troublesome a post ?"

"Iam neither glad nor sorry. It was at the Em-
peror's command I took them up, and at his com-
mand I lay them down."

Yeh has been tenderly dealt with. He has evi-
dently some great protecting interest in I'ekin, and
will probably become again a great power in China.

TnE LATEST.
News received in Paris on tho 17th of May, states

the lost of the Turks in Montenegro to be 2,000. ?

The following dispatch has also come to hand :

"R.UHTSA, May 14.?The Turks have just expe-
rienced a sanguinary check at Grabovo. Most of
the officers were left on the field of battle. Their
cannon and baggage fell into the hands of the Mon-
tenegrins. The remnants of the Ottoman forces
took refuge in the greatest disorder at Trebignc.?
The Montenegrins have assumed the offensive.

TURKEY.
Persons well acquainted with what is passing in

the Slavonic provinces of Turkey state that numer-
ous Russian agents are employed in preparing the
people for a general insurrection. Prince Daniel
willprobably be the leader of the movement, as he
is again in favor at St. Peterslturgh, and the Ser-
vian Ilospodar is a man without energy or spirit of
enterprise. At the beginning of this month there
was an rmeutc among' the peasants on the estate of
Prince Milosch, in Wallachia. The persons who
fanned the property had been guilty of such abomi-
nable extortion that the serfs lost patience and rose
as one man. The farmers sought safety in flight,
but order was not restored until the military power
intervened.

COMMERCIAL INTELLIGENCE.

So iong as the fate of tin- Administration hangs in the
balance, the stock markets cannot he expected to show
animation. To-day business was extremely inactive, but
great firmness prevailed.

The rapid influx of gold, and tho prospoot that the Bank
of England willrecover at least a portion of the sum lately
withdraw from it,promoted a more favorable feeling to-
day.

The money market was quiet, the demand having slack-
ened. At the Bank there were very few applications, and
in the open market; first class hills are discounted at 2j
to 2X per cent.

The final quotations of the three per cents on the Paris
Bourse were C9f. 70c., for money, and 69f. 65c. for end of
May.

The stork of corn and bullion now held by the Bank of
England and Bank of France is almost identical, being
(according to the last returns) £17,797,707 in the foiuier
ease, and £17,705.000 in the latter. The aggregate is no
less than £35,500,000 sterling.

The demand for silver for exportation shows signs of re-
vival. The Colombo on the 30th would take out a!>out
£150,000, a considerable portion of it for China.

Complaints are made of a new rule just adopted by the
custom house authorities in the clearance of gold at the
Bank of England. Hitherto a customs officer had attend-
ed at the hank and cleared the whole amount of gold
brought by any one vessel. Henceforward, it would ap-pear, separate applications soliciting the attendance ofan officer are to be made by each of the firms interested.

A telegram from St. Petersburg quotes the price or tal-
low at 170 ro. for delivery in June, and 100 ro., with 10 ro.
down fo August.

The Wheat market to-day was firm, and, insome cases,
a trifle dearer than on last Monday.

LATER FROM MEXICO.

ARRIVAL OF THE TENNESSEE?REPORTED
CLOSING OF MEXICAN PORTS.

[ From the Mew Orleans Picayune of the 'lath ]
The steamship Tennessee, Captain Forbes, ar-

rived here yesterday from Vera Cruz, which she
left on the 21st inst., to which date we have tiles of
papers thence.

The Tennessee brings Admiral Zerman as passen-
ger, and six others in the steerage.

Her freight consists of five cases of vanilla, con-
signed to Bruoiere &, Co., and §II,BBO in specie,
consigned as lollows:

Puig & Avendano - 1,500
P. Camerden - 3,180
J. T. Lopez - COO
Captain Forbes reports that the shipping in port

at Vera Cruz, consisted of only the Spanish brig
Aurora, which arrived in Cadiz on the 19tli in
stant; and the American bark Wildfire, Captain
Campbell, which arrived from New York on the
21st.

