Instruction is given by oral lectures and expositions,
(and by recitations and examinations, in connection with
them.) of which there are ten every week. Two Moot
Courts are also holden in each week, at each of which a
cause, previously given out, is argued by four students,
arrl an opinion delivered by the Presiding Instructor.
Rooms and other facilities are also provided for the Club
Courts; and an Assembly is held weekly for practice inde-
bate and acquiring a knowledge of parliamentary law and
proceedings.

Students may enter the School in any stage of their pro-
fessional studies or mercantile pursuits, and at the com-
menement of either term, or in the middle or other part of

term.
They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur
e according to their view of their own wants and at-

tainments.
The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,

six weeks after the third Wednesday in July, is divided
into two terms, of twenty weeks each, witha vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened, '
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

I INTELLIGENCE BY THE AMERICA.

HALIFAX, June 2.?The R. M. Steamship Ameri-
ca, Capt. Millar, sailed from Liverpool at 3 o'clock
on the afternoon of May 22tl arrived at Halifax at
5 o'clock on the morning of.1 une 2d.

The America, May 23d, passed steamship Arabia,
from New York forLiverpool.

The steamer New York, from New York, sth May,
arrived at Glasgow on the 20th.

The steamer Kangaroo, from New York Bth May,
; arrived at Liverpool at 4.30 A. M. of the 22d.

1 he America has on board four of the telegraphic
stall of the Atlantie Telegraph Company, en route
for Newfoundland, to get everything ready atTimo-
thy bay for landing the cable.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the House of Lords on the 20th, the Earl of

Derby stated that the government had that morn-
ing received important dispatches from ludia, con-
taining among other matters a representation from
Sir James Ontram as to the severity of the procla-
mation, and Lord Canning's reasons" for issuing it.
The papers were being copied, and he promised
they should be in the hands of members of Parlia-
ment before the division in the other House on the
same evening.

In the House of Commons the debate on the vote
of censure was resumed.

Lord Palmcrston read extracts front the lettersaddressed bv Lord Canning to Vernon Smith, ex-
planatory of the reasons why the proclamation
AVUS in some parts so severe and in some so in-
dulgent.

Mr. Bright spoke in strong terms of condemna-
nation of Lord Canning's dispatch, and declared
that he Avould do nothing towards restoring the late
government to power.

SirJames Graham, in a telling speech, declared
he should most unhesitatingly vote against the
resolution, although ho did not altogether approve
of Lord Ellenborougb's dispatch.

There were numerous other speeches on both
sides of the question, At hen the debate was furtheradjourned.

Un Friday, the 21st, in the House of Lords, Lord
Malmesbury stated he had received a reply from
the Government of Naples, in answer to the claim
ot indemnity, which he understood to be a refusal,
and which he had treated as such. Within the last
two hours previous he had received a dispatch in-
forming him that itwas not a positive refusal, but
simply an argumentative reply.

The House ofLords then adjourned until the 31st
for the Whitsun holidays.

In the House of Commons the vote of censure
was taken up. and after numerous and repeated
calls upon Mr. Cardwell bv the liberal members to
withdraw his resolution, that gentleman, with the
concurrence of Lords Palmerston and John Russell,
and with the authority of the house generally, con-
sented, and the resolution and amendments were li-
nallv withdrawn, thus virtuallygiving the ministers
a triumph.

Mr. D'lsraeli, in givingin his consent to the with-
drawal, said the resolution was avowedly brought
forward as a censure upon the conduct of the Gov-
ernment. If he consented to its withdrawal, it must
be clearly understood that be did so, not because
the Government shrank from the consequences that
would follow if it were adopted. Whatever the re-
sult might be, they looked forward to it without
apprehension, and even now tvere ready to encoun
ter the consequences of a division. So far as the
debate was concerned, lie thought lie might say
that no Ministry on their trial could look hack upon
a discussion with greater satisfaction. The opposi-
tion to the motion had been maintained, not by the
Administration?for they had wisely and properly
withdrawn as much as possible from the debate?-
but by members not connected with the Government
in politics, and by men inferior to none in intellec-
tual character and authority. He consented to the
withdrawal of the motion, not for the sake of the
Government hut for the sake of India and the best
interest of the empire.

