Defalcation of the Secretary of State ?Thirty Thous-
and Dollars of the Public Moneys Missing?Bonds

of the Exchange Hank not to he found ?Confession
of Comptroller Luttrcll's Clerk.

[ From the Nashville Union and American.]

The investigation now being made bv the com-

mittee appointed bv the late Legislature, relative
to the affairs of the Comptroller's and Secretary ot

State's office, shows an amount ol fraud and ras-
cality unprecedented in the history of our State.

We should not feet at liberty to speak of this mat-

ter until the committee had made their report, if it

was not generally understood and fully canvassed
on the streets.

The Secretary of State's office shows a defalca-

tion on the part ofthat officer to an amount cxceed-
in" $30,000 ?money paid to him as Internal Im-
provement Commissioner, by the different Turnpike
Companies.

The largest amount of stealing has been in con-
nection with the bonds belonging to the Exchange
I Sank of Murfreesboro', which are said to fall $123,-
(100 short of the amount of its circulation. That
bank has not now a single bond on deposit, and
those who hold its notes have not the value of one
rent representing them. Ifthey are ever redeemed
it must be by the State. The mystery of this
last swindle is still unrevealed. In order to guard
against such a state of affairs as this, the Leg-
islature of 1855-'SG passed an act to regulate the
the business of banking, embracing the following
sections:

SEC. 14. Be itfurther enacted, That the bonds re-
quired to he deposited with the Comptroller by vir-
tue of this act and the act which this is intended to
amend, shall he placed in the Bank of Tennessee, and
that no notes shall he countersigned or issued to any
person, hank or association until this is first done.

SEC. 15. Be itfurther enacted, That the bonds so
deposited shall be subject to the order of the Comp-
troller. onlyfor the purpose ofcarrying intoeffect this
art anil the art irhieh this is intended to amend.

The spirit, and intent of this act have not been ob-
served by the Rank of Tennessee or recent Comp-
troller. The Comptroller has been permitted by
the Rank to keep a box in its vaults containing the
bonds of the various free banks, but the Cashier of
the Rank says that he took no further control over
them than this, and made no minute of the amount,
numbers, or anything of the kind, and required no
receipt from the Comptroller when taken off, but

ermitted hiui and his clerk to have free access to
them at all times and for all purposes. There has
certainly been very great neglect on the part of the
Comptroller and Casliier, to sav the least of it. The
question now occurs, who got the bonds?

The bank does not believe that they were ever
deposited. The former Comptroller, Mr. Luttrell,
seems to know very little about it, having left the
control of his office under almost the exclusive con-
trol of his clerk, young Mosby. Air. Spence, the
('resident of the Exchange Rank, insists that the
bonds were paid over by him, but there having been
some very improper conduct between Air. S. and
the Comptroller, he has been subjected to the sus-
picion in the minds of many, of' having obtained
his circulation without the proper amount of bonds.
We shall not pretend, at present, to express an
opinion between the parties. It lies between the
Exchange Rank, the Comptroller, and the Rank of
Tennessee.

\ oung Mosby, the clerk under Mr. Luttrell, con-
fi'sses to having; taken out of the bank and appro-
priating to his own use, seven of the bonds he]ilog-
in,g to two other banks. We have no idea that this
is all the rascality that has been committed, hut the
committee may not he able to ferret it out.
We think it due to Mr. Luttrell to say that public
opinion inclines to relieve him of any dishonesty,
and to censure him for insufficiency" and general
neglect of business, only.

DEPARTMENT NEWS.
It is altogether a mistake that Hon. Tlios. Kuflin

of Xorth Carolina, has declined a re-eleetion to Con-
gress. Hon. Tlios. Ruliin, of Alamance county, has
declined an election to the legislature of thnt State;
and this fact, owing to the identity of the names,
has doubtless given rise to the rumor mentioned
above concerning the members of Congress. The
next congressional election in Xorth Carolina, does
not occur until August, 1859.

li. I*'. Slocumb, of Mississippi, has been promoted
to a third-class clerkship inthe General Land Office,
vice I'. MeHargh, of Indiana, resigned. 11. E.
O'Beirne, of Michigan, has been promoted to a sec-
ond-class clerkship in place of LI. F. Slocumb, in
the same bureau. George C. Thacker, of Indiana,
has been appointed to a first-class clerkship there,
vice R. E. O'Beirne, promoted.

NEW MAIL SCHEIH LE.? In addition to the changes
recently noted in the transportations of the Great
Southern mails, an alteration is expected to take
effect on the Ist of July, by which all the mails
from New York and Washington to all points be-low Washington will he greatly expedited. It is
now anticipated that both "through" and way
mails from the South willarrive here at 1 o'clock,
a. in., and 2, p. m., instead of at 5, a. m., and 3, p.
in., as at present.

The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company are
about making further and important changes on
their lines, to facilitate the transportation of the
mails both from Washington, the East, and via the
Washington junction to the West. By these ar-
rangements the passengers and mails leaving Wash-
ington in the morning w ill reach Cincinnati before
noon the next day; nnd two other trains?one in the
alternoon and another in the evening?will make
still prompter mail connections, arriving at Cin-
cinnati in twenty-eight and St. Louis in forty-four
hours.

ARMY AND NAVY.
Till'United States sloop Plymouth has arrived at

Norfolk to complete her outfit for the Gulf. She
carries one 11-inch pivot gun and four 9-inch broad-
side guns, all of the Hahlgren pattern, and her
officers are enthusiastic, saying that tiie Plymouth
is capable of bringing in two or three vessels like
the Styx.
