The Law Library
consists of about 14,000 volumes, and as new works ap-
pear they are added, and every effort is made to render it
complete.

Instruction is given by oral lectures and ex|ositions,
(ami by recitations and examinations, in connection with
them,) of which there are ten every week. Two Moot
Courts are also holden in each week, at each of which a
cause, previously given out, is argued by four students,
and an opinion delivered by the Presiding Instructor.
Rooms and other facilities are also provided for the Club
Courts; and an Assembly is held weekly for practice inde-
bate, and acquiring a knowledge ofparliamentary law and
proceedings.

Students may enter the School in any stage of their pro
fessional studies or mercantile pursuits, and at thecom-
menement of either term, or inthe middle or other part of

term.
They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur-
e according to their view of their own wants and at-

tainments.
The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,

six weeks after the third Wednesday in July, is divided
into two terms, of twenty weeks each, with a vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened,
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

The regular weekly meeting of the Police Com-
missioners took place yesterday. The General Su-perintendent was instructed to piye directions tothe Police to prohibit in future boys and runners
from hanging about the houses of the different tirecompanies, and attaching themselves to the ma-
chines as the members are going to fires.

A young orphan girl named Elizabeth Simpson,
who was taken about four years ago from the Or-phan Asylum up town and indentured to a lady inAbingdon place, has brought a complaint an-a'inst
her mistress, charging her with most cruel and
barbarous treatment. If the statements of thegirl are to be believed, the accused, for wantoncruelty, deserves to rank next to the noted Mrs
Decker, of Staten Island, whose treatment of an or-phan child, under similar circumstances, has not yet
passed from the public memory.

The stockholders of the Erie Railroad held a meet-
ing last evening. Air. Aloran, the President of theCompany, read the semi-annual statement of theaffairs of the road, from which it appears that thereceipts of the past six months are StOO,OG4 lessthan the expenditures. The deficit is attributable
in a great degree to the general depression of busi-ness, growing out of the late financial revulsion.

The Long Island College Hospital was inanmirat-ed last evening bv a dinner at the AthenWum,
Brooklyn, at which upwards of two hundred gen-
tlemen were present. Addresses were deliveredby Archbishop Hughes) Rev. Dr. Vinton, Rev. Dr.Morrs, Kev. Dr. Farly, and other leading members

It is true,
the number of permits issued during the month of
Mar is, numerically, not materially less than the
average number of other years, but the compara-
tively cheap character of the buildings to bo erected
renders the aggregate amount of the improvements
far less than the building operations usually com-
menced at this season of the year. Of the 17(1 per-
mits issued within the last month there were but 17
for the erection of four-story buildings, whilst the
very large proportion of (!5 were for two-story
structures.

The attendance yesterday afternoon to witness

fashionable and select. The two first named horses
were in excellent condition, hut the "Megee" horso?lid not appear in trim when he entered" the lists.

Megee" barely saved his distance, and was witTi-
drawn. The second heat was beautifully contested;
the two horses alter leaving the first quarter, lapped
and came up to the score as though they were a
double team.

Third heat.?"Thunder," came
in 2.38%, with "Grey Beard" close at his heels.
Fourth heat.?"Grey Beard," amidst great excite-
ment passed the score in 2.39.

WASH INGTON NE WS?JUNE 4
The House Committee on Post Roads determined,

this morning, by tile casting vote of the Chairman,
in favor of allowing K. K. Collins' claim of $150,000,
deducted from his pay in consequence of his failureto fulfill the terms of his contract. Mr. Collins,
argument is, that if this claim is paid, he can go on
and fulfillhis contract.

The President announced his determination last
night to veto all river and harhor appropriations
which may be passed this session.

The extension of the session was produced bv an
intimation conveyed to both Houses, that the Presi-
dent would call an extra session unless the time was
extended.

Private letters from Sonora represent that the
dominant party there have determined to declare
independence and apply for annexation to the Uni-
ted States.

Senator Douglas' bill, which is nearly a counter-
part of that passed in 1830, he says is a peace mea-
sure. It is evidently designed, however, to place
the responsibility ot preserving the national honoron the President.

Yesterday afternoon a German named Jacob
Buck was shooting birds on the Long Bridge with

neck. The blow knocked him over the railing intothe river. Some persons standing near soon tished
him out of the water, and lie was conveyed to the
Infirmary ot Mr. H. A. Clarke, where he remained
speechless until this morning, when he gave hisname, and stated that he lived in Baltimore, and
had been here but three weeks, ilia condition is
considered very critical.

