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The remark was not long since made by a Royal
Personage in England, that free institutions were
as yet on their trial. They are on their trial in
this country to-day. In Washington and New Or-
leans—in the capital city of the Republic, and in
the commercial metropolis of the South, their
worth and their efficacy must this day be submitted
to the test of severe experiment. A popular election
occurring to-day in each of the two cities, is the
fiery ordeal through which must pass, before the
setting of the sun, our cherished and boasted popu-
lar institutions. The increasing apprehensions
with which every recurrence of an Election in our
large Cities begins to be viewed by the more peace-
able and conservative portion of the community, is
a fact full of solemn and significant warning. It
is the melancholy and conclusive evidence of the
growth of popular distrust in popular intelligence
and virtue. The people are beginning to doubt
themselves, and their own capacity to exercise hon-
estly and fairly the high prerogatives of popular sov-
ereignty. Aseach great occasion draws near, when
citizens are called upon to exercise the highest and
most responsible privilege of citizenship, the right
of enffrage, men begin to cast about for extraordi-
nary means whereby to prevent ana guard against
extraordinary contingencies. We feel the necessity of
putting additional restraints and cliecks upon onr-
selves, and our own propensity to abuse the elec-
tive franchise. We seek for additional guards and
securities, wherewith to surround the ballot-box,
and even call into existence unconstitutional
agencies for the preservation of public peace and
order, while we are engaged in the solemn duty of
casting our ballots for the candidates of our choice.
In view of the municipal election which takes
place in Washington to-day, the Marshal of the
District has felt it his duty to organize “a specia)
armed force'’ for the occasion, and has issued his
proclamation notifying the public of the fact, and
ordering ‘‘eighty volunteer troopers” o assemble
‘‘early on Monday morning, at the public jail,
“equipped and ready, if need be,” to co-operate
with the city authorities and the police in quelling
disturbances. This—in the Capital of the Repub-
lic, while the Congress of the Nation is actually in
session, and where the Chief Magistrate of the
Uxiox has his official residence. Tn New Orlcans,
in anticipation of a similar election, the people,
within the last week, have risen in arms against
the existing authorities, deposed them from their
places, and established in their stead a Reévolution-
ary Government with extraordinary powers, and
of an irresponsible character, under the protection
of whose bayonets they, this day, propose to go
through the forms of a popular election. In
Baltimore, we know that for some years past, our
elections have been an absolute mockery of the elec-
tive franchise, a disgrace to the name of republi-
canism, and a blot upon the fame of our State and
City. Over the deceased bodies of Citizens the
present Mavor was borne into office, and during
“his administration, we have more than once re-
alized to the letter the sarcastic description of
French liberty, given by an English satirist —
“Universal Suffering and Vote by Bullet.” The
picture, which is overdrawn and falsely colored,
as regards popular elections in France, is a truth-
ful representation of elections in Baltimore. These
are appalling facts—and to every lover of his
country, are suggestive of painful apprehensions.
Let us devoutly hope that the news which shall
come to us to-day from the citiesof Washington
and New Orleans, will be such as to restore in a
measure our diminished confidence in the capacily
of the mixed and turbulent populations of our large
Towns, to conduct the great experiment of popular
government to a safe and happy solution.

