Subsequently he went up as volunteer with his
uncle, and has been before Lucknow ever since.
His fate is deplored byall who knew him. His re-
mains were brought" into Jaunpore and buried
there.?

DISTRESS AMONG THE CLEROV IN ENGLAND.?The
Rev. W. G. Jervis, secretary to the clerical fund,
tells an awful story about the distress of the work-
ing clergy in England. Four hundred ofthese poor
fellows, known to Mr. Jervis, in one year applied
for any sort of relief?money, clothes or food. The
Bishop ofSodor and Mann states that the poverty
of his clergy is so great that fresh meat is a luxury
to them; and another liishop lately stated that lie
knew many clergymen in his diocese who, together
with their wives and families, seldom tasted meat.
The Rev. G. Radrliffe, recently sentenced to ten
years' penal servitude for forgery, had a wretched
"living."

Lord Brougham closed the winter season of
Cannes on the 9th of May bv a grand masked hall
at Villa Eleonore, attended l>y all the colony. The
Toulon paper, in chronicling the aft'air, is full of
the ex-Chancellor's praise.

Advices from Naples of the 14th ultimo, mention
that the government has published 45 notes and
dispatches which have been exchanged between the
government of the Two Sicilies and that of Sardinia
on the subject of the Cagliari.

It is positively affirmed, says the Gazettede Franee,
that M. Thouvenal has again applied to the Turk-
ish government for its authorization to thoroughly
repair, at the expense of Franee, the church of the
Holy Sepulchre at Jerusalem.

The French Government has informed the direct-
ors of the theatres of Paris that orders have been
given to the theatrical censors not to tolerate any
longer the use ofslang terms or vulgar language in
plays and vaudevilles.

It is rumored that Mr. John Walter, of the Times,
the member for Nottingham, is about to resign his
seat, and that the electors have already beenincotn-
uunication with Mr. Edwin James, Q. G\, who has
expressed his readiness to stand for the borough.

The new docks at Cherbourg are capable of re-
ceiving an entire fleet, which will be quite safe from
an enemy's fire at the greatest distance at which it
has been ever known to take effect.

At a general meeting lately held at Vienna of
the shareholders of the Northern of Austria Rail-
way Company it was decided that a dividend of 70
florins per share (nearly 7 per cent.) should he
distributed.
