The course of instruction embraces the various branches

of the Common Law, and of Equity, Admiralty, Coin-
inercial. International and Constitutional Law, and the
Jurisprudence of tlie United States. The Law Library

consists of about 14,000 volumes, and as new works ap-
pear they are added, and every effort is made to render it
complete.

instruction is given by oral lectures and exi>ositins,
(and by recitations and examinations, in connection with
them.) of which there are ten every week. Two Moot
Courts arc also holden in each week, at each of which a
cause, previously given out, is argued by four students,
an'l an opinion delivered by the Presiding Instructor.
Rooms and other facilities are also provi led for the Club
Courts; and an Assembly is held weekly for practice in de-
bate, and acquiring a knowledge ofparliamentary law and
proceedings.

Students may enter the School in any stage of their pro-
fessional studies or mercantile pursuits, and at the com-
mencment of either term, or in the middle or other part of

term.
They are at liberty to select what studies they willpur-
e according to their view of their own wants and at-

tainments.
The Academical year, which commences on Thursday,

six weeks after the third Wednesday in July, is divided
into two terms, of twenty weeks each, with a vacation of
six weeks at the end of each term.

During the Winter vacation, the Library is opened,
warmed, and lighted, for the use of the members of the
School.

NEW YORK NEWS?JUNK 9.
Unusual activity prevails at, the Navy Yard,

Brooklyn. The sloop-of-war Constellation, which
returned only a few days since, from a three years'
cruise, is ordered to be"fitted for the Gulf without
delay. Two weeks only remain to complete the
time for which her crew shipped, and there is much
dissatisfaction at being sent awav so soon again,
when they are so soon entitled to their discharge.
Provisions and ammunition are going on board, and
she will be ready to depart by Saturday. Work on
the Savannah and Sabine is being pushed forward
with all dispatch. The Naval Department have in-
quired as to the practicability of titling the North
Carolina for sea, and the probable expense of re-
pairing her. Her bottom is said to be sound, but it
wonld cost as much to razee her and fit her for ac-
tive service as to build a new sloop-of-war.

The anniversary of the Marine Temperance So-
ciety was held last evening in the Mariners' church.
From the annual report it appears that the total
number of mariners who have signed the pledge is
31,271. 471 members have joined the society since
their last annual meeting.

' T. P. Staffncr, Amos Kendall, and other inter-

ested partisans of the Morse Telegraph patentees,

<ultdphia Ledyer, N. 17 hlceniuy Post, and other
journals in their interest, statements to the effect
that the Judiciary Committee had framed a hillre
pealing the Telegraph act of 1857, on the ground
that the Atlantic Company had handed oyer their
line to the British Government.

It is scarcely necessary to say that the special
dispatches were entirely destitute of truth. No ac-
tion whatever has been taken by the Judiciary Com
mittee of the House, nor has the Senate Committee
to whom Stnffner's and Kendall's memorials have
been referred, expressed any opinion, nor taken any
action adverse to the interests ot the Company en-
gaged in the great enterprise of connecting Europe
and America by telegraph, ft is understood that
Senator Bigler, at the earnest solicitation of Amor
Kendall, was induced to introduce a bill in the Sen-
ate to-day to repeal the Telegraph aet of last year,
but he did it in his individual capacity, anil without
the sanction of the Committee who have the various
Telegraph memorials tinder consideration. The
movement of Mr. Bigler is regarded here as an at-
tempt on the part of Staffner, Kendall & Co. to

mystify the public by putting forward an individu-
al Senator's movement as the deliberate action of

i Congress and the Government. ? Cor. X. 7Vi5.
