
PARIS FASHIONS.

PARIS, May 20th.?The unwonted festivities for
the month of May have produced varied descrip-
tions of ball costume. The temperature has been so

cold that the heat of a crowded ball-room was al-
most as easily supported as in the month of Janua-
ry. We have seen, from the atelier ot Madame
Faucet, 4 Hue de Menars, robes for full dress, com-
posed of a tunic of either blue, pink, or lilac satin
over a tulle bouillonne skirt The low body is
trimmed round the top with a bouillonne of tulle,

and ornamented infront with an agraffe of jewels,
or with a bouquet of flowers. The sleeves are com-
posed of a small blue satin jockey over a bouillonne
of tulle. An agraffe to match those on the corsage
is placed on the opening of the jockey.

For the warm weather the materials most in favor
will be. first, for morning wear, thepojMc ?a thick
white dimity, such as gentlemen's waiscoats have
been made of; for fuller dress we have the English
barege?a new style of barege, exceedingly pretty,
having the advantage over the French barege "of
being stiffer and much more durable. The barege
is made in several styles, either with a double skirt
or with two deep flounces. The chiue black and
white are Jthc favorite colors; with these the skirt
may be double; on the first there is a broad plait-
ing, a la rieille, and a black guipure at the edge of
the second, or else a bias band several inches deep
of either a plaid, or of a dark green, or blue, or
violet silk, borders the edge of both skirts.

The high body has a round waist, where a band
is sewed on to it, terminating in a point. It is
trimmed with buttons to match the silk decorations,
and with a round berthe, ornamented like the
skirts. The sleeves are half long, formed of two
puffs, and a rutlle, trimmed as are the other parts
of the robe. On the left side of the waist there is
a very large bow of ribbon, one end of which
reaches to the bottom of the second skirt.

The bonnets from the work rooms of Madame Al-
phonsine, 12 Hue du Ilelder, and our other first-rate
arlinter are decidedly larger than they were in the
winter; very pointed in front, some of them even
bending over the forehead. White crape covered
with black spotted net, or white crape or tulle,
trimmed with lilac, pale green, pink, blue or plaid,
form suitable ihnti bonnets. One of the
charming creations of Madame Alphonsine is a
bonnet of white crape, with a limp crown of spot-
ted tulle, ornamented with a wreath of lilies of the
valley, laid on the front and hanging down behind
in long bunches.

With straw, the decorations are bunches of fruit,
wheat ears, or bows of ribbon, in preference to
straw. The Vo/ois bonnet, of Belgian straw, is bor-
dered with cherry ribbon and ornamented with
bunches ofblack grapes. For young persons, the
most becoming bonnet is formed of white silk; the
front is drawn and trimmed with a narrow plaited
ribbon, either mallow, blue, pink, or light green.
The crown is silk, and laid in plats crossed by a
ribbon; the curtain is of tulle, and double strings of
ribbon cross over the front. The flowers generally
employed for the decorations of bonnets are those
in season; lilac, primrose, and violets, and hearts-
ease, or the almond, peach, apple, chesnut blossom;
also tufts of small red berries, small branches of
cherry tree, with the red and black Iruitmixed, Ac.

Mantles are at present worn high in the throat;
there is generally a seam at the shoulders, and fre-
quently one behind, to make them fall more closely
to the figure. The point reaches to the waist. A
wide flounce, which is joined at the back iu a point,
is either set on in plaits, or put in with very little
gathering, so as to allow for the fullness of the
dress. Fringes, ruches, or plaitings, <i la eeille, are
placed round the point or edge of the flounce.

THE OLD WAR DKBT OF 1812.?We understand
that an amendment has been appended to the civil
appropriation bill now before Congress, which
orders a re opening of the accounts of the States
against the federal government for advances during
the war of 1812; and which, on new balances being
found due to the States, mi some different principle

INDIAN TROUBLES APPREHENDED.?From communi-
cations from the Secretary of the Interior, laid he-
fore the House this morning, it appears that very
serious difficulties are apprehended among the In-
dians of the Northern Superintendency, unless
prompt and efficient measures he taken.

The Secretary says that these Indians have for
the past few years been very unruly and trouble-
some, and are now about to inaugurate hostilities
on a scale of alarming magnitude. The regular
troops having been withdrawn for the Utah ser-
vice. the frontier settlements are left entirely un-
piotectod.

Great alarm exists among the settlers, who have
appealed to the Government for protection. The
Secretary hopes that an appropriation of SIOO,OOO
willhe voted before the adjournment of Congress,
in order that lie mar take steps to avert the im-
pending danger.?
