FIGHT BETWEEN THE TEXAS RANGERS ANI)

INDIANS.
MANYINDIANS KILLED ANI) WOUNDED? 3OO IIOHSKS CAP-

TUBED.
We recently published some particulars of an ex-pedition of Texas Hangers, commanded by Captain

John S. rord, a famous Indian fighter, in search ofand against the Nakonies, a band of Camanches.?Hie expedition left Fort Belknap on the 25th of
April,Captain Ford having under his command 111Hangers and 110 Indians from Brazos Reserve. Itwas stated that Ford's men were well mounted andequipped, and each man, in nddition to a good gun,
bad one or two six shooters, Colt's navy revolvers.)
The Rangers, it was stated, were all picked men,and being unencumbered with baggage, could march
with great rapidity. The Nakonies were believed
to be camped nearly north of Fort Belknap, about
three days good trivel, and north of Red River, and
it was understood that they were confident ofwhip-
ping any force sent against them.

We have been expecting to receive, by everv re-cent arrival from Texas, accounts of this expedi-
tion, and last evening we were gratified by theperusal of a letter from Austin, briefly announcing
that Ford has achieved such a victory over the In-
dians as will most probably cause the survivors to
remove quickly and permanently from the North-
ern frontier.

The letter states that an express from Capt. Ford
arrived at Austin on the evening of the 26th ult.,
u ith the intelligence that the expedition had fallenin with the Indians, and that a running fight cover-
ing six miles of ground, had been fought, in which
the Rangers were completely victorious. The In-
dians. it appears, numbered some 200 warriors, and
Ford ban 102 rangers and 113 reserve Indians?the
latter under command of Capt. Bass. Capt. Ford
reports 76 Indians known to be killed, several
wounded, and 17 taken prisoners, and 300 horses
captured. The loss of the Rangers, one white man
and one Indian killed, and two slightly wounded.?
This is indeed a telling blow the Indians have re-
ceived. It is a long time since such a lesson was
administered to them, and this will, it is to be pre-
sumed, be effectual in putting a stop to their depre-
dations on the Northern frontier.

We have no further particulars, but from the in-
formation we had of Capt. Ford's plans, we are in-
clined to think that the tight was principally fought
bv the Rangers, unassisted by the Indians from the
Reserve, as Capt. Ford reports 300 horses eaptured,
and it was stated that when he left Fort Belknap
that he intended to employ his Indian allies in steal-
ing or stampeding the Nakonies'horses before the
attack was made, so as to prevent the uiemv from
making their escape, and in this ho appears to have
been successful.

We shall await with much interest the full par-
ticulars of this great fight of the gallant Rangers.

LATEST FROM KEY WEST.
We understand that the Navy Department has

dispatches from Captain Rodgers, of the United
States steamer Water Witch, at Key West, advis-
ing of the arrival there of her Britannic Majesty's
steamer Jasper, Captain Pym, in search of the
steamer Styx, with dispatches for her commander
from the British Admiral, supposed to be on the
subject of the late proceedings of the Styx as re-
gards American vessels. Captain Pym expressed
both surprise and regret at the excitement whichappeared to exist in the United States on the sub-
ject. He said that nothing offensive was intended,
and that no new orders had been received from
home, but that the British vessels were acting un-
der the old orders of 1849.

We learn further that an officer arrived at the
British Legation yesterday with dispatches from
Admiral Stewart, at Bermuda. He reports, we
are informed that the British cruisers in the Gulf
have no new instructions eilher from the Admiral or
from England for the detention ofships in enforcing
the suppression of the slave trade. They are act-
ing under the ordinary instructions on that sub-ject.

Immediately on hearing of the recent incidents
in the Gulf, and before receiving official intelli-
gence, the Admiral dispatched a special steamer,
the "Devastation," in pursuit of the "Stvx" to re-
quire a report of her proceedings. The "Devasta-
tion" communicated withKey West in the prosecu-
tion of her voyage, but did not find the Styx at
that anchorage.
