Holliday street, at its intersection with Saratoga, was the
first in this section which became flooded, caused by the
backing of the water from the Falls out of the sewer at this
point, and by six o’clock in the afternoon, the water ex
tended and completely submerged the bed of the street
from Monument street to a point some ¢ ce above the
City Hall, until this thoroughfare pr nted the appearance
of a canal. At the intersection of Hol iday and Saratoga,
the water attained a depth of at least six feet, and Mr.
Webb, of the firm of Register & Webb, losta valuable horse
there by attempting to drive through it. The horse was
attached to a wagon in which was Mr. Webb and his little
hoy, and the horse losing his foothold from the force of the
water fell, and becoming entangled in the harness, was
drowned. Thelittle boy swam out, while the father was
rescued from the wagon by means of a boat,

The police station here was flooded to an extent which
caused its desertion during the night. The cellars of all
the dwellings from the ( Hall out to Monument street
were filled, and the dwellings in some s, along the
lower portion of this strect, were entirely vacated.

Saratoga street was in an almost equally bad condition,
from Calvert o Gay street, as was also Pleasant street,
from Calvert to the Hillen street bridge, with all others
ruanning east and west, in this locality.

The grocery store of Mr. Samuel -Hart, corner of North
and Saratoga, was filled with water on the main fioor to
the depth of two feet, and the stock considerab y damaged.
In the cellar was stored a lot of sugars and other gro-

ceries, which were lost. He estimates his loss at from $3C0
to $400.

Gay street, from the bridge to some distance beyond
Frederick street, was completely inundate: At the cor-
nér of Gay and Harrison streets there are twe ewers,
which, owing to the stage of the water in the Falls, were
of course useless. The waterat this point rushed violent-
ly into Harrison street, and it was dangerous to attempt
there to cross it. The stores and cellars on both sides of
Gay street were overflowed, and also the cellars far up in-
to Frederick street. Thedamage in this street is consider-
able. The greatest loss will acerne to Mr. Henry L. Reitz,
No. 86, dealer in groceries, &e. A large quantity of liquors
were stored in his cellar, which is overflowed, the water
also rising to the height of about eighteen inches on the
first floor, damaging the groceries in the store to the
amount of about $1,000. The damage to the stock in the
cellar cannot be ascertained until the water is taken out.
The stores adjacent on each side the street were all over-
flowed, and each occupant sustained more or less damage.
