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Peace or War in Europe turns upon the pivot of
the Cu/litiri affair. The issue may seem a trifling

one, luit upon its satisfactory adjustment momen-

tous consequences depend. How best to deal with
it nobody seems to know, and yet nothing can be
clearer than that the petty despot of Naples has
committed a daring breach of international comity,
lie has done even worse than that. He bus pirati-
cally captured a Sardinian Hail Steamer on the high
seas, has confiscated the vessel, and has incarcer-
ated for many months in Neapolitan dungeons, her

innocent crew. Two of that crew were Englishmen,
and these, though now at liberty, he affected to set

free, not as an act of justice to men who had given
no real cause for otl'enee, but as a courtesy extended
to the English Government. To the demand of Sar-
dinia, he returns an arrogant refusal, prolongs the
trial of the prisoners under various pal try excuses,
and subjects them in the meanwhile to the grossest
indignities. PARK and WATT, the English engineers,
were not released until the health of the one was

grievously impaired, and the other was a lunatic.
England now requires that they shall be indemni-
fied for the losses they have sustained, and the
manifest injustice to which they have been victims.
King HOMHA attempts to justify the wrong he has
committed, and will make no compensation. lie
argues, equivocates, shuffles, denies, but will not

do right except upon compulsion. If he in-
demnifies PARK and WATT, he must release

forthwith the Sardinian prisoners; lie must

release also the Sardinian Steamer, and pay
to Sardinia exemplary damages. The respec-
tive claims of the two Nations are based upon the
same facts, and to admit the justice of the demand
made upon him bv England, is to admit that the
demand made upon him by Sardinia is also just.
This, however, he is by no means inclined to do,
and from present appearances prefers to fight the

quarrel out. It doubtless seems strange that a

paltry Italian Slate should set at defiance the com-
bined powers of England and Sardinia, when the

latter alone, though smaller in extent of territory,
and inferior in population, is eager to measure her
strength against that of her arrogant adversary.
Hut King BOMRA knows what he is about. When
England and France admonished him of the ne-

cessity of changing his policy, he bluntly told
them to mind their own business. They with-
drew their representatives, but lie stood firm.
They menaced him with their war-ships; lie was
more obstinate than ever. We would no! amelior-
ate the condition of his political prisoners, and lie
woiihl rule his subjects as despotically as he thought
proper. He carried both points. The two great
Powers recalled their fleets, and left to him the
novel triumph of a bloodless victory. He may
possibly succeed in winning frcsli laurels ?such as

they arc?in the Carjliari affair. The problem lie
has given England and Sardinia to solve, is?how
to deal with Naples without bringing on a general

European war? Ifthey could isolate Naples from
the rest of Italy, a single well-directed blow would
decide the fate of that petty kingdom, and the des-
tiny of its Bourbon ruler. But a war with Naples
involves considerations of far greater magnitude
and importance. The first gun tired against the
fortress of Gaeta would light the flames of civil war

in Austrian Italyand the Papal States. Itwould do
more : it would be the signal for an uprising of all
the oppressed nationalities. The beacon lights of
rebellion would flare up from peak and headland,
and the bloody Drama of 1848 would be played
over again, with the whole Continent of Europe
for its field of action. If such a contest was re-
newed, who can tell what landmarks would be left
standing, or what thrones would survive the
shock? The London Times threatens King BOM-
RA with a hostile demonstration; but it is doubtful
whether this will prove any thing more than an

idle menace. India will absorb, for many years
yet to come, all the soldiers England can raise, and

there are complications existing nearer home, which
may yet call for exertions that will test her powers
of endurance to the uttermost. Difficulties of
various kinds are accumulating around Louis
NAPOLEON. The financial condition of France is by
no means satisfactory. The Credit MobiUer has
failed to declare a dividend. There are troubles
existing between France and Austria, and between
the soldiery, upon whom Louis NAPOLEON relies
for support, and the people he has subjected to
bis rule. We fear, moreover, that the entente

tord'ude is bound together by ligaments that
tire daily weakening. Mr. D' ISRAELI recently
declared in a speech to his constituents,
that when Lord DERBY took office, England
was within a few hours of war. The manner in

which the refugee question was subsequently set-
tled, was scarcely likely to have knit the two na-
tions more strongly together. There is no union
of sentiment on the question of the Danubian prin-
cipalities, and while a desire for peace and amity
continues to lie expressed, there is an unusual ac-
tivity visible in the dock-yards of England and
France, and simultaneously with the reception of
the news that the French fleet are to assemble for
review before Boulogne, we learn that a similar
display of the English (loot will take place in the
channel. .Such demonstrations as these indicate
how little real confidence the Allied powers are dis-
posed to place in tho distinguished consideration
they profess to entertain for each other, and how
small a spark thrown among such combustible ma-
terial would kindle a great fire. The safety of Na-
ples, therefore, depends, not upon the valor of her
Swiss mercenaries, nor upon the impregnabilityof
her fortress of Gaeta, but upon the fears and jeal-
ousies of the greater European Powers, and upon
the popular spirit of disaffection, which taxes even
now all their energies to repress.

