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(tueer stories uscil to bo told of the wanderings
and adventures of American diplomats in their
cflbrts to find some of the peripatetic governments

of Central America; but the latest oddity of the sea-

son, is the rapid march of Governor CUMMINO from
Salt Lake City southward, in chase of a people to
govern. When OWEN GLKNDOWER boasted that lie
could call spirits from the vasty deep, the fiery

HOTSPUR laughed, aud said:
"Why so can I; or so can any man;
"But willtlieycome when you do callfor them?"

Itis easy enough to invoke; but (he difficulty
lies in obtaining a response to the invocation.
Governor CUMMINO may call the Mormons; but will
they come when he does call for them? There's
the rub I Will they listen to the voice of the
charmer, charm he never so wisely, or will they
flit before him shadowy and intangible, and leave
him to exercise liis proconsular duties over empty
houses? Whatever lingering hopes Governor CUM-
MINO may have of bringingback his stray sheep to

the fold they have abandoned, wc imagine that he
will find those hopes disappointed, and that he
will return to the city that was swept and gar-
nished in honor of bis coming; to the sanctuary

where he addressed the multitude, and to the
mansion where he was so hospitably entertained,
to feci

"I.ikc one who treads alone
"Snmo banquet hall deserted;
"Whose lights are fled, whose garlands dead,
"And all but he departed."

But what is lie to do? And there is Judge EC-
KELS too; with his hatch of indictments for high
treason, all drawn up in due form, and with his
writs ready for service; but the offenders have dis-
appeared into space, no one knows whither. lie
were a hold man who should undertake to follow
thorn, and arrest BRIGHAM LOTOS and lIKUER C. KIM-
HALLin the midst of their hand ofDanitos. On the
whole, we consider tho new authorities of Utah to
he in a predicament. It is evident that 110 gov-
ernment can ho instituted where there are no
people to govern; and it is equally clear that
the judicial functions cannot he put to any
practical use where there arc neither criminals
to try, or jurors to impanncl. This sudden
change from teeming life, to utter solitude, is more

like the phantasmagoria of a dream than an inci-
dent in the annals of a nation. The power it im-
plies in the Mormon leaders is not less astonishing
than the prompt obedience that followed tho exer-
cise of that power. On the memorable day when
Governor CUMMINO addressed the multitude in Salt
Lake City, they listened to him in profound silence;
hut when lie invited their speakers to reply, the
suppressed passions of his auditors found vent in
vehement gesticulations and daring anathemas.?
lie strove, in vain, to allay the storm; liut, at a
word from BIUOHAM YOUNG, it fell as suddenly as

ithad risen, and, upon the surface at least, all was
calmness and stolid indiffcrcnco. Could Governor
CUMMINO put a hook in the nostrils ofsuch a Levia-
than ? Perhaps it was fortunate for him that they
did not give him the opportunity to make a trial.
They feasted, flattered, and caressed him?threw a
handful of Utah dust in his eyes, and then, turning
their hacks upon him, and upon civilized life,
plunged once more into the wilderness. It was a
strange finale to the third act of the Great Mormon
Drama. Tho first act closed at Kirkland, Ohio;
the second, at Nanvoo, Missouri; the third, at Fait
Lake City, Utah territory. The fourth and fifth
acts arc yet to lie played out; but whether the
piece will terminate as a bloody tragedy, or as a
serio-comic extravaganza, who can prognosticate?
Governor CUMMIXO'S mission to the saints is ended,
lie has found the actors, we fear, more worthy of a
place in the criminal calendar than ofcanonization.
He has accomplished his work by finding nothing
to do, and nobody to do it; and he may therefore,
we trust, he permitted to pack up the records of
the territory and return home. Tic has been treat-
ed very shabbily; but how can he avenge himself
upon thin air? Let us hope that Iris next mission
may prove a much more successful one, and that
he will not always, like SANCIIO PANZA of ohl, seek
in vain for his Government of Barrataria.

NEWS FROM ST. DOMINGO.
THE PKOPI.K ESCAPING TO lIAYTT.

We have received advices trom Port-au-Prince to
the 15th of May.

