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Ifany litterateur is in search of a hero for bis
next sensation novel, we beg leave to call his at-
tention to Kansas. That region is full of such
kind of cattle, and any "special correspondent"
will furnish him, for "a consideration," with a
baker's dozen ready made to his hand. They arc
cheaply got up there, and can be sold at a large
discount below the ordinary trade prices; and
though they will not bear scrutiny, they show off
quite handsomely at a distance, and that, all
things considered, is quite as much as can be ex-

lieeted from the flimsy nature of the material. The

principal objection we have heard urged against
these Kansas heroes is, that they don't wear well,
but this, in view of the infinite variety of heroes
that have glorified Kansas, we regard as rather a

recommendation limn otherwise. The Kansas
heroes bear a strong family resemblance to the
Copper Captains of the old Plays, who boasted of
having performed incredible exploits and swore
great oaths, "full of sound and fury, signifying?-
nothing." The ruling spirit at the present time in

Southern Kansas, is a Captain MONTGOMERY, whom
one of his admirers describes as "a tall man,
"well proportioned, clad in dingy gray, with a
"serious, thoughtful expression on bis dark, but
"finely formed features, partially hidden by a pair
"of jet black whiskers and thick moustache. Uis
"eyes deep-set, keen and piercing, and his dark
"hair, waving back from a broad, high forehead."
We could remark here, for the benefit ofsentimental
young ladies, lhat this redoubtable "hero of the
Little Osage and Marmaton," as the Kansas Jenkins
terms him, is?perhaps unfortunately? a married
man, and as heroes in novels usually terminate
their romantic career with the chiming of the mar-
riage bells, we fear that Captain MONTGOMERY in
becoming a llenedict has committed an unpardon-
able indiscretion. But lotus see of what sort of
.stuff this "hero" is made. At a Convention held
at Raysville towards the close of last month, to
devise means for restoring peace to Southern Kan-
sas, "the hero of the Little Osage and Marmaton"
was present, and did then and there what no hero
should be suffered to do?be made a speech. In
that speech, which would have done honor to
ALESSANORO MAZZARO.VI, or FRA DIAYOLO, or to anv

other famous or fabulous Brigand, he thus an-

nounced the principles by which lie and his hand
were governed.

"The troojis," said lie, "I have the honor to
"command are of the order called "guerrilla," and
"are hound by the rules of strict guerrilla warfare.
"We make not, as falsely charged, a war upon alj
"who differ with us politically, but only on those
"who have been or are warring upon our people.
"The quiet, peaceable Pro-Slavery man has noth-
"ing to fear from us; he may remain among us, and
"enjoy his political opinions unmolested. We will
"protect and have him protected in his rights.?
"Two of my nearest neighbors are Pro-Slaver v
"men, yet they have lived by me for years, and
"have never been disturbed. Hut the violent Pro-
"Slavery man who willnot give us the country we
"have fairly conquered, but still continue* to molest,
"disturb, and trill us, we go to and say, Thiscoun-
"try is ours; you and Ihave fought which shall have
' 'it, and we have fairly conquered you, arid mean to
"have it. And as the idea of "guerrilla" is self-
"sustaining, we also say, Jj you hare any money
"we must have some of it, and if yon have any
"horses ice must have them, .jr. Yd, lam very
"careful not to allow my men to take from any hut
"persons of this description. If they do, I expel
"them immediately, and restore the articles to the
"rightful possessor. I never allow an outrage to
"be committed against a woman. Whatever she
"claims, no matter who or what her husband may
"be, is sacred. If I ever have taken life, it has
"been in the heat of battle, and my men are pro-
"hibited, on pain of death, from taking life in any
"other manner."

The tall man clarl in dingy gray, hirsute, and
with something leonine in his aspect, is an admi-
rable casuist, but his law of right is only the law
of the strong hand after all. llis plea is the old
robber plea, has stood the wear and tear of a thou-
sand years, and is just as plausible and justas false
as ever. So spake the fierce Vikingcrs after a suc-

