its passage. The Senate at once agreed to the "indeinnity provisions, but amended the article grant-
ing the cession of a coal depot, on the island. The
House refused to agree to the amendment, pre-
ferring to ratify the treaty as made here. A Com-
mittee of Conference was appointed, and that
Committee had not agreed at the date of the dis-
patches.

N. Y., a fortnight ago last Saturday, left Biilfalo,
saying to the master of a boat which he chartered,
that he was going to Indiana, and should be back in
three days, and engaging the boat to wait lor

that Russell bail called on liini, and that be had
paid hiin the SI ,000, and that be said lie was going
to Illinois. 'His family has no knowledge of anv
intention on his part to visit Illinois, or that he hail
any business there. It is feared he has been mur-
dered.

The statement that Mr. l'eabodv holds $700,000
ol the stock id the Cairo City (III.) Company, is
contradicted. "One who knows" writes to thePhiladelphia AY. II!,/\u25a0/ .Journal ?J!r. l'eabodv is a
stock holder in the Cairo Company to the extent of
1,500 shares, the par value of which is $150,000, but
the market value before the Hood was never more
than $25 per share, which would make his interest
$17,500 -provided he had purchased at market
price. Rut as he became possessed of this interest
by owning large claims against the United States
Bank, bis entire interest has not cost him $5,000.

A remarkable fossil was recently discovered bv
Rev. Samuel Lockwood, of Keyport, N. J., who
has been for some weeks past on a tour of geologi-
cal investigation among the Catskill mountains,
and willbe presented to Rutgers College. It con-
sists of three fragments, being portions of an ex-
tinct fossil plant, the largest fragment weighing
some 1.200 lbs.

the most remarkable vet produced, the weight which
a verv small sized coil w ill hear being almost in-
credible. The breaking strain, under the old patent
and under the new, may he best judged bv the com-
parison made. Thus, an inch and a quarter rope,

1 made under the old patent, broke under a weight
ot two tons and five cwt., while under the new, to
break the same thickness it required no less than

: four tons nineteen cwt. A weight of four tons six
cwt. broke a rope of two inch diameter, made un-
der the old patent, while itrequired nine tons ten
cwt. to break one of the same size under the new-
patent. The Knglish Board of Admiralty have the
matter under consideration, with a view to its ap-
plication to the rigging of the Knglish navy. It
may not be generally known, but it is none the
less a fact, that a portion of several miles' length
in tiie very middle of the Atlantic cable (where it
is supposed the greatest strain will tall i is made of
this very wire of Webster A Horslall.
