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The barren rock of Nava*a (or more properly
Xai-aj") 1,1 '! ,e Caribbean Sea, between Jamaica

and St. Domingo, has of late given great uneasi-
ness to our European contemporaries. Strange
tidings have come to us, from across the water,

touching stupendous schemes of republican power
and usurpation connected with it. \ cry much to

our astonishment we have learned front foreign

journals, that American filibusters, in formidable
numbers, under the auspices of this government,

have planted the flag of the UNION upon the Island,
and that it is the purpose of our people to convert

it, without delay, into a naval and military ren-
dezvous, such as Malta or Gibraltar is, and the Isle
ofPerim may lie. The local advantages of Navassa,
for such a purpose, have been fully discussed and
gravely dwelt on?its position at the South-West
entrance of the Windward Passage, and its conve-

nient proximity to all the coveted islands, which
arc to lie gathered, one day, like fishes from the
sea, into the mighty net of our manifest destiny.?
The attention of the European governments has

been solemnly invoked, in consequence, to our ne-

farious and dangerous designs in the promises, so

that they may be arrested, at the outset, and before
it is too late. It happens, unfortunately for the

startling part of this story, that there is not at
present the remotest ground for desiring to
place Nt causa, along with Nicaragua and
Costa Rica, under the formidable protecto-
rate of Sardinia. The tidings in question are
news to the parties most interested. Not that
our worthy fellow-"'v"iun are a whit too good
for such enterprises, or our laws too strong to
allow them to be carried on. While Collectors,
Marshals and District Attorneys are unable to keep
WALKER from liis forays of plunder and murder
against our helpless neighbors, and juries cannot

be found honest enough to agree as to his guilt,
when lie is brought home for the farce of a trial,
we have no right to be astonished, ifour people are
suspected of land-stealing, in every shape, and our
government is charged with the criminal bad faith
of covertly aiding and abetting it. But, on the pres-
ent occasion, suspicion seems to have been a little
too liastv, for once. Navassa is a sterile, worth-
less rock, without soil, shrub or water. Its only
production is guano, and it lias never been inhab-
ited, save by sea-birds, until of late, when some of
our enterprising navigators discovered the excellent
deposits of guano upon its surface. Under the re-
cent act of Congress, in regard to such unappropri-
ated localities, our townsman Capt. COOPER; w ho is
one of the discoverers, set himself to work to remove

the guano, and until a few weeks ago continued
to do so, industriously, without molestation.
Itappears, however, that tlicllaytien Government,
within the period hist referred to, lias suddenly

remembered or found out that Navassa is one of its
dependencies, and lias sent an armed force to assert

its title. By recent arrivals, we learn, that a llaytien
vessel of war lias the island under actual blockade,
preventing all access and egress.

Without doubt our Government will give this
matter the prompt and energetic attention it de-
mands. if the Island really belongs to St. Do-
mingo, the rights of the imperial FAI'STIN ought
certainly to be respected, brother though lie be to
the King of Spades. But if, as is most probable,
the title which lie asserts is trumped up, byway of
speculation, be should not be permitted to be im-
pertinent or dangerous. The Island lies some
fifty or sixty miles from the nearest land of St.
Domingo, and if, as the discoverers of the guano
must have shown, under the act of Congress, it
lias never been claimed ofright, or possessed in fact,
by SOULOOQUE or his predecessors in title, his ab-
surd caricature of a squadron ought to be sent,

forthwith, about its business. The truth of the
matter no doubt is, that Atvassa, like a poor rela-
tion. was never acknowledged when it wasout at
elbows, and is now claimed only because it is
suspected to have grown suddenly rich. The
worthless lazzaroni of Ilavti, it is probable, would
never liave known of the wealth within a day's
sail of'bent, but for the enterprise and activity of
our countrymen, and unless, therefore, their case
be a perfectly clear one, in the matter of riirht,
they should not be permitted to resort, with im-
punity, to the strong hand. We do not advocate
the TOOMUS doctrine of bombarding the world, with
the Home Squadron, on the faith of every tele-
graphic dispatch, but while the Arctic is steaming
after the Styx at her usual rapid rate of four miles
to the hour, we think she might do a good deed
by stopping to threaten SOULOUQUE with the wrath
of the terrible Senator. If there be any thing in
the sympathies or antipathies ofrace, we" are quite
sure it would scatter the whole tribe of ragganiuf-
fins to pronounce the word "Gcoreia!"

