A letter is published in the New York Times, of
latest dates from Camp Scott, written by its cor-
respondent who had just arrived there from the
East, giving a more cheerful account of the state
of things in that camp, than he had antici
and different from what he bad set forth in a pre
vious letter from Fort Laramie a short time be-
fore.

The latter bringing up the rear, |
was passed by the writer of the letter on 22d May, |

| a day’s travel west of Platte Bridge, and the Cap- |

tain was expected to arrive at Camp Scott from
15th to 20th of June.

More recent accounts from Captain Steuart’s di-
vision, to 27th May, from a point on Sweet Water
about 30 miles west of Rock Independence, state
that Col. Hoffman’s centre division, consisting part-
ly of mule and ox trains, and consequently moving
slower than if all mules, was on that day,27th May,
only one day’s march ahead of Capt. Steuart.

The subdivision of the train had proved very con- |
venient, and the rear division, composed entirely |
of ox teams, was getting on so well that it was |
hoped they would overtake Col. Hoffman, and en-
ter Camp Scott with him.

A letter received in this city dated 2
one belonging to Capt. Steuart’s division, s
“We have the slowest ox-trains in the rear, es-
corted by Capt. Steuart’s company of calvary and |
one of infantry. 'We are only one days march be- |
hind Col. Hoffman, and will no doubt ‘overtake him |
before reaching Camp Scott, as our oxen are gain-
ing strength gradually. As it is, we are rather
glad to get away from the large command, it not
being o convenient to have a large number of ani-
malstogether. Our horses, too, have a much better
time having more opportunities to gr and the
men are better contented. We have provisions to
last until 14th June but expect to reach Camp Scott

before that time.

The hills are all rocky, and weare, in fact, getting
near the celebrated Roc Mountains—Mountain
Sheep are the only inhabitants of them, and our
men are very anxious to kill some. The grass is |
very good, considering the bad weather, but it is
still very cold and the distant hills are covered with
snow. You will hear of the snow-storm aad
about the st of this month—snow 3 feet deep, and |
on that account we have been just a month coming |
from Fort Laramie, 200 miles, and have about that
distance to go, to reach Camp Scott.”

A letter bag will be dispatched to the United
States squadron on the coast of Africa, from the
rooms of the Naval Library Institute, Navy Yard,
Charlestown, Mass., on or about the st of July.
Packages of newspapers and letters will be received |
and forwarded.

THE FRAZER RIVER GOLD MINES.
A San Francisco correspondent of the New Or
leans Picayune says:

The

Frazer river is larger than the Sacramento, and
the mines commence at a hundred wmiles from its
mouth: whereas the Sacramento, 300 miles from
the sea, has no gold on its immediate banks. As
the valley of the Frazer river isas large as that
of the Sacramento, the inference is that the nu-

! merous quartz or dry diggings, which supplied the |

gold on the barsin the former stream, must be
either nearer the centre of the valley, or immense-
ly more rich than those of the great artery of Cali-
fornia.
The miners now on Frazer river are making from
$3 to $6 a day on an average, working with rock-
ars; and this is as much as to say, that with sluices,
and when the water is low so that the richest part
of the bars can be reached, the wages of experienced
winers will not be less than $30 or $40. As it is
now, working with instruments which are discarded
almost entirely by California miners, the men on
Frazer river sometimes make $50 a d and some
have even made as much as $150 and $200,

The Indians are numerous in Frazer Valley, and
they are a warlike race, and well provided with
muskets, and skillful in their use; but up to the

| present time they have been friendly, though they

steal everything they can lay their hands on.

The mines, as I said, commence at the bars of
Frazer viver, and extend up about 150 miles to the
Big Falls, along which whole extent there are small
parties of white miners, most of whom are Ameri-
cans, There are also many Indial.ls engaged in min-
ing, but they use nothing but sticks to loosen the
dirt, and nothing but pans and little wooden troughs
for washing it; and yet with these rude contrivances
they have dug $30,000 or more, and it has found its
\\'nS' to the coffers of the Hudson’s Bay Company,
who bave, by law, the exclusive privilege of trad-
ing with the red men in New Caledonia. Most of
