CITY INTELLIGENCE.
REPORT OF THE GRANT JURY ON THE CONDITION OF TIIF.

JAIL AND PENITENTIARY?The members of the Grand
Jury of the Criminal Coirt, luring the past week paid an

official visit to the Jail and Penitentiary, for the purpose
of examining into the condition of those institutions. '
They report the conditior. of the Jail as good as it is pos- !
sible to make it in view if the large number of persons j
confined therein, and the mtiquated arrangement of the jbuilding, and express their gratification in announcing ,
that the work on the new Jail is about to be proseeuted to j
completion, and soon to be finished and substituted for the !
present imperfect and insecure structure.

In regard to the Penitentiary, an examination of whichwas made by a committee of the jury, they report 416 in
mates in that institution at the present time, 230 of whom
are white males. 4 white females, 155 colored males and 27colored females. In reference to the condition of this in-
stitution the committee make the following suggestion :

"Your committee wouhl call your attention to the ne-cessity of increasing the dormitory accommodations. Not
more than two thirds of the prisoners can be placed in the
present building: the remiinder are put into one of theold buildings; part of which is used as the hospital, there-by endangering the health of the prisoners, and from the
arrangement of the rooms, being few in number, necessi-
tating the placing of twelve or more in one room, whereby
ample opportunity is presented to concoct schemes for es-
cape. Ac., and thus defeating the intentions of the law in
adopting the system of isolation."

THE LIQUOR LICENSE QUESTION.? The question of the
constitutionality of the act of 1858, relative to the reve-
nue from licenses for the sale of liquors, remains undeter
mined, although the subject has occupied the attention of
the Criminal Court since the commencement of last week.
Five cases against Maurice Gidelman, for selliug liquor
without license, have been under consideration, but the
time has been consumed in the argument of preliminary
motions relative to challenging the array of the petit jury,
quashing indictments, kc. The ruling of the Court on
these questions has deterred the counsel for the traverser
from entering upon an investigation of the facts and an
argument of the law, and the cases have allbeen removed
to Baltimore County Court. The removal of the cases
leaves the issue just where it was before any action was
had in the premises. The county court will not convene
until November, and unless extraordinary diligenceis ex-
ercised the matter willnot be taken to the appellate court
during the present year. In the meantime about eight
hundred cases willcontinue upon the docket of the Crim-
inal Court.

SKILLFUL OPERATION. ?Dr. Samuel H. Martin, the
physician at the jail,aided by his brother, Dr. Jas. Mar-
tin, performed an operation upon one of the prisoners, a
colored man named Gffiord, a few days since, which
©wideneed much professional skill. It appears that the
patient got into a difficultywith a prison companion, and
during the melee which ensued, his nose was completely
severed from his face, with a pocket knife. These gentle
men being summoned to his aid. replaced the severed
member, and by the judicious afplicatiou of plasters and
ointments, it has been caused to unite again with the
face, so as to leave scarcely any evidence of its rough
treatment.

NARROW ESCAPE.?A man by the name of George R.
Jones, narrowly escaped death by drowning yesterday af
ternoon, on the south side of the Basin. He fell into the
water near Skinner's wharf, but was fortunately discov
evered by a Mr. Murray,who went to his aid and succeeded
in rescuing him from his perilous situation.

THE WEATHER. ?Yesterday proved another severe day,

FROM UTAH.
FROM OUR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT. |

CAMP SCOTT, U. T.. May 10,1858.

During the last week or so, the camp has been thronged
with Indians?Utes and Shoshonees. I have before re-
marked that these Indians are remarkably peaceable for
wi d folks?that they show it intheir face as well as in the
history of their intercourse with the whites; and as an ad-
ditional proof I willnow instance their queues. These are
so long that they trail upon the ground, and when their
own hair is not long enough for th ? purpose, they eke it
out with the hair of buffaloes. To these queues are gen-
erally attached a scries of brass disks, varying in
size from five to six inches in diameter, beginning with
the largest one nearest the head, and gradually tapering
off towards the heels, where they arc not larger than a
dollar. With the hair thus arranged, a complete suit of

old cast-off soldier clothes from cap to boots, face painted I
red, bow of cedar three feet in length in hand and quiver
full of iron pointed arrows slung to the back?the Ute is in
his full costume, and is a spirit of satisfaction and pride J
walking the earth withgladness and joy. His wives, his
sisters, his little ones, are all daubed inthe face with red? >
they paint even more than civilized ladies.