At Sacrificios, the Spanish frigate Bavlen, and
the French brig-of-war l.a Peyrosse, were lying at
anchor.

Daily communication with the interior was un-
intcrrupted. as far as mails and passengers were
cencerned; but the conveyance of freight was not
attempted.

The port of Vera Cruz had been blockaded for
three davs by the Mexican war steamer Uuerrero,
but on the 17h she went south for fuel.

On the morning of the 21st Captain Forbes was
informed that advices had been received from the
capital that the Zuloaga Government had declared
all Mexican ports closed to commerce.

The mail arrived from the capital in time for the
Tennessee.

The Progrcxo, of the 21st instant, published a
decree of Governor Zamora, strictly ordering the
debts due on corporation property purchased under
the fey Lerdo, the law of denainnrtizarion, to bo paid
and enforced in accordance with the provisions of
that enactment, which some of the purchasers, at
least, have sought to evade, endeavoring to securethe property without paying for it.

The same paper publishes lengthy correspondence
of Sr. Jose Guttierez Zamora, of Vera Cruz, broth-
er of the Governor, and Sr. J. M. de Sevilla at
present of this city, with explanations of the former
in reference to allegations and difficulties on politi-
cal matters, between himself and Sr SevillaOn Gen. Marin, of the steamship Guerrero, an-
nouncing tolom G coflVov, of the French hrigan-
tine or war -La 1 eyrouse," that he had blockadedthat port, this officer observed that the blockadewas attempted in a very unusual manner, and thatuntil he received instructions from the French min-
ister in Mexico, he should take under his immediateprotection French merchant vessels, which might
be on the way thither, and ignorant of the steps ta-
ken to blockade the port.

The Proifretn gives a lamentable picture of the
condition ofEeheagaray's forces in Cordova. They
are said to he without pay or rations, the soldiersand their families dependent on charity for sup-
port, and the former subjected to severe punish-
ments for the slightest of ollences. Two of the
garrison are said to have died from ill-treatment,
and four others to be in the hospital without hope
of recovery. The chiefs are said to have plundered

the rector of eight hundred dollars, and then to
have tried to induce him to sign a document declar-
ingthat the puro* or Constitutionalists had robbed
him of it! In order to secure a vote of thanks from
the ladies to Echeagaray, they are said to have
threatened their fathers and brothers that they
would ally with the soldiers if they did not sign the
document! One lady, for declining to take it roundfor signatures among her friends, was threatened
with exclusion from church and refusal of absolution.< oming through the channel it does?the Progrem
being a vehement puro? all this is to be taken aimyrano Kalis.

Olhcial communications from General Alvarez,according to the Proyreno, announce to Sr. de laIdave that he would have two additional brigades
in the field by the 3d inst., one of which was tooperate against 1oluca, the other against iguala,
with a view ot advancing upon Cuernavaca. Therout ng of Miramon at San Luis l'otosi.and themilitant triumph of the Liberals at Zacatecas con-joined with this, had induced the Zuloaga govern-
ment to send Osollos with a force of 1,500 recruitsand §120,000, to reunite the scattered troops, and
meet the old general. His triumph, however is
confidently calculated on; for, says the J'rogrcsn' inthe case of Alvarez there will be no defections,
treacheries, or tardy negotiations and capitulations
to meet.

A corporal and a private who had deserted from
the Zuloaguista forces at the Ptu nic Nacional and
gone to Vera Cruz, are said to declare that for
eight days those forces had to live on half a real
a day, and that for four days subsequently they
were without pay or support of any kind.

Sr. Degollado, it is stated, was advancing against
Guadalajara, with a respectable force, with which
there was no doubt he would be able to overcome
the small Zuloaguista garrison there, under Ulan-
carte.

A forced loan had to be imposed in the capital, to
raise the money placed at the disposal of Osollos, as
a 1ove stated.

Sr. Negro te addressed a lengthy letter to Col.
Frejo, asking liim to abandon the Constitutionalists;
but the latter declined in very elaborate terms, and
published the correspondence.