In so doing he appealed to the language of all
their dispatches to show that the Government had
given to Lord Canning a most cordial and complete
support, and he would mention that since Lord El-
lenborough's dispatch had been sent out, the Gov-
ernment had communicated with Lord Canning, in-
forming him that he might rely upon their contin-
ued conference and support. [Cheers.]

The House of Commons then adjourned to the
28th.

The correspondence between Sir James Outram
and the Gnvernor-Ucneral of India throws new
lifrht upon the proclamation of Lord Canning, and
mainly led to the withdrawal of Mr. Cartlwell's
motion. Itlias been published, and shows that Sir
James Outram earnestly and strongly protested
against Lord Canning's eontiscation policy, but
without effect.

The London Times in its cityarticle refers to the
importance of the treaty between the United States
and -Nicaragua, and the efforts making in the States
to obtain exclusive control of the Transit route.

Allusion is made to the obstacle which the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty presents to annexation, and the
consequent attempt to have it abrogated. The
Times argues that the treaty is permanent, and
there is no power of abrogation on either side, and
concludes by saying that as certain parties in the
United States inav resort to unscrupulous measures
to secure their ends, the whole affair is one that
probably requires all the sagacity and firmness of
experienced statesmen, which itinsinuates are lack-
ing in the present British Cabinet.

The clipper Bed Jacket reached Liverpool in
sixty-seven days from Melbourne, with 40,000 ounces
of gold and 211,000 sovereigns. Reports of tire being
on board of her had been current, hut they had not
been confirmed and the ship was discharging with
expedition. A few days before reaching port fire
was discovered among some wool and rags, but the
portion on fire was got out and it was subdued.?
The Red Jacket sustained damage in the Channel
by a collision with an American ship, name un-
known.

The great Derby race at Epsom was won by Sir
Joseph Ilawley's "Beadsman," Lord Derby's Fox- ,
opholite coming in second. Twenty-three horses
ran. The total value of the stakes was about ,
£5,600. Sir Joseph Hawley is reported to have
won £40,000.

For the Oaks
Stakes there was a dead heat between Govern-
ess and Gilderinire, and in the deciding heat Gov-
erness won.

A report of the soundings taken in the Red Sea,
with a view to test its adaptability for a submarine
telegraph, is published, and the conclusion arrived
at is that there is not a better place for laying a
cable than the Red sea.

conciliation.

Incendiary proclamations are circulated through
the country, and it is said that Mizzini himself
has appeared at several points to encourage his
partizans.

A NEW LAND OF PROMISE?RED RIVER OF

THE NORTH.
We have received a letter from K. Carpenter, da-

tod Lancaster, Erie county, N. V., saving that lie
belongs to an association who are making prepara-
tions to emigrate to the "Rod River of the North."
and that about twenty families in his neighborhood
design to start for that country in June. Mr. Car-
penter's o ject in writing us is to get some one in
our place interested in getting up a petition to
Congress for a survey of the route from the month
of l'igeon river to the "Lake of the Woods," with
a view to its navigable improvement by means of a
land grant, and lie makes a strong appeal to our
si It-interests here in view of the vast increase of
business that would accrue upon this inland sea.?
He also urges the further consideration, that if we
do not occupy the countrv, the British will soon
colonize it.

It is a singular coincidence, that there came up
in the same boat with us a company of Canadian
engineers, on their way to survey this same route,
with a view to its feasibility for roads, and to a gen-
eral exploration of the country.

Itappears that the Hudson's Bay Company have
always represented that region as barren and worth-
less (or agricultural purposes, from the most selfish
motives, their only object being to prepare the way
for a renewal of their charter, which soon expires.
Supposing it to be as worthless as represented,
tlm Home Government have offered to donate it
to Canada, if the Provincial Government desires
it. l'o ascertain whether it is worth taking, the
Canadian Government has sent out this expe-
dition.