The Mayor and the United States Marshal are
perfecting police arrangements for the preservation
of order on election day. The special police of 120
men have been mostly chosen, and irrespective of
party. We believe that in all there will be some
7(10 special policemen enrolled for duty, who will
act under the Mayor and Marshal.

EXCITEMENT AT NEW ORLEANS.
The intelligence from New Orleans, which appears

under our Telegraphic head, is of a character to
cause both surprise and pain. Murders and other
infractions of the law of a heinous character and
great frequency have been the natural result of the
fierce political differences among the people there,
and now it appears that the rough hand of a "vigi-
lance committee" has undertaken to apply a reme-
dy. The fact that "any party or combination of par-
ties should thus throw off the legal forms of admin-
istering justice anil take to irresponsible force, is
greatly to be deplored.

Monday next is the regular period for the munici-
pal election in New Orleans, and until within a few
days there seemed to be a probability that there
would be no concerted opposition to the party which
for some three years has held the control of the city
government, and to which, as we remember, there
was last year no show of opposition, in consequence
of the violence which had attended preceding elec-
tions. I'ut on the 28th ultimo an "Independent
Ticket" was announced as a movement imperatively
demanded by the condition of the city's affairs, and
out of this may have arisen the threatening diffi-
culties of which we have intelligence, or they may-
have been eaused by some fresh assassination or
other criminal outrage.

Certain it is that the latest accounts received by
mail afforded no reason to apprehend a furious
election canvass, as the journals generally, includ-
ing several which have heretofore supported the
party in power, had given in their adhesion to the
"Independent ticket," composed of citizens of the
highest respectability, and in regard to the pros-
pects of which the "view Orleans 1tee" of the 27th
ultimo furnishes the following information:

"We published yesterday a letter addressed by a
very large number of the citizens of New Orleans
to Major U. T. Beauregard, in which the latter is
solicited to allow his name to he used as an indepen-
dent candidate for the office of Mayor at the ensu-
ing election. The signers declare that they are im-
pelled to make this request by their deep interest
in the prosperity and good name of New Orleans,
and by their desire to rescue the administration of
the municipal government from the baneful influ-
ence of party politics. Major Beauregard, in a dig-
nified and modest reply, accepts the candidature
with the clear understanding that he is to remain
independent in every sense of the term.

"This movement is not unexpected. For several
weeks before the American nominations we hadbeard rumors of an independent ticket, and current
report had designated Major Beauregard as the can-
didate who would be selected for the principal ollice.
From the names we sec appended to the correspon-
dence there is reason to believe that a strono- effortwill bo made in behalf or the independent" i'ckct.
We recognize among the signers a mass of Old-Line
\\ higs, a considerable number of Democrats, andmany gentlemen who at one time were either mem-
bers of the American party or were accustomed to

vote with that organization.
"We perceive, too, that the Independents, with

a view doubtless of strengthening their ticket, have
nominated candidates for Recorder in three out of
the four districts, a candidate for Street Commis-
sioner, and candidates for Aldermen and Assistant
Aldermen. They have certainly availed themselves
of a favorable period for the experiment, I hedoim-

ONE DAY LATER NEWS FROM KANSAS.
OSS AW ATOM IK THREATENED BY MISSOURIANS?THE CITI

ZENS OF THAT TOWN ASKING FOR ASSISTANCE.

[ From the St. Louis Democrat. ]
LEAVENWORTH CITY, Thursday, May 27, 1858.

The latest from the South (so the present disturbed
region ot Kansas is called) proclaims that Ossawa-tomie was threatened with invasion by three hun-dred Missourians, fully armed and mounted. Thepeople of the town and surrounding country were
preparing to oiler a vigorous resistance. Their ex-
perience does not dispose them to submit to sack and
pillage a second time. Two messengers from them
arrived in hot haste, yesterday, in Lawrence, with
dispatches, calling urgently for arms. Sixty mus-
kets were promptly sent to them.

ihev asked for no men, their organized force, if
armed, being adequate to repel the Missourians.?1 he letter asking for the arms was addressed to (Jen.
Lane, and sigaed bv Brigadier-General MeDaniel,
who has succeeded Montgomery in command of themilitia in that "brigadier district." Montgomery
was deprived of his command as far back as the IStii
ot February. It,is, therefore, doing gross injustice
to the militia ofKansas to implicate them in the
guilt ot those predatory bands known as Montgome-
ry s men. The latest accounts represent tliat indi-vidual himself in the darkest colors.