The Derny Cubmel lmve aclucx ed 2 nomina)
triumph. The resolution of censure, on account
of the Indian dispatch, having been thrown out of
the House of Lords, was subsequently withdrawn
by the mover, Mr. CarpwEeLL, from the House of
Commons. Many things concurred to bring about
this result. Lord CaxyiNg's proposed measures of
confiscation in Oude, while they did not justify
the extraordinary harshness of the rebuke admin-
istered to him by Lord Erieseoroucm, were yet
too sweepitg and indiscriminate to admit of a
satisfactory defence. But Lord ELLeNsorotGn hav-
ing taken upon himself the sole responsibility of
the obnoxious dispatch, weakewed still further the
opposition to his colleagues, by resigning his seat
in the Cabinet; and this sacrifice, many of the Rad-
icals were willing to accept as an atonement for
the grave error he had unquestionably committed.
In the nick of time, too, Layarp—-who lost his
seat in the House of Commons when Paruerston
dissolved Parliament, and appealed to the Country
on the China question,—arrived in London, fresh
from India, and announcing that he had satisfied
himself, from personal observation, that India was
ill governed, and that the natives had been grossly
abused—defended the tenor of Lord ELLENBOROUGH'S
dispatch—and called upon the Liberal members of
the lower House to sustain the Derpy Ministry.
Almost simultaneously with the arrival of Lavarn,
the English Government received the correspon-
dence between the Governor-General of India, and
that gallant soldier, Sir James Ovrray; in which
the latter “‘strongly and earnestly protested against
“Lord CANNING'S confiscation policy, but without
“effect.””  As Sir James Ovrranm, from his military
operations in Oude, and from his long service in
India, was eminenuy qualified to judge of the
best measures to be pursued for the pacification of
the disturbed districts, his emphatic dissent from
the policy adopted by Lord CaxyiNg; and the co-
incidence of opinion between himself and the
Dserey Ministry, so far as regarded the propriety
of such a proclamation as that issued against the
land owners of Oude, gave to the Home Govern-
ment a temporary strength which was immediate-
1y felt, in the change of sentiment among the inde-
pendent members of the House of Commons, and
in the demands made upon My. CarpweLL for the
withdrawal of his resolution of censure. Finally,
Mr. D’ISRAELE d that the gov had
qualified the bitterness of Lord ELLENBOROUGH'S
dispatch, by sending out to Lord CaxxiNa ‘‘the
“‘most cordial and sincere assurances of sym-
“pathy and support.”” As the original design
of Lord EiLENeoroucH was thus effectually
frustrated, the Opposition had no longer any
substantial reasons for persisting in bringing their
resolutions of censure to a vote. But the conces-
sions the DerBy Ministry were constrained to
make, for the purpose of weathering the storm,
strikingly indicate their dependence upon the Radi-
cal members of the House of Commons, and the
necessity they are under for seeking support from
men of adverse principles. The issue of the par-
liamentary contest was, in point of fact, a drawn
battle; Earl Derey and his colleagues retaining
office only by the sacrifice of one member of the
Cabinet, and by sending promptly, on the heels of
the obnoxious dispateh to Lord CANNING, & message
that was at once cordial and conciliatory. And
now, what effect will tphe prolongation «of Earl
Derey’s term of office hme upon the very serious

We ﬂi:::tegn(:::t
tatingly that, so far as we are concerned, nothing
could have been more fortunate. The ord,en under
which the British Squadron in the Gulf Stream are
assumed to have acted, doubtless emanateq from
the PALMERSTON Cabmet and the ministers noy in
power will hardly conceive it necessary to holg
themselves responsible for the acts of their prede-
cessors. Moreover, in the party struggle now
pending, the bare possibility of a warbetween the
Uxitep States and ENGLaxD, will be seized upon
by the political opponents of Lord PAumErstox as
a means of consolidating the power of the present
government. Even the Abolition faction in Eng-
land, which, forsome years past, has been growing
“‘small by degrees and beautifully less,”” will hesi-
tate a long time before consenting to sustain Lord
PALMERSTON in & quarrel involving so deeply the
best interests of two kindred nations. If Lord
PALMERSTON cannot depend. upon the abolition
sentiment for a justification of his African Crusade,
still less can he rely upon the Manchester men led
by Mr. Brieur, or upon the members of the Peace
party generally. These, strange to say, compose
the main support of the Tory Cabinet of Lorq
Dersy, and as they hold the balance of power in
the House of Commons, there is every reason for

believing that their influence will be strenuously
exerted to bring about a prompt recall of the Eng-
lish Squadron now cruising in the Gulf Stream; a
disavowal of orders perhaps too rigorously ex-

ecuted, and an honorable adjustment of the points |

in dispute between the Government of the Usitep
Srates and that of Exaraxp.

We wish to direct public attention particularly
to the two very sensible letters, signed ‘“Navricrs'’
and “OLp Sarr,” published in our issue of to-day,
and which, with the exception of the compliments
to ourselves which they contain, we strongly en-
dorse.

The Right of Visitation and Search.--Views
of Naval Officers.
To the Editors of the Daily Exchange :

While we appear to be drifting into a war upon
the subject of British outrages ix the Gulf of Mexi-
co, and while the public mind hts been very much
inflamed, and evidently misled by the extravagant
stat ts and di growing out of the dis-
puted right of search or even visiiation, it is grati-
fying to read the able, calm, and dispassionate view
of this subject which is presented tothe public in
your paper of Saturday.