FROM UTAH.
FROM OUR SPECIAL CO 111!ESP ON I)EST.

IVc received yesterday from our special corrc.-'pomlenL
at Camp Scott, three letters, dated the Btli,
21st and 25th of April, and although the latest news from
Utah livings down our advices to the Bth of May, these let-
ters enter so largely into tho morale of the army, anil con
tain such graphic descriptions of the scenery and phenom-
ena of the Great Central Desert, that apart from the events
transpiring in Utah, they willbe found not Joss interest-
ing than instructive. Though we differ in some points
from the opinions expressed by the author, we therefore
publish them, not as the "latest news from Utah," hut as
incidents in the Utah campaign which deserve to be re
corded.?EDS. DAILY EXCHANGE.

CAMP SCOTT, U. T., April S, 1858.Not many are the events which oecur within this bar-ren region, although, during the last six months it iiad re-
sounded with the stir, the stray musketry and the occa-
sional booming ofartillery of two thousand men. This num-
ber ofmen includes ail?teamsters and camp followers as
well as combatants, of which latter there could perhaps l>e
scraped together some fourteen hundred. The original
number intended for this expedition would probably havebeen very nearly realized had it not lieen for the extraor-
dinary extent to which desertion has been carried sincethe expedition was decided upon. We hazard but little
in saying that at least six hundred men, and probablymore, have deserted from the corps comprising the army
oft tali since the intention was first announced from the
"ar Department of setting such an army on foot. Thesolemn, moral and patriotic sanctions attending an oblign
tinn to serve the country five years as a soldier, seem to
have lost their force. The men who enlist now a days,chiefly foreigners, (for few Americans are willing to min-gle with foreigners illany avocation) seem to regard the
sanctions of an enlistment oatli as a mere matter of temporary convenience which is to lie observed just so long as it
suits their interests and no longer. The little carenud at-
tention which is paid to this crime on the part of the gov
ernment onlyserves to confirm the soldiers in this view of
liis oath. He runs away almost with impunity. So ten-
der has the democratic sentiment of the age and the coun-
trybecome that the extreme penalty prescribed for deser-
tio >, in time of peace, was fifty lashes, and is seldom vis
ited upon the delinquent even if he should lie caught andtried. The government has appealed to the nobler -ell"of the soldier by increasing his pay, so that while it is
equal to and even surpasses that of the agricultural labor-
er in many parts of the country, it is more than double
flint of any other soldier in the world. Besides this, on all
extraordinary occasions, he may expect a handsome grati-
fication in land. His tour of service is short, and the
means of intellectual culture are always placed within his
reach. If then such advantages as these fail toawaken
in him a manly feeling of self-respect and patriotism,
other means should lie resorted to; the severities of Un-
law should lie increased, anil more vigilance exercised in
their execution. The mail who breaks his oath, demoral
izes himself, and adds thus much towards the dcmoraliza
tiou ofsociety.

It might, perhaps, lie well to substitute a system of
conscription instead of voluntary enlistment, and admit
none except American citizens in place of receiving, as
now, the first unnaturalized alien who presents himself
ill the streets. Many, very many, of tin- men whom we
now enlist would never lie received into the military ranks
of the nations of Europe. Some of them, indeed, are
such as those nations would be glad to get rid ofeven from
their prisons; and, in fact, the prison or the penitentiary
is the proper place for them now whenever tlie.v desert.
Such should be the disgraceful penalty of a disgraceful
crime.

.Much might he effected by the fJovernment by means of
judicious measures, towards the prevention of the crime.
Care in the selection of recruits, accepting none except
such .as show a parentage of a responsible character, to-
gether witha system of lo|Ht instruction, moral and in-
tellectual as well as physical, received amidst the stabler
and better influences of our old established society, would
not only inspire the youth with respect for liiniself and
his profession, but would command the respect of that
loose population of our frontiers where he is destined to
serve, and where in fact he can serve well only by being a
man of character. There is nothing to prevent the adop-
tion of such measures as these, unless it is that the politi-
cal depravity of the times renders all measures of public
utility of but little interest or importance.