The followingparagraph occurs in the marine in-
telligence of the EcuUle dn Commerce :

" It appears that events of the most serious im-portance take place in the Eastern part of our is-
land. Three men escaped from Fort Platte in a
canoe, and arrived at Cape Haytien more than a
fortnight. They have been forwarded to Port-au-
Prince. Saturday, the Bth, a small sloop from
Dominica, with thirty people?twenty-one men, live
women and four children?anchored near Fort
l'icolct. The sloop having no small boat, the cap-
tain jumped into the water and swam to a house,
whence he was conducted to the Cape. By the care
of the authorities provisions were immediately dis-
patched to the crew, who were completely exhaust
id. The inhabitants have united with the authori-
ties to alleviate the distressful position of these emi-
grants. They all come from Sainana.'"

FROM UTAH.
FROM OUll SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.

CAMP SCOTT, U. T., April 25.
The expedition that left camp last fall for New Mexico

for the purpose of procuring animals, has been heard
from. It is expected here in the course of two or three
weeks with a thousand mules, more than we shall want.

An express has also arrived to-day from Fort Laramie.
The troops and train from that point were to have left on
the 21st inst. Upon their arrival we shall doubtless re-
sume the long suspended march. It is high time, for we
have lain here now going on six months, and as the weather
is fine the soldiers share with the rest of the animated
world at this vernal season of the year, in the desire to be
moving. Their life in this desert has, in fact, become
very monotonous. Their wood-hauling ceases to-morrow,
the mules having become strong enough to do it for them.

Not one of their least reasons for wishing to move is a
longing for fresh vegetables, something of which they have

hut barely had a taste for a period of ten months. They
have had desiccated vegetables, but on the whole their
rations has had so much sameness, and has been so poor
in meat and scant of bread that they desire a change of

diet. It was amusing to witness, with what avidity they
pounced upon a man the other day who brought into cam])

from Hear River, (about 40 miles in advance of us,) a few
bushels of potatoes and onions. Foor fellows! there would
not have been three-quarters of a potato per man, had
they been divided out on the most exact principles of dis-
tributive justice. What from the warm weather of the
advancing spring after the bracing rigors of the winter,
and from low diet, they are as languid and pale-faced as
those interesting school girls who dine on slate pencils and
sup on chalk and vinegar.

The weather has become quite warm, the thermometer
ranging during the last two days as high as 70°. In con-
sequence, the snow on the mountains is melting rapidly,
the streams are swelling, and with renewed force of cur-
rent are tearing up their sandy bottoms, while the trout

thrill and dart through their rapid waters withrenewed
joy. In the few standing pools and quiet bends the frogs
are nightly repeating theirohl complaints to the listening
stars. And there, along the far south, lies a long white
ridge fringed withdarkling fir, inintense repose, yet with
the depth and ranging cast of expression that beam in the
long dark eye of a girl! Add to this a brilliant play of
morning sunbeams that flash over the scene like the span-
gled gauzy skirts of some ruddy dancing liouri, while our
bands arc playing, u For the Love of Annie Laurie,"
d'Twas within a mile of Edinboro' town," and winding
off with a stirring stratlicspy or up and down Highland
Fling?high enough indeed, considering our elevation
above the sea. It was truly a great piece of statesman
ship, wasn't it? in a recent minister of war to place his
paws, upon almost the last throb of military vitality
that such and similar statesmanship hv left among
us. But the country will be wiser, by and by, per-
haps, than to trust two such old stable institutions
| as the army and navy to the management (?) of men who
' have been reared among the innovating, unprecedented
influences of the West.

Every Western man you moot withtalks politics
as if ho had the rabies, contracted from the bite
of some runaway disappointed office seeker. It
is astonishing to sec withwhat gusto they willtalk three
hours over a dextrous instance of district or county man-
agement, or a piece of distinguished bar-room statesman-
ship. To listen to them, you would suppose that the ship
of state could glide only in the old common channel of
democratic routine and slang. Divert them from this hut
for one moment to a more sensible and less political view
of things, and they stand as much amazed and agasp as
ifyou had suddenly exhausted them of breath. It is in
deed wonderful that they should not have become disgust
cd?nay, nauseated with such stuff long ago; hut they
seize hold of it withas much avidity and keenness of rel-
ish as if it were something new under the sun, and they
had been the very first to inventor discover it?expecting
the Presidency or a foreign mission by the way of recom-
pense as a matter of course.