cessful inroad; the plaided chieftains of the Scot-
tish hills; the German Barons who built their cas-
tellated eyries among the crags of the Rhine, and
so speak even to this day those picturesque scoun-
drels who haunt the fastnesses of the Abruzzi.?
"The idea of guerrilla war," says this hero of the
Little Osage and Marmaton, "is self-sustain-
'\u25a0'g ?why so is the idea of black mail, and
of brigandage, and of highway robbery, and of
every other operation by which man preys
upon his fellows. NAPOLEON, in modern times,
exemplified the idea on a grand scale in his Italian
campaigns. lie too said, as this knave says:?
"The country is ours?we have fairly conquered
"yon, and mean to have it. If you have any
"money we must have some of it. If you have
"any horses we must have them." Rut here the
parallel ends. 'J he Kansas Brigand is certainly not
a NAPOLEON, lie is a common plunderer. lie dis-
criminates, it is true, between his friends and his
enemies, and he prides himself on that sort of
honor which passes current among men of his
class. He does not call himself a Murderer, but an
Avenger. lie permits no outrages to be committed
against a woman, bnt he willplunder her husbaud,
and if he resists, he will kill him. Who constituted
this man, not only the judge, but the executioner of
his fellows? He is called a hero, but his speech
betrays him. He is nothing more than a com-
mon specimen of the Kansas ruffian in the disguise
of a free-soiler, and the only elevation he deserves,
or to which lie can hope to aspire, is the airy de
pendency which results from the combined action
of the .Sheriff's grasp and the hangman's noose.

Not many days since, the Patriot copied from the
Richmond Knt/uircr, the "facetious prediction" of
some anonymous correspondent, that "the Hon.
THOMAS SWANS, a distinguished Marylander,"
would be the "American" candidate for the Presi-
dency, in 1800. The same journal, yesterday af-
ternoon, contained another similar jeu iVatpriiy at
the expense of our worthy Mayor, taken from the
Richmond Whig.

ARRIVAL OF THE EUROPA.
THREE DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

HALIFAX,June 15.?The It. M. steamship Europa,
Capt. Leithe, from Liverpool, at I o'clock on the
afternoon of the sth inst., arrived here at half-past
12 o'clock this afternoon.

The steamships City of Baltimore and Anglo Sax-
on arrived out at noon on the 3d inst.

GREAT BRITAIN.
On the 2d inst., in the House of Commons, Wash-ington \\ ilkes, the editor who was imprisoned for a

breach of the privileges of the House, was discharg-
ed, having withdrawn the libellous charges made in
his journal.

The bill abolishing the property qualifications of
the members ot Parliament was passed through com-
mittee.

Mr. D Israeli, in reply to a question, said there
bad been no rupture ol "the negotiations which hadbeen opened with the Emperor of China. On the
contrary, what the Emperor had done was this:
lie had not sent to Lord Elgin at Shanghai,* hut
had sent a message requesting Lord Klgiif to meethis messenger at Canton, Lord Elgin, however,
had then gone North. lie could not lay LordElgin's instructions on the table, because, as we
were acting with allies, it would he inconvenient to
tlic public service.

Mr. Fitzgerald stated that .Mr. Tulin. a foreigner,
had been appointed British Consul at Mobile, solely
on the ground of public service to Great Britain,
although a certificate of naturalization had been'
refused him in England.

In the Commons a variety of questions were put
to the Government.

Mr. D'lsraeli, in responce to enquiries bv Lord
John Russell as to affairs in China, said it was im-possible for him to att'ord anv fresh informationupon the subject. The present Government bad
extended to Lord Elgin the same wide discretiongiven him by the former government, but tliev were
not aware of his motive in proceeding to the North-ward after he had been invited bv the Chinese Gov-
ernment to repair to Canton, and what demands helisul required trum the Chinese government they
could not say.

-Mr. Bright remarked that the original question
concerned only Great Britain, and the power of thecountry was amply sufficient to vindicate its honorwithout entangling it incomplicated relations withFrance, Russia and the United States. He stronrivurgeil the Government to bring the matter to aspeedy termination. England was now at war with
one-half the human race, and had fifteen thousandmen and seventy ships in China, and he doubtedwhether the operations would be attended with theslignest benefit to trade.

Sir J. Packington said it was intended to reduce
the force in the East at the earliest practicable mo-
ment.

Mr. llorstall asked whether the Government hadany information of the arrest of Capt. Judkins, of
the Persia, at New York.

BRITISH AGORESSIONS.
Mr. Wilson also asked whether there was any ob-jections to lay upon the table the correspondence

between the British Government and that of the
United States respecting the slave trade.