I>ut, be that as it may, wc congratulate the
country that there is no ground, as yet, for a Eu-
ropean war in regard to Navassa, and we felicitate
Mr. BUCHANAN, besides, that he lias not to add the
establishment of a national entrepot in the West
Indies to the list of naval and military enterprises
which the heroes in Congress expect him to pay
for?out of nothing in hand.

Louis NAPOLEON has lately conceived a magnifi-
cent idea. lie has at length awakened to the
consciousness, that, like his great Uncle, he has a
mission. It is to dig Canals and preserve the
Balance of Power in both Hemispheres, luare-

- cent article, the French journal, LaPressc, assures
its readers, that France, that would not permit the
Dardanelles to become Russian, will never suffer
Lj-A i't to become English, or Nicaragua to become
a dq>endency of the UNITEDSTATES. It is true that
La Presse is owned by M. MILLAUD, and that it is
M. MILLAUD,who proposes to himselfthe construction
of the gigantic Ship-Canal, for which JM. BELLY has
just obtained a grant from the States of Costa Rica
and Nicaragua, and invoked the august protection
of the high and mighty Prince, VICTOR EMMANUEL,
King of Sardinia. While, however, La Presse is
blowing its trumpet for the Canal Napoleon de
Nicaragua , other Parisian journals are as assidu-
ously engaged in blowing another magnificent
bubble, the great Suez Canal; and French agents
nnd diplomacy are now actively at work in pro-
moting either project. Both are part of the same
general liue of policy. The one scheme is designed
to put a stop to the advance of British power in
the East, and the other, to be a check upon Ameri-
can aggressions in the West. The idea of a Ship-
Canal, which should join the waters of the Mediter-
ranean and the Red Sea. was a favorite scheme with
the elder NAPOLEON. The project of a Nicaragua!!
Ship-Canal is equally a hobby with the present
Emperor. The French people have not forgotten
the foothold which they once had in the land of
the pagoda-tree, and that Pondicherrv was once
the capital of a growing empire. The conquest of
Egypt was undertaken by the First Consul for the
express purpose of winning back that lost Empire
and the Suez Canal was projected by him as a
necessary step towards its recovery and retention.V ith a safe and speedy outlet to the East Indies,
through the Mediterranean, the Red Sea, and the
Straits of Hah ,1 ilandeb, he rightly judged that a
French Army could be transported to the shores of
Hindustan, long before English succors could
find their way thither around the Cape ofGood Hope. The scheme at that time failed,