In case of a quarrel, if one Ute should catch another by
the long queue and commence whirling him around, there -
would soon he a centrifugal force generated, of a cosmical
character, which, however great might be the intensecen
tripetal impulses of the subject, would still serve to keep
him in an orbit quite remote from retaliation. With his

head drawn hack and his face outwards, regarding every j
possible object inthe visible horizon except his enemy, he
would become a helpless subject to an inexorable law of

Nature, and so remain tillhis enemy's wrath should have
time to cool. Hence we are inclined to think that the
Utes would not, infact, wear these queues, if they were
quarrelsome.

There is a gloomy trait of their character reported
through cauip. ami no doubt correctly. It is, that a chief (
having recently died, a-favorite son of his, a boy some
ten years of age. was buried with him alive, in order to
hear him company to the new hunting grounds. A simi
lar ceremony is said to have been observed when the great '
Ute chief Parker died; several Pap Utes, a small tribe over !
which the Utes domineer, being slain at his funeral as a
suitable retinue to the other world.

One of these Pap Utes was brought into camp some
time since, and sold to one of the persons connected with
the expedition. The article was sold for a boy, but
proved to lie a young woman. Fortunately she fell into
good hands, and seems to he one of the happiest existen-
ces in the universe. There are two puppies in the estab-
lishment to which she belongs, and she has learned enough I
English to say that one is bigger than the other. A swing j
was made for her, but as a uiau got into it and broke it
down, she said that he was a bigger puppy than she was.
When the willowsput forth their first catkins she deco-
rated r.er hair with them, as if crowning herself queen of (
May. She is certainly a genius.

The penchant which these people exhibit for the exter- I
nals of civilization naturally leads one to the question
whether they might not evince the same aptness for the
internals. AnIndian whom we saw to-day. besides the
full costume already mentioned, had on a pair of goggles, '
which rested just above his eyes, and gave him such an
exceedingly intellectual and sapient look, that wc regard
ed him with respectful admiration.

If there is one aspect, however, in which these Indians
do not show veryfavorably as civilizable beings, it is
when they are se°n around the offal of slaughtered
lieeves. They anticipate the wolves, the crows and the '
buzzards, leaving not one particle that these animals
could glean to save them from starvation.

But tlio' they seem so remarkably fond of the white '
man's clothes, very few of them have our arms?our rifles
or fowling pieces. They still adhere to the use of the bow
and arrow, altho' the heads of the arrows arc always iron.
Yet. before iron was introduced, there was siliciou*stone
enough in the country, not only for arrow heads, but for
knives too. and in such an admirable condition for these
purposes, that it would almost seem to have l>een scattered
liere by a beneficent Providence, with a view to its use by
the red man. It consists ofquartz, flint,agate, cornelian,
chalcedony, opal, &c., sporadically scattered about upon the
surface of the soil in small sharply angular and edged
pieces, as if thrown up in splinters from depths below.?
Obsidian, too. a volcanic glass, is occasionally met with,
and many are the fragments of stone, with which you
could skin and dress :i buffalo, if you had nothing better.

Speaking of mineral substances, 1 am reminded of the
bituminous coal which is found at various points in this I
region. The more we see of it, the question the more fre
quently recurs to us, as to why coal is supposed to be of a
vegetable organic production? Would it not be as reason-
able to infer because shells are found in limestone, that
limestone therefore consists of shells, as it is to infer from
the presence of trees in coal beds that the coal, therefore, '
consists of trees? If we are not mistaken, we have seen \
a palm tree taken from a Bohemian coal mine, which was
petrified , and not carbonized. The immense amount of
potash in this region, too.?is that, perhaps, like coal of
vegetable origin, or may not both, in fact, occur without
the necessity of a previous organic existence?

Another load ofproduce came inon Saturday, and met
witha rapid sale, although the price of'butter was one
dollar ami fifty cents the pound, and cheese, potatoes and
onions in projiortion. Happy was the man who could get
them on any terms. The market price of salt still ranges
at $2.50 per pound.