There had been a skirmish at. the Puente Nacion-
ale on the 14th, in which the attacking guerillas of
the Constitutionalists were successful, but it did
not amount to much.

On the Kith instant a terrible explosion tookplace at Vera Cruz, in an establishment for making
munitions, by which about a dozen people were
killed on the spot, three so severely injured that
they died n few days afterward, and many were
wounded so that they stiil remained in hospital.

A circular, signed" by Sr. Ocampo, as Secretary
of State, dated the lath instant, announces the
establishment of the Constitutionalist (Government,
under President Juarez, in Vera Cruz.

The Zuloaga government has nominated Sr. Lar-
rainzar as Minister to Rome.

General Soto has offered his services to the Jua
rez government.

The communication between Vera Cruz and the
interior continues uninterrupted as regards mails
and passengers; no freight, however, can go up.

The Mexican war steamer Guerrero, Capt. San-
chez, was dispatched by Zamora, of the Juarez par-
ty, with two hundred and eighty-seven boxes of
ammunitions of war, for General' Garza, at Tam-
pico.

A few hours after leaving tin? port of Vera Cruz
she pronounced in favor of the Zuloaga government
and landed her cargo at Tuspan, which was trans-
ported over land to Tampieo and used against Gar-
za. The latter was subsequently attacked by Gen.
Mejia and totallyrouted. The Guerrero then left
for Vera Cruz and blockaded the port for three
days, when her fuel nearly gave out, and she left
for the South in quest of further supplies.

The liohtin Ofu ial, of Morelia, confirms the pre-
vious reports of the victory gained by General Vi
daurri (Juarez) over Gen. Miramon" (Zuloaga) at
Puerto de Carretas.

ARMY AND NAVY.
A correspondent of the Los Angelos Yineyjrd,

writingfrom San Diego, on the 21st of April, says:
"Lieut. Ives's Colorado river exploring steamer

arrived at Fort Yuma on the 15th instant, having
ascended the river five hundred and twenty-live
miles, and two hundred miles above the point reach-
ed by Captain Johnson on his recent trip up the
river. Lieut. Ives left there the steamer, and con-
tinued up the river seventy-live miles. From thence
he turned soutii, and expected to reach the I'imo
village by the 15th of May. The steamer brought
down a large quantity of silver, gold, copper, and
other ores.

"It is believed that the point of navigation at which
Lieut. Ives reached on the Colorado is not more
than six hundred miles from the highest point of
navigation on the Arkansas river, thus bringing
the navigable waters of the Atlantic and Pacilie to
within a span's reach of each other within our own
territory, and in a climate which locks not up for
one halt the year or less these highways of nature."

Major Wise, commandant at the San Diego Mis-
sion, and Lieut. Ransom, en route for Fort Yuma,
arrived at San Diego on the 21st of April. Captain
Stewart's command, recently stationed at San Ber-
nardino, were to have left that place on the 10th of
April for Fort Yuma.

A company of United States soldiers arrived at
Sacramento, California, on the 23d of April, en
ronte for Benieia, under the command of Lieuten-
ant Morgan.

Lieut. Mullan bad arrived at San Francisco, en
route for Oregon, charged with the duty < forgan-
izing an expedition to open an emigrant route from
the Columbia river to the Missouri.

The United States ships Merrimack, Saranae,
Yandalia, and Decatur were at Panama on the 20th
ultimo. A court-mnrtial on Lieut. Charles 1,. Mc-
Donough bad been held on board the Merrimack.?

The members of the court are Captain Kelly, Com-
manders Thatcher and Sinclair, and Lients. Ilag-
gerty and Winslow; Purser Belknap as judge advo-
cate. The trials of Lieut. Rufus A. IVhittier, and
of 2d Assistant-Engineer John Hollins would fol-
low. Purser Jackson, of the Yandalia was in bad
health and had leave to return to tho United
States.

The United States steamer Michigan is on its way
to Erie, Pa., to receive Mahomed Pasha, who is
travelling in the West.

A command of the Ist artillery, under Lieuten-
ant Shoup, willgarrison Fort Meade, in Florida.?
Fort Deynard, on the Caloosahatchie river, has
been abandoned.