In fact, the exploration was commenced last year,
under the auspices of the chief of the parti now gor-
ing out, Mr. Hinds, from whom we derived some
interesting particulars respecting the country. So
far from bring- the barren and unproductive region,
which the "Hudson Bay Co." have represented it,
he found it to be directly the reverse. Immense
tracts of prairie and timber land, equal infertility
to any in the world, stretch away to a great, dis-
tance on each side of the Red River, lie said that
land which had been cropped twenty years in suc-
cession now produces forty bushels of "wheat to the
acre. And, what is still more surprising, he stated
that corn, of the horse-tooth variety, grows luxu-
riantly and matures well.

This new land of promise is as much beyond us
here, as we are beyond the rest of the ivorld.?
Pigeon River forms the boundary line between Wis
consin and Minnesota, its mouth, the eastern tor mi-
nus of the proposed route, is one hundred and tliir
ty miles trom the head of Lake Superior at Supe-
rior City, on the north shore. The route lies bv
"Rainy Lake," and the "Lake of the Woods," and
from the month of l'igeon River to Red River, the
distance is about tive hundred miles, in a north-
westerly direction. Red lliver runs north and emp-
ties into Hudson's Bay. \\ e suppose it is called the
Red River of the north to distinguish it from the
Red River which is one of the great tributaries of
the Mississippi.

The bark Adeline, for New York, with 2,258 bags
coffee, and bark Dorchester, for Baltimore, with
1,323 bags cleared on the 24th April.

The barks Chattanooga, Maria Corilla and schoon-
er Meteor, had arrived from the United States.

We extract from Messrs. Wright & Co.'s circular,
dated at Rio, the 24th ult., the following, with re-
gard to the coffee market:

COFFEE. ?The market was quiet, small sales only
making from the departure of packet up to yester-
day, dealers demanding higher prices than purchasers
were willing,as a rule, to give. The receipt of more
favorable advices from New Orleans to .7Hi March,
yesterday, for Corilla, brought forward buyers and
sales of fI.OOO bags were made at the advanced de-
mand of dealers, and as receipts and stock continue
very small, notwithstanding the favorable weather
we "are now having, the market is decidedly (inner,
and we cannot quote less than loooft 4 sou 'for round
lots, and 4 .V 000 for selections. The highest
price so far paid is 4"K00, the sales of yesterday be
ingat 4||600, 4i)700 and 4||Boo, according to qtiali-
ty of lot. It is impossible to buy, except in lots,
and our quotation for seleetions'is entirely nominal.

INTERESTING FROM MEXICO.
DECREE OF PRESIDENT ZULOAUA AGAINST THE ." ALLKZ

GOVERNMENT?CLOSING THE PORTS OF VERA CRCZ TO
FOREIGN VESSELS.

Article 1. The ports of Vera Cruz ami of Mnta-
moras, in the Gulf of Mexico, and the ports of Aca-
pulco and Manzanilla in the South l'acific ocean, are
declared hereby to be closed and shut up to all for-
eign commerce, as well as also to the coasting trade
of every kind. This state of the closing of the above
ports will be continued until such time as the gov-
ernment shall put an end to it by ordering the re-
opening of the ports.

Art. 2. AH those ships or vessels which, during
the period of the closing of the aforesaid ports, may
happen to arrive at the ports of Vera Cruz anil
Matamoras, having been originally cleared for those
ports, will be permitted to discharge their cargoes
in the port of Tuspan, which said port, by a decree
of the same date as the present decree, is declared
to bo open provisionally for the entry of foreign
trading vessels. Those vessels, on the other hand,
which have cleared from their respective countries
for Acapulco or Manzanilla will be allowed to dis-
charge their several cargoes in the port of Mazatlan.

Art. 3. The present decree, with respect to the
port of Vera Cruz, shall begin and take effect from
and after six days subsequent to the publication of
the same in this capital (the city of Mexico,. With
respect to the port of Matamoras it shall take effect
from and after fifteen days subsequent to its publi-
cation as aforesaid, and in thirty days with respect
to the ports of Aeapuleo and Manzanilla.

Ordered to be printed, published, circulated and
read, and due attention to be paid thereto.