FROM MEXICO.
[ Correspondence of the. Xew Orleans Bee. ]

MEXICO, May s.?Since the eapture of Zacatecns,
dau lllhas made considerable progress, and oneot his divisions is posted between Guanajuanto andSan Luis do I'otosi, with a view to isolate the gar-

i ison of the bitter, and to intercept any reinforce-ments which may be sent by Osolfo. The govern-ment has only 4,000 troops to operate against, thoseot the north. The latter arc well armed, wellmounted, abundantly provided with money, andproud ot their late achievements. We shall seewhat further triumphs arc in store for themine/.uloaga government being aosolutely witn
out the means of paying its soldiers, has imposed awar tax of one per cent, on the entire rapital of therepublic, real and personal. In another decree the
President has created a bogus national bank, with
power to issue $0,000,000 of bank notes, withouthaving in its vanlts one dollar of metallic basis.?
These notes are guarantied by the revenues of the
country. What a linancial exploit! Think of a
bank guarantied by a bankrupt government, desti-tute of seaports, and ofpecuniary resources! For-eigners are included in the war tax, and are com-
pelled to contribute to a forced loan by a most ar-bitrary and iniquitous decree. The foreign minis-
ters thus far have not protested against this infa-mous measure.

IMPORTANT DEPARTMENTAL DECISION
The Hon. Howell Cobb. Secretary of the Treas-

ury,,[has written a letter to the Collector of the
Customs at Charleston, South Carolina, forbidding
him to grant, a clearance to a vessel "for the coastof Africa, for the purpose of taking on board
African emigrants, in accordance with the United
States passenger laws, and returning with the same
to a port in the United States," is a documentwhich will not only command the attention, but tin-
approval ot the great body of the American people.
Mr. Cobb recites the laws on the subject of the im-
portation of negroes for any purpose whatever, and
interprets with clearness both the letter and the
spirit ot those laws. He correctly assumes that
public opinion in almost every part of the United
States favors a diminut ion rather than an increaseof the free negro population.

Two of the Charleston papers before us admit the
strength id the Secretary's argument, whilst one of
them doubts his power, as the law is silent as to
emit/rants. The Mercury thinks the Secretary and
Collector are hound to administer the laws da they
arc, and that there are ample means for their vin-
dication if violated. But the Mercury adds:

"The whole letter shows what we have recently
asserted, that to re-open the African slave trade,
(and the apprentice system is that trade, only under
another name,) whether wise or not, is impractica-
ble in the Union. Even if the law of 1808 did not
exist the Northern Representatives in Congress
would pass laws effectually to prohibit the re-open-
ing of this trade in any form whatever. On this
account we have deprecated the agitation of thesubject, as tending only to divide the South with-out the possibility of having any practical existence
whilst the Union continues."

The Keen in,/ New* attributes the application of
Messrs. Latitte A Co., who applied for this clear-
ance, to a desire "to test, probably for others, cer-
tain supposed doubtful questions on the importa-
tion of negroes from Africa," and says:

"We not only regard the Secretary's letter con

After pointing out the impolicy anil impropriety
of this apparent effort to evade the laws, the; AVc's
adds, with emphasis, its decided condemnation:

"The Secretary's letter clearly shows that the
laws of Congress, both in letter and in spirit, pro-
hibit an importation for these purposes (as slaves or
apprentices) to any part of the United State's.?Does it become Southern citizens to undertake or
countenance clandestine violations of the laws of
the land ? These laws are not alone Federal enact-
ments; they arc also tho laws of South Carolina by
her own legislation.

"Her act of 1835 provides that it shall not be law-ful forany free negro or person of color to migrate
into this State, or be brought or introduced into its
limits, under any pretext whatever, by land or by
water." The enactment is general as to all the Af-rican unenslaved race from any part of the world.
Does it become Carolinians, and the comity of the
State with the others, to violate the spirit of this
law, and to attempt to introduce such interdictedpersons into other States, or to bring them through
other States into this I"? Xat. Intelligencer.

PRESBYTERIAN GENERAL ASSEMBLY?ECCLESIASTI-
CAL LAW OF DIVORCE.? In the Presbyterian Gene-
ral Assembly, New School, on Friday, an important
decision was made upon the subject of marriage
with divorced persons. The facts of the case ali-
as follows:?Some time since a lady moved from
.Massachusetts to lowa, and made application in the
latter State for a divorce from her husband, upon
the ground that, his conduct towards her had been
so violent and unjust that she had to flee from his
roof?and that, though thus compelled by hie con-duct to quit his roof, he had refused to provide for
her, and thus he had abandoned her. This applica
tion for divorce rested entirely on her own testi-mony. and, not being resisted, a decree was granted
divorcing her from her husband. Shortly after
she married Rev. J. 11. Shields, of the Presbytery
of Des Moines.

I The Presbytery took tho matter into considera-
tion, and, while admitting the legality of the di