However much these views may differ with those
of our legislators and statesmen, or from the policy
our country may hereafter think proper tc pursue,
I venture to say they more nearly accord vith the
views entertained everywhere by naval officers and
nautical men, than does the more modern aad pop-
ular doctrine of resisting visitation and search.

Visitation for the purpose of obtaining or im-
parting information, and search where the dreum-
stances are sufficient to justify it, for the purpvse of
establishing the character or nationality of a vessel
on the high seas, has so long been a custom, not
only of foreign navies, but our own, that the sudden
and total abrogation or discontinuance of it, while
our men-of-war (as well as others) are expected to
capture pirates, put down the slave trade, and
otherwise protect our commerce in its lawful pur-
suits, is, as you very justly remark, a very serious
question. In spite of all our efforts up to the pres-
ent time, we have not only failed to put down the
slave trade, which we have declared Piracy, but it
is actually in a more flourishing condition than
formerly; and we-do not want the evidence of for-
eign officers to convinee us that American bottoms
and the American flag have been, from the com-
wencement, and are still, fraudulently used in this
traflic.

It can hardly be expected of men who engage in
acts of piracy—or indeed other unlawful acts—that
they will be very serupulous about the papers they
carry—the flag they hoist—or the honor of their
country.

It is quite evident that they prostitute the latter
wherever they go. There are men, of course, who
do not like to be overhauled and questioned on the
occan, and they are the authors of most of the
““British outrages” that find their way into the pub-
lic prints. T have as little sympathy for such a set
of vagabonds, as I have for the assumed officiousness
of an officer overstepping the bounds of international
courtesy.

As long as human nature is the same, and abuses
exist, I am at a loss to see how the integrity of a
flag is to be maintained, without visit, and even
search, should the¢ circumstances be such as to
justify it.

During many years’ experience at sea, I have
had occasion to board foreign vessels as well as our
own—and in some instances where 1 have been sent
in search of deserters, I have had the permission of
the local authorities (who were English) not only
to search, but if necessary to bring vessels to an-
chor, while in the act.

While in the performance of this duty—never
very agreeable, T prasume, to either party—I have
endeavored to keep within the bounds of propriety
—have never been treated uncivilly, and have
never, to my knowledge, been accused of commit-
ting an “outrage.”

Finally, I agree with you, that there is no Justi_
fication for the extent to which this custom and
contested right have lately been carried by British
cruisers; but knowing the proneness of human na-
ture to exaggerate, at least of that portion of man-
kind who are interested in so doing, we may be pre-
pared to hear of many outrages that will never be
sustained by facts. Enough, however, has lately
occurred on our own coast, to make us jealous of
our national rights, and more conscious, I hope, of
the means necessary to defend them.

Another Letter on the Same Subject.

Messrs. Editors :—1In looking round for some ex-
pression of opinion corresponding with my own, and
to the common customs of the sea, regarding the
disputed right of visit and search of vessels, my at-
tention was called to your editorial of Saturday, in
which you have not only given a correct account of
the usual modus operandi pursued in such cases of
communicating at sea—but appear better to com-
prehend the consequences that are likely to grow
out of a suspension of this custom, than most lands-
men who have ventured off soundings. As you very
justly intimate, crime should be punished at sea as
well as on shore; or in other words, the ocean as
well as the land is furnished with a police whose
duties are the protection of life, property and a
nation’s honor.

How this is to be accomplished without some ex-
amination into the cargo or character of a vessel,
the wise ones have not yet informed us, farther
than that the national emblem flying at the peak,
is a suflicient guarantee, &c. How ridiculous!
—when it has been so well established that
the flag uax well as a ship’s papers are fraudulently
used. Besides it is no uncommon boast of some of
our merchant captains, as you may have seen by the
late published statements, that they “did not choose
to show theircolorsto a foreign man-of-war,” much
less heave to, until by their uncivil and suspicious
conduct they had invited a chase and enough blank
shots to constitute a clear case of “outrage.”

These men who so little understand their responsi-
bilities and who so poorly represent their country
abroad, I am happy to know, are the exceptions and
not the rule in our merehant marine.