It is a spectacle of melancholy interest to see a nation
so young as ours in a downward career towards barbarism,
from a comparatively high order of morality and civilian
tiou. The revolutionary novelty, incoherence and incon-
gruity of ideas prevailing among our people; ill? want
of confidence which tiny exhibit in each other; the loose
ness, disorder, irregularity, and lavish expenditure attend
ing tlie operations of the government; the low order of tal
cuts of many persons of late years who are elevated to high
positions; the brutal indifference and perfunctory faithless
ness of our officials; the rewarding withplace and honors of
low and hare actions rendered in partisan service; thesys
tematic and deliberate unhinging of the moral notions of
the people with the view of accustoming them to the pre
valence of an immoral idea; the confounding of political
majorities with moral right, and the resort to all kinds of
violences to gain these majorities; the prevalence of horrid
crimes and the increasing extension of cunning, ignor-
ance and brutalization?all these traits and more, which we
now exhibit, are those which characterised the nations of
Europe when, after their long barbarous slumber of a thou
sand years, they began to emerge into civilorder and fixed
national character. To such an extent have we already
retrogaded; and it would have been interesting too, to a
philosophical mind, even in sucli a state of society as this,
to see how long such a sect as Mormonism is could exist,
when left alone to itself. It would be curious to watch
the career of a body politic whose muscles and sinews con
sist of socialism, and whose principle of life is secret asso
ciation?to see how long such a monster could live when tlievenom of itsfangs had once fullyentered its own system.?
For unlike secret societies elsewhere, in one respect,everyone, women included, is a member, and under the usual
barbarous obligation to secrecy of having the bowels ripped
open, the tongue cut out, &c. In other parts of the world,
masons arc prevented from corrupting and poisoning socie-
ty by a large class, consisting of many honest and sensiblemen, women. Catholics and others who never become Ma-
sons, but upon whom the real interests of society depend.
Here, however, in Salt Lake Valley, as every one is a Ma-
son. the prophet Joe Smith, having taken moreover (from
an angel) three degrees higher than any other most grand
worshipful ever did take; it would he valuable as a fact
in political economy, to ascertain how long the pure 1111
mitigated masonry <>f Mormonism could possibly live, asfurnishing some evidence of the greater or lp<s deleterious
influence of masonry in all civilized communities. It is
our opinion that if we had left Mormonism alone one year
longer, it would have died from its own poison; for the
principles of secret association are too repulsive ami ab-
horrent to exist except by preying upon the rights and in-
terests of outsiders.

But unfortunately for suuli philosophical observation,
the desert of I'tah, with hardly people enough for a Meth-
odist meeting, was erected into an organized territory,
with the view of wresting it from the free influences of
Mexican law.and thus gave Mormonism something to re-
sist in tlo- shape of United States authority, something to
prey upon besides itself. Had itnot been for this, it
would long ere now have fallen to pieces. Like, as in tlie
case of some other instiiutions, resistance only serves as a
prop to hold it up.

A Mr. Gilbert, one of the sutlers of the army, who ar-
rived yesterday by the way of Salt Lake, represents the
Leaders as retiring withtheir families from Salt Lake City
to Provost, another town in the Valley; that the people
are making no movement towards planting or sowing;
that they have covered the foundation of tlie Temple with
sand, and are making great preparations to receive (iov.
Camming, who was met by Mr. Cilbert some sixty miles
this side of the city. All this looks as if tlie Mornna
leaders really thought that the differences between tin m
and the authority of the United States, which they have
so shamelessly outraged, could he amicably adjusted and
compromised, and that they might still remain in the Vol
ley withtheir Mormon character and pretensions, await-
ing some favorable opportunity to regain their as.
cendancy or to take advantage of events. To what
extent such anticipations as these, if they en
tertain them, can ever be realised, no one with any knowl
edge of our government would ever attempt toform a
conjecture; hut of this much we may I>e assured, that if
tlie general government must make such a display ofmilitary force as it has done in the present ease to convince it<
subjects of its own sincerity iu the disapproval wliiefT it
may jdeasc to express of their extravagant pretentions,
then it has already lost that dignityand weight of charac-
ter which are essential to every corporate authority, and
has become the most inconceivably expensive organization
that the world ever saw. If the people can he indul/ed
with impunity in pushing their extravagancies tilla (lis
play of militaryforce heroines necessary for its suppres-
sion. then that force itself willsoon cease to be reflected,
and we are already on the brink of that anarchy into which
Mexico stumbled from tlie very first steps of her republi-can career. Such a total absence of manly charaeter as isevinced by provoking the government into a military at
titudc, and then slinking out without shame or remorse?-
without even a moral to point the tale?is destructive to
the moral energies of both the government and the people.
While it manifests a growing ignorance of their just rights
on the part of the people, it involves a corresponding trea-
sonable dereliction of duty towards free and republican
institutions.

where found among the Jesuit missions in that region.?
A pint of this served as a ration per day?not for a horse,but for a man. This Mr. Ficklin is a young man who has
the energy and endurance of a bar of steel. He is a grad-
uate of the Virginia Military Institute, and does honor,
not only to his State and her militaryinstitution, but also
to West Point, from which that institution is a legitimate
ramification. He formerly belonged to Magrau's survey
ing party, when.with a few revolvers hung from his waist,
he used to thrid these mountain rallies alone with as
much unconcern as if they were city streets. On the
breaking up of the surveying party he offered bis services
to the army, and they were gladly accepted, lie says
that the Flat-heads have lost a great many of their horses
during the last year by the distemper.