Fortunately for a stabler,and therefore a bettor,govern
ment, we have hut littlemore good land of the national
domain in which "human freedom" can run riot, and dis-
turb its neighbors. That great Mississippi Valley,'which
has loomed up so in the future with its untold millions of
population, is, to a great extent, no better than a desert;
and willsupport only, as it lias done since the flood, a few
Indian tribes, remarkable for their sparseness at that. All
that immense region of country between the 97th degree
of west longitude, and a strip of two or three hundred
miles along the Pacific coast, willhardly contain as much
good land as some one of our old States. The lime then
is not far distant when a new farm cannot be had by every
runaway Euroj>can apprentice who wishes to spite his
master in particular,and all and any authority in general;
and the landed interest, instead of adding an insurrec-
tionary, innovating, revolutionary element to our govern
ment, thus continually aggravating its fever, willbecome,as it naturally should he, the basis of conservatism, regu-
larity, order, law, and adhesion to old principles until bet
tcr ones can he found. By the time that your oldest son
comes to seek for "a new farm in the West," lie will find
that that sort of thing is among the things that were.

April 28th.?To a nation which has no character to lose,
or one which has no character at all, the curious aspect
presented by our affairs here at this moment, is worthy ofconsideration. The circumstances are these ?our Govern-
or being in Great Salt Lake City, in the capital of rebel
lion and treason, and the army on the outside ina hostile
atlitude, the United States Marshal for Utah, a justice of
the i>e:ice of said Territory and some dozen more went out
a few days since on Bear river to get beeves?something
which is becoming very scarce, the last hatch slaughteredleaving the butchers in doubt which Intake for the rations,
the hides or carcasses, so very poor were they. But before
beeves could he got the Mormons came down upon them,
and the party made their way hack in a hurry to camp,riding all night and arriving at about mid-day yesterday.But a state ofaffairs so anomalous as this, is hut the nai ural
hybrid issue which must he expected when such politics
as prevail in our country become mixed up with military
matters.

It is said that the provisions of the army are Retting
low: and that though arrangements had been'made for theearly arrival ofsupplies, yet that these arrangements have
been thwarted by orders emanating from other quarters,
and that the only hopes now are linscd upon the arrival of
the train from Laramie. Ifacorps of agriculturalists werealong withplows, pruning hooks, etc.. they might raiseenough provisions to supply the troops during the year or
two more that the Mormon malady may he prolonged.
Heaven grant that the case may not prove chronic, as ourchief justice says, and become so offensive as that of

There is a rumor current ofa fight between the Snakes
and Uti-s; but it is not very probable. It is. perhaps, sememyth got up by the Mountaineers, whose religion it is to
devise fables, sinee'they have no other. In this way they
have acquired a skill in "diplomacy " that lvould excite
the envy even of a New Orleans man.

It is remarkable that these Indians do not fight among
themselves more than they do, considering that the crowdof migration through their country of late years, has re
dneed their game and thus rendered necessary' a widerrange of hunting excursions in which tlu-y must come incollision. But they seem naturally to lie of a more peace-
ful disposition than were the Indians ofthe Atlantic hoard.
They show itin their face, which is often luminous with
bnnliommic. I remember ofno instance where they have
attacked the whites, tho' these whites have resided amen"them for many years; and if game fails they often take to
root eating. Their numbers are exceeding sparse, comma-t-
-ing in tliis respect with the barrenness of the hills amidstwhich they find themselves situated without knowing
whence or wherefore. Yet they seem to breed rapidly?-
their skulls and liones lie mingled and bleaching withthose of the Buffalo upon the surface of the soil, and proliahly have so done through the long night of many ages
that intervened between the creation of man and the dtscovcry of America. Year after year the autumn sun liaswheeled down winter wards over the wide posture between
this aud tli*'Mississippi, while its teeming horizon imundherds of fattened buffalo have IH-CII chased by the veiling
Indian who is hardly less animal than they. Age after dark-ling age, here, upon this wide prairie, have they arisenthe preyer and the preyed upon, and have gone 'down to
gctliert

One of the most prominent traits of this people theSnakes, and probably of all those North-west Indians?istheir passion for gambling. In their lodges of a long
winter's night, one willsit with a small hone in one ofhisbands, and endeavor to deceive, like a thimble rigger, asto the particular hand in which it is; a party is druming
with sticks and raising clamorous outcries with a view iffdistracting the attention from themanoeuverings of thehone holder. Titus they sit and liet the long night
through?their yawling clamors mingling with the nail-ing of the winds and the howling of the wolves. Their
sittings willcontinue sometimes fur a week, during wiiich
they often hot away everything they possess?horse, howand quiver, lodge, buffalo robes, peltries, dress?every-
thing illfine, leaving themselves almost as naked as whin
they were horn.

it is another beautiful day?the zephyrs hanging pretty
garlands of cloud upon the white brows of the Uintah;
and spring touching tiieearth with her magic wanil. to
which tiie catkins of the willow come forth; the plain
breaks into one bright broad mile of green, and better
than all, wild garlic plants lift their heads front the soil.Nothing could he more rolishable at this time than the
savor of this plant; and numerous men can he seen reach-
ing for it over the country in the vicinity or the camp,
it is esteemed as a perfect God send, oil ye pamperedsons of pride I ye should learn to appreciate the humblegarlic. The spicy breath of Orient isle embosomed inthe embrace of amorous tropic sea was never half so
sweet!