Mr. Seymour Fitzgerald replied ttiat the Govern-ment had receved no official information of the ar-
rest of ('apt. .ludkins. With regard to the otherquestion, the American Government had made ..ravecharges against certain Hritish officers, hut no offi-cial account had been received trom those officers.
He could only say that if occurrences such as thosecomplained of had occurred thov would be viewedwith the deepest regret by the Government, and im-
mediate explanations given. The fullest informa-tion should be laid before Parliament as early aspossible. Meanwhile, lie had only to add that or-ders had been sent out to the officer in command of
the squadron in the Cuban waters to make every in-
quiry into the subject, and that tlie greatest cautionand forbearance should lie exercised towards vessels
bearing* the American flag.

Iho London Times in a loader on the searching
of American vessels, reiterates its objections against
the policy of maintaining a squadron which hasproved so ineffectual for the end in view. It savs
whatever the light of the case, and however far
Americans may bo ready to go at present incom-pliance for peace' sake, we cannot but look forward
to a day when it will be more disagreeable, and atthe same time more unnecessary, for the Americansto submit, and a still greater let down for our pride
to give way. After passing some censure upon theapathy ot the American Government in the sup-pression of the stave trade, it concludes as follows:
\\ e do not compel her to the virtue she has not.?l'eforo very long the mere attempt must bring on aiearlnl war. Is there no such thing as giving up a
crusade which began with error, has been optional,
and is found to he ineffectual ?

Is nothing to be surrendered except after the loss
of 3(1,000 lives on both sides and thirtv millions of
money? Is there no other use equally benevolentto which we could put the half million and valua-ble lives annually sunk in those squadrons?

In ,the city article of the Times some reflectionsare made on the same subject, and it. is asked wheth-er, supposing America to be unwilling to find ships
for the slave trade if there might not. bo an a.-rec-ment made lor one or two American officers to he
received as permanent guests on hoard Hritish ves-sels, while serving on such duties, and for all
searches to be conducted under the auspices of suchAmerican oflicers.

The Daily News' editorial on the same subjects re-gards the affair as a disagreeable one. hut thinks it
is premature to jump at conclusions without heai-in-both sides ofthe question. It discredits the reports
made by some of the American captains.

The same paper draws a contrast between the serfemancipation policy of Russia and the slave poiiev
of America, and incidentally reviews the career ofI ourqnenefl and Edward Everett, upon the latter ofwhom it easts some hitter reflections.

The London Post thinks if injury has been sus-tained England cannot refuse the reparation de-
manded by Cass, and calls for such forbearance in the
matter complained of as will not endanger thelriendly relations between the countries

°

The London Star thinks the danger is' imminent,unless the British Government recede from its un-
tenable position.

The Brownsville Flag of the 2Gth ult. contains
the following:

By the mail from Matamoras yesterday, we have
dates from Victoria to the 13th, and from Monterey
to the 20th inst. From the Jlotctin OJfirial, of the
20th, from Monterey, we translate the following
letter, conveying the intelligence of the recent de-
feat at Tampico:

CITY OK VICTORIA, May 8, 1838.
l)on Santiago Virlmirrt ?Excellent Sir: Mv much

esteemed friend, on the 13th of the present 'month,
there occurred a conflict in the camp of Gen. Garza,
in which fortune was adverse to the forces of Ta-maulipas. 1 have not vet all the particulars of the
occurrence, hut according to the statement of the
officers, who have presented themselves to ine, we
have lost everything. Gen. Garza, they say, is at
Soto la Marina, and is dispatching measures to
exert our greatest efforts to repair the loss, re-
uniting the elements of the State, and animating
the people of the State to return to the charge
against the enemies of the constitutional order.

Without time for more, lam your very affection-
ate friend and servant, RAMON GCERUA.

In Ilucstcca, Sr. Aregollin has defeated a partv
of reactionists and taken 200 prisoners, which he
conveyed to Victoria. This chief arrived at Victo-
ria with 800 men. The reverse thus suffered bv the
Liberates of Tamanlipas has not abated their anima-
tion. From Reynosa, Camargo, Mler and Matamo-
ras, have marched new forces to revenge the deathof their brothers in Tampico. Within a short time
Gen. Garza willhave close on to 3,000 men who de-
fend the cause of liberty.