So much, therefore, for the Suez Canal. Turn
we now to its twin-project, the Caneil Napoleon eh
Nicaragua, and let us sec how matters stand in that
quartet of the globe. The scheme of M. MILLAUD
k Co., of Paris, and the results of M. BELLY'S
gastronomical diplomacy in Central America, wc
have already laid before our readers. A gran tof the
necessary right-of-way, lias been made by the Re-
publics of Nicaragua and Costa Rica, to the French
capitalists, and the canal that is to be, lias been
placed under the protection of the French Empe-
ror. Willi reference to this enterprise of M. MIL-
LAUD & Co., we can only say, that whatever
doubts may exist with respect to the practicability
of a canal across the Isthmus of .Suez, those doubts
apply with ten-fold force to the project of a canal
through any part of Central America. Mr. FRED-
ERICK CH.YTEIELDJWIIO, for nearly twenty years,was
the resident English Minister in that country, was
decidedly of that opinion, and so advised his Gov-
ernment at home. At the very time, when Sir
HENRY BULWER and Mr. CLAYTON were gravely
mscussing the terms of their celebrated Conven-
tion, which was to secure forever the neutrality of
the Inter-oceanic Canal, the heads of the Eng-
lish Foreign office in Downing-street were per-
fectly convinced of the utter impossihilitvof any
such Canal being made, and were doubtless laugh-
ing in their sleeves at the credulity of the Ameri-
can Secretary. The French Government, however,
seems to entertain a different opinion. Hence while
Sir GORE OUSELEY remained in Washington, to as-
sist at diplomatic dinners anil fancy-balls, M.BEL-
LY wended his way to Nicaragua, and has accom-
plished the object of his mission. Some of our
contemporaries have inferred from the different
course pursued by the two envoys, secret com.
plicity on the part of England in the schemes
of the French Emperor, and have roundly

I charged that Sir GORE OUSELEY was sent to

I U asliington, as a stalking-liorse or dccov-
duck, to divert the attention of our Govern-
ment from the operations of M. BELLY. Apart
from the fact, that it is liv no means compliment-
ary to our statesmen, to suppose that they could
he thus easily hood-winked or thrown off the scent,
the facts which we have mentioned respecting the
objects of. French diplomacy in the East, so precise-
ly analogous to the turn which affairs have taken
in Central America, together with the significant
language which we have quoted from our Paris-
ian contemporary. La J'resse, ought effectually to
disabuse the public mind of any erroneous im-
pressions on that score, and show how little sym-
pathy there can be in reality between the Govern-
ments of France and England in respect to their
foreign policy. The Emperor lias his own game
to play, lie evidently wishes to humble England,
and is preparing to contest with her the supremacy
of the seas. His immense naval armaments, ex-
ceeding in strength and efficiency, those of his
neighbor, are not needed for the protection of
I reach commerce, which is small in comparison,
llis present scheme lor controlling the commerce
of the East, by means of a French canal through
the Isthmus of Suez, and that of the West, by
means of another French canal through the terri-
tories of Nicaragua, sufficiently attests the gigantic
scope of his ambition, and the far-reaching states-
manship of his views. The advices which we have
recoiled by the Persia, show that England lias
awakened to a sense of the danger of her position.
Let us also, whose interests are equally menaced
by the machinations of this new aspirant for
universal dominion, take heed lest we be caught
napping.

As an appropriate pendant to the numerou s
stories of British "outrages" in the Gulf of Mex-
ico, which we have published within the past few
weeks, wc give the following extract from a letter

received from an officer on hoard the IT.l
T . S. Steamer

Arctic, which we find in the Tribune of the 24th
instant :

"June 10.?Saw a brig lying off the small town ofI>ora, on the coast of Cuba; 10.20, A. M., lowered a boatanu Hoarded her; proved to be a Spanish brig, all right."
1 lie Arctic, lie it remembered, was sent to the

Gulf, for the express purpose of "capturing and
bringing in for judgment" tiie entire l'ritish
Squadron, and thereby putting an effectual stop to
the exereise of the Right of Search. Instead,
however, of doing anything of the sort, or even
pretending to look after the Styx, the Buzzard, and
the rest of the English cruisers that have been
boarding and searching our vessels in the Gulf,
the Arctic straightway begins to commit "out
rages" on her own account, and actually com"
mences by preying on the defenceless shipping of"Id Spain. It is true, the "outrage" referred to
in the above letter, is the only one that has as yet
reached our ears, but we doubt not that others
will soon come to light. If not, it willonly be,
because the abilityof the Arctic, (her utmost speed
being only about four miles an hour, stern fore-
most, or three miles in the usual way.) is not ecpta l
to her will. The indignation of the Dons when
they hear of this "outrage" on their flag, can be
more easily conjectured, than described. We can
imagine, after our recent experience at home, the
wrath of the Madrid press, the loud outcry of the
Clamor Publico, and the warlike tone of.the
IleraMo, only less truculent than its New York
namesake, but who that has not got by heart the
speeches that were lately delivered on a similar oc-
casion in the Senate of the United States, can form
any idea of the debates that are likelv to follow in
the Spanish Cortes? Who knows but that Her
Catholic Majesty, ISABELLA 11, may send a squadron
to the West Indies to catch the offending Arctic
and "bring her in for judgment"? We tremble
at the thought, and hope that Mr. CASS, before it
IS too late, and we are actually involved inwar, will disavow the act of our offending cruiser
and disclaim all intention on our part to insist on
the Right of Search. Otherwise, there is no telling
what the consequences may be.