One of the most remarkable events of the past week has

been the apparition in camp of an elephant! A frame
work, covered with gray blankets aud buffalo skins, sup j
ported by four men, each mm performing the functions
ofa leg, and led through camp in the dusk of the evening, I
sufficiently resembled that quadruped to afford the unin
itiated the gratification of "seeing the elephant."" The
keeper remarked, byway ofapology forhis gaunt appear
ance, that he had been on half rations during the winter,
hut that he had a great deal of life in him still; whereupon
the intelligent animal waved his trunk in most emphatic I
confirmation of his keeper's words.

Several Mormons arrived to-day from the rear, on their
way to Salk Lake city. They had a wagon drawn by
mules, and stated that they leftCouncil Bluffs on the 3d
of April. One of them was recognized by some of the
camp followers as having belonged to a party which com

mittcd a murder near this j>oint several years ago. He

was arrested and held to bail in the sum of three thousand
dollars, and was bailed out by one of his companions,
who swore that he (the bailor) was possessed of property
in the Territory of Utah to the value of ten thousand dol-
lars. No one. however, has any confidence in what a
Mormon says, whether he swears to it or not. The party,
after a short detention, passed on.

Arrivalof' the United Stat en Fri</atc Colorado?Sant-

ana'n Inveutment?The Army and People?Fall of
Paez?President Santana Friendly to the United
State H?American Ztiyhtu to he Protected , dr.
The United States frigate Colorado, Commodore

Mcintosh, at Aspinwall from St. Domingo, has fur-
nished a reliable report of the condition of affairs in
the Dominican Republic.

The Colorado sailed from Hampton Roads on the
Pith of May, arrived before St. Doiningo City 24th
of same month, and reached Aspinwall on her re-
turn on the 17th of June.

We have by the Colorado the following report:
We arrived at Santo Domingo 24th May.
llaez was then in possession of Santo Domingo

city, with 250 negro soldiers. Through the in-
trigues of the French and Spanish Consuls he had
been upheld for nearly a year.

Santana completely invested the city with a force
of from 5,000 to 10,000 native troops, the people
being nearly in a state of starvation.

Measures were immediately taken by Commodore
Mcintosh for the security and protection of Ameri-
can citizens, and the most ample assurances were
given by Baez.

The proceedings had on the case of Charles Hill
were demanded by, and furnished to Com. Mcintosh,
and will go to New York by the mail to-day.

The presence of the Colorado hastened the fall of
Haez. He capitulated to Santana, and expected to
leave on the 13th instant for Curacoa. The block-
ading squadron of Baez, consisting of a bark and
eight small schooners, had also capitulated. The
schooners had gone into the river, and were being
rapidly laden by the negroes, followers of Baez.?
Among them there was a perfect exodus.

Before Baez capitulated, the British, French and
Spanish Consuls informed Baez that if he did not
come into some arrangement with Santana they
would close their Consulates and withdraw their
vessels of war.

Santana would then take possession of the citv,
when peace and happiness would again prevail. Itis said that Gen. Santana gave to Coin. Mcintosh
the most solemn assurances of protection to all
American citizens, and wished him to express to his
government his great desire to maintain the most
amicable relations with it. It is also reported that
the Commodore succeeded in obtaining from Pres-
ident Baez, previous to his capitulation, all the
documents for which the Commodore had been
sent.

Warren Nickerson, of the United States, had
died at Santo Domingo.

CONDITIO* OF UTAH.
Exciting Horrore at Proro City? Will not idiom the

Soldiers among their Women ?Poverty in Utah.
The Mormons are busily engasred in fortifying

Provo River, Spanish Fork, and Hobble Creek Can-
nons, and all thc approaches to the Utah Valley,
where they have moved all of their families. Thev
tell the Indians that they intend to throw a medi-
cine over the soldiers which willmake them die likedogs, and also boast to them that it is Brigham
Young's powerful medicine which keeps the army
from moving.

The Fort Bridget- correspondent of the Times,
May 28th, writes as follows:

Brigham Young and lieber Kimball are both
building houses at Provo City. Brigham's house is
about 200 feet long, and he has some 100 men busily
engaged in its construction. The people are all con-
centrated in Utah, San Pete and F illmore Valleys,
and are actively engaged in planting and sowing
grain and vegetables.

The people are well armed, and guns are offered
for sale at low prices.