The board of visitors appointed by the President
to examine the cadets at West Point willbe received
ofiicially by Major Delafield and the other otlicers
of the academy to-day, June 1. In the afternoon
the board of visitors will review the cadets, and to-
morrow, June 2d, the examination will be com-
menced. Every afternoon at 4 o'clock there willbe
exercises either in cavalry, infantry or artillery
drill, until about the 20th inst., when the examina-
tion willbe iinished.

DEATII OF COMMODORE T. AP CATESBY
JONES.

The death of one of the most distinguished otli-
cers of our army has been quickly followed by that
of one of the most gallant veterans of our navv.
Commodore T. Ap Catesby Jones departed this life
at his residence near Georgetown, Sunday evening,
the 30th May. For a long period his health had
been bad, and bis death has been constantly appre-
hciWlcd for the last five or six months. His age was
sixty-nine.

Commodore Jones was a native of Virginia, of
Welsh origin, and entered the navy in 1805, being
tho fourth on thelistofour post captains. Through-
out his whole career, he was distinguished for gal-
lantry, energy, and skill in his profession, and for
all the private virtues that adorn the gentleman
and the officer. With these were combined a love
of rural and agricultural life and pursuits, and those
social and domestic tastes that never appear more
attractive and admirable than when attended with
the stern and heroic virtues of the warrior and the
patriot.

During our war with England, our gallant
little navy contained no abler or braver ollicer than
l.ieutenant T. Ap Catesby Jone?. The event, how-
ever, of his life, in the brilliancy of which other in-
cidents illustrative of his hooric qualities are nearly-
lost and forgotten., was the battle of the gun-boats
in Lake Borgne, in Ixl4?one of the most memora-
ble and strongly contested attairs of the late war.
On that occasion, Lieutenant Jones with live small
gun-boats and less than two hundred men fought,
and for some time held at bay, a British flotilla
carrying some forty guns and more than a thousand
armed men.

Owing to some of his boats getting aground and
others being borne away by the tide, the whole
weight of the conflict fell upon the boat command-
ed by Lieutenant Jones ond twit others. It was a
terrible hand-to-hand and most sanguinary conflict.
One third of Jones' officers and men were shot
down, and the British lost more than two hundred
killed and wounded. The vigor and gallantry of
this defence caused the British to pause in their ca
reer, and enabled Jackson to continue and com-
plete his measures for the defence of New Orleans.

An interesting incident marked the battle of thegunboats, which is doubtless quite new to many of
our readers. In the ascent to our Capitol on the
western front is an elaborate and highlv-linished
monument, erected in 1805 to the naval heroes whodistinguished themselves in the war against the
Tripolitans. One of the figures on this monument
is the Muse of History engaged with a pen record-
ing the gallant achievements of our navy.

When the city was captured by the British in
181:1, and the Vandalic order was issued by Admi-
ral Cockburn to destroy the public buildings, this
monument did not escape the general fury of the
barbarian invader. It was defaced and mutilated,
and an insolent young officer, Lieut. Pratt, of the
British navy, pointing to the tiprure of the Historic
Muse, remarked that she was about to record a lie,
and, aiming his pistol, shot the pen from the hand
of the figure.

In the battle of the gunboats, this young officer
commanded the barge which first reached Lieuten-
ant Jones' boat, and as he was about to board her,
Jones shot him, and he fell mortally wounded in
the arms of his companions. One of the Britons
quieklv retaliated by firing his musket at Jones,
the hall from which lodged in his shoulder, inflict-
ing a wound from which he never entirely recover-

ed. lie still continued on deck animating and di-
recting his men until he received another wound,
when he was carried below, and the British took
possession of his vessel alter every one of her men
had been shot down.

This was only the crowning achievement of a ca-
reer of gallant service and faithful devotion to the
honor and rights of his country, which have placed
the name of T. Ap Catcsby Jones high on the roll
of the heroes and patriots of the republic.? IVnsA.