Some of the old mountaineers from whom he expected
to get provisions had moved their stations and retired from
fear of the Mormons. In the conflict between this people
and the government they feared that the Mormon wrath
might be visited upon them; so much had the Mormon pow-
er already come to be dreaded! We had observed previously
that the mountaineers, though detesting the Mormons, ap-
peared to be afraid to enlist with us fully against them,
lest the government might retire from the issue and leave
them in the lurch. What an awful condition it is, to have
an authority above you which is so enervated by political
depravity as to lose your confidence in its integrity and
justice?in its willingness and ability to do right!?in its
power to sustain the good ami condemn the bad! A con
dition under the most absolute despot of modern times
would be far more tolerable. The time has fully arrived
when we must assume more national consistency of char-
acter. or else abandon all claims to it entirely.

With respect to the weather, altho' we arc in a spring
month, and the robin lias added its music to that of the
lark and thrush, yet the winds are more loisterous and
the snows more frequent than they were during the winter.
Hut the ground has become so warmed up that the snows
melt as soon as they fall.

rising generation. We arc committing excesses that willtell upon us to distant times, even if we should tic fortu-
nate enough to retain our national existence. To see theinterests of the country, as we upon the frontier see them,
lyingneglected and going to waste, reminds one of the es-tate of the dram drinker and the tavern haunter.

Wo were somewhat surprised yesterday by coming upon
a Mexican. We took him to be at first view a more thanordinarily decent Indian; for he had the color, the long
dark hair, hlack eyes, and sparse heard of that race; hutboth his dress and address exhibited a little higher orderof taste and culture than is ever found among the natives,
lie proved to lie a Mexican wlio lias resided iiithis country some eighteen years, having marriedan Indian woman, by whom he has several likely-looking
children.

HORRIBLE MURDER IX MICHIGAN?RELI-
GIOUS EXCITEMENT.

[ From the Detroit Free Press, June 11.]
A horrible murder was committed on Tuesday in

the town of Mill River Point, Macomb county, near
the line of this county. It appears that two' broth-
ers and a sister were livinginthat town. They were
French. Ihe sister was the housekeeper of the
brothers. The two brothers appeared at tlie house
of a neighbor, livingsome three or four miles dis-
tant, at about twelve o'clock night before last, and
awakened them. Upon arising, he found the
two men in a strange condition. They wet e both
naked and had hands of straw tied around their
waists. AYit h this exception, there was nothing up-
on their bodies. They said they wanted shelter and
assistance, as people were after them, and were
about to take them. Doing asked why, they saidthat they had killed their sister. The story wasnotcredited, and they were taken in and placed in an
upper room, which was well guarded, as their ac-
tions excited suspicions of insanity.

Vcster'day morning the farmers" in tlie neighbor-
hood gathered together and wbnt to the house of
the brothers, and there met a most horrible sight.
They found the mangled body of the voung girl,stripped naked and lying in a'wagon which%ti>'din the road nar the house. In the house was found
a man, who had nearly lost his life in defence of
the girl, liis name is Defair, which is all that we
have respecting his case. The house presented all
tlie traces of a desperate struggle, in which the
young girl had been murdered and then dragged
out of doors. Iler hair was then cut off close to
her head by these mad fiends, and she was throwninto a wagon in thy barnyard, which was then
drawn around to where it was found. Iler breast
was full of gunshot wounds, and her face was cut
up in an undistinguishable mass of gashes. She was
then left in her blood, while the murderers sought
the neighbors.

The murderers act like insane men. but June not
been previously known as such; and how two per-
sons could thus become insane at a moment's notice,
and commit so horrible a deed, is a mystery. They
said that they were prompted by God to'kill her,
because she persisted in going to courch every Sun-
day, and asserted that they made three attempts be-
fore they accomplished it. The opinion of the in-
habitants of the vicinity is that the insanity is a re-
ligious one. If any insanity exists this is probably
the true cause, but it may be only a cloak to cover
up a diabolical deed and escape its consequences.

<'n Friday last, Mr. Thomas Lossy, of Wert Ba-
lym township, Mercer county, l'a., left one room of
his house to go into another"for the purpose of fret-tin" his gun, as he stated to some of his family that
he was going hunting. Shortly afterwards' a re-
port was heard in the room, and on entering he was
found lying dead. It is supposed that he accident-ally shot himself.

At St. Louis, on the Gth inst., the Mississippi rose
so rapidly, in consequence of lloods upon the upper
livers, that it was necessary to labor to save large