Talkingof sweets reminds me ofan expedient which the
young officers of the camp have resorted to, in order to
supply the place or sugar in their coffee;?it is, while
drinking it, to think intensely of their sweet hearts !
Those who have daguerreotype likenesses of their sweet-
hearts add a reflection from them. In this way the bev-
erage is said to be rendered more savory than it would be
with muscovado, tho' some prefer to add a spicing of pa-triotism; it being sweet to die for one's country.

Nine o'clock, night.?The day that began so bright has
ended, as is not uncommonly the case in other regions of
the world, in a storm; but here, such an event is of so nnfrequent occurrence, that ittakes every one by surprise.
Thunder storms, I mean. They do indeed occur, but are
never accompanied by much rain. This has been inferred
from several reasons, and among others from the fact thatthe loose soil of the country, and the steep banks of theriver rallies are never much gullied. Even the snows thatfall .are confined principally to the higher points of
the mountains, and when they disappear, especially from
the lower grounds between the ranges, it is more by grad-
ual evaporation than by sudden dissolution, it is in this
way that the country around Fort Bridger, during the
last winter has presented nearly hare ground for most ofthe time. \\ bile the wind is almost always from the west-
ward, the coldest and most copious snow storms come
from the north-east; hut under the warm suns of this lati-tude, and the dry air of this elevation, the snows, however
abundant, soon disappear. As the winds are from the
westward, the moisture from these evaporated snows must
be l>ornc into the valley of the Mississippi. This range ofmountains seems to be hut a step inthe progress?an in
termediate reservoir in the process of pumping irrigation
water from the south-western Pacific on to the middle and
eastern portions of the United States.

The winds, as we often repeated, are from the south of
west; and in all this month of April they have been dur-
ing the day time strong and gusty. Now, u|>on the north
western borders of the Gulf of Mexico, the wind through-
out this month is a fresh breeze from the south-south -east.
The questions then, arises, whether this wind here is thesame as that one there, or whether they are two different
winds, and if so, what occasions their rush at this particu-
lar season into the Mississippi Valley?

\V c say that there are no such gullies here as there
should be did copious showers fall, and if this inference is
correct, then it ig equally true that there has been no
change m the normal condition of the atmosphere since
the creation of the world. To judge from the absence of
this kind of wrinkles from the part of her face which our
mother Earth here turns to the kissing sun, we shouldsuppose her young indeed; but to judge from other furrows?the deep vallies of the streams, for instance, she seems
to be awfullyol.l;-the thought, being led hack into a suf-
'"S'ting night of the distant years enshrouding- her birth.Take, for instance, the valley which we are in (and itscharacter wd answer for all from the Misskshipi west-
ward?the Platte valley included). It is, say, at thispoint, one mile in width; and in this distance there arethirty-six different channels, through some ofwhich Black'sFork is now running, and through all of which its watershave, to all appearances, coursed during the last two hun-dred years, more or less. Its channels are constantlychanging; the stream leaves its wonted bed and seeks a
new course through the sandy, shingly soil of the valley.
These channels are four feet deep and of various width*
and inthis way the whole valley, in course of time, is pro-
bably gone over by the stream, somewhat as a plow goes
over a field?the earth from the furrows, however, being
carried away by the stream rather than turned over to one

side. In this way the valley seems to have lK;en sunk or |
dug out to its present depth since the creation?say fifty jfeet. The opiating of the animal world?heavers, inusi -
rats, etc., have doubtless has'.-ned the work by diverting
the streams from their course, inthe construction ofdaui:

&c.; hut as it is only when the snows of the Uintah moun-
tains are melting under the spring suns that the waters of
this fork have force enough to become turbid, and even
then, only for a short iime, itmay he conceived what ages
must have elapsed in the excavation of .such a valley as
this! Hutstill,as we know that with man the wrinkles
and grey hairs of age may occur in one single night, so,
for my part, I am always disposed to believe that such evi-
dences of great age in our mother earth may have been in-
curred by her through some sudden convulsion, calamity
or cataclysn of some kind. Can you conceive of that
early dawn of time when the summits of the Uintah moun-
tains were first lifted to the sky and began to wrest the
snowy vapors from the air, which, melting with the north-
ward wending sun, trickled down the steeps and com-
menced their seaward wanderings over the, as yet, un-
furrowed land?beginning their morning song of joy as,
in rivers, they began to dig out their beds?