Sr. Vidaurri has, independent of the forces ope-
rating on San Luis Potosi, in Monterey, close to
2.000 men, with which lie will efficacious!v assist his
brothers of Tamanlipas. Gen. Zuazua has to-dav a
force of over 0,000 men, with abundant resources,
obtained in Zacatecas. Tile re-action will never
triumph. Itwill oncuunter, in the chief of New
Leon and that of Tamanlipas, a heroic resistance.
We know that it is the intention of Sr. Vidaurri to
march promptly from Sail Luis to join his brilliant
division, and, in ashort time, a lesson willbe taught
to the enemies of libertv, such as they learned at
the Wagon Pass and Zacatecas. That the liberals
of Taiuaulipas will redouble their efforts?that they
willstand as a unit in defence of the sacred cause
of Liberty and Progress. One defeat will not dis-
courage them; on the contrary, it will give the
occasion to manifest all the energv in the power of
men who combat for their liberty.

A FIUKNU OK TIIKFRONTIER.
From Monterey, though there is no report of ac-

tual lighting, the news is somewhat interesting.?-
An anonymous letter purporting to have beep writ-
ten by some one in .Matamoras lias created another
lillibuster panic in the region of Monterey. The
official Bulletin of Governor Vidaurri of the 17th,
publishes this letter with extended comments from
its editor, in which he says that without expressing
his beliot as to the genuineness of the information,
lie would inform the public that the country is pre-
pared for their reception, and that the heads of the
leaders would he the first to fall in just atonement
for the crimes they would commit. We trans-late tile letter:

MATAMORAS,May 10, ISSS.
To Ilia Santiago Vidaurri:

Sir?My duty as a Mexican anil a frontiersman
leads me to mime known to your Excellency the
machinations ot the constant enemies of our nation-
ality. It lias been discovered that in the house of
Messrs. Sliiers & Oliver, in this eitv, there exists a
considerable amount < f armanent and munitions of
war; that they are from a house in New Vork?-
that of George Law, the banker of the filibusters.
That a combination with Uraga, Vega, Arangois
and Walker, had been arranged to invade HiilYe-
publicand establish the projects of Santa Anna.?Sr. Arrangois has consummated the contract with
the above 1.aw, and as soon as you commence your
march for the interior, and GeneralCararajal takes
away all the troops from this port, they intend
making the movement aided with these arms; they
consist of about 1,000 Sliarpe's rifles, 300 Colt's
pistols, and 3,000 muskets, which are now in the
above named house of Sr. Oliver. It has been or-
dered that these arms be placed in the hands of Sr.
lialbot, to cut off'suspicion and to sell you the mus-
kets that are useless. The house referred to is
agent for one in Havana.

Without, more for the present, I remain yours
attentively and faithfully.

This letter brings out a positive denial from Mr.
Oliver, which is published in tlie same bulletin.?
Mr. Oliver brands the writer of the letter as a
gratuitous calumniator. That he has no house in
Matamoras, nor is lie a partner of Sliiers, as they
had dissolved since January last. He denies that
he lias overtaken part in the political affairs of the
country, and appeals to his many acquaintances in
Monteroy and elsewhere for proofs. We suppose
this letter is a fabrication to gratify tlie spleen of a
commercial rival or personal enemy.

The lirownsville Flag of the 2d inst. contains fur
tlier interesting accounts with regard to Mexicaraffairs. Our budget of news from -Mexico is of usu
al interest. From Monterey we learn that tliosiwho were left of the prisoners taken at Zacatccai
have arrived at that place, and are receiving hu-
mane treatment at the hands of Gen. Vidaurri,
The commander of the reactionist forces at Zacate-
cas, Gen. Manero, with three or tour others of tinleaders, were shot by (l.en. Zuazua, on the 30th ult.I t, is said that, an offer of 8150.000 was made for tln
life of Gen. Manero, hut that Zuazua demanded the
surrender of San Luis iu addition.

_ Zuazua seems to be operating against the lattercity. \Vc have seen a private letter from an Ameri-
can in Zaeatecas, a Mr. Kimball, conlii-ining the
news heretofore published bv us. He savs that af-
ter the defeat of Parrodi bv Osollos, the former re-signed his command and has retired to private life.
This would tend to contirm the opinion of (funeral
Caravaj.nl, who in his retirement at Camargo, de-
precated the selection of General Parrodi. and fore-
told that be would never lead the Constitutionalists
to success. The result has proven that the Generalwas correct. With our immediate neighbors of
Tamaulipas the enthusiasm lags not at all.

The recent reverse at Tampico seems to have in-
stilled new zeal and energy into them. Matamoras
lias raised new levies and dispatched them to thescenc of action, and we understand all the other
frontier towns have done the same. In our Span-
ish paper we publish the addresses of two of their
leaders?Col. Capistran and Col. Caravajal. VVe
learn that Col. Guadalupe Garcia has also issued
an address to the soldiers of his command. A feel-ing of revenge seems to be animating them.