MASONIC CELEBRATIONS.

RECEPTION OF THE RICHMOND KNIGHTS TEMPLARS AT
PROVIDENCE.

The Richmond Commandery of Knisrhts Tem-
plars, No. 2, were yesterday the guests of St. John'sEncampment of Knights Templars, No. 1, of Provi-
dence. They arrived from Stonington, at nine
o'clock, and were received at the railroad station
by the St. John's Encampment, the members of
which had previously marched thitlier, accompanied
by the American Brass Band, and had stationed
themselves in the spacious Ilall immediately over
the station. As the train containing the Richmond
Templars entered the depot, a squad of the Provi-
dence Marine Corps of Artillery, under command
of Sergeant Ilarkness, fired a salute of thirty-one
guns. Upon alighting from the cars, the Virginia
Templars were escorted to the Hall by a Committee
of the Providence Templars appointed for that pur-
pose:?Messrs. R. A. lienison, Ceo.

As the two bodies drew up in line, on opposite
sides of the hall, they presented a commanding ap-
pearance. It would be difficult to find a hundred
men possessing greater apparent qualities ofrobust
manhood and mental vigor. In numbers the two
encampments were about equal, there being nearly
or quite fifty men in each. Their uniforms, or re-
galia. were very similar, consisting ofblack clothes,
with aprons hearing the Death's head and cross
hones and crossed swords, tlie waist-belt having a
Creek cross upon the front buckle, and the shoulder
sasli (of black velvet) being ornamented with
crosses, stars or rosettes, according to the rank or
fancy ol the wearer. Both encampments wore
black eliapeaux with black ostrich feathers, the
officers of the Richmond lodge being distinguished
by also wearing a white feather. All wore swords
and military gloves.

The members of the Providence encampment had
depending from their sashes small brazen daggers:
the other ornaments being of silver. The regalia
ot the Richmond lodge was trimmed with silver
fringe, and was in this respect somewhat handsomer
than that of their hosts. The banner borne by the
St. John's encampment was of Idaek silk; upon one
side was a golden star, radiating about a silver
hand, within which was a globe of red, a golden
cross upholding a serpent, being painted upon the
latter. Beneath were the wolds. ? "IN Hoc SIONO
VIXCES." On the reverse was another star with a
cross and serpent. At the end of the staff was a sil-
ver Greek cross. The banner of tiie Richmond Com-
mandery bore a Roman cross with a serpent hang-
ing upon it, and the words "IN Hoc Sir,so VIXCES."
On the reverse "Richmond Commanderv, K. T. No.
2. Virginia, Chartered 1822."

Upon arriving in the railroad ball, the Grand
Commander and Sir Knights of the Richmond Com-
mandery were addressed by Mr. Barker, G. C. of
the St. John's Encampment as follows:

DECISION'S OF THE SECRETARY OF THE

TREASURY.
The Secretary ofthe Treasury has affirmed the

decision ot the Collector of the port at Boston, on
the appeal of IVni. W. Warren, subjecting toduty, at the rate of twenty-four per cent, an articleimported by the appellee from Liverpool, and de-
scribed as lava gas-burners. The Secretary holds
that as the substance was earthy or mineral, it i3clearly embraced in the classification of earthen,
China, and stoneware, and all other wares com-
posed of earthy or mineral substances not other-wise provided for.