The printing office of the Deseret News has been
moved from Salt Lake City to Fillmore, and that
newspaper is at present published there.

.Vo compromise of peace has yet been effected, but in
our opinion the Mormon question is thus resolved.

The leaders have offered to give themselves up
for trial, upon a pledge that thev shall be tried bv
a jurychosen from among the Mormons, but they
declare that thev will never submit to a trial by a
Gentile jury. They are still, as they declared from
the first, willing to allow the civil officers and ci-
vilians to enter the valley and reside there, but they
will not submit to have the army quartered among
thein.

To these they will, I have no doubt, adhere, and
will allow the civilians to come among them, but ifthe army attempt to move into the settlements, or
an attempt is made to arrest those indicted for trea-
son, unless it is upon the condition which they have
made, they will resist and fight to the last.

They are now prepared to tight, for they are
well armed and equipped, and their families are
concentrated. Their force is variously estimatedby those persons who have seen them this spring,
and who are entitled to credit, and at from 10,000
to 25.000 lighting men; their numbers have been
very largely increased during the winter bv emi-
grants and'returning missionaries from all parts of
the world, who have entered byway of California.

On the evening of the 19th instant, three wagons,
belonging to a party of apostate Mormon families
who have been fortunate enough to make their way
out ot the triendly grasp of the saints, arrived in
camp. Ihe name of the head of the largest family
is A ancv; he was originally from Tennessee, and
has resided in Salt Lake Valley for a little morethan a year. The balance of the party consists of
his sons and sons-in-law, and a family, named Green,
"hey resided near Oregon City, and although they
have a pass from Gov. Gumming to come out of the
territory, yet they were stopped aud turned back
twice wnilst they were coming through the Canona.

These families report that ninety-nine hundredths
of the Mormon population are reduced to a poverty
even greater than theirs, for they had the means to

leave the territory, and in this were rich, "jny ot

the women were absolutely naked, and are obliged
to clothe themselves like Indians, in old quilts.

We learn from the lips of one of these persons,

that an old woman and her son. by whom she was

, supported, living in his neighborhood, were sus-

oect -d of being "Gentiles; that one morning,

shorrly before he left, the old woman was found

ivin? [n bed with her throat cut, and her son was

found illthc garden killed in the same manner. He
says that he has repeatedly seen dead bodies, with
throats cut, floating down thc Jordan river.? Cor.

epaulet the unhappy man raised his own bv a sud-and energetic impulse, as though to defend it, butremembering his impotency, allowed it to drop
listlessly again. That a man of his birth and posi-
tion could survive this shame is incredible.the troops then filed off before the prisoner,
who was taken back to the gaol of St. Joseph.
Great crowds had assembled on the place and lined
the way to and from the prison. The attitude ofM. de Mercy was calm; his youthful appearance
and good looks added painful interest to this terri-
ble scene.

ARRIVAL OF THE ARABIA.

THREE DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.
HALIFAX, June 28 ?The steamer Arabia arrived here

this afternoon from Liverpool, with dates to the 19th.

The insurrection in Candia has been subdued.

graph line between England and India via the Red Sea,
witha capital of £1,000,000.

The English Parliament has been discussing a petition
from Jamaica touching the Spanish slave trade. It was
contended that the present threatening aspect off affairs
inthe west was occasioned by the long failure of Spain to
fulfil her treaty obligations. The Earl of Malmesbury said

that from a conversation had with the American Minister
there was every reason to believe that some understanding
would be had for clearly verifying the nationality of ves
sels without risking a breach of international law.

He also referred to the support given .by England to
Spain in resisting the policy of the United States for the
annexation of Cuba to Spain, but said ifshe still persisted
inthe slave trade it was highly probable that England
would exchange her present amity with Spain to indiffer-
ence.

Earl Gray said he thought that France and the United
States were solely responsible for a renewal of the slave
trade. With regard to the national law, so far as he un
derstood it, an American vessel filled with slaves might
leave Africa without England being able to interfere, not-
withstanding a perfect knowledge of her character was
had.

Lord Aberdeen endorsed this definition.
Inthe House ofCommons, the question of the outrages '

committed on American vessels inthe Gulfof Mexico, was
discussed. The drift of the speeches was that when the
matter was fullyunderstood on both sides, the difficulty
would be amicably arranged.