Moral peace, harmony and beauty, exist (infrequently at
the price of much pain, suffering and strife. The beau-
teous rain-how, so full of tranquility, peace and promise,
is the child of the storm: and hence the beauty, harmony
and order of the earth?her towering mountains, her flow-
ing streams?may he the result, ingreat part, of sudden
violence and great effective force. They who doubt the
Mosaic account of the world's creation, make a mistake,
it appears to us, in separating physical facts from
moral conditions. They leave out the comparative anat-
omy, as it were, of the physical structure of the globe,
withthe moral organization of the world. While the da-
guerreotype is mathematically correct inpoints and out-
line, it may he wholly defective inthat life, soul and ex-
pression which constitute the true character of the sub-
ject portrayed; and so the history of the globe might he
untrue if based solely upon mere bare geological facts,
however mathematically correct such facts might appear.

Hood night! We'll to bed, and listen to the slow,
sparse, deliberate dropping of rain upon our Sibley tent.
The reason why the patriarchs lived to such a good
ohl age was, probably, because of the pure air which
they got by living in tents. By going back to
Mother Nature, you civilized, sophisticated deni-
zens ofcities might learn a useful lesson on the subject
of ventilation, and thus spare yourselves a daily inhabi-
tation of one and two-thirds pounds weight of a mixture
made up ofhuman effluvia, evaporated sperm, or candle
grease and pyroligneous acid. How true it is in the
moral, as well as in the physical world, that there is no
gain without some loss. The conveniences of civilizationinjure the health and shorten life. To appreciate Nature,
however, and understand her teachings, one must go
through a process of civilization. The Indian here has
often somewhat too much of ventilation; and seldom
lives to become old; or atall events, we have seen no aged
persons among them as yet.

A deserter came into camp to day, after a stay of some
five months in Mormondom. He says that our Governor
left the city to return the day before he himself left;
hut after so long a residence among the Mormons, he can
hardly )>e considered as worthy of belief, tho* what he
says may possibly be true. The Mormons indulge so much
in myths, fables and masonic symbols and signs, thatevery thing with tliem has become true except truth it
sojf. Tlicit is a downright negation of every thing proper,
manly and Monuoulike! Life is wholly artificial; and its
events are manufactured to order, being prepared for the
occasion by Brigham and the Church. Should an event
inthe natural course of things come in among them, it
would disconcert them wholly; Such a calamity willbe-fall them, however, so soon as the army moves. Again,good night!

May Ist, 1858.?Winter lias turned back upon us from
the north-east, whither we thought he had gone to spend
Hie summer, and is now blustering about as if he had left
something precious behind and had come in a rage to look
for it. Like Brigham. he thinks he had better not va-
cate quite so soon?aided by political considerations, a
littleabolitionism from the N. 8., and a little of the alli-
gator from the S. U ~he may brave Nature herself.

Day before yesterday morning we saw a man with a
bundle of leafy twigs in his hands, as if he were going to
crown some Queen of May, hut yesterday morning it
dai/h</Med , as the Spaniards say. upon a universal white
pall, over which Old Hiems stood howling as if he had
come to wed young Mayand found her dead! Ho draped
the heavens with black, and kept up a piteous wailing allday, and even continues it still, as if his heart were as
full as the moon; hut there the young queen lies in all her
quiet beauty beneath that cold white pall, promising, like
?luliet, to rise again. Her heart is too full ofyoung
warmth and Iife?IDTSOUI 100 full of the hope of promise?-
her features too full of loauty, like the lambent glow of
\ en 11s in the morning sky?she has too much of such iui
mortality as this to die.

In other words, tin? ground has been made so warm bythe recent warm weather, and the sun is now so high thatalthough the Thermometer stands at 28°, the snow will
rather stimulate the growth of vegetation than cluck it.

CAMP SCOTT, U. T., April 25,1858.