From Tampico we learn that Col. llarbercna, ap-
proaching from the South had attacked and carriedby storm, the principal fort on the south of Tampi-
co, hut has subsequently abandoned it. The forces
of the Liberals, under Governor Garza seem to be
concentrating at Victoria, the capital of Tamauli-
pas, whither we have just learned Governor Vidaur-
ri has sent a reinforcement, of five hundred men
from Monterey. It it thought that Tampico will
be left lo take care of itself for the future the l.ib-
eralists contenting themselves with a kind of guer-
rilla warfare around it, cutting oil its commerce,
while the main body of their forces will operate
with Yidaurri in the interior.

FROM ARIZONA.
NECESSITY OF UOVEItNMBNTPROTECTION FOR THE SET-

TLERS? LETTERS FROM RESIDENTS.

Mr. Edward E. Dunbar, of Arizona, now in New
ork, has received advices from that region, com-

prising events that, have transpired during the
month of April. He gives us the following ex-tracts :

TUBAC, Fridav, April "0, 1858.
The morals of the community have not improved,

but on account of a cold spell of weather for two
weeks past, no great number of murders have been
committed.

The casualties to the present writing are : Dutch
Fred, killed by (Jeorge Monro; lb Owens, trader,
killed and robbed by unknown persons; Anion, a
German, shot by accident by a drunken man in Tuc-
son, (recovering;) Sandoval, killed and robbed onthe Rio (*rande by 11. S. soldiers, seven of" whom
passed through Tueson lor California; Dent's store
broken open and robbed; horse thefts and petty
larcenies too tedious to mention.An express has justcome down, and states that
40 head of cattle and one horse have been taken
from Arivaea by the Apaches, s horses from Fort
Buchanan, 3 head of horses from McCoy, in Tubac;
20 head of horses from Carothers and \Vadc, Tubac;
5 head of horses from Mathcson's Kane lie, Tubac; 30
head of cattle and horses from San Xavier.

The dragoons declined making any pursuit. The
people luiyuuiot the animals, arms or provisions ne-
cessary to pursue.

What shall we do? Abandon the country, or
trust to the Government for assistance? Will the
Government allow Rangers? Regular troops are a
curse to the country, and ought to be disbanded or
withdrawn.

The industry of the country is paralyzed by the
demoralized condition of the -Military Department.
The first crops ever rased in the country were sold
on the faith and credit of the Government, and this
has proved, for the lirst time in twenty years, unre-
liable, and the bad results have been aggravated by
the despotic and unjust conduct of unprincipled ofli-
cials engaged in the administration of the Depart-
ment, using and perverting their ollieial position to
base and private purposes.

These are the lirst transactions the people of So-
nora ever had with our Govern men t oflicials, and
you know how disgraced the Gov-
ernment appears to are coming to the
conclusion that our Government is no better than
their own. if Fort Buchanan was a fair specimen,
I should be of the game opinion. The Quartermas-
ter refused to the last either to pay or give receipts
for the produce bought, except to a lew favorites.?
Ifa merchant or manager of a mining company had
treated the people as lie has, his corpse would have
swung under some umbrageous Cottonwood, but the
petty tyrant is so hedged in withbayonets that they
cannot get at him. Under the excitement, Major
Steen and Quartermaster Hastings made their exit
from the country and saved themselves from the
just and merited vengeance of an outraged and
swindled community.

I hope you will be able to disabuse the minds of
the peopie in Washington as to the efficiency of reg-
ular troops against Apaches. [Vain hope 1 l'ear.
?E. E. I).] The regular aruiy on the frontier is
the veriest humbug in, existence?the derision and
contempt of all classes, except a few contractors.

A most unfortunate occurrence took place at
Tucson yesterday. Edward Miles and Rill (fury
had a quarrel about some adobes. Miles challenged
Oury, but the latter declined to tight, on the ground
that Miles was not a "geulleuittii." Young Benjamin
Miles was drawn into the difficulty on his brother's
account, and challenged Oury. They fought with
rifles, at thirty paces. Young Miles tired in the
air, whether accidentally or on purpose, never will
he known. Oury fired and Miles fell, mortallv
wounded and never spoke afterwards. He
was universally esteemed and respected, being a
young man of great promise and decided talent.
He was buried to-day, with Masonic honors. His

relatives live near Washington, D. C.

lived here for forty Veafrs, and never lost all hisstock before.