The Secretary of the Treasury has also affirmed
the decision of the collector of the port of NewA ork assessing a duty of fifteen per cent, on "cas-
teel in coils," for the reason that it is manufactured
by a similar process as casteel in bars.

The Secretary of the Treasury has overruled the
decision of the collector of the port at New Yorkin assessing a duty of twenty-four per cent, upon
the importation of an article described as "hemp
or jute carpeting," for the reason that the articleis not whollycomposed of hemp. The rate of duty
assessed is fifteen per cent.

A WOMAN OP NERVE.
Mrs. Caroline C. Stranburg, wife of I'. I'. stran-burg, ot this city, says the lllooniington, (111.)

I'mitnyriijili,was a passengei on'tlie Pennsylvania,
which was burned to tin' water's edge in tin* Missis-sippi. sixty miles below Memphis, on Sundae morn-ing, 12tli instant. Mrs. S. left her birth just before
the explosion took place; and when she heard the
report, which shook every piece ot timber in the
boat , she caught hold of her little child; which was
only two months old. and rushed into the ladies'
cabin at the very moment that a large piece ofmachinery came crashing through the Hour. She
ran to the captain's room and told him that the
boat was on fire, but he said she was mistaken and
advised her to becalm. She said she was not mis-
taken, and her manner was so earnest that the cap-tain, thinking she might be correct, went down to
the boiler deck, lie returned in a short time, and
remarked to Mrs. S.: "There is no danger now?the
tire has been subdued." Mrs. S., however, would
not be convinced: she insisted that the boat was in
flames, and told the captain to make preparations
for saving the passengers. As she finished speak-
ing the llaiues broke through the cabin floor, and in
less than a minute the cabin was filled with smoke.
She saw that the time lor action had arrived, and
she knew that her life and that of her child de-pended upon her own exertions; so she went downthe private staircase, and was fortunate enough toreach the boiler deck in safety. Knowing that she
would perish by fire if she stayed on the boat, she
determined to leave it and run the risk of meeting
her death by another method. She accord in el vseized a board about seven feet long and eighfor
ten inches wide, and grasping her child with one
arm anu the board with the other, plunged into the
river.

Iho current, owing to the high stage of" water,was very rapid, and Mrs. S. had as much as shecould do to keep herself and child above the sur-
face; but she proved cijual to the dangerous situa-
tion in which she was placed, and her perilous
journey down the river would not have been at-
tended with half thedanger that it was, ifhcr unsel-
tish heart had not prompted her to save a man whowas unable to save himself. A short time afterleaving the boat, she saw a man struggling in the
water, and she knew from his movements that lie
was too much exhausted to save himself from going
to the bottom: so she generouslv and nobly jeopard"
r/.ed her life to save his; she'grasped him bv the
arm, at the risk of being pulled from her frail sup-port. and assisted him in getting upon a little piece
ol plank that was hardly sutlicient to keep herselfand child above the surface of the Father of Waters.After floating for an hour anil a half, the three were
rescued bv some men who, having heard the explo-sion, launched a small boat and started up streamto render assistance to the unfortunate sufferers.\\ hen the man who was rescued by Mrs. Stranburg
placed his feet, in the boat, he tried to express the
giatituilc which he felt tor his preserver; but his
heart was so full of thankfulness that his tongue
refused to give full utterance to his grateful feel-ings. Mrs. Stranburg left this citv about three
months ago. and went to Clinton, Mississippi, herbirth-place, where her relatives reside. She took
passage on the J'ennsylvania at Vicksburg, and was
fortunate enough to arrive at her own house in thiscity, 011 Monday evening. Her conduct entitlesher to the admiration ol all who ean appreciate a
noble act.
